Washington, May 15.—Dr. B, Dern-
burg, often referred to as the unoffi-
cial spokesman of Empnror William in
the United Stated, has made plans to
leave the country of his own initiative
within a short time.

It became known here in official quar-
ters today that, in view of the intima-
tions that President Wilson .and tae
Cabinet were displeased with Dr. Dern-
burg’s speeches justifying the sinking
of the Lusitania and some of his other
public utterances, which they believed
might be caicuiated to array sentiment
of Germans in the United States against
the Washington Government, friends of
Dr. Dernburg here have persuaded him
to leave the United States.

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VANCOUVER ISLAND CABLE
STATION; ROUTED, MAKE
ESCAPE IN FAST LAUNCH

First Deliberate Attempt At Exiensive Damage Made By a
Large Party From United States—Guard’s Action
~ Puts Them To Flight,

(Canadian Press.)

Vancouver, B. C., May 15.—The first delib-
erate attempt at extensive damage in British
Columbia, originating apparently from Washing-
ton State and evidently attempted by Germans
or Austrians, came quite close to succeeding at
miduight last night in an attack on the cable sta-
tion at Bamfield Creek, west coast of Vancou-

ver Island.
LAUNCH FILLED WITH RAIDERS.

A large launch loaded with raiders swooped
down on the cable station from the sea. The
watchfulness of the sentry caused an alarm to
be sounded, and the military guard being rrused
the visitors beat a retreat. They got away in
their launch, but which direction they took and
where they now are is a mystery. - . . .

The intention of the raiders was evidently to
put out of business the Pacific cable ' connecting
England and Canada with Australia. ‘1

Cable officials were awakened by a rifle shot ;
fired at the fleeing forms of two men who got
away to the beach and boarded a big launch.

IN VICINITY SEVERAL DAYS.

An armed guard of soldiers was out within a

few minutes and in small boats searched nearby

waters, but nothing more was found. Later, in-
formation was obtained that a launch had been

in the vicinity for several days and was seen sig-

nalling to persons on shore. Officials of the

cable station are sending a request to the admir- "
alty authorities at Esquimalt for a patrol boat to

guard their station from the sea.

The newspaper asserts that it was the
American passengers on board who were
to insure that 5,000 cases of ammunition
in her hold would not be touched. It is
stated that the fact that Americans
were being utilized for this purpose
naturally was concealed from passengers
of that nationality. The Vossische Zei-
tung says the American Government
must start from this point, must ascer-
tain who was responsible for the con-
‘cealment of this danger, and consider
whether it can allow belligerent states
to etake the lives of American citizens
in order to obtain the conveyance of
contraband,

The newspaper further contends that
after Germany's declaration of a war
zone on February 4, the American Gov-
ernment ought to have prevented its
¢itizens from embarking on British
steamers, even those on the auxillary
jist, as in times of peace, instead of
permitting individual Americans to run
into danger the magnitude of which
they failed to understand.

STRIKE AT MILAN.

Rome, via Paris, May 15.—A strike has
been proclaimeq at Milan as a protest
fagainst the course ot political events in
Italv.

Milan, May 14—Via Paris, May 15.—
The prefect of Milan has made public
A teiegram sent 10 nim by Premier Sa-
fandra. expressing regret that Ttalian
blood has been shed by Italians, urging
the re-establishment of “the calm and
snoral discipline so necessary in this
grave moment,” and urging deputies,
irrespective of party, to co-operate with
the authorities in a patriotic effort to
yestore tranquility.

The Premier’s message was received
with enthusiasm.

Denies Denunciation.

Rome, May 15.—The Tribuna, In a
special edition, denies the report that
Italy has denounced the triple alli-
ance. It explains the King’'s decision
to intrust to Giuseppe Marcora the
formation of a cabinet, instead of in-
sisting upon the retention of Premier
Salandra, as being due to the fact that
the Salandra cabinet has shaped it§
policy in the direction of withdrawal
from the triple alliance, but had not
taken definite action to this end, wish-
ing first to obtain the support of Par-
liament. No pledge of any kind has
been made, the Tribuna asserts, and
the new cabinet will thus have com-
plete liberty of action.

Riots Continue.

Riotous demonstrations continued in
Rome during a great part of the night.
They increased in intensity when it
became known that, notwithstanding
reports to the <ontrarv, the King had
accepted Premier Salandra’s resigna-
tion.

One of the worst outbreaks occurred
in connection with attempts of the
crowds to approach the Austrian em-
bassy. A member of the staff of the
nationalist newspaper, Idea Nazionale,
succeeded in hurling his cane through
a window of the embassy, breaking
the glass. He was arrested.

At a weeting in Borghez square 20
speakers, most of them deputies, made
addresses in favor of war. A resolu-
tion was passed to the effect that the
people of Rome believed the country
to be in danger and would prevent
with all means at their disposal “the
sacrifice of national honor.”

Prof. Reithdorf Says This Statement Caused Him To Leave

a Letter Recently

Prof. F. V. Reithdorf, of Woodstock
College, a former soldier in the German
army, who denounced militarism be-
fore the war and has addressed many
meetings of Canadians of German de-
scent, stated this morning wkile in this
city that the man of German blood who
had exulteq over the Lusitania disaster
should be locked up.

“Anyone who hears of such celebrat-
ing should notify the police,” said the

rofessor. “He will be doing a service
to the loyal Canadians of German de-
scent, who are by far in the majority.
In fact, there are many with German
blood in their veins who are on the
watch for demonstrations.”

Has Some Trouble.

Prof. Reithdorf was asked if he had
much opposition in carrying the Brit-
ish cause to the German neople in Can-
ada.

he replied. ‘‘They have refused to at-
tend my meetings, and in one case at
least a clergyman who made statements
about me was forcad to report to the
crown and made a denial of the state-
ments. It is these few men who feed
the fires ef hatred for Britain. When-
ever I can reach them I have it out
with them and if necessary, call the
attention of the authorities to their
conduct.”

The professor, in discussing tke bru-
talities of the Kaiser, said that while
serving as a soldier he had heard the
German Emperor define “iron dis-
cipline.” The Kaiser said that if or-
dered to deo so, a German soldier must
turn his rifle on his own father,

“‘Several ministers have opposed me,” |

mother, child, or sister, and do. it with
a smiling face,

“When I heard this,” said Mr. Reith-
dorf, “I determined to leave my coun-
try. 1 felt like turning my rifle on the
man who said it. There were others
of the same mind, but they feared the
man next to them. It is the iron dis-
cipline inflicted on the German people
that forces them to do the Kaiser's
bidding today.”

They were almost
unanimous, however, in declaring that
Germany’s refusal will throw, not only
the moral support of the I'nited States,
but material aid, to the success of the
Allies.

Position Is Clear.

Given to Flames.

The big buildings simply
were set afire and allowed to blaze.
Goods found in smaller shops, hotels
and offices were flung out of win-
dows and made into bonfires. All the
fire brigades have toiled ceaselessly
since Wednesday night to restrict the
countless fires, and but for their ef-
forts whole streets, instead of indi-
vidual blocks, would have been burned.

“Strong forces of police and troops
are held in readiness in Cape Town to|
fight to prevent further disturbances.
Bars, clubs and hotels were closed and
citizens warned to remain in their
houses.

Costly Damage.

‘“Reports from Durban describe the
wholesale firing and sacking of German
businesshouses, hotelg and wool stores. |
The damage there is estimated at con-!
siderably over a quarter of a million
dollars. Fire brigades and the police
are virtually helpless, and the dis-
turbances continue,

‘““The same tale of destruction on a
large scale comes from other towns.
At Port Elizabeth twenty German es-
tablishments were wrecked; in Pre-
toria the windows were smashed in|
the office of a German mnewspaper;!
Martizburg reports-a general exodus of |
Germans. The disturbances at Kim-
berley were unprecedented in the an-
nals of the diamond fields, while the
rioting at Bloemfontein also was ser-
ious.

‘“A significant result of the disturb-
ances is that many prominent Germans
have disavowed their country’s
methods of warfare.”

Rabid Pro-German State-
ments Alleged Made by
Hensall Minister.

NEIGHBORHOOD SEETHING

Rev. Mr. Smith Is S8aid To
Have Offered Up Prayers
For Kaiser From Pulpit.

Rabid pro-German statements, al-
leged to have been made by Rev. Mr.
Smith, a Presbyterian minister of Hen-"
sall, Ont., have set the neighboring
country seething in a violent discussion
of the minister’s statements,

Some of these have been printed in
the Hensall and Exeter papers, Crown
Attorney J. B. McKillop, of this city,
came into possession of one of the
papers containing the statements of the
minister today. Col. L. W. Shannon,
commander of the 1st division military
headquarters, believes if the state-
ments aileged to have been made by
Mr. Smith are correct, that he is ser-
iously in danger of being charged with
treason, one of the most serious of-
fences in the crime calendar.

Investigation Begun,

The matter is one for the civil au-
thorities, and Charles Seager, crown
attorney at Goderich, has today begun
an {investigation into the case. He
was informed today by The Advertiser
of  the alleged statements of the min-
ister, and declares that instant action
will be taken in order to learn the
exact degree of their seriousness.

‘““‘Certainly, persons who make state-
ments of the kind which Mr, Smith

an instant action brought against
them,”” Crown Attorney McKillop said
today. From other sources, informa-
tion has come to authorities here, that
the same minister recently prayed in
his church, “Goq bless the Germans in
Hensall; God bless the Germans in
Canada; God bless the Kaiser.”
Sturdy Arraignment.

Writing in the Exeter Advocate, and
protesting vigorously against the as-
sertions of Mr. Smith, made at the
Ministerial Association of South Huron,
held in St. James’ Church, Exeter, on
May 2, Rev. D. Walter Collins, of Exe-
ter, says: “During the discussion of a
paper on °‘Evangelism,’ given by Rev.
Mr. ‘Smith, of Hensall, in a meost
shameful and uncalled for attack on
the British army, Mr., Smith used these
words, ‘The British army goes into
battle singing ‘Tipperary.” yes, singing
‘Tipperary,” while their wenemy, the
Germans, go into battle singing Psalms,
praising God, and crying te God for
victory. But then what can you ex-
pect but ‘Tipperary’ from an army the
very chaplains of which are a bunch
of boozers."” This last expression, Mr.
Collins writes, ‘“‘was vigorously assent-
ed to by another minister, Rev. Mr.
McAllister, of Exeter, who used the
words, ‘That's quite correct.’”

Serious Charge to Make.

The writer declares: “This is a very
serious charge to make. The onus of
proot rests with Mr. Smith. Nothing
short of the actual source of informa-
tion will be accepted by the public in
order that these charges reflecting on
the whole body of the chaplains (many
of whom are my personal friends) may
be weigrned upon their merits to ascer-
tain if they are actually true, or are
made by secret sympathizers with the
German cause.

“How does Mr. Smith reconcile the
conduct of the psalm-singing, God-
praising Germans with their repudiation
of solemn international treaties, which
they designate ‘scraps of paper'—with
the psalm-singing German soldiers, who
have ravageq thousands of defenceless
and helpless women so that legislation
is being considered to deal with the de-
graded offspring of such brutal and de-
praved men?° the writer asks, and
enumerates many other German atro-
cities of which mention has been made
in the Houses of Parliament and Lords
in England.

“If the offended sensibilities of pub-
lic opinion are not sufficiently strong
to curb such language and discipline
such offenders, then more drastic
measures should be adopted,” the writer
declarea.

PORTUGAL IN THROES

News Dispatches Tell of Grave
Revolutionary Movement
Against Republicans.

[Canadian Press.]

London, May 15—12:49 p.m.—A news
agency dispatch received here from
Madrid declares there has been re-
ceived in the Spanish capital informa-
tion of a grave revolutionary movement
in Pogtugal. One report ir to the effect
that a revolutionary committee is in
control of the situation at Lisbon,

Indications of a serious revolutionary
movement against the present Repub-
lican Government of FPortugal has not
been lacking. On the contrary, reports
from this country for six months past
have almost all referred to political
disorders.

There has been serious dissatisfac-
tion with the administration of affairs
and the Government has been freely
characterized as drastic and arbitrary
to an impossible degree; the President
and his advisers have been called out-
laws; political assassinations have not

Finance Minister Explains
Situation to Colleagues
in Senate.

[Canadian Press.]

Paris, May 15.—Alexandre Ribot, the
French minister of finance, speaking in
the Senate yesterday afternoon on the
bill extending the issue of treasury
bonds, thanked the committee for its
support, One of the members respond-
ed that M. Ribet had “the support of
the whole Senate,” to which the Minis-
ter of Finance replied: .

“I do not doubt it. Absolute confidence
must exist between the Government and
Parliament. We are nothing without
vour collaboration. I give an example
by throwing full light on the nation’s
finances.

More To Come. ;

“The treasury bonds issued to April
30 amounted to 4,337,000,000 francs
($867,400,000). Adding the ordinary treas-
ury bonds and the bonds issued abroad,
the totai amounts to 5,000,000,000 francs.
The country’s reserves are far from be.
ing exhausted. I am confident that the
country will do still more. It must be
understood that the country must be
defended by the assets and all the avail-
able money of the country.

“We will continue to the end. We wili
conquer the difficulties, provided the
ministers understand that expenditures
cannot be increased without absolute
necessity. One billion and a half francs
($300,000,000) in treasury bonds will be
discounted by the British treasury, for
we are obliged. to import from abroad
raw materials and manufactured ar-
ticles.”

Finances Discussed,

M, Ribot gave a lengthy explanation of
the financial agreement concluded with
Great Britain. That Government, he
said, was able to maintain the rate of
exchange with the United States more
easily than France.

The Minister of Finance in conclusion
said: ‘“The financial difficulties augment
with the prolongation of war, but that
does not frighten us, nor are we dis-
couraged or disheartened:. In order to
dissipate these apprehensions we hpve
but to cast our eyes upon our army,
which is giving so fine an example of
courage to youth.”

The minister’'s speech was greeted
with great applause.

KAISER IS BURNED,
TO TREE IN EFFIGY
BEFORE MULTITUDE

Owen Sound Has Great Patriotic Dem-
onstration—Overseas Men Parade.

[Speclal to The Advertiser.]

OWEN SOUND, May 14.—The crowd
that thronged the streets and market
square here tonight at the public demon-
stration in honor of the soldiers of the
third overseas contingent who leave
soon for Niagara, exceeded anything of
a similar nature ever held in  Owen
Sound. The weather was perfect and
it is estimated that 7,000 people includ-
ing many from the surrounding and the
neighboring towns in the country lined
the streets and thronged the market
square.

The Owen Sound men of the contin-
gent, 91 in number, were each presented
with $10 by Mapor McQuaker as a gift
from the municipality while the seven
Markdale men were similarly remember-
ed by a representative from their town

A monster procession was formed at
7.30 at the armories, including the
soldiers of the overseas, boy scouts, cci-
legiate cadets, ambulance cadets, Sons of
England, town officials and citizens;
also the 31st Regimental, Salvation Army
and city bands, bugle band and fife and
drum band.

Hocked the Kaiser.

The presentations were made on the
market square. The men were also
presented by the women's patriotic lea-
gue with towels and socks and a testa-
ment each, the gift of the W. C. T. U.

On the conclusion of the presentation
an effigy of the Kaiser, suspended by
the neck from g small tree was burnel
in front of the assembled muiltitude who
cheered vociferously, while the bands
played “Rule Britannia.” The proces-
sion was reformed and marched again
to the armories, where after the massed
bands had played the National Anthem
again the throng dispersed.

MANY COMPLAINTS
REACH OTTAWA OF
PRO.GERMAN TALK

Naturalized Germans Are Subject of Re-
ports—Serious Charge Liable,

[Special to The Advertiser..

OTTAWA, May 14.—Germans who
have received British naturalization
papers from the Canadian authorities
are the subject of many complaints.
Many of them have not -been behaving
well since the Lusitania was torpedoed.
They have openly shown satisfaction
with the performance~ of the German
submarine upon the great liner, and
complaints to this effect have reached
Ottawa from many quarters. A few
Germans without naturalization papers
have shown signs, recently, of satisfac-
tion with the submarine and asphyxia-
ting gas exploits of the Fatherland.
The ' authorities are able to deal with
them under the alien enemies act. It
is pdssible to cancel parole and trans-
port them to concentration camps,
where they may be assured of sympa-
thetic auditors.

But the naturalized German is in a
different position. The law does not
permit of his being regarded as an alien
enemy. He is either a loyal British
subject, and as such entitled to protec-
tion, or he is a traitor, and as such,
liable to prosectution for treason. Ar-
rest for treason is a serious thing, and
it takes pretty strong talk to render a
person, liable to conviction upon this
charge. A number of persons have
been able to anger their neighbors and
associates by a show of German sym-
pathy without committing any positive
act or making a definite declaration
which could be regarded as treasonable.

Austrians who have assumed an ir-
ritating attitude are reported to be far
less numerous than German-Canadians.

Every case reported is being made
the subject of inquiry, and it is possible
that there may be more prosecutions
for treason than have taken place up
to the present time.

CHAPTER XXVL
THE WHY OF CULTIVATION.
[By Prof, Spade.]

The beginner need have no vast tech-
nical knowledge of agriculture to
capably farm the home garden. In
fact, plain horse sense, a little judg-
ment, a will give him exactly the same
quality of crop that the average farmer
obtains. Ignore the technical part and
you will soon find that the methods
and operatjons, which because of their
names seemed beyond your comprehen-
sion, are really simple. .
Enough interest to provide the en-
thusiasm for real care of the garden is
required. Good tools will do mugh to
supply this and lighten the labor —
which is not heavy anyway—of bringing
the plants to successful maturity.
Starting right you will find yourself -
unconsciously curious to watch the
progress of your plants, to spend an
hour or two on Sunday in “‘watching
them grow’” and inspecting carefully
the carrots, beets, tomatoes and cu-
cumbers for evidence of insect ma-
rauders.

The seeder attach-
ment comes into use first for drilling
in the seed the length of the rows.

The first
and worst Is lice. These get on the little
chicks and if they do not kil] them they
stunt their growth. The greatest pre-
ventative is sulphur. When the chicks
are out scratching, catch the old hen by
the feet and hold her head down,
sprinkle sulphur all over her, especially
under her wings. Do the same to the
chicks, but be careful not to put too
much on them. Do not let them get
under the old hen for about an hour cr
they will suffocate. Burn sulphur in
the coop (after removing the chickens)
and put coal-oil on the roosts if you
have them. For chicken head lice put
a paste of sulphur and lard on the head.
The allments of chickens can nearly al-
ways be cured by castor oil

Feed.

The chicks soon develop and at the
age of four weeks can eat almost the
same food that grown hens eat.

A good scratching feed is as follows:
2 parts ((by weight) cracked corn, 2
part (by weight) wheat, 1 part (by
weight) oats, 1 part (by weight, buck-
wheat. The buckwheat should be omit-
ted in summer as it is a heat producing
food.

The value of sprouted oats as food for
poultry cannot be surpassed. They are
relished by the birds and form a very
cheap food for the birds in winter.

RETREATING IN DISORDER

Muscovites Forming a New
Line Occupying a Shorter
Front.

[Canadian Press.]
PETROGRAD (via London), May 14.
—9:55 p.m.—The following official com-

 mgunication was issued this evening:

“In the region of 8havli the fighting
is develobing under conditions favor-
able to us. Yesterday we took more
tnan one thousand German prisoners
and captured nine machine guns,

“In Western Galicia the intensity of
the fighting lessened on May 10.

“QOur troops are concentrating grad-
ually on the line of the River San,
with' the object of occupying a shorter
front.

“The Austrian army evacuated on
the 11th a strongly-fortified position,
extending from the Bistritza River to
the Roumanian frontier, in length 140
versts (about 54 miles), and fell back
precipitately on the 12th beyond the
River Pruth. The enemy’s cavalry,
whiclh was sacrificed in repeated
charges to protect the general retreat,
wag dispersed by our fire.

“Our cavalry divisions broke through
the enemy’s front at various points,
and, by successfu] charges, threw the
enemy’s columns, which were on the
march, into disorder.

“Our vigorous pursuit of the enemy
continues under conditions particularly
favorable to us. The great number of
prisoners we already have taken is be-
ing rapidly increased.”

GERMAN REPORTS
ARE PURE FAKES.

WASHINGTON, D.C., May 14.— The

military attache of the Russian embassy
has received the following dispatch from
his government in Petrograd:

*““The Russian general] staff, in a state.
ment issued May 12, says that last week
the German military authorities made

erroneous statements about operations
on the Russian front.

‘““Thus they said that the Germans
took twelve guns during the battle at
Libau; whereas the Russian artillery de-
tachment operating there had but four
guns. At Rossienie the Germans not
only did not cause the Réssians heavy
losses, but had no success at all. The
Russians were not In full retreat, as
the German communique says, but their
forces were obliged to withdraw along
the front of the Russian offensive for a
distance of from six to thirty miles.

“The Germans affirm that they have
driven back the Russian attacks at
Kalwarya, Augustowo, and Przasnysz,
and inflicted great losses on the Rus-
sians, bu the Russians made no attacks
there. The Germans attacked the Rus.
sian forces at Vaskiedno, Rajetz and at
the farm Pomicany, but some of their
attacks were only demonstrations and
the others were fore the purpose of re-
conquering the necessary points they
had lost previously,

“In Galicia after the abortive German
attempt to surround the 48th Division
of the Russian army the action during
the last nine days has taken the charac-
ter of frontal attacks against the Rus-
sian fortified positions, which have been
successfully repulsed by the Russians.
It is true that the Russian losses are
very heavy, but it is true, also, that
the losses of the German-Austrian army
are enormous. Wishing to boom their
success the Germans multiplied by many
times the number of the Russian pris-
oners, taken by them, a great part of
whom weres wounded, as the Russian
troops, gradually retreating, had no
means of taking them from the field of
battle.

“The boom about the great victory
in Galicla seems to be intended to raise
the spirits in Germany and to restrain
Italy from the decisive step she is now
about to take.”

People Heard Japs
Victory—British Help In Quelling.
; [Canadlan Press.]

Hankow, China, May 14.—An incipient
anti-Japanese riot resulted last night
from the circulation yesterday of eircu-
lars of unknown origin stating that the
Japanese colony would hold a lantern
parade in celebration of the victory over
China. Shops were closed, and crowds
assembled at the British concession to
watch the Japanese procession. Three
Japanese shops were looted and two
Japanese injured. British and Russian
volunteers, with fixed bayonets, dis-
persed the rioters before the arrival of
a regiment of Chinese troops, which had
been called out to. quell the disturb-
ance . ]

The Japanese garrison was ordered
out, but withdrew at the request of the
British consul and Chinese authoritieg.

With
the first warm day .in January would-be
builders were coming into the inspector’s
office. This month 97 permits have been
given for a tota; of $88.315.
Reconstruct Bank Bullding.

- One of the biggest contracts, involv-
ing probably as much. iponey as any
constructional work to be undertaken in
London this year, is expected to begin
next. week, when the Royal Bank of

{ Canada, situated in the old city hall on

Richmond street, will commence to re-
construct the old building, inside and
out, into a modern office block. In the

' neighborhood of $100,000 will be spent

in the work of improvement. Plans have
not yet been fully completed; they were
begun several months ago. .

Several other smaller business blocks
are being planned, one of them for the
north side of Dundas street, between
Waterloo and Colborne streets, to cost
in the neighborhood of $15,000. This is
the first business block to go up east of
Waterloo street, this side of East Lon-
don, following the natural tendency of
the city in its eastward growth of busi-
ness.

: Building ‘‘As Usual.”

Londoners are standing staunchiy be-
hind the board of trade in its annual
reports, which stated that London has
felt the depression caused by the war
less than any other city in the Domin-
ion. The business of building is almost
‘‘as usual.” There will be no building
boom in London this year, of course,
but the building inspector believes that
London’s permits will reach as high a
mark as they did in 1913, which was a
good, growing, normal year. The year
1914 was exceptional. Several large fac-
tories were completed, the largest being
the McCormick Company’s plant. These
factories, most of them in the East End,
attracted hundreds of workingmen to
build their homes in their vicinity.
