The news of the death of George S.
'Gibbons at 5 o'clock this morning in
‘Wellesley Hospital, Toronto, will come
with a shock to the people of London.
Altaough Mr. Gibbons had been ill for
the past three months, he seemed much
improved last Sunday, and sat up for
a time. It was then expected that he
would get better. This morning, bow-
ever, death occurred.

He was taken ill in Goderich last
summer with what was supposed to'he
a nervous breakdown,6 and after ailing
two weeks there, he was removed to
Wellesley Hospital!, Toronto, where he
has been ever since. :

Mr. Gibbons is survived by his wife
and three small children, Allan, Anne
and Betty. He also leaves three sisters,
Mrs. Ronald Harris of this city, Miss
Helen Gibbons, also of London, and Mis.
Counkell of Hamilton.

When the sad rews became known in
the clty, many were the expressions of
deep regret heard.

George S. Gibbons entered promi-
nently into the public life of the city
for the first time in 1917. As a Labor-
Liberal candidate he contested this
riding against the Unionist candidate,
Major Hume V. Cronyn, and, it

is ' Toronto,

claimed, polled the largest number of
male votes ever recorded here for a
Federal member. His defeat was large-
ly attributed to the war time elections
act. He would in all probability have
contested the riding on the same plat-
form at the next Dominion election.

‘With this exeeption he took no active
part in municipal or political affairs,
but was weill known throughout the
city as one of the outstanding barris-
ters. He was a son of the late Sir
George C. and i.ady Gibbons, and was
born in London in 1882, He received his
early education in the public schools
and local Collegiate Institute. On be-
ing graduated, he attended the Royal
Military Academy at Kingston, and
later Osgoode Hall, Toronto. He was
graduated there and entered the firm
of Gibbons, Harper & Gibbons in 1904,
and soon assumed a large share of his
father's extensive legal practice,

A distinct honor for a man of his
years was conferred on him during tne
visit of the late Liberal chieftain, Sir
‘Wilfrid Laurier, when he was chosen
to propose the toast to him at a ban-
quet of the Association of Liberal
Clubs.

Mr. Gibbons was an enthusiastic
horseman, and a member of the London
Hunt Club. He married, in 1907, Mary,
daughter of Sir Edmund Osler of

FRANCE, BELGIUM AND
ALY WILL REQUIRE
MILLIONS [N 600S

International Trade Confer-
ence Comes to Close At
Washington.

Atlantic City, Oct. 25.—Work of per-
fecting a plan for permanent inter-
national organrization of businessmen,
in accordance with the unanimous vote
of the international trade conference at
its closing session last night, was be-
gun today by a special committee of
ten members, two each from Great Bri-
tain, Italy, Belgium and the United
Statgs. This committee is expected to
complete the plan within a month, and
then representatives of such nations as
the committee may unanimously de-
termine to invite will be asked to at-
tend a meeting at which the plan will
be presented for adoption in its final
form. Membersnip is limited to those
countries represented in the league of
nations,

A summary of the requirements of
France, Belgitm and Italy during the
forthcoming year shows that they will
need to make nearly $1,500,000,006 in
commodity purchases in other coun-
tries, if long-term credits can be ar-
ranged, and the exchange rate now ad-
verse to them established.

Great Britain’s delegates presented
no specific needs, and asked for no
special credit arrangements. Sir James
Pope Simpson, speaking for the British,
said she desires only a continual supply
of ‘'raw materials in the usual way,
and that American businessmen show
the same confidence in British business-
men that they have hitherto shown.

GHRISTIANITY WANING,
WHILE “NATURALISM” I
SLOWLY ON  INGREASE

FLEES TO PETROGRAD

Dreadnought Poltava Is Bom-
barding General Yuden-
itch’s Troops.

Copenhagen, Oct. 25.—The entire
staff of Leon Trotzky, Bolshevik
minister of war and marine of Rus-
sia, has been captured at Tsarskoe
Selo, according to a Reval dispatch
to the National Tidende. Trotzky
himself escaped by clinging to a
railroad car, and later fleeing from
the scene in an automobile.

Troops of the Northwestern Rus-
sian army pursued the minister and
fired upon his car, but Trotzky suc-
ceeded in reaching Petrograd.

BULGARIA SUBMITS
LUKEWARM PROTESTS
AGAINST TREATY

Adheres Unreservedly to the
Clauses Concerning
League and Labor.

Paris, Oct. 25.—Bulgaria’s answer te
the terms of peace presented her by the
allfed and associated powers is moder-
ate in tone and adheres unreservedly
to the clauses concerning the League
of Nations and labor. It accepts the
principle of the protection of minorities
in Bulgaria on condition the same meas-
ures are applied tc other Balkan states.

On the other hand, the reply makes
reservations regardlng. reparations, and
protests especially against the total sum
demanded of Bulgaria. It asks for the
suppression of interest charges angl re-
quests an extension of the time 1imit for
payment. Regarding the military clauses,
Bulgaria objects to the voluntary enlist-
ment system, maintaining that _con-
scription alogp can produce sufficient
forces to maintain order.

The longest part of the reply concerns
territorial clauses and protests ag\ai'nst
modification of frontiers on ethnical
grounds and, quoting masses of statlg—
tics, proposes notably a plebiscite in
Thrace and its formation into an auton-
omous state. The impression prevalls
in conference circles that the Allies arc
not likely to consent to any extensive
modification of the original terms.

Husband
and wife, it was said, were agreed that
they should live separate, and the only
outstanding difficuity was with regard
to the custody of the chiléren.

Mrs. Baldwin was opposed to the mo-
tion that the two children should be
given into the custody of the paternal
grandmother, and finally it was mutually
agreed that the older boy should remain
permanently with his father, and that
the younger boy should spend his time
in turn with father and mother, the
Bishop of Montreal to be named nominal
guardian. Accordingly Mr. Justice Co-
derre adjourned the motion presented
yesterday afternoon until Tuesday next
in chambers, when judgment will be
drawn up in accordance with the agree-
ment, which, it is said would form the
basis of a settlement of the separation
cases when they come to be adjudicated
upon in the superior court néxt month.

D. McKenzie asked if the Government

The minister of railways replied that
it would not be fair for him to make
any statement other than to say that
in its action the Government was fol-
lowing the recommendation of the
Drayton-Acworth report.

J. H. Sinclair stated that the Gov-
ernment had offered to assume all the
fixed charge of the Grand Trunk and
Grand Pacific roads, and also to pay
$3,600,000 per annum. He asked Dr.
Reid if this was in line with the recom-
mendations made in the Drayton-
Acworth report.

Frank S. Cahill asked the minister if
| he could tell him what amount of
liabilities the country was assuming in
acquiring the Grand Trunk Railway.

Unwise to Fix Date.

Mr. Stevens thought it would be un-
wise to fix the date for the valua-
tion, Otherwise the arbitrators might
interpret it as meaning that Parlia-
ment recognized the market value of
the stock on that date.

As far as municipal
taxation was concerned the Grand
Trunk would be in exactly the same
position as it was when owned by the
company. The Government was mere-
ly taking the stock. &

Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King said that
this statement bore out his contention
that the Government would not really
own the Grand Trunk, Government
property was exempt from taxation, but
the Grand Trunk would still pay« axes
after the acquisition of the stock.

Somewhat Different.

Dr. Reid replied that Government |
property held in fee simple was not sub- |
Ject to taxation. The conditions with !
regard to the Grand Trunk were some-
what different. It was a private com-
pany in which the Government owned |
the stock. It would be operateéd as |
a4 private company, but by owning the |
stock the Government owned the com- !
pany. |

A. B. McCoig asked why the minister |
did not set forth in the bill just these
facts. Dr. Reid replied that he did not
want to.. tie up any future govern-
ments. If a government of the future
refused to pay taxes then it would be
up to them.

Mr. King asked if the distinction be-
tween the Intercolonial Railway ‘and
the Grand Trunk was because the
Government had owned the stock of the
former road from the beginning. That
was Government ownership as he un-
derstood it. In the case of the Grand
Trunk, a certain amount of stock did
not at any time come /into the hands
of the Government. That he classed
as simply Government operation and |
not ownership. l

Mr. Rowell said a mortgage on a |
man’s house did not alter the man’s |
ownership.

“First, we know
We are to have the elephant,” he said,
“and now we know we have to feed
him. It seems to me that we are per-
petuating the Grand Trunk Railway
Company, for the Government does not
own the road.”

Ings with the minister of railway as
chairman and so forth. Dr. Reid re-
plied that in the case of the Canada
A Grand Trunk, while the
former was a separate entity, all
revenues and expenditures were in one
fund and were handled from that fund.

‘A FINAL EFFORT

T0 AVERT GOAL
STRIKE FAILS

Half Million Workers Will Quit
Work On Very Eve of
Winter.

EFFECTIVE NOVEMBER 1

Stirring Appeal by Wilson,
Sick at White House,
Proves Ineffective.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 24 —The Ilast
government effort to avert the coal
strike set for November 1 failed utterly
tonight, and half a million workers will
quit work on the very eve of winter,
with the nation’s bins running danger-
ously low, :
Even an appeal from President Wil-
son, sick in bed at the White House,
was not enough to bring peace to a
conference that was torn and on ths
breaking point half a dozen times dur-
ing the day. Charges and counter-
charges flew thick and fast as the
groups of operators and miners flled
out of the meeting, which began some-
what hopefully four days ago.
While the operators announced that
they had accepted the president’'s offer
to wipe the slate clean and negotiate
a new wage agreement, the miners
charged that the operators had bolted
without the consent of Secretary of
Lahor Wilson, the storm centre of an
extraordinary fight to save the coun-
try untold distress and suffering.
Order Stands.
Surrounded by a score of miners,
John L. Lewis, president of the United
Mine Workers of America, hurried out
of the hall and halted long enough to
announce that the strike order stood
and that the miners would walk out
after a full day’s work on the closing
day of the present month. The final
brg:xking up of the conrerence, Lewis
said, meant that official notice of the
ailure would be sent forthwith to the
unions everywhere to order the men
out of the mines at the appointed hour.

The president’s appeal was made
through Secretary Wilson after the
l;u‘ter had exhausted every possible
effort and had pleaded until his throat
ached. It pointed out what 2 strike
meant, and urged the two sides to get
together, negotiate their differences,
resorting to arbitration only in the
event that negotiations failed. The im-
portant point in the propesal, however,
was that the mines be kept open and
the miners stay at work.

President’s Appeal.

The president’s appeal follows:

"I have been watching with deep and
Sincere interest your efforts to bring
about a just settlement of the ditter-
ences between the operators and the
coal miners of the bituminous coal
fields of the country. It is to be hoped
that the good judgment that has been
exercised by both operators and miners
In years gone by in the adjustment
of their differences will again prevail
in the present crisis.

Neglect of Duty.

“With the parties of this controversy
rests the responsibility of seeing that
the fuel supply of the nation is main-
tained. At this t{ime, when the world
is in need of more supplies, it would
be a cruel neglect of our high  duty
to humanity to fail them. 3

“I have read with interest the sug-
gestion made by you that the wage
scule committees of the operators and
miners go into conference without re-
servation for the purpose of negotiating
an agreement as though no demands
had been made or rejected, having due
regard to the interests of their
spective groups.

“I am in accord with that sugges-
tion. No body of men xnows hetter
the details, intricacies and technicali-
ties of mining than do the miners and
operators. No body of men can work
out the details of the wage scale on
a more equitable basis. Their judg-
ment would undoubtedly he hased upon
a sum fotal cor kKnowledze of the in-
dustry. Whatever their differences may
be, no matter how widely divergent
their viewpoints may be from
other, it is a duty that they owe go-
ciety to make an earnest effort

“After all, the public interesi in this
vital matter is the paramount con-
sideration of the Government, and ad-
mits of no other action than that of
consideration of a peaceful settlement
of the matter as suggested by you.

Announces Fallure.

The miners and operators had left
the conference room and Secretary
Wilson, the tears springing to his eyes,
was gathering up his papers, when he
announced that his efforts and the
president’s efforts had fallen down and
that the conference had adjourned for
zood. He briefly explained the status,
but refused to he drawn into charges
of bad faith.

‘““The operators agreed to accept the
! proposal of the president in its en-
| tirety,” Secretary Wilson said, “and to
lproeeed with negotiations and, if they
failed to come to a conclusion, to sub-
mit items still in dispute to arbitra-
tion, the mines to continue in
tion pending adjustment.

“The miners interpreted the nresi-
dent’s letter as two proposals. They
were willing to accept the first, that is,
to proceed to negotiate. The operators
said that, having expressed a willing-
ness to accept the president’s proposal
in its entirety, they held themselves
ready to proceed {0 negotiate and ar-
bitrate whenever called upon by the
secretary of labor or by the miners’
scale committee, and with that state-
ment withdrew.

‘“The miners remained and expressed
their regret that the negotiations could
not go on, but declined to proceed with
the negotiations until it had been de-
termined +whether the results of the
negotiations would be successful or
unsuccessful,

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TRYING TO MAKE TROUBLE.

As was to be expected, the local organ of
the reactionary Hearst Government disapproves
of the popular and progressive platforms on
which Farmer, Liberal and Labor candidates

~ have been elected. It hates to see the passing
of the old Tory system of government by a
small group friendly to the combines, the cor-
porations and the profiteers, to be succeeded by
a Legislature and ministry that will be distinct-
ly of the people and for the people. It realizes

~ that Farmer, Liberal and Laborite have policies

"~ that are basically the same. So it starts a

~ campaign with the object of keeping these
groups apart. As an example it attacks the
United Farmer party as follows:

The parents of the schoolchildren will
buy the textbooks for their offspring, not the
State. The cost of living will not be greatly
encouraged in its downward movement, at
least in respect to foodstuffs. The farmer
i1s convinced that his prices are not too
high, even for peace times. He points to
the trek from the farms in proof. For
this reason he is not likely to meddle with
the cold storages, which have helped to
keep up the average costs of farm and
dairy produce. The cold storage wagons that
call at the farmer’s house paying competi-
tive prices for butter, eggs and cream, will
continue to be welcome. Neither is the
United Farmer contemplating, we may
expect, to assist labor to secure increases in
wages, because the farmer is also convinced
that it is the good industrial conditions in
the cities and towns which make it impos-
sible for him to obtain the services of farm
help at any price, much less at the wages
he was formerly accustomed to p_?ly. Here
& ln. a8 & conseguence, we Wi see no
‘:rf:lca! movement upon the part of the
U. ¥. O. representatives. Lgbor
united 4n several instances with the U. F. O.
in the election of candidates, but there is
small probability that the bond will hold.
The ahove ig clearly a deliberate attempt to

arouse antagcemisms between the city worker
and the farmer. It {s made to appear that the
United Farmers will legislate selfishly, that the
urban population wil} be made to suffer to the
advantage of the rurpl population.

There is nothing in the platform of the
United Farmers to warrant such an accusation.
It is distinctly stated that the interests of all
classes will be considered. And nobody realizes
better than the farmer the necessity for har-
mony between urban and rural interests if both
elements are to progress happily and prosper-
ously. From the farmer the city man gets his
foodstuffs; from the city man the farmer secures
his implements and his clothing. They must
work together for their mutual gain. That Is
so obviously the case that it is certain that
Farmer, Liberal and Labor will give and take
in a way to advance their several interests. The
farmers who have been elected to the Legls-
lature are sober-minded and justice-loving men
who feel strongly the responsibility to the
people that has been placed on their shoulders.
They are allve to the social and industrial un-
rest that is abroad. To say they will deliber-
ately heighten this dangerous condition by ex-
ploiting all outside their own class §s an insult
to thefr intelligence and their reputation as a

body of decent, fair-minded men.

BORDENISM NOT WANTED.
An Australian writing in “The New States-
man,” London, says of the coalition war govern-
ment in his country:

“Mr. Hughes’ ministry, noiw that the
war is over, has no real justification for its
existence. It is quite incapable of coping
with the great capitalistic combinations
which the war has strengthened. Profiteer-
ing is rampant, and the Public irritated to
a degree finds the Ministry without a policy.”

Mr. Hughes’' party consists of Conserva-
tives and “Old Liberals.” In its make-up and
general character it iz thus very like the Cana-
dian Unionists. But one difference in favor of
the Australlar Government is that the Liberals
beionging to itsare “restive under Mr. Hughes'
leadership.” They are at least anxious to break
away. In Canada some Liberals who associated
themselves with Sir Robert Borden for the pur-
pose of finishing the war in the way that they
thought best have already broken off the tem-
porary connection, and no doubt breathe
easler. But there are a number of others who
stick to Borden, share the odium of the only
contemptible government Canada has ever en-
dured, and seemingly hope for its continuance
till 1923,

The Ontario election, following those of
other provinces, screams into the dull ear of
Bordenism, “Can’t you go, must you stay?’ The
corpse of the Hearst regime laid out for burial
seems to beckon with fixed eye to the Borden
Government to follow. Bordenism is “fey,” as
the Scotch used to whisper, but its Liberal mem-
bers, like the Tory masters of the house, shut
their eyes to the “mene tekul upharsin” on the
wall.

They know perfectly well the central mean-
ing of last Monday’s work. The Ontario people,
men and women, saw in Hearst and Company
the allies of the Bordenites in the service of
High Profits, climbing millionaires and exclu-
sive titles. The votes for Liberal, Labor and
U. F. O. candidates were largely intended as a
blow at the insolence of an encroaching and
usurping ring of millionaires seeking more or
less consciously to dominate the people as a
ruling caste and destroy democracy by massed
money power. “If we don't hit them now, we
are lost for the future,” remarked a London
workingman to his friend.

Clearly the Borden @Government is an
anachronism at Ottawa. It would be practically

~+ a breach of the constitution for it to brazen out

|its lenure of power another three years in the

teeth of universal execration. The people no
more trust Bordeniem to curb profiteers and
tax the rich than it would trust the Hearst Gov-
ernment further to administer prohibition or
our’hnd. forest and mineral wealth.

SOMETHING LACKING AT WASHINGTON.

The breakdown of the Washington Indus-
trial Conference is a happening not unexpected.
Probably not even President Wilson was san-
guine that it might lead to some better state of
affairs, and the fact that its time of meeting
coincided with the most deadly labor struggle
the republic had had in a long time was bound
to strain nerves on both sides. The attitude
that was taken by the three parties was not
calculated in any case to promote good-will, be-
cause they were almost without any common
basis for their deliberations. Commercialized
America 18 today suffering, in common with
other countries, the ill after-effects of the war,
but unlike Britain and France it has not ex-
perienced the sobering effect that the long-
continued struggle brought to the older land=.
Seemingly there are those in the United States
who know no other way of dealing with the
present unrest than repression, and these are
the people who seem able to dominate the in.
dustrial situation in the United States at the
present time. Their chief aim, it would appear,
is to “keep the situation ir hand.” President
Wilson appears to have thought that there
might be such a thing as compromise and
mutual giving way that would give time to clear
away some of the underlying causes of unr ..
In that respect his Washington conference has
failed.

The example of Great Britain in dealing
with the strike of the railway men might have
given some indication of a possible solution for
the steel strike in America had those respon-
sible been willing to learn. But the Steel Cor-
poration, at least, has no idea of congiliation
in its mind because it believes that it is going
to tire out the strikers and win the day. Prob-
ably it will win out, and the steel strike of 1919
will be added to the annalg 6f American labor
strife. But the root causes of the strike will re-
main as a menace—to whom if not to the Ameri-
can people at large? It will be just one more
fuse laid towards the dynamite. Bourbon-like
the Steel Corporation learns nothing and for-
gets nothing. There is no lesson in the long
history of British policy of compromise and con-
ciliation which it understands. Its models are
rather medieval in character. It knows only
the weapons of repression and force. And so
almost the first dispatch regarding the strike
told of bloodshed.

All over the United States today there are
those who fear that the next few years may see
an upheaval so gigantic that it will shake the
whole republic. Such a view was expressed

yesterday at the conference on moral education/
that is under way in Winnipeg. There are pre-|
dictions of a Red regime, Soviet rule, Bolshevist

domination and a dozen more varieties of politi-
cal pickles, some of which are as chimerical as
an invasion from Mars. No revolution could
possibly succeed in the United States unless
undertaken by an organization competent to
take over the productive Industries as a whole
and administer them more economically and
more efficiently than those now in charge.
Clearly there is not even the germ of such an
organization to be found. Least of all is it
likely to be found in the fiy-by-night organiza-
tions that are the special subject of investiga-
tion by commissions congressional down. As
Lloyd George says the old world is not going to
be transformed into the new by speeches, con-
gresses, inquiries or even by leading articles.
If it is to be transformed at all it will be by the
steady patient work of all, by all, for all, “the
spirit of the war without any of its cruelties.”

DOING THINGS IN A BIG WAY,

The Canadian people have shown their apti-
tude for doing things in a big way in war as
well as peace. Their war effort in proportion
to their population has won the admiration of
the whole world. Their generosity to the re-
turned soldier in this epoch of reconstruction
is unexampled in other lands. They have been
able to do these things because they are not
only an enthusiastic but a thoroughly business-
like people. They have so managed their af-
fairs that a splendid war effort in Europe has
gone hand-in-hand with prosperity at home. The
financfal policles of the Government have re-
sulted in a great expansion of Canadian trade
which did not shrink to any serious extent after
the advent of peace. But these policies would
have been useless and abortive had the thrifty
people of Canada not shown confidence in their
country by vast subscriptions to popular loans.

Canadians must continue to do things in a
big way. They cannot say “We will quit now”
any more than the owner of a great industry
can afford to suddenly shut up shop. To enable
Canada to carry on, the Victory Loan of 1919
must be subscribed on a large scale; and it is
up to every Canadian who takes pride in his
country to help the cause along with his cash,
his enthusiasm and his optimism.

ADMIRAL SIMS ON THE NAVAL VICTORY.
[New York Outlook.]

“When Germany Was Winning the War’ is the
title that Admiral Sims gives to the first of his
series of articles in the World’s Work. His picture
of the danger in 1917 of the Allies losing the war
through Germany’s success in her submarine cam-
paign is startling. In the next article he will we
assume, explain how that danger was averted. The
part played in the victory at sea by the American
destroyers and other vessels was evidently of capital
importance in view of the condition of things when
America entered the war.

Admiral Sims went to England with the teelin
that the sea power ‘“rested practically unchallengég
in the hands of the Allies.”” But the British Admir-
alty gave him facts and figures which had been kept
secret. ‘“‘These documents disclosed the astounding
fact that Germany was winning the war, and winning
it at a rate that meant the unconditional surrender
of the British Empire in four or five months.” Ad-
miral Jellicoe told him that 603,000 tons of shipping,
British and neutral, were sunk in March, and that
the estimate for April was nearly 900,000 tons. Ad-
miral Jellicoe in conclusion remarked: “It is im-
possible for us to go on with the war if losses like
this continue.” Members of the British cabinet con-
firmed this view of the seriousness of the situation,
and it was estimated that the limit of endurance
would be reached by November 1, 1917. Admiral
Sims quotes Mr. Balfour as saying to him later:
“The submarines were constantly on my mind. I
could think of nothing but the number of ships
they were sinking. At that time it certainly looked
as though we were going to lose the war.” Only
Lloyd George was continuously optimistic and
cheerful about the submarine situation.

The danger point lay in the fact that Great
Britain must obtain food and raw material from
abroad, and to this the increasing destruction of
shipping was a terrible threat; it is said that in
April, 1917, England had food enough on hand for
only six or eight weeks. The submarines were not
being destroyed faster than they were built. The
public ideas on this subject were entirely erroneous.

It was under these circumstances that Admiral
Sims, in his dispatches to Washington, repeatedly
sent such reports as the following: “The situation
at the present is exceedingly grave. If sufficient
United States naval forces can be thrown into the
balance at the present critical time and place, there
is little doubt that early success will be assured.
Briefly stated, I consider that at the present mo-
ment we are losing the war.” Ambassador Page
and Mr. Balfour sent dispatches of similar tenor;
one of Mr. Page’'s urgent dispatches is described by
Admiral Sims as one of the great documents of the
war. All these messages urged that the United
States should instantly send all its destroyers and
other light craft to Queenstown, ‘‘the vital spot in
the submsarine campaign.” Says Admira] Sims:
“The fact is that no nation was ever placed in so
tragical a position as Great Britaln in the spring
and early summer of 1917. And I think that history
records few spectacles more heroic than that of the
British navy, fighting this hideous and cowardly
form of warfare in half a dozen places with pitifully
inadequate forces, but with an undaunted spirit that
remained firm even against the fearful odds which
I have described. What an opportunity for
America!”

In the course of his article Admiral Sims cor-
rects some general misapprehensions about the
German submarine methods. It is surprising to
know that instead of ‘‘submarines in shoals,” there
were seldom more than eight or ten submarines
operating in the very large fleld from the north of
Ireland to Brest, never more than fifteen. The
German could keep only ten or a dozen submarines
out of each hundred they had actually at work in
the open sea. Admiral Sims says that if instead of
this they ecould have had fifty submarines con-
stantly at work on the shipping routes in the winter
and spring of 1917, nothing could have prevented
Germany from sinking two or three million tons a
month and winning the war, Thus Germany’s
boasted foresight and efficiency were at fault in not
providing a really large number of submarines.

Another interesting statement is that the Ger-
mans unquestionably attacked hospita) ships sys-
tematically for the purpose of forcing the Allies to
¢ avoy the hospital ships by destroyers, thus re-
* acing the number of destroyers hunting sub-
marines. The British Admiralty, it appears, had
wonderfully accurate information about the German
submarines so far as knowing when they left the
German ports, and in what waters they were
cruising. Of course this did not mean that it was
easy to catch the submarines, for their mobility
was immense.

We are told that the bellef that the U-boat had
bases off the Irish and Spanish coasts was un-
founded, and that the cruising period of g sub-
marine did not depend, as most people supposed,
upon its supplies of food and fuel, but on its supply
of torpedoes.

It is evident from Admiral Sims' account that
the one thing most neeeded to secure naval victory
for the Allies was reinforcement in the matter of
destroyers and submarine chasers. The British
navy had a great many, but it was necessary all
the while to use many of them with the Grand
Fleet and to convoy hospital ships ang
vessels. It is a simple, definite fact that American
aid in this direction was of such value as to turn
the tide.

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MONEY EASES AT
N. Y., REASSURING
STEADIER MARKET

Rail Shares Advance After
Steady Accumulation—
General List Irregular.

NEW YORK, Oct. 24.—The most re-
assuring feature of today’s less active,
but far more orderly stock market was
the greater ease of money, and the

stéady accumulation at substantial ad-
vance of high and low grade railroad
shares.

Call money opened at § per cent, the
lowest initial rate in several weeks,
and the more noteworthy since all
loans hold over until next Monday.

Time money was better, a few loans
being reported at slightly under 7 per
cent,

Buying of rails afforded a sharp
contrast to the erratic movements of
the two preceding sessions, when specu-
lative issues controlled by pools and
cliques completely overshadowed the
more representative stocks.

The demand for transportations was
so0 general as to give rise to the im-
pression that developments or highest
importance affecting those properties
may soon issue from the office of
Director-General Hines,

Outstanding features of the ralilroad
list included Reading, Southern Pacific,
Atlantic Coast and Lousivillée and Nash-
ville, at gaing of 3 to 5 points. Among
secondary shares, Texas and Pacific,
St. Paul, Baltimore and Ohio, Pere
Marquette, Missouri Pacific, Western
Pacific and Missouri,- Kansas and Texas,
were pomirnent, scoring extreme gains
of 1 to 2% points.

Prices in the general list were ir-
regular at the opening, pressure being
exerted by the short interest, prob-
ably as a result of the dissolution of
the industrial conference with its at-
tendance complications.

Oils, motors and their specialties,
steels and equipments were hesitant in
the first half of the session, but im-
proved visibly later. They were joined
by food and tobacco issues at material
gains, coppers being the only back-
ward issues at the strong close. Sales
of stock amounted to 1,550,000 shares.

The -bond market was again irregu-
lar, moderate reactions in several of
the rails and industrials contributing
to that end. Liberty issues were
steady, foreign issues easing. Total
sales of bonds, par value, amounted to
$15.575,000.
