Sir Michael Hicks-Beach Makes a Rather Senmsational Budget
Speech—A Very Heavy Deficit Aaticipated —New :
Taxes Proposed.

London, April 19.—~The Chancellor of
the Exchequer, Sir Mickael Hicks-
Beach, rose in the House of Commons
yesterday at 4.18 p.m., amidst rounds
of cheers and commenced the budget
statement. His opening sentence was
not promising. “During the last five
years,” said the Chapeeilor, “we have
been invariably able to congratulate
the House on a genegal increase in the
presperity of the counfry, but the year
1900, especially the last six months,
showed symptoms of achange. Our
foreign trade during the year consid-
erably inereased, but in -value rather
than in volume. This had been main-
ly derived from the high prices of cer-
tain articles, notably coal, which nat-
urally must have injured important
industries, especially railways. Never-
theless, the revenue for the past year
had shown no signs of decrease, and
the exchequer receipts showed a sur<
plus of £2,865,000 over the estimates.
He was bound to say, however, that
the excess had been due to forestall-
ment on dutiable articles. But for
this his estimates would ‘have <been
barely realized. Much could be said

Food of Prehistoric Man.

Upon examining some skulls dating
back from the stone age Mr. Charters
White, M. R. C. S, noted that severai
of the teeth, although quite free from
caries, were thickly coated with tartar.
It occurred to him that it would be
possible by a rough analysis to identify
any particles of food that might be im-
bedded in this natural concrete and so
reveal the character of the alimeunt
partaken of by prehistoric man. Dis-
solving the tartar in a weak acid, a
residue was left which, under the mi-
croscope, was found to consist of corn-
husk particles, hairs from the outside
of the husks, spiral vessels from vege-
tables, particles of starch, the point of
a fish tooth, a conglomeration of oval
cells probably of fruit, the barblets of
down and portions of wool.

In addition to this varied list were
some round red bodies the origin of
which defied detection and many sandy
pirticles, some relating to quartz and
some to flint. These mineral fragments
were very likely attributable to the
rough stones used in grinding the corn
and would account for the erosion of
the masticating surfaces, which in
many cases was strongly marked. This
inquiry into the food of men who lived
not less than 4000 years ago is a mat-
ter of great archmological interest.

'CURIOUS FIRE LORE.
HEARTH FIRES WHICH ARE NEVER
ALLOWED TO DIE OUT.

The Manner In Which the Livimg
Fire Is Generated—A Peculiar Cere-
mony Which Illustrated the Uses
of the Sacred Fire.

The domestic hearth fire is sacred
among all Slavic peoples, without distine-
tion of stage of culture. It may never be

The form of the andiron in the peas-
ants’ houses has from time immemorial
been either where one side is shaped to
represent a snake and the other the head
of 8 cock or where some domestic animal

The servants employed on -the farm
gather about the fire and pass away the
long autumn and winter evenings in live-
ly conversation. On Christmas éve the
sacred billet, badujak, is lighted, and is
sprinkled by the father of the house with
wine, olive oil and honey. On St. Ivan’s
day the Ivan’s fire is lighted and main-
tained the whole night. The young people
of the village gather together and dance
' the kolo, accompanying their dance with
songs. But the “living fire” is prized
most highly of sil, because, as the Slavie
tradition goes in the Balkan peninsular
and the Carpathians, it posseses special
curative powers.

The living fire is generated as follows:

In some places (as in the mountains ot
old Servia) it is customary to select two
children, a boy and a girl, between 11
and 14 years of age, who are intrusted
with kindling the fire, They are con-
ducted into a perfectly dark chamber,
where they are obliged to remove all
their clothing and not to utter a single
word. Two +dry_cylindrical pieces of
linden wood are given to them, which
they alternately rub briskly together un-
til the pieces .are ignited. A piece of
tinder is fired by the sparks thus pro-
duced and dedicated to sacred uses. This
manner of obtaining the sacred fire is the
oldest, but has now passed almost alto-
gether out of use.

Another method prevails among the
Servians of western Macedonia,  Two
slabs of oak wood are driven solidly in-
to the earth, and in their upper extremi-
ties two round holes are bored, in which
a cylindrical piece of linden wood is so
inserted that it can be rapidly rotated.
A stout cord is drawn tight around two
upright slabs to prevent their springing
asunder. A primitive violin bow is then
constructed, the string of which is wound
once around the piece of linden wood.
By moving the bow to and fro the
cylindrical piece of wood is brought into
rapid rotation, &fid through the heat of

inserted in the holes of the uprights is
ignited.

In the autumn of 1809, while in the
Kosmaj highlands, I saw the sacred fire
produced in a different manner. Two
peasants drove two semicylindrical pleces
of wood into the ground and drew a rope
taut about them. The piece of light
linden wood was so inserted that it could
be readily rotated by means of a sim-
ple rope wrapped once around it, a device
which was even more efficacious than
that of the primitive violin bow and led
quickly to the desired end.

The purpose for which the sacred
flame, or living fire, is used in the peas-
ants” homes remains to be explained.

While on a scientific journey in the
interior of the great forest districts of
Servia several years ago I accidentally

Tt was in the autumn. In the village of
Setonje, at the foot of the Homolje moun-
tains, theré™raged a general epidemic
among the children, which the prejudiced
peasantry concealed from the authorities
for fear that the physician of the prov-
ince would visit the place. Two old wo-
men who were obliged by tradition to
have the names Stana (from stati, to
stand, not to spread) repaired to a spot
outside the village. One of them carried
a copper kettle filled with water, the
other an old house lock and key. The
first one then said, “Whither goest thou?”
Whereupon the one with the lock in her
hand answered, “1 have come to lock out
misfortune from the village,” With these

THEY LACKED
ANY SYSTEM

How the Nursng was Done in
South Airica.

The Under Secretary for War Hears
Some Plain Truths From the Presi-
dent of the Councilof Nurses.

London, April 19.—Mrs. Bedford Fen-
wick; president of the International
Council of Nurses, yesterday waited
upon Lord Raglan, Under Secretary
for War, who gave several hours to
hearing her proposals. She pungently
arraigned the management of the
South African hospitals, and told Lord
Raglan that the government _could
avert such fiascos only by taking up
the nursing problem intelligently.
Mrs. Fenwick siad: — “Nine hundred
nurses pitchforked into South
Africa without reference to-fitness.
They were made subordinate to young
surgeons, with but slight comprehen~
siom-of the mecessities of hospital dis-
cipline. This outrage on scientific
principles bore its inevitable fruit,
and we had incompetence, neglect,
and chaos. I am convinced that the
disclosures ‘ made by *Mr. Burdett-
Coutts, gave but the palest shadow of
the real facts. We do not want this
crime against our soldiers committed
again; therefore ‘we seek to have
nursing officially recognized and pro-
perly regulated. The physicians of the
war department have ever been will-
ing to utilize us. We want them also
to recognize us. We ask for the ap-
pointment under the minister of war
of a matron who will have co-ordinate
authority with the chief medical di-
rector in the dual work of caring for
the sick and wounded. Medicine and
nursing, while analogous, have their
distinct disciplinary or administrative
prdvinces, Men cannot govern a large
number of women. The nurses should
be under the command of members of
their own sex, although holding them-
selves in readiness to obey the pro-
fessional directions of the. doctors.
Furthermore, we should like lords and
ladies, however amiable, to quit med-
dling with nursing. They have their
proper place in connection with ordin-
ary charities ; but when they attempt
to dictate to our profession they bring
inexperience and ignorance to a prob-
lem requiring expert knowledge of a
high order.”

| were the exceptional receipts owing

to the mint, to silver coinage and to
the telegraph receipts, which compar-
ed very unfavorably with the expendi-
tures.
RECEIPTS AND EXPENDITURES.
The total receipts  amounted to
£130,385,000, and the expenditures to
£183,592,000, of which £65,000,000 was
for the war in South Africa and £3,-
000,000 for China. The expenditure for
1901-1902 totals £187,602,000, inclusive
of war charges—an increase of £32,-
901,000 over last year. The deficit,
£53,207,000, showed that they had paid
£15,413,000 out of the revenue for the
cost of war. The total amount provid-
ed by the state last year aggregated
the enormous sum of £198,346,000.
“As to the national debt,” said the
Chancellor of the Exchequer, “it
stands in painful contrast with last
year; but the funded debt had de-
creased by £1,425,000. On April 1 the
national debt stood at £687,500,000—
an increase of £55,000,000, on account
of the war.” Turning to the present
year the Chancellor of the Exchequer
said that the total estimated expendi-
ture was £187,600,000: On the exist-
ing basis it was estimated that the
revenue would be £132,255,000, leaving
a deficit of about £55,000,080.
“HOW 1IS° THIS DEFICIT TO
MET
asked Sir Michael. “I will never be
responsible for the fatal policy of pay-
ing the whole cost of the war out of
loans without putting a reasonable
amount on the taxpayers of the day
The real difficulty, however, is not so
much the cost of the war in South

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INSURANCE
DETECTIVE

He is Employed to Watch the
Habits of the Insured.

£ They are Bad the Risks are Cance'led
—A Person’s Mora's Must be Good.

Here is some information about the
imsurance deiective. He works in the
interests of the big companies, and his
employers find him a valuable man.

When Sidoney A. Witherbee wrote
$500,000, the other day, he was credited
with the largest value on the life of
any man in Michigan. The question
was put to the manager of one of the
largest companies in this city:

“Would it not pay the companies
that earry so large risks to have Mr.
Witherbee's physical condition exam-
ined into occasionally 1

To this question was added: “Why
would not this policy be valuable to
all insurance companies "’

The manager’s reply threw light on
several important imsurance methods.
He said |

“It has never come to the ears of the’
public, but within the past few years

there has grown up a secret moral ex-
amination by special detectives in the
employ of our -largest companies.
These men work like all other detect-
ives. furnishing reports on the pri-
vate lives of applicants. To guard their
confidential work all the more closely,
the names of the detectives are 'not
even known to the local manager, un-
less he is sharp emough to find out,

- all reports being sent to the main
office, direct, and if found to be of
sufficent point to make the risk unde-
sirable the agent is instructed, later,
to cancel the policy, even after:it has
been secured and premitms and com-
missions paid.

“Thus the work of the insurance de-
is usually discovered by the
agent, only by the return of a
‘policy. The rule works in several in-
teresting ways. [ have often lost good
commissions oa risks I deeméd per-
fectly good: In these cases the physi-
cal condition of the applicant has
invariably been above reproach, but
his moral tendencies were later dis-
covered to be of a character that made
the policy undesirable.

“The fact that Mr. Witherbee has
$500.000 insurance is an admirable in-
dex to his high moral character. Un-
der the detective methods now. em-
ployed by thc largest companies, he
could not have passed the stiff secret
examination, had his habits of life not
been the best.

A STRANGE CASE.

‘Some time ago, I wrote a man
whom I had known all my life. -+ He
passed an Al physical examination,
the policy was issued, and my com-
mission was paid, and spent. I had
fargotten all about it when one morn-
ing 1 received a letter from the head
office saying: ‘Cancel Jones's policy,’
To say that I was astonished. puts it
smildly, I wrote ‘back to the com-
pany and asked the reasoms. ‘He is
wn old friend,’ I:wrote, ‘and Ican-
oot afford to turn him down without
good reasons.

“ His methods are known only to
himself, but he gathers information
like a bank detective or divorce law-
yer. It is his business to look up all
h scandals made of life of the insured,
habits, amusements, and company.
If he is found to be a drunkard,
a night-owl, or a rounder, the policy
will be cancelled, often greatly to the
surprise of the insured, who wonders
how it all came about.

“You see now why the b.ig_ com-
panies do not employ physicians to
examine, at stated -times, the health
of policy holders. Instead, they con-
tent themselves with a most search-
ing moral investigation, and if the
insured is| able to pass, it is good evi-
dence that he needs no more atten-
tion.”

London, April 18.—The scene in Bow

Church yesterday during the conse-
cration of Right Rev. A. F. W. In-
gram as-Bishop of London, resembied
a political meeting rather than a re-
ligious service. Mr. John Kensit, the
anti-Ritualist, offered an expected
protest against the appointment. He
spoke for some time in a loud voice.
His remarks caused an extraordinary
uproar, and he was greeted with
cheers, hisses and sheuts of “Order,”
“Shame,” ‘“No Popery.”

Mr. Kensit accused Dr. Ingram of
being unfaithful to all his promises
when he was consecrated Bishop of
Stepney, adding that he helped law-
breakers and had encouraged clergy-
men, who in defiance of the Rubrics
elevated the host, offered masses,
and practiced the confession.

He concluded with saying that he was
prepared to appear in the courts and prove
that Dr. Ingram was an unfit person to hold
the position of a bishop of the Protestant
Church, owing to his encouragement of
these illegal Roman practices.

The friends and opponents of Mr.
Kensit became so uproarious that the
Viear-General tried to clear the
church. Dr. Ingram appealed to his
friends to listen quietly.

A WEST POINT CADET'WHO KNOCKED
OUT ALL COMERS. ;

He Whipped Thirty Youths of the
Yearling Class and Ther Fimished
Lp Every Man of the First Class
Whe Called Him Out, -

The hazers of West Point ran up
agnin=t a *hard proposition” when they
encountered John Patrick Sallivan of
Louisiana. He is the youth of muscle
and brawn who as a plebe whipped 30
cadets of the “yearling” class and every
ecadet of the first class who called him
out. He was so busy with fights that
sometimes he had as many as four in one
day, and be pever lost a battle. He was
the best “serapper” the Military academy
ever saw and as a plebe used to whip
upper class men as fast as they appeared
before him.

Sullivan was “found in math” in Janu-
ary, 1897. “Found in math” means
“found deficient in mathematics.” He
therefore left the academy, but the re-
membrance of his progress still remains
there. In his “plebe cAmp” Sullivan was
challenged by every yearling who was of
equal weight with him and whipped them
all, sometimes meeting as many as four.
Then the first class was weighed in and
met the “rapid plebe,” one by one. Sulli-
van won all the fights and kept the doc-
tors ot the hospital busy. Scarcely a day
but some man reported at the hospital
with a disfigured face which ke had re-
ceived by “running into a tree.” Before
July was over Sullivan was no longer the
“rapid plebe,” but the “terrible plebe.”

He was a rawboned youth from Louisi-
gna and eminently built for fighting. He
was mot a quarrelsome fellow by any
means, but his name and his prowess
cavsed him a lot of trouble. It was a
case of fight with him as soon as he went
into barracks as a “beast.” Several year-
lings paid Bullivan the customary visits
and asked the uenal questions When the
fostive yearlings found that his name was
$allivan, they asked, “Are you John L.
Sullivan?

“No,” replied the ecandidate; “] am
Johin P. Sullivan.”

After the usual instructions about the
use of “sir” and “mister” the yearling
asked, “Can you fight, Mr. Sullivan?”’

“1 don’t want to fight, sir,” was the re-
ply.

“Bat don’t you know that you have got
to fight to keep up the reputation of
your name?’ ;

Sullivan said he wonld fight if obliged
to do so, and as soon as he had passed
his preliminary examination and was in
“plebe camp” his fighting days began.
The first map who had “deviled” him on
his nrst day in barracks was the first one
he whipped. It can be imagined that he
fougut his first fight at the Point with a
good heart. After that it was a matter
of ducy with him, and he knocked out 30
of the yearling class. After Sullivan had
beaten all comers’ he was not deviled by
the upper class men and in the fall was
the only man of his class to whom was
given a place on the football team.

Sullivan got his share of hazing at first
and took it without a murmaur. Once
they told him to stand at the door of his
tent and whistle for rain. Heidid so
cheertully and whistled long and loud.
He never resented any of the usual tests
which were applied to cadets, but the
readiness with which he accepted a chal-
lenge and the rapidity witk which he put
his opponents out of commission were
traits which made the upper class men
rather wary of deviling him.

The youth from Louisiana was respect-
ed at the Point for his physical qualities,
even if the academic board had doubts &s
to his mathematical ability. Perhaps be
would -have done better in “math” if he
hed not had so much fighting to do. Itis
rather difficuft to “bone math” and whip
four upper class men & day. Saullivan’s
name is one which will long be a consol-
ing remembrance among the fourth class
men at the academy, for though the days
of fighting are over the class feeling is
very strong at the Point, and it is always
a consolation to plebes to be able to tell
tales of the physical pry yess of another
plebe, even though he hud fallen from the
ranks. Many officers now in the service
also are proud of the fighting ability of
John Patrick Sallivan.

Plebe Sullivan was tall, muscular and

body denoted strength and agility, and
those who felt the grip of -his big hands
thought their fingers had been in the jaws
‘of a vise.

When he had his first fight, no particu-
lar attention was paid to the affair, as
the average plebe does not know much
about fighting, and it was taken for grant-
ed that the yearling who bad called him
ont would get the better of the battle.
But Sullivan returned to camp without a
scratch, while the yearling, with the help
of several of his classmates, went to the

flesh on him.

But, alas, Sullivan
eould not “get away” with mathematics
as easily as he could with “serapping” ea-
dets, and his carser at the Point was
brief, though never dull

It is the first of the

organs of respiration,” and unless its
fonctions are well the whole

- breathing process’ is deranged. The pos-

trils are mot open gavities with smooth
walls through which the air passes in and
out, as it would through'a rubber tube.
They are divided into several compart-
ments by bony projections covered with
mueous membrane, and the volume of air
in entering jis broken up into several
streams, so that all of it comes in contact
with the lining membrane.

This warm and woist membrane catck-
es the dust and other impurities and
warms thé air so that it will do no harm
when coming in contact with the more
delicate membrane in the bronchial tubes
and lungs. :

When the nose is stopped up from any
cause, one must breathe through the
mouth, and if this is continued for any
length of time the general health will in-
evitably suffer.

The mnuthﬁtsﬂt suffers first. The mu-
cous membrane loses its moisture and be-
comes inflamed. The air is neither warm-
ed mor purified, and it irritates the lining
membrane of the air passages all the way
down to the lungs, so that a condition of
sluggish inflamiation is excited.

But the general effects are more serious
than the local. One who is a mouth
breather never gets enough air. . During
the day he suffers less in this respect; for
the nerve centers are more active and
force the respiratory muscles to act mere
energetically, but at night this vigilance
is relaxed, the amount of inspired air ‘is’
greatly reduced and all the tissues suffer
for want of oxygen. For this reason the
mouth breather always feels tired :&i
out of sorts in the morning. ~

The mind suffers as well as the body.
and mouth breathing children are almost
always backward in their studies.

The question of the cause of mouth
breathing, or rather of nasal obstruction,
on which the mouth breathing depends,
must be reserved for another article. As
a rule, 1t is easily found on examination
by the physician and can be removed
without difficulty. :What we would insist
upon here is the absolute necessity of its
early remoszal. i

A child who always breathes with.open
mouth and whose voice has a nasal
twang should be examined and treated
at the earliest possible moment, for the
Jonger the trouble exists the worse it is
for the child mentally, morally and phys
ically.~Youth’s Companion.

THEATRICAL SALARIES.

What the Stage Favorites of a Cen-
tury Ago Were Pald.

What were the favorite actors of 2
century ago paid? In 1801 there was
only one theater of consequence in New
York city, the Park theater, which was
located on Park row near Beekman
stroet, in the vicinity of what is now the
entrance to Brooklyn bridge.

The Park theater then bad a stock
company of 25 members, and, if his-
torians of that day are to be relied upon,
performances of a very high grade .of
merit were given. These performancres
attracted all the fashionable world of
that day.

“He played tragedy, genteel and light
comedy, opera and pantomine with al-
most equal ability, and his desire to
monopolize the heroes in almost every
deépartment ecaused many and bitter quar-
rels with his professional brethren.”

Mrs, Hodgkinson, who was formerly
Miss Brett of the Bath (England) the-
ater, was the daughter of a singer at
Covent (Garden. She _was a soubrette
and, accarding to Ireland, “an exceilent
and versatile actress.”—Exchange.
