An Act to prevent frauds, bribery, and corrupt practices at Elec-
tions.

V IIEREAS it is expedient to provide that every voter at any election,

shall, if required, declare upon oath, that he is legully and justly
entitled to vote at such election, in respect of the property described in
the Assessment Roll and Voters’ List, and not merely that he is the per-
son named on such List, and whereas it is also expedient to make fur-
ther provision against bribery and corrupt practices at clections.

Therefore, ITer Majesty, ete., enacts as follows:

1. The following form of oath shall be substituted for that preseribed
in section 54, of chapter 6 of the Consolidated Statutes of Canada :—

“ You swear (or solemnly affirm—

“ Firstly,—That youare (name of voter as entered on the list) whose name
““is entered on the list of voters now shewn to you, (showing the list to the
“yater.) :

“Secondly,—That at thetime your name was entered on the Assessmen
“Roll, and on the said list of voters respectively, you were legally and
¢justly entitled to have your name so entered, being possessed in good
““faith as (owner, tenant or occupant, as the case may be,) of the property
¢“in respect of which you claim the right to vote.

¢ Thirdly,—That you are asubject of Her Majesty by bivth (o7 naturali-
“zation,) and of the full age of twenty-one years.

« Fourthly,—That yéﬁ have not before voted at this election, cither at
“this or any other polling place.

“ Fifthly,—That you have notreceived anything, nor hasanything been
“promised to you, either directly or indirectly, in order to induceyou to
““vote at this election. So help you God.”

II. The following shall be substituted for sub-section 9, of the 97th
section of chapter 54 of the Consolidated Statutes of Upper Canada;—

¢ The following oaths or affirmations may be required of any person
appearing by the last revised Assessment Roll, (if any,) to have the ne-
cessary property gualification and claiming the right to vote at any elec-
tion or at any public vote in respect of a By-Law which requires the
assent of the electors :—

“You swear (or solemnly affirm)—

‘« Firstly,—That you are (name of voter as entered on last revised As-
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 gessment Roll,) whose name is entered on the last revised Assessment
“Roll for this municipality, a copy of which is now shewn to you,
 (shewing him the copy of Roll.)

“Secondly,—That at the time your name was entered onthe said
“ Assessment Roll, you were legally and justly entitled to have your
“name so entered, being possessed in good faith (as owner, or householder)
“of the property in respect of which you claim the right to vote.

¢ Thirdly,—That youarcofthe age of twenty-oneyears ; that you are
¢ a natural-born or naturalized subject of Her Majesty, and have not
¢ before voted at this election.

¢ Fourthly,—That you have not dircctly or indirectly received any
““reward, nor do you expect to receive anyreward for your vote at this
¢ election.”

¢ If he votes as a houscholder, he may he required to swear further
as follows:—

“Fifthly,—That you have been a residentwithinthis Municipality for
¢ one month next before this election.”

“In case of an clection in anew Municipalityin which there has not
yet been any Assessment Roll, the elector may be required to swear to
the facts specified in the above clauses, Thirdly and Fourthly, and also
as follows:

“That you are a resident frecholder or houscholder in this Munici-
¢ pality and cntitled to vote at this election in respect of (naming the
“ property in vespect of which he claims the right of voting).”

And the said oaths shall be administered at the request of any candi-
date or elector; and no inquirics shall be made of any elector except
with respect to the facts specified in such oaths or affirmations.

III. Sections 82 and 83, chapter 6 of the Consolidated Statutes of
Canada are hereby repealed, and the following provisions substituted
therefor :—

The following persons shall be deemed guilty of bribery, and shall
be punishable accordingly : — _

1. Every person who shall, directly or indirectly, by himself or by
any other person on his behalf, give, lend, or agree to give or lend, or
shall offer, promise, or promise to procurc or to endeavour to procure
any money, or valuable consideration to or for any voter, or to or for
any person on behalf of any voter, or to or for any other person in
order to induce any voter to vote, or refrain from voting, orshall corruptly
do any such act as aforesaid, on account of such voter having voted or
refrained from voting at any election.

2. Every person who shall, directly or indirectly, by himself or by
any other person, on his behalf give or procure, or agree to give or
procure or offer or promise to procure, or to endeavour to procure any
office, place, or employment to or for any voter, or to or for any person
on behalf of -any voter, or to or for any other person in order to induce
such voter to vote, or refrain from voting, orshall corruptly do any such
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act as aforesaid on account of any voter having voted, or refrained from
voting at any election.

8, Every person who shall, directly or indirectly, by himself or by

any other person on his behalf make any such gift, loan, offer, promise,

5 procurement or agreement as aforesaid to or for any person in order to
induce such person to procure or endeavour to procure the return of any
person to serve in parliament, or the vote of any voter at any election.

4. Every person who shall upon or in consequence of any such gift,

loan, offer, promise, procurement, or agreement, procure or engage,

10 promise or endeavour to procure the return of any person to serve in
parliament or the vote of any voter at any election.

5. Every person who shall advance or pay or cause to be paid any
money to or to the use of any other person, with the intent that such
money or any part thereof shall be expended inbribery at any election,
or who shall knowingly pay or cause to be paid any money fo any
person in discharge orre-payment of any money wholly or in part ex-
pended in bribery at any election.

And any person so offending shall be guilty of a misdemeanour,
and shall also be liable to forfeit'the sum of § to any person who
shall sue for the same with full costs of suit: Provided always that the
aforesaid enactment shall not extend or be construed to extend to or for
any money paid for or an account of any legal expenses bona fide incur-
red at or concerning any election.

V. The following persons shall also be deemed guilty of bribery,

25 and shall be punishable accordingly:—

1. Every voter who shall, before or during any clection, directly, or
indirecely, by himself or by any other person on his behalf, receive,
agree, or contract for any money, gift, loan, or valuable consideration,
office, place, or employment, for himself or for any other person, for
voting or agreeing to vote, or for refraining or agreeing to refrain from
voting at any clection.

2. Every person who shall, after any election, directly or indirectly,
by himself or by any other person on his behalf, reccive any money
ot valuable consideration, on account of any person having voted or
refrained from voting, or having induced any other person to vote
or to refrain from voting at any election. '

3. And any person so offending shall be guilty of a misdemeanor,
and shall also be liable to forfeit the sum of dollars to any
person who shall sue for the same, together with full costs of suit.

40 V. Every candidate at an election ‘who shall corruptly by himself,
or by or with any person, or by any other ways or means on his behalf
at any time, either before, during, or after any election, directly or
indirectly, give or provide, or cause to be given or provided, or shall be
accessory to the giving or providing, or shall pay wholly or in part,

45 any expenses incurred for any meat, drink, entertainment or provision,
to or for any person in order to be elected, or for being clected, or for
the purpose of corruptly influencing such person or any other person,
to give or refrain from giving his vote at such election, or on account
of such person having voted or refrained from voting, or being about
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to vote or refrain from voting at such election, shall be deemed guilty
of the offence of treating, and shall forfeit the sum of dollars to
any person who shall sue for the same with full costs of suit; and
cvery voter who shall corruptly aceept or take any such meat, drink,
entertainment or provision, shall be incapable of voting at such elec-
tion, and his vote if given, shall be utterly void and of none effect.

VI Every person who shall, directly orindirectly, by himself or by
any other person on his behalf, make use of or threaten to make use of
any force, violence or restraint, or inflict or threaten the infliction by
himself or by or through any other person ofany injury, damage, harm
or Joss, or in any manner practice intimidation upon, or against any
person, in order to induce or compel such person to vote or refrain from
voting or on account of such person having voted or refrained from
voting at any clection, or who shall impede, prevenz, or otherwise inter-
fere with the free excrcise of the franchise of any voter, or shall thereby
compel, induee, or prevail upon any voter cither to give or refrain from
giving, his vote at any eclection, shall be decmed to have committed the
offence of undue influence, and shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and
shall also be liable to forfeir the sum of dollurs to any person who
shall sue for the same, together with full costs of enit.

VII. No person shall be excused from answeringany ¢unestion putto
him in any action, suit, or other procceding in any Court, or before any
Judge, Commissioner, or Select Committee, touching or concerning any
election, or the conduct of any person thereat, or in relation thereto, on
the ground of any privilege, or on the ground that the answer to such
question will tend to eriminate such person ; but no answer given by
any person claiming to be excused on the ground of privilege, or on the
ground that such answer will tend to eriminate him, shall be used in
any criminal proceeding against such person, if the Judge, Commis-
sioner, or Chairman of the Committee, shall give to the witness a cer-

tificate that he claimed the right to be excused on either of the grounds

aforesaid, and made full and true answers to the satisfaction of the
Judge, Commissioner, or Committee.

VIII. And whereas doubts may arise as to whether the hiring of teams
and vehiclesto convey electors to and from the Polls, and the paying of Rail-
way Fares and other expenses of voters, be orbenot according to Law, it is
declared and enacted, that the hiring or paying for any team, carriage, cab,
or vehicle, by any candidate, or by any person on hishehalf, to convey voters
to or from the Yoll at any election, or the payment by any candidate
or by any person on his behalf of the travelling or other expenses of
any voter in going to or returning from any election, shall be illegal
acts, and the person so offending shall forfeit the sum of $30 for each
offence, to any person who shall sue for the same, together with full
costs of suit.

IX. FEvery candidate at any Election of a Member or Members to serve
in Parlinment shali, on or before the day of nomination, make and sub-
scribe hefore o Justice of the Peace, or before the Returning
Officer, a solemn declaration iu the form of schedule A to this Act.

X. Every candidate who shall negleet or refuse to make and deliver,
or cause to be delivered the said declaration to the Returning Officer
on or before the day of nomination as aforesaid, shall be deemed to he
disqualified and incapable of being elected or returned at such election,
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and shall be incligible to sit or vote in Parliament by reason of such
clection.

XI. Every candidate who shall, afier having made the said decla-
ration, he convicted before any Court of competent jurisdiction, of the
offence of bribery, treating, or undue unfluence, shallbe deemed to have
committed perjury in making such declaration. :

SCHEDULE A.
Declaration to be made by cvery Candidate.

I A. B., a candidate at the election about to be held of a member to
serve in Parliament for the (County, City, Riding, or Division, as the case
may be,) do solemnly declare that I have not, directly nor indirectly,
committed the offence of Bribery, Treating, or Undueinfluence, for the
purpose of aiding or procuring my election; and Ialso solemnly declare
that I will not commit, and will not attempt to commit, directly nor 'in-
divectly, by myself or by any other person, either of the said offences
of Bribery, Treating, or Undue influence at or during the said election.
