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peded, the blood loses its fluidity, violent muscular contractions ensue, and the
sad scene closes with collapse, asphyxia, and death,

The seeds of the disease are scattered through the system instead of being
driven out of it or destroyed, and although they may remain inactive for months
or even years, they are sure to germinate at last and may pessibly produce an
ailment quite different in'its outward symptoms from the one that was sup-
pressed, although of the same generic character.
