us see how far that is true. When
this Act went to the Imperfal au-
thorities it was necessary to intro-
duce legislation ; it was necessary to
introduce this Act of 1871. And when
this Act of 1871—the British North
America Amendment Act—was intro-
duced it was necessary to explain its
provisions, and it was necessary es-
pecially to explain whe the Imperigl
Parliament was interfering.

Lordships of the Privy Council say :

‘‘The first point is that the Act it-
sell under which the petitioner was
tried was ultra vires the Dominion
Parliament to enact. That Parlia-
ment derived its authority for the
passing of that statute from the Im-
perial statutes, 34 and 35 Vic., ¢. 28,
which enacted that the Parliament of
Canada may from time to time make
provision for the administration,
peace, order and good government of
any territory not for the time being
included in any province. It is not
denied that the place in question was
one in respect of which the Parlia-
ment of Canada was authorized to
make such provision, but it appears
to be suggested that any provision
difiering from the provisions which
in this country have been made for
administration, peace, order and ¢«.od
government cannot, as a matter of
law, be provision for peace, order,
and good government in the Terri-
tories to which the statute relates,
and further, that if a court of law
should come to the conclusion that a
particular enactment was not cal-
culated as a matter of fact and policy
to secure peace, order, and good gov-
ernment, that they would be entitled
to regard any statute directed to
those objects, but which a court
should think likely to fail of that ei-
fect, as ultra vires and beyond the
competency of the Dominion Parlia-
ment to enact.

““Their lordships are of opinion that

In this view of the law let us ex-
amine section 16. Dealing with the
Territories as the other provinces had |

Rill would have been sufficient were
it not that a difficulty might have
arisen from the use of the word

My difficulty was with respect to
the words ‘province’ and ‘at the un
ion.” My view was that it was pos
sible that these might be constru
ed as applicable exclusively to a
province, and could not be made ap
plicable to these Territories as
brought in and my firm determina-
tion was that there should be ro-
thing left to uncertainty, so far as
my responsibility went. My object
was to make section 93 applicable,
and my object was also to avoid

a repetition to perpetuate the exist-

ing conditions, with which every-
body in the Territories professes to be
satisfied

1 knew
that was the intention at that time,
and I also knew that the Act, draft-
ed under these circumstances, was
submitted for consideration to their
Lordships of the Privy Council, and
they felt it to> be their duty to de-
clare that the man who drew that
Act, the draftsman of that day, had
failed to carry out the intention of
the legislature. I made up my mind
that the draughtsman of to-day, so
far as his limited light allowed him
to go, would make no such mis-
take. Their I.ordships, in the Mani-
toba school case said:

“It was not doubted that the ob-
1ect of the 1st subsection of section
22 was to aflord protection to denom-
mational schools, or that it was
proper to have regard to the intent
of the legislature and the surround-
ing circumstances in interpreting the
enactment. But the question which
had tc be determined was the true
construction of the language used.
The fungtion of a tribunal is limit-
ed to construing the words employed,;
it is not justified in forcing 1into
them a meaning which they cannot

reasonably bear. Its duty 1s to -
terpret, not to epact. It is true
that the construction put by this

bhoard upon the lst subsection reduc-
od within very narrow limits the
protection afforded by that subsec-
tion in respect of denominational
schools. It may be that those who
were acting on behali of vie Roman
Catholic community in Manitoba, and
those who either framed or assented
to the wording of that enactment
were under the impression that s
scope was wider, and that it afforded
nrotection creater than their Lord-
ships held to be the case. Put such
considerations cannot properly
ence the judgment of those who
have judicially to interpret a sta-
tute. The question is. not what may
be supposed to have bheen intended,
