battles until desth. Hs also remiuded
them that they should henceforth uphoid
thelr holy religlon, never denylng it on
8ny occaston Whatsoever, Ho greatly de.
plored the meaningless cowardice of n
Catholic who was ashamed of his faith—
rather ehould he be proud and grateful,
for the slgnal honor conferred upon him,
to be a lamb of the true fold, slnce, as
there is but one Lord, ome falth, one
baptism, one God, the Father of all, there
Is but oue true Chuzch, out of whica there
{s no eslvation, He compared other
churches and creeds with the true Church,
aud constrasted the religlons of men—
mere human organizations—with the
Church of Chriet, and impressed upon his
bearers the absurdity of men who, either
deluded by Satan into an idea of divine
inspiration, or so presumpiuously egotiati.
cal as to venture to improve upon or re.
form an institution of Divine foundation
and set themselves up as apiritual leaders
of the people. Since to err ls humaa, it
could not but necessarily follow that
dlvers dogmae and articles of belief of a
decldedly corflicting nature should ariee
among human secte, Which amply account
for the numerous churches and beliefs,
of which the Salvation Army, the
latest acqulisition, has as good a preten.
tlon to Divine foundation as any.
In contradistinction, he cited the four
eseential dlstingulshing marks of the tene
falth, viz. : Uatty, Hollness, Catholicity
and Apostolle Succession, He esld these
four marks were pecullar to and visible
in the Holy Cathollc Church—the only
true Church. Its unity conslsts In the
eame sacramexnts, same ceremonles, same
prayers of ell the falthful, who ere gov
erned by the eame vislble head on earth—
the Pope. Ite holiness is manifest 12 the
varlous grace giving channels—the sacra
ments, which are the loving sxd merciful
Institutions of Chrlst, through the merits
of Whom, appiied to our souls, we receive
geace and holtnoes, It Cathollcity is too
apparent for zejoation or denlal. Go where
you will, its rites, cercmonies and sacra
ments aie essentinlly the eame; ju
fact, so Catholic or universal is the true
faith that a Cathollc might hear Macs as
devoutly, end with the same fervor, i
daikeet Africa as in the church in Thorold,
Its Apostolic nuccetslon everyore ia pre
pared to adwit, and also that the present
occupant of the Papal throne, Pope Luo
XL, reprecents an unbroken euceestion
of Popes from the t{me of S:, Pater, the
Church's first Pope,.

His Grace then dwelt upon the seven
sacraments, and defined them, Wa ail
come Into thls world taluted with the
stain of original eln, and are born children
of wrath, By baptism we are regenerated,
made Christiavs, childven of Ged, and
heiza to the kingdom of Heaven ; we also
renounce satan and all bhls works and
pompa. In tlme we receive the sacrament
of confirmation, which strergthens and
perfects us n our loyalty and fidelity to
our baptlsmal vows, and, by means of
the seven giftsof the Holy Ghost, received
at confirmation, we are better enabled to
fight the battle of life, and openly avow
our faith and alleglatce to our Divine
Master.,

It 1s an acsured fact that there are men
who are possessed of courage, amounting
to almost positive recklessness, who would,
when duty demanded, brave the fury of
the elements, and face the cannon’s
mouth, without fear or trepldation, but
had not the moral courage to go to con.
fesslon, not even brave emough to with
stand the wiles of the tempter, and pre.
vent themselyis from becoming base,
confirmed druukards, No Oatholic should
deny hls falth, yet how many are there
whose dally lives are living and continu.
ous denials of that faith. D> not think
all conelsts in falth alone, for without good
worke falth 1s dead.

He further reminded them that thelr

Parents
are rometimes, in no pmall degree, reipon

eible for thls carelessness and Indiffarence
in thelr children, for how can a child be
expected to grow up s plous and de

voul young man or woman, as the case
mey be, when the parents are never
seen  on thelr kuees In  prayer,
It o nothing less then s deliberate llo for
such parents to frame fllmsy exeuses for
not eaying their prayers. To say they
bad no tinue fs elmply ridicalons in the
extreme, as thoy are by no means pressed
for time when eating their breakfast, and
thereby relnforclng thelr enemy, the flash,
by pawpering it, while they have no time
to sirengthen the fortress of thelr aoul by
prayer, to withstand the enemy’s on.

The only, means for us to adopt
to cope with the devil, are attendlng Macs
regularly and often, frequenticg the sacra

A TRIP DOWN THE ST. LA W
RENCE,

Wao were a party of three, who had no
Eummer cuting or holiday enjoyment
for several scascns. St Lawrence River
was chosen a8 most likely to restore
vigor by the change from inland stmoa.
phere to sea-air and “odor of brine from
tie ocean.” The Taousand Ielands
were passed in the tinted misis of morn.
ing aud the Lachine Rapids shot through
In daylight bealore reaching Moantreal,
Here we wera transferred from the stuffy
littie steamer, where, for twenty eight
hours, we lLad been “ciibbed, cabin'd
and cenfined,” to the commodisus, airy,
elegant, richly furnished pariors of the
steamer Quebee. Captain Nelson was
most agreeably attentive to his guests,
and to us ezpecislly. We supped with
him in the gravd salon, where every fruit
and delicacy of the senson was furnishad
in rich sbundance and every politenneg
shown that might ba expected from a
gentleman of the old schaol of Francg-
Britigh, who speaks French and English
with equal fluency, and wbo entertains
no national or creed prejudico, We
were breakfasting next morning when
Quebee was  announced, and, after
hasiily packing up, we drove to the S,
Louis Hotel. This is a branch of the old
Russel House, and is owned by a syndi-
cate,

The citadel was visited, with iis ram.
parts and bastions, and iron-grated gates,
and pyramids of sharpuel, bomb shells
and canon ball of every dimension, while
tiers of field guns peeped out from the
embragures and the wide stone terraces
were surmounted with heavy pieces of
ordinance, intended, no doubt, in case
of invasion by a hostile flaet to sink any
ordinary man of war and sweep the
country with & leaden hail for miles ia
front and from esst to west. The Piains
of Abraham, with remunants of the old
French redoubis, are still shown, Tue
place where Montgomery fell is markead
by 8 white sign board aoout half way up
the steep inclice, and the cove
is pointed out from which the
British Highlanders in 1759 scaled
the heights and surprised the French,
Additional curiosity is excited, and a
feeling of horror creeps over the visitor
in contemplating the huge mountain of
rock which fell not long since on the
doomed inhabitants of Lower Champlain
street, by which several houses were
crushed to atoms and several precious
lives were lost, Tae back-man, who
drove, us around the ruine, could teil
the names of every one that perished,
aud recite thrilling anecdotes of severai
hair-breath escapes. 8o hege were tie
baulders and enormous the square piccos
of rosk that fell they couls not be re
moved, Taey lis there siill in a con
fused mass, with the debris of the
crushed houses ; the crevicea are all
filled in, and a new rosd way 1s builg
arcund the heap-fallen rock, How
people still continue to live in the same
siroet, with 1uins piled around there,
and the over-hanging rocks ready for
anoiher plunge, 18 & mystery, The
heavy piece of ordinsnce, which formerly
boomed three times a day from the
castellated torrace above, ia now silent,
Ii ia feared the reverberation caused by
the sound and recoil miyht sheke down
another avalanche upon the dangerously
eituated people and houses underneath,
Siill the fasnionables continue to pro-
menade every evening from 8 to 10 p, m,
the Durham and Dufferin Terraces,
immediately overhead, while the band

plays overtures aud classic selections,
and electric lights show forth the ele
gance wud style of Qaebec's etalwart
youth and bedizened guiety,

We visited the Basilica, eathodral
chureb, where exteneive reperirs are
going on, avd admired a chaste and v ry
beautiful sistue of the Sacred Hears
St. Roeh’s and St, Patrick’s were ulso
ecen, The laster baa been ietely frescoed
and ertistically decorated, [t is now,
in my opinion, the equal of the Jesu
in Montreal,

Uan returning from the citadel, and
emergivg from the chein gate, an im
mense stone wichway epang the street,
tkrough which, after passing, you stand
freing the new Provineial Pariiamentary
buildipgs. Here you take in the wide
spreading lawn and green-tufted terraces
in frent, while gravel walks lead through
the grounds, and round & winiature arti
fisial pond, to the main e ntrence, whera,
after ascending a few eteps of chiseled
grenite, you ave ushered into the halls of
tze Quebec lHouee of Legislature, We
were shown ihrough the library, and
noticed the portraits of Quebue's celebri
ties that were suspended on the walle
of the eorridors and around the galleries
both of the Senate aud the ball of repre.
gentetivea,  On inquiry wo found that
the Hon, Piime Minister, Hovore Me reier,
could be seen in his private chambers,
and, on sending our cards, we were
uchergd into sn adjoining weiting.room,
Hon, Mr, Mercior greeted us most
cordially, and after a bhalf howr’s
pleasant conversation we were invited
Lo luneh with the Prime Minister at his
temporary residence on Revoir street,
Hon, Mr, Mercier is a pertect gentleman
in his own house, He was all kindness,
aflability and pleasantness, During the
modest repast, called lunch, which
lasted fully three bours, his bon hommie,
piquant anecdote, kind attention to his
guests, and sallies of genuine wit and
repartee never languished for a moment,
Tke time passed all too rapidly waen
the ringing ot a telephone ball and stern
official duty compelled us to say a hasty
good-bye with repeated thanks for such
generons and unexpected hoepitality,

Early next morning we were on board
the steamship Canada, coasting around
L'lsle D'O:leaus, down past the [sland
of Condres and along the bleak hills of
the Emboulements, until we reached
Murray Bay. Here we touched land,
when hundreds came running down from
the meightoring village and from the
Cogy coitages umong the trees on the
opposite slopes, Murray Bay is a favor
ite summmer resort for the getry of Mon.
treal and Torontn, who have bought sites
and built neat cottages along the wooded
coast and on the blufls that icok down
cn the briny heaving waters of this eetu~
ary of the Si Lawrence, From our
uvpper'deck I noiiced Hon, Sammnel
Blake among tho crowd on the wharf,
He was standing beside his gon and
dsughter when | dofted my hot to m,
end ha at once recoguized me.  As our

The town ssems more
thickly studded with bouses and bstier
laid out in regulsar streets than any vil-
iage or town we called a1 since leaving
Quebee, It 18 here Sir John A Mae.

No doubs many others wisaing to be
pear the source of power and patronage
affeot tastes similar to Liady Macdoneld's,
and prefer Riviere de Loup as a summer
resori L0 any other beach in the wiole
world, °

Yoreach Tadousac, the mext placa of
cailing, you must turn the helm hard a
port, sud steec diagonally acros: the Si.
Lawreces in a north-easterly direcilion
uutil you strike tha south shore, and there
you land passengers in the hiatorie,
although poor and scattered, viliege of
Tadousac, It was about tea time,
night wus setting In, and we were
promised that on the return trtp two
hours would be allowcd the excarslonlsts
to visit the place and exawine fts curi.
otities, Tadoueac is at the mouth of the
Saguenay River, into the deep briney
waters snd thickenlog shadows of which
our vessel plunged, sailing direct for
Chicoutlmi, the objective polat of our
three days’ voyage de mer.

Cuicoutimi was resched by 3 a, m, of
the cleck, ard all, except the deck
hands and cfficers, were locked in the
arms of the darowsy god, On awaking,
and turzieg out for prayer and breakfast
next morning, we found ourselves twenty
miles back on the retura trip and quietly
resting in Ha Ha Bay. Several passen.
gers went on shore, and, as it was about 8

1og Saturday moreing to their respectivo
patishes, They all wore long eussocks
and tnsseled sashes at the waist and
spoke French, As our party was quite
familiar with that language, we soon en.
goged in a general conversation wiih
those venerable cures, some of whom
showed signs of hardship and of
long years spent in missionary work,
Rev. On, Debougnie was introduced
to us ne the saintly old Father who had
preached the retreat, In conversation
with him we fouud that he is the
Superior of the Redemptorict Fathers,
who have charge over the relics and
ehrine of St. Anne at Beaupre, 1o is a
Belgian by origin, speaks French almoat
exclusively, is most condescending and
aftable in manner, He invited our
party to ghare the hospiiality of his
monastery when wa visited St, Anne's,
In summer eighteen Fathets work with
him at 8¢, Auns’, and they are sli kept
busy shriving the pilgrims who flack 1o
the holy shrine, sometimes to the num
ber of ten thousand in one day, Duriong
the winter season those Fathers are sent
by Father Dagougnie in twos and tarees
to preach missions in isolated districts,
and visit the raftsmen and voyageurs in
their shanties, The amount of good
they accomplish among the scattored
populations of those wila desolate regions
18 simply incalculable,
It was 3 p. m, when our veasel reached
the famous Cap de Trinite, s perpendicu-
lar clift that rises up from the water’s
edge and towers away into the eky to the
height of eighteen hundred feet, There
are three distinct cones of mountain
over- topping the clitl, and giving to the
cape the name it bears, Our ship
slowed as we passed beneath the huge
mass and went apparently so close to
the overuanging wall of granite that you
could almost reach it with an oar,
This was delusion, however, caused by
the vastness of our surroundings; for
the strongest athlete on board could not
send a stone farenough to striks the rock,
The captain, foreseeing this, had a pail
full of round stones provided, and much
amusement was caused by the manly and
superhuman eftorts made by every man
on board to do the impossible, Menn-
while a white image appeared Away up
among the rocks, indistinet at first, but
was plaialy visible, and recognizad by all,
a3 & magnificent statue ot the Blessed
Virgin, [t etood on a ledge about eight
bundred feet absve the surface of the
river, and appeared life siza, although we
were informed its dimensions are eight
by thirty two feet. Asweapproached the
chff, from which it appeared to look
down complacently on tha vagt OXPAnHe
of waters and tne wayfarcrs who rode
them, one of the French cures present
entoned the “Adve Mars Stolin” Ha
siood on the forward pavilion of the
upper deck, and was immediaiely joined
by all the other prieats and students and
a few Catholice, who were mmong the
excurgiouigte,  All eang in eclemn
tono and perfect unison the grand old
hymn of Osathoiie inspiration end piety
which long ago roused the droopingspirits
of Columbus aud hls adventurous marin-
ers du search of & nsw world, The rich
tones raug out in old Gregorlan grandeur
over the placld waters of the bay aad
were repeated in startling echoes from
rock to rock. Tae excurslonists, who
were, for the mast part, Ameriean tourists
of every Corlattan and of no denomina-
tlon, were thunderstruck and ltstened in
wonder and admlration at the solemn and
soul-reaching cadences of the Inspired
chaut.

CADILLAC.

STORY OF THE FOUNDER OF THE
SIATE OF MICHIGAN.

Michigan snd the country beyond the
Jake that bears tbat name hsd been ex.
plored ss early e 1624 by Nicolet, In
1642 Fathers Jogues aod Raymbault
planted the cross at Sault Ste. Marle ;
misslons were founded on Lake Superior,
Green Bay and Mackinac, and trading
houses followed, but there was no actual
settlement till 1701.

The attempt cf James 1L, to occupy for
Eungland sll the country eouth cof the
lakes, and the ware made by Willlam IIL
convinced the French government that a
settlement at the etrait between Lakes
Erle ard Huron wes necessary td secure
toe trade of the Indlans and retaln the
country discovered and explored by Mar-
quette, Jollet and La Salle.

The task of establlshing & post and
settlement was confided to Anthony de la
Mothe Oadillac. He was a vative of St
Nichelas de la Grave, in the province of
Gascony, born in 1658 He came to
Caneda in early menhocd and cobtatned a
knowledge of the Wast and experfence as
commeandant at the pest of Michillemack-
inac in 1694 end embodied the result of
his ohservations !u a report which attract.
ed attention. In 1700 be lald before the
French minlstry his plan for a settlement
at Detroit or the strait, with a hundred
soldiers and os many eettiers, Hls project
found favor, acd he returned to Canada
with a commlseion as governor of Detroit,
& grant of land and a requisition
on the governor.general of New France.
The firet party of settlers left , Three
Rlvers, Juue 5, 1701, in twenty-five

large bark canoes; they comprised
farmere, meckanics aud solders, Next in
command to Cadillac was Captain

Alphonse Tontl, brother of the brave
lieutenant of La Salle, Rev, Father
Conetantine del Halle, of the Recollect
reformn of the Franciscan order, accom.
pacied them to be the chaplain and priest
of the fort and settlement, and the Jesuit,
Father Vaillant de Gueells, to be the
missionary to Indians vear the new post,
A low eandy place on the chore of St,
Cirdr river was eelected for settlement,
and here the party landed July 21, 1701,
and, selectlog a camping place on high
ground, built Fort Pontchartraln of hewed
logs, Inzlosirg ebont an acre. Thie was
ths beglaning of Detroft and Michigan,
Within this enclosare on the 26 h tie
colonista began the election of the Caurch
of St. Aune

Though five diff rent fiags bave waved
sver the place, thongh twice besleged by
Iudians, taken by the English once from
the French and once from the Americane,
though once burned to the ground, the
Church of St Aune has eubsisted in a
succession of bulldings for nearly two
hundred years, Farmers and married
eoldiers took up lands near the fort, and
Oadfllac invited the O:itawas to remove
thelr villages from Mackinac to the St,
Clair river. He also invited the Mismis
to take up their abcde near Detroii.
The ueual poliey of those who founded
settlements had been to keep the Indians
from the immedlate neighborhood, aud it
Was a rach and, as events proved, a danger-
ous step to bring together a number of
tilbes not always in harmony,

Cadlliac, bowever, labored earnestly to
butld up his settlement mnear “ Fort
Pontchartraln on the stralt from Like
Erle,” a long title that became at last
slmply Detrolt, or the stralt. Iifs
impetuous and often unjust measures
1nvolved Cadlllac with the Indlan mis.
slonaries, aud with the Canada compapy to
whom the post was transferred. Some of
his acts were condemned, but he obtalned
in time a grant of the fort with adjacent
territory and exclusive jarisdiction, But
before thls was accomplished Indian
troubles occured in which Father Con-
stantine was killed.

Full of new energy he introduced
horned cattle, and Induced the settlezs to
plant wheat. He then attempted to
punish the Indlane concerned in the late
trouble, but the Miamis became bitter
enemies of the French, Had Cadillac
besn less gresping and unscrupulous he
might have effected much with the frfla.
ence he possessed, but he seemed fated to
ralee up enemfies,

In 1710 he was appcinted governor of
Loutetana, and left his Michigan colony
still in a feeble state, He ruled that
province for seven years, but did not
evince any of the qualitles of a great
governor. Returning to France in 1717
he obtalued a provincial appointment in
Gascony, For early services tn Canada
he obtatned in 1689 the grant of Mouat
Desert lsland, Me,, so that he linked his
nams with three states of the Ualom.
He dled in France, October 15, 1730.—
American Catholic News

ST. ROSE OF LiMA,

A CHARMING NARRATIVE OF THE
FIRST AMERICAN EVER CANON-
1ZED,

In the vear 1536, and on the feast of
the holy Virgin Agues of Montepnletano,
a child ceme nto the world at Lima, a
town In South America, Her parents
were of Spanleh origin. The child wae
baptized on Pentecost, which the people
in those parts call the ¢ Easter of Roses »
ond she received, efter her grendmother,
the name of Isabella or Elizabeth,

Oue dey, three months after the child’s
birth, her mother saw a lovely rose bend.
Iog over the cradle of her Infant. At this
sight the thought may have come to her,
that her child, too, might well be a rose,
which should blosson into beauty before
God and men, So ehe changed her vame,
and from that day called her * Roga,”

Roea was, by nature, & sweet and lovely
chlld, Always quiet and gentle, sho was
never known to acteam or cry, even when
she ley in the cradle ; and every one who
looked at ber tock delight in™ the little
child,

Her firet knowledge of Gad came to her
in & wonderful way, when she was just
five years old. One day, when the was
playing with her brother snd some other
cbildren, her brother tquirted ecome
muddy water, from the etreet, upon her
balr, Rosa was displeased at this, for the
alweys, and In all thioge, llked to be
clean ; so, with a face full of trouble,
she turned and welked away. Then the
brother went up to her, and, half in joke,
balf in earnest, eald to her, like a
preacher :

“Little eister, why art thou so touchy
because I bhave solled thy hair a little?
Dost thou not know taat the beautiful
hair of a ma!den 1s a rope, with which the
devil captures the souls of yeung people,
aud drags thom down into hell§ Surely
God has no pleasure in that beautifnl
hair of thine, In which thou takest so
much delight !”

Theee words feil hervily upon Roa's
heart. At the same lpstant the Holy
Spirit let His divine light stream into the
soul of the little child. For the fiest
t!me, she knew what sln was, and what
was meant by cffending Gid, She waa
selzed with & horror of hell, about which
her brother had spoken. At once, she
began to pray earnestly, and kept on say-
fog over and over agaln, sometimes to
herself, sometimes aloud, the self-same
worde: “Jesus, be praised ! Jesus, bas
with me! Amen.” Aund then she went
her way, eought out a palr of eclesors, and
cut off her hatr to the roots.

From that day forth, she sought to put
aslde whatever might attract attention to
her, or win for her the valn pralze of men.
But her mother was badly educated and
worldly minded, and she wanted to make
her daughter, who had a very beautiful
face, more beauntiful still, by tricking her
out in all kinds of finery, es children will
do with thelr dells,

It happened, once, that the mother and
Rosa were in the company of other people.
There was & table there, and on it lay a
beautifal wreath of flowers. The mother
withed to see how beautiful Roea wou!d
look with the wreath upon her head, and
ordered her to putit on, The modest
chlld, who was afrald of valn pralse,
begged to be excused. But it was of no
avail ; she had to obey., Then Roea put
on the wreath, but In dolug so, she
preseed a needle Into her head, which she
had purposely hidden among the flowers,

Another time, the mother wished Roea
to adorn herself with beautiful chains and
bracelets, and to crimp her hair, and paint
her face, so that her daughter’s face
might be more striking, But Rosa took
fright at this command, and begged her
mother to give her leave to go and
ask her confessor whether or not she
might do it.

The mother granted her wish, and
Rosa hastened to her confessor. When
the latter had heard of the matter,
he went back with the girl to her mother,
and begged of her, in serious words, rot
to grieve her God loving child, by incit-
ing her to sintul pride, The mother
took the words to heart, and left off, in
future, all such vanities,

With her mother’s leave, Rosa hence.
forth always choose quite a plain, dark
garment for her drees, so that nobody
might potice her, and in order that her
beautiful form might be an occasion ot
sin to no one. She had a great horror
of sin ; all the people in the house knew
it, and they, therefore, took care to say
nothing before little Rosa that was not
quite pure. When her brothers and
sisters would sometimes bring home a
rude word or song, which they bad heard
slsewhere, Rosa would begin to cry, run
away to her mother, throw herself down
hefore her, and complain to her, amid
her tears, that God was being oftended.
Wherever she was, it anything sinful was
done before her, 2nd she could not pre-
vent it, she would cry aloud, and shed
hot bitter tears,

She detested lylng so much that her
favorite saying was: “ Man may not lie,
either for the sake of heaven or earth ; for
(God ls truth,” And when she heard some
story related that was not tlulte true, she
would nterrupt and say, 1 beg your pae-
dop, but euch {s not the case;” or, *'I
think it did pot happen in that way.”
The holy and spotless purity of her body
and her soul she preserved with the ten-
derest care. She kept her body under
gsevere restraint, so that it could not rebel
against ber will. How can we wonder,
then, that God toc, on His part, chowed
Himself most gractous to her? He took
her under His protection, in such a way
yvhat ehe never felt even the least thought

ainst holy purlty.

The love of G .d 1s llke the love of cur
parents, A good ckild, who loves its
parents, will like to be mnch with them,
Aud ko, 1t will probably glve up many
barmless sports with other children ; it
wlli seidown be eeen upon the street, where
there is much turmotl and wofse ; it will
rather play, and work, acd read, in the
quiet room with its mother,

Axnd g0 it was with the dear child Rosa,
Her heart was early open to GGud ; for
God, by Hls special grece, drew her to
Him, snd she cffered not the least reslat-
auce,

8o 1t came about that she found no joy
in the games that cbildren play, Often
enough, her little neighbora would come
to Rosa, bringlug with them their pretty,
gally dressed dclls, and wounld tell her
that she ought to play with them. But
Roea would refuse, and withdraw berscl!
to some hidden corner, where, all alone,
she could speak to her Father in heaven,
Her brother once found her there. He
acked her why she did not play with the
other childreu, and why she would rather
be all by herself 1n that dusty place. She
answered, after her childieh heart, * Let
me be alone; I am not at all sure that,
with your dolls, you bave also the dear
God with you.”

By her plous and frequent thoughts
about God, it bicame eweet und eacy to
her, even amid her honeework and herother
occupaticns, to have God before ber ; and
to epesk to Him fnwardly in her eoul,
Jjust as a child, in a strenge land, might
often think of her mother at bome, and
talk to her without moving her lips.

Rose was like & sunfliwer, which, with
its great, yellow, blossom-vy e, looks ever
at the sup, and turns itself towards bim,
from his riaing in the morning to his set
tng in the evening sky. She might spia,
sew, embrolder ; she might read, eat, or
talk to others ; she might etey at home,
or croea the etreet, or kneel in thecharch;
but always and everywhere she thought
ll];{fl God, and ber soul slways locked up to

m.

Thls constant thought of her God and
Father did not disturb her in her occapa.
tions any more than it would distutb a
child to talk to its mother while knit.
ting. toea did everything so oxderly, so
neatly, and so cleverly ; shegave such apt
answers to every questlon that was put
to her ; she wae 80 quick aund diligent in
all ber work that one would have lm:g
fved that all her thoughts and efforts were
directed to these alune. And yet her
soul, with its thoughte and its Inward ey es,
was ever fixed upon Chrlst,

As she grew somewhat older, and her
2y In God grew also wih her years, che
wished, oftener than before, to be alone
with Him, and undlsturbed.

So she eonght out a place within the
garden wall, where there stood & great
juniper tree. And here, away from the
eyes of the household, she bullt herself a
lttle hut, like & hermitage, Her brother
Ferdinand helped her to make it, In the
wall she bullt a little altar,and on it
placed a croes, which she cut out of thick
paper. It wae higher and broader than
hereelf, Thither she brought all the holy
plctures she conld ever fiad, She decked
the altar with flowers from the garden,

Hers, to this garden chupel, the often
came. When thesun rose, R.s's first walk
was to thla dear littla cell, and eha would
remaln there, working aud praving, eome-
times the whole day long. If any ome
wanted her for anything, and wished to
eeek her, the people in the house would
merely say, “If you wish to fiud Ross,
you have only to go fato the garden.”

Oace she hed been praying, and stayed
la the garden till late in the evening. It
was already dark, She was afrald of
ghoste, kaving inherited tk!s fear from
her mother, Now, it co fell out, that on
this evening, her mother wished to seek
her, but she dared not go alone through
the dark gsrden. So the father went
with her. When Roea saw her parents
coming, she went at once to meet them,
and - walked back with them into the
houee. Oa the way this thought came
to her: “Sce how my mother goes
through the garden without fear, be-
cauee my father goes with her. And
shall I be afrald of the terrors of the
night, when 1 have God, my Lord, not
only at my slde, but in my very heart ?”
From this time forth, she lost all fear
and auxlety, in the hours of the night, or
In lonely, dark places.

Yet dearer to ber than this cell in the
garden-wall, was the cell in which Christ
the Lord dwells upon earth—the holy
tabernacle in the church, Often and
often she would go there to visit our
Saviour. She had chosen, once for all, a
certain little place in the church, where
thencoforth she always went, and where
she prayed. It was just opposite the high
altar, If the Blessed Sacrament were ex-
posed In any church, there she would go
to pay her devotions,

After her Holy Commun'on the child
expressed a great longing. In answer to
her wishes, and on account of her iuno-
cence and modesty, her confessor allowed
her to approach the Holy Table twice a
week. She prepared herself most worth-
ily for Communion, by every time first
going to Confesston, For that, also, was
she also rewarded with the most extraor.
dinary graces. Her confessor once asked
her how she felt after receiving the holy
Body of the Lord, She gave this anawer :
It seems to me as If the sun had risenin
my heart., For, as the sun in the firma-
ment, by his brightness and warmth,
maketh the whole face of nature  glad,
bringing the plants to growth and matur-
ity, ripening the fruits, adornlng the
mountaine end the valleys, calling forth
the sweet song of the birde, and, with
sllver and golden rays, lighting up all
things—so worketh Chrlst’s holy presance
In the depths of my soul.”

LOVE OF PARENTS,

The parents of the good Rosa were not
rich. It therefore came hard to them to
support and bring up the eleven children
which God had given to them. Rosa
took thelr poverty very much to heart,
and her fillsl love drove her to seck work,
in order to help them as weil as she could.
Often and often, she would stay up work.
ing tlll miduight, *so that her parents
might suffer no want. In the garden, she
lald cut some little beds, and planted
flowers in them, and made the flowers into
nosegays, and then sent the mald.servant
with them to the market to sell, The
profits she brought to her mother, A
priest once asked her of what use her pcor

little flower-trace conld be to her parente, |

She rwufled and sabd ; ¥ It fe of 10l e,
truly ; but the Bavionr knows well bow
to increase th gaius,”

Wherever her parerts were 1ll, eho
would put all other things esdde, and
nurae them day and night ; watching by
their bedelde, atiending to their swallest
wants with enxious fidellly, end praying
for them to God

ludeed, her obedience to her prrents
was wouderful. She would never drisk
without leave from her mother; and
when, at times, her mother, somewhat
croasly, would forb!d her to drink, the
poor child would euffer & burning thiret
for many days,

When she wished to teke from the cup-
board what ehe warted for her work, rhe
would always aek permiselcn first. Her
mother ouce rald to her, “Why do you
ulways sek for permlssion! The cop-
toard Is mot locked.” Rosa answered,
“ My work dces not bring 1n much, but I
should like to increase the small gain by
tte merlt of obedience.”

Rosa had learnt how to embroider
beautiful flowers. To put her obedience
to the test, her mother once ordered
her to make the flowers upside down,
Rosa did it at once, without giving it a
thought. When the silk roses were
made, the motikver pretended that ehe
was anroyed, and said to Rosa, * These
are lovely flowers — these srel What
have you gone end done? It seems to
me you have been aslecp over your
work !”  Then the child ssid quite
calmly, “I wae afraid it would be no
good, my doing what you ordered me ;
but I did it becsuse you willed it. Ifit
is your wish, I will undo tue embroidery
again ; and I will begin afresh, if it shail
please you.” But the high esteem and
lcve, which Rosa felt for her parents,
shene brightest in the patience with
which she bore their fauits,

Her grandmother Ieabella, after whom,
in baptism, Rosa had been called, could
rot bear that the child’s mother should
bave tsken her name from her, and
given her another name instead, So
she continued to call the child Isabella,
And now, when the little cne anzwered
to this name, she was beaten by her
motker ; and when ske answered io the
call of ¢ Roea,” the child got the rod
from her grandmother, But she took it
il without a word,

Rosa wae, by nature, gentle and qulet,
Her mother, on the contrary, was rough
and violent, and 8o sho was dlepleased
with Roea’s reserve, and with her devo-
tlon, ber solitude, and her silence. She
often blamed the good child, often ebused
aad insulted her ; and even when sho was
a grown up gir), she would beat her with
the rod, or with a tough etick, She dld
this, for exsmple, when Rosa cut cff her
halr, so that no one ehou!d be tempted by
t,

As the mother ill-treated her, so did
her brothers and slsters, and even the
servants of the house, They called her
*'a hypocrlte and & cheat.” Bat the dear
child let this pass quietly by ; it did, in-
deed, give her pain; but the thought of
whai her Saviour had suffered for her
gave her the strength to malntaln this
heavenly patience.

Roea did not live long, She dled at
the ege of thirty.two, and wae canonizad
in the year 1671, She was the first eaint
out of the whole of Soutk Americs, and
is tha patron of Peru,

Now ycu have heard of many plous
practices in the Iife of St. Roee. Which
of these will you take up to.day? Wili
you, like her, carefully avold every lie?
O: will you obey your parents, just st the
word, without first acking, “ Why 1” Or
will you resolve to do some other good ?

THE ANGELUS,

We cut from an exchange the follow.
ing, written by Father Mahoney, a priest
of Miunesota, : I krow nothing that
saddens me more that to return to our
country after kaving been a little while
in Belgium or Tyrol. There, the poor
pecple eeem eo wonderfully to live in
the presence of Goa, If you were
to go through a Tyrolese village at
6 o’clock in the evening you would hear
from every cottage a hum like that of a
hive of bees, every one, father and
mother and children and servants, saying
their prayers. It is much the same at
noon, only then many of the people are
out of doors in the fields or in their
gardens, The church bell rings at 12,
and the mowers put down their scythes
snd take off their caps and fold their
hands in prayer for about a minute, and
then go on with their work. Oae market
day at Innsbruck I was dining, and
there was a party of farmers at another
table having their dinner. The church
bell rung the Angelus, Then they zll
rose up, and, standing reverently, the
oldest man in the party began the
prayers and the rest responded. And
the women shopping were standing still
in the market, and those at the booths
selling stood also with folded hands,
and the men had their hats off, and
instead of the buzz of bargaining rose
the murmur of the prayer from all that
great throng,

this Conferenco aaeerts its abhorrence of
the use of tobacco as destructive to the
phyeical conetitution, and especially ruin.
ous to the young. We empbatisally aud
earnestly recommend that every official ia
our Church be urged to be total sbstalners
from its uee, and, alarmed by the grow-
fug usa ol tobacco 2mong the youth
of our country, we earrestly recommend
that no one shall bave a place in our
Sabbeath schools or fn the educatlonal in-
stitutions of our Church or tn our minlsiry

temperaccs, whom they stiive to conguer
by the strong arm of the law, lavghs at
their impotence. Probably intemper-
ance is oue of those demons that may be
cast ont ouly by *prayer and fasting.”
Bat duriog all the sesslons of the Mon-
treal conference not one word was lotro-
duced about the Christian observaace of
“prayer and fastlvg.,” The contrary
sppeared In the debate on Itinerancy.
Some contended that tbree year's in-
cumbency in one parish was not of
sufficient length to allow the minister to
do ull the good he might by a longer
stay amongst the people, Mr. J. 8,
Willismson moved that *if requested
by the Board of Trustees a minister
might remain a fourth year in the same
parish, and if the eame request was re-
peated he might stay a fifth year.”
Mr, Warren Kennedy opposed any such
change, D Potts described the last
speaker as & good old Tory Mothodist,
who believed in tradition of the fathers
a8 much as in justification by faith,
Rov. J. F. Garman agreed that it was to
the advantsge of clty clergymen, with
salaries of §2 500 a year, to have a longer
term, Rev, D:. Actliffeald that Method-
fsm peeded elasticity. In large centresin
Eagland it was losing ita power because
of the frequent removals, For the seke
of the minister's wife and children he
pleaded for an extensfon of time. Mr,
Ed. O'Flynn aeked was thlschavge for the
glory of God or for the ease aud comfort
of & fow ministers who live in big clties 1
Rev, Dr, Johnston prophesled that there
would be still farther extenslon than now
demsanded. There were men who wanted
to change ahout on the principle * that if
you shske up the sugac bowl the lumps
will come to the top.” Rev. (Geo. Blshop
thought that when & man was wanted he
might be retained for four years, Rev.
J. J. Rice did not bslleve in extension,
He sald that if miolsters were left four
years in sny parlsh they * would be get-
tiog Into politles and all kinds of tom-
foolery.” Extenslon of term was finally
voted down.

Bishop Hawkins (colored), of the
British Methodist Episcopal Church,
wes then introduced. His Lordship
stated :

“Taey tell me Hoaven is a grand
place, and I'm bound to beiieve 1it, I
believe 1 am very near it now with so
mapy men of God around me, Iam Lere
on a level with you. Your God is my
God, ocly 1 am a litile blacker than
some of you (laughter). I have a soul
which is whiter than suow, Sixty-sight
years ago I was told that if I obeyed my
Masater there was a Kitchen in heaven I
might get into bye and bye. I propose,
in company with this here Bishop Qar.
man, to go right into the parlor,
(laughter and applause).”

Daring Frday evenlug’s session Blshop
Hawkine was agaln iantroduced by D:.
Willlams, when Dr, Carman called on
him for an address. Blshop Hawkins
then dellvered a characterlstic address,
which eliclted lond laughter and great
cheerlng, Rev, T. Mlutor, also colored,
related some amusing incideuts which
occurred in bls life, at the close of which,
saya the report In Toronto Empire:

The ultra P:otestant journals, how-
ever, are indignant that ench a claim
should have been made, and that thus
speclal recognition should bhave been de-
manded for the Catholle Church, We
verture to say that no dlsrespect was in-
tended by His Emluence to be shown
towarde Her Majesty’s son ; but he was
quite right in maintatniog the digolty of
the Oatholic Cauxch. The potidon of the
Pope as a monarch s still recognizsd by
all the soverelgne of the world, ard, thls
belng the case, the position of a Prince of
the Chorch shou'd bs recoguized aleo,
notwithetandlng tbat the Holy Father
hes been deprived cf all bis tem-
poral poesesslons, except the Vatican
iteelf. Ho has silll his position
as epiritual head of 250,000 000 of Chris-
tians, which does not depend upon the
amount of territory over wkich he rules.

It is &
position which is given to him in the
hearts of his hundreds of millions of sub.

THE QUES-

THE CHURCH IN DENMARK.

Among Earopean countries, after
Swedin and Norway, the little kingdom
of Denmurk s the one where Catholiss
are least numerous in proportion to the
whole population. The Island ‘eslonies
of Dsnmark in 1870 had a population of
127,401, end the kingdom proper 1,784,-
761, Among the leet mentloned there
were only 1856 Catholles, belng slightly
over 1 to cvery thousand eoulr. Nearly
the whole nation belong to the Natfonal
Chaurch, wkich ls Lutheran, and numbsezed
1,769,683 persons of all ages among its
aiherents, There are aleo mentioned in
the census 4,290 Jews, 3 223 Baptists, 2,128
Mormone, and 3,660 belonglcg to othez
ral!gions or to no religlon,

The Catholic Church, in fact, was
proseribed for about three hundred years,
and Catholics were subject to baunish-
ment, until, in 1849, Frederick VIL gave
religious liberty, An interesting psper
on the progress of the Church appears
in the last number of the Catholic World,
which gives a very hopeful account of the
progress religion has made eince the
granting of religious libarty, and espeoi-
ally since the census of 1870 was taken.
There were before 1840 somo distin-
guished converis who were bauished in
consequence of their conversion,
Among the number was the famous
anatomist, and the founder of geological
ecience, Nicholas Steno or Steensen.
Hia tomb isat the Cathedral of Fiorence,
and a few years ago, waen the geological
congress met in that city, their first
public act was to place a crown of laurel
on the bust of the founder of their
science,

Slnee 1870 converts bave been numar-
ous, and the number of Catholics has
greatly lncreasod, Whean tha Jesuits were
drlven out of Germany by Bismarck’s
leglslatlon, & college was fouaded a ehort
dlstance out of Copenhagen, where many
youths receive lnstruction, Tae Jesuit
Fathers havealso built a church in Aarhus,
where there was In 1870 not a elngle
Catholls. There are now In the town
several hundred Catholiesa, A pom-
ber of converts are also re.
ported among prominent personagos,
amongst whom are the present Danish
Minister to Parle, Count Moltke Haultfeldt,
and the Baroness Rosencern, both noted
for thelr learning and nobllity of charac.
ter. Prince Veladimir, the youngest son
of the kiog, and brother to the Empress
of Rusela, the Kiug of G:eeco and the
Princess of Wales, is also marrled to a
Oatholle princess, Marie of O:leans,

Several churches have been bullt ia the
citien within the last few years, and the
Christian Brothers are now abqut to bulld
a oschool for orphana st Copenhagen,
Several charltable institutions have aleo
been erected, and the Catholica cherlsh
the hope that the Chursh will shortly be
in & most prosperouna condition, |

NOT ANTAGONISTIC,

Through a generous bequost made by a
private citizen, Me, Thomss Cabill, a mag-
pificent edifice bas been erected {u Phila-
delphis at & cost of 170,000, which will
complete the Cathollc system of education
in that clty. The dedication ceremony
was performed by His Grace, and he took
the oceaslon to remark that there is no
sategoni*m between Catholic education
and that imparted in other inctitutions,
Continuirg, His Grace eaid :

“ There may be an antagonism of emu-
Iation. Every educational system ought
to be a fraternity ot toeling agaiost the
common enemy of ignorance, The
Catholic Church is not afraid of educa-
tion ; itis uot afraid of ecience If I have
doubts as to my religion, I may fear
science, but if I am as certain of my relig.

no fear, This seems to be the state of
the true Catbolic, for he seems, of sll
men, 1o be the wost confident of his
religion, I do not eay that he is abso.
lutely right, but I do say he ecems to be
perfectly fearless of science, bistorie, or
any other form of investigation,

“In every human heart there s an ele.
ment which has had more fnfluence than
sry other on the bistory of fortunes
of Indlviduals eud netlome.

Kvery man feele it more or
less, Like intellect or love, it may be
abured and rendered scruetimes even
groteeque. But it 1a real, fotensely real.

Ricardo Carrick, Montreal,
There is no flag at half mast on our
public edifices ; there are no glowing
panegyrics in our city prees in honor of
him who is no more. Yet a better or
truer citizen eeldom lived than Ricardo
Carrick, who has just paid the great
debt of nature, and is gone to the bosom
of his God, whom he loved and served
80 faithfully and eo weil, Fifty yeare ago,
in the prime of mauhood, be left his
native Oranmore,County Galway, Ireland,
tn visit tho free shores of hospitable
America. Coming direet to Canada, ke
furnished many elaborate geographical
fketches of the countiry to the Irish press,
Afterwards he mede an extended tour
through the Uaited States, going as far
routh #8 New Orieans, which, in thoss
days of slow lecometion, was not an easy
undertakiog ; the journey had to be tade
partly on foot and parily on packet boats,
Subsequently Mr, Carrick, after prasing
& fow winter months ss a teacher in the
vicinity eof Picton, Oat,, returned to
Montreal, where he has resided for the
last forty-eight years, up to the hour
of his death, which took place
at bLis residence, Courvillo street, on
Weaduesday, the 10th inet., at the agoe of
72 yesrs, Mr, Osrrlck was connected with
the populsr Montreal Transcript for o
perlod of twenty five years. Atuer sever
ing his conncetlon with that jiurnal he
entered the crockery businese, from which,
after a perlod of suscessful years, he re
tired to private life. Having amased a
snvg fortune he leaves his bereaved
widow and only edopted  devghter
amply provided for. Thore yever
lived a more troo and patrotie Irish
man than Mr. Carrick,  Of this he
gave tanglble proof whevever occasion
offered.

It fs also expected that ha will euggest
the proprlety of holding a conference of
the bigh dignitaries of the Catholic Church
to conslder the welfare of laborers of all
classes within its pale.

GOOD ADVICE ON PRAYER.

The followlng remarkable advice 1o
taken from a letter of Dom Bosco to a
religlous of the Saleslan Congregation.
It 1s dated December 8, 1887 (feast of the
Immaculate Conception), less than two
months before his lamented death, This
letter may be regarded as a sort of spirit-
nal testament of the holy priest: * When
one earnestly wishes to obtaln a grace
from God through the intercesslon of the
Blessed Virgin or some other salnt, it {s
usual to say : “ If this favor be granted, I
will make such and such an offering, or
glve such an alms. Far preferable and
more eilicaclous would it prove to give
beforehand what we intend to offer in
thankegiving ; for thus by our confidence
we oblige, as it were, Almighty God, our
Blessed Lady, and the salnte to llsten fav-
orably and to grant our petitlons, We
also fulfil the precept of Christ : * Date, et
dablitur vobis,” (Give, and it shall be given
to you.) Our Divine Saviour does not
say, ‘Promise to give, and you shall re-
celve ;’ bnt ¢ Give first, and then you shall
recelve.’ ”

DUG HIS OWN GRAVE,

There was a strange funeral at the
Teapplat Abbey, Getheemani, near Now
Hope, Kv., the other day, says the Cin-
clnnatl Enquirers Father Benedict, the
abbot, and one of the foundere, was burled
in a grave dog by himeelf as his last rest-
ing place. He was burled without ceffin
or shroud, wrapped simply in hls monastic
robes, with the capote drawn over his face
to protect it from the clods. The ante-
interment ceremonies were unlque aund
solemn. Two brother Trapplsts, relleved
by two others at regular intervals, chanted
the Paims of David over his remains
continually from the moments of his
death until the interment twenty-four
hours later. Father Benedlct, with other
French pllgrims, founded Gethsemani in
1848, and was the second abbot. In the
world he was M. Berger, of a leading
French family, He will be succeeded by
Father Edward, or, more properly, Count
Edward de Bourbon, a French nobleman,
who left hla pative land for political
reasons in 1860,

London Universe, Sept. 6.
A crowded congregation assembled at
the Church of SS. Mary acd Michael,
Commercial Road, E., to welcome Hls
Eminence the Cardinal Archblshop on the
occaslon cf hls vislt to the Children's
Gulld of the League of the Urcss in that
dletrict on Sucday afternoon. The local
branch of the League (which numbers
four hundred and fifty me...bere) attended
in strength, the Guards mustering nearly
one hnndred men lo uniform, together
with fifiy members of the Boys:’ Gu'ld
and seventy of the Women's (Gaild, The
Tower Hill Branch also sent a coutingent
of Guards and a bacd, under the command
of Captaln White and Capteln Rcadbouse,
to meet Hls Eminenoce. The Stratford,
St, Anne’s (Spicer street), and Melior
Street Branches also eent contlogents, the
whole belng under the command of
Major-General Pearce, assisted by Captain
Askew (Dlvislonal Inspector of Police)
The Cardioal, who addressed himself
speclally to the children present, sald it
was & great joy to him to see them once
more, and to ees that beautiful church so
fuil of grown-up people and of bis little
children. It was a double joy to him ba-
cause be knew that a very large part, If
not the greater part of those who heard
him, were alrendy members of the League
of the Cross, and he had come that day
eapecially to give a blessing to them, but
he had also come to do something more
than that, No doubt there wera not
members of the Liaague of the Crcss when
they got up that morning, but that night
when they lay down he hoped they would
be.

tioned by 8t. Paul ten were spiritual.
Three of the greatest sins he would men-
tlon to them. Oae was living withcut
God, another was knowing the will of God
aod going againet it, and the third wasthe
sln about which he bad come to say a word
to them that day. He had come to talk
to them about the Lesgue of the C:oss,
which was a great family composed of
those who had takea the total abstinence
pledge. He bad a great respect for all
temporate people, Total abetinance was
not an obligation, but the spontanecus
cholce of somethiog better—of a better
and a higher ife. There would be some
there who bad never taken that pledge ;
some who had taken it and broken i, and
some who had kept it faithfully. Before
be fiaished he lntended to ask those three
classes to take the pledge with him that
day. To get druck was a terrible thivg,
for when & man or, more horrible still,
when a woman, got drunk they did not
know what they did.
THEY HAD DARKENED THE CONSCIENCE
AND THEIR INTELLECT;
they hed iuflamed all their passions and
weekened thelr will, and there was not
one sin that 8 man or woman in that state
was not capable of committing, and there-
fore he should not bs eaylog too much in
saylcg that drunkennecs was any cin and
all elns, It destroyed the image of God
in them, and left only the image of the
beast of the field. Therefore he asked
them all whether it was safest, wieest,
bighest and best thing for them to take
the total abstinence pledge so 8s naver to
be in any danger ci losing the image
of God in thelr souls, Many of
them who had never been drunk bad
often not been sober, and as long as tUhey
went Into the places where drink was Bld
and kept in the company of those who
drank they would be in danger, Thero-
fore he called upon them ail to join the
Lesgue of the Oross that day, and he
called upon fathers end mothers to do so
s hundred times more strongly because
they had not only to save thelr own souls,
but the souls of their little ones, and all
THEIR PREACHING AND SCOLDING WOULD
DO NOTHING UNLESS THRY SET THEIR
BOYS AND GIRLS AN EXaMPLE.
His last words were to the little ones, and
be hoped that every one of them had the
permission of thelr fathers and mothers to
take the total abatinence pledge, for they
never gave the pledge to any child with
out the consent of its parents. He always
sald children kept the pledge better than
grown people. He kuew that frowm ex-
perience, Whata beautiful thing it was for
a chlld never to have been defiled by that
horrible and brutal sfn. What a beautiful
thing that its bright intelligence should
be kept bright and clear and full of
light, How beautiful to have young
souls like theirs grow up in perfect and
abgolutes sobriety, The Holy Ghost
dwelt in souls like that, Once more
appealing to all prezent to take the total
abstinence pledge, His Eminence re.
peated the worde, in which he was joined
by the whoie congregation. Benediction
of the Blessad Sacrament followed,

JARDINAL NEWMAN AT ROME,

A REMINISCENCE,
Bpeclal Correspondence of the Pilot.
Rome, Aug. 17,
The week that hee just closed has been
filled with sorrow, begioning on Sunday,

Avgust 10, at Hull, in Massachusetts, and
continvivg almost throvghout the week
and throughout the world,

The asnouncement of Cazdinal New
man’s death In Rome, on August i2, was
received with uuiversal regret. T'hough
wuch has been wrliten sivce of the wore
remarkable events of bis life, little, if any.
thivg, bas been eaid about his last visit to
Rome. The news of his death brought
up to my mind fo a most vivid manper
the eircumstances surrounding his visit to
the Eternal Clty and his reception of the
Cardinel's bat there. This Is the higheet,
with the oue exceptlon of the Papacy, of
the dignities which the Churc. of bia
edoption svd devotlon bus in her gift,
The fast that Leo XIII, was bat jiitle
more then a year upon the Pont!fical
throne when ha exprescel his intsntion of
cresifng Dr. Newman Cardioal, and the
privilege he extended to bim of afterwards
living in England, were Indlcations of the
affection in which the Ponuiff held the
learned O-atorion,

It wea on the afterncon of April 24,
1879, that Father Newmen reached Rouse,
comipg here to recelve the dignity of
Piloce of the Church. An Boglish Pre-
late aud balf s dczen lsymen of varleus
natlonalitice—Monsignor Stonor, Messts,
Gelseel, Fatilelgh and Mez'ere Brady,
Pepal Chamberlaios, the lste Marquis D,
J Oltver, of Sin Frauncleco, sud the Uor.
recpendent of the Pilot—weve o'l that had
gathered at the raliroad etetion to mest
this raan whose name and fime re
known snd admired wherever the Eaglish
language was spoken, And thls was the
appearavce he then presented: an old
men, with white halr, stooplog rcomewhat,
a geutle, resigned luck in bls eyes, as
though his thoughts wera far away from
bls immedlate surroundlvgs, He was
then seventy-eight years old, and hs may
well have regarded himself, when this
great honor came upun him, 88 nearing
the end of hls dayss He wore n blaci
overcoat, a tall hat with a broad brim on
the back of bis bead, and bo carrled o his
band a emall, brown, well worn leather
portmanteau. He did not indeed look
llke what fervent imeginations would ple-
ture n Prlnce of the Church, but rather a
very meek, delicate old man, with a fai-
away look {n his eyes and an absorbed ex-
presslon on his face, The Marquls Ollver
called his attention to more mundsne
matters, and broke the silence which had
fallen upon all by saylog: “ Dr. New
mau, you are welcome to Rome.” A
emile lit up the old man’s face as the
kindly words were uttered,and as ho held
out his band to the spesker,

The next time that he was seen in pub
lfc wes on the morning of May 12th. In
oxe of the large halls of Cardinal Howard’s
resldence, ahout four hundred persons
from the United States, Ireland, England,
aud Scotland aseembled to witness Dr:.
Newman’s reception of the letter announc-
ing his nomination as Cardinal, and to
hear his utterances on this occaelon, It
{s diffizult to describe accurately the im-
pression this event left on the minds of
those present, but it would ceem that they
all had & preat saympathy and a feeling of
most profound respect for the object of
this demonastration, When Father New-
map, vested in the old, plain, slmple sou-
tane of the Priest of the Oratory, eutered
the spaclous and richly decorated ball, a
hush feil upon the crowd, and every eye
was turned upon him, He, who all his
life had loved retirement, had to suffar the
perslstent, thou,a sympathetle, gaze on
this crowd of persons, few of whom he
knew, He was very feeble, and from
time to time he was supplied with emall-
ing salts and with a glass of water, The
lorg Interval of waliing was evidently
wearlsome in the extreme to him. - From
time to time he raised his eyes and looked
out at the people, and then there came a
sllence upon them, which wassoon broken
by the murmur of thelr volces. Atlength
the Pontifical meesenger arrived, bearing
the document announcing the creatlon of
Dr. Newman as Cardinal.  The message
waa handed to Dz Clifford, Blshop of
Clifton, who was standing at the right of
the Cardinal eleet. When the Blshop hed
read it and handed it to Dz, Newman, the
Iatter took from the breast of bis soutane
a roll of paper, and began to read his re-
ply and the expression of his thoughts on
the momentous occasion,

It was for this moment the people had
waited so patiently during the long, hot
hour ard a half, Here were given the
means of measuring the inflaence of that
volce of which 8o much had been written
and sald by the most intellectual men of
the day. Amldet profound cileuce he
began ; and, after a faw words in Itallan
to the bearer of the Pontifical meesage, he
ssked permlselon to continue his address
in hit “own dear mother tongue,” be-
cauee, as he sald, ** in the latter I can bet-
ter express my feelloge on this most gra-
clous announcement which you have
brought to me, than if I attempted what
Is above me,” At first the sound of the
word reminded one of a school-boy read-
Ing In & sort of sing-song tone, As, how-
ever, he proceeded, the emphasls upon a
certain word struck the attention and set
thought in sctlon. There was a humility
and tenderness in his next words that sub
dued hearts and minds alike, end cziticiem
went to the winde, and the inflaence over
the lsteners of words and sense was now
complete, The muslc and impressiveness
of his volce were how subsidiary to the
sense, a8 he eaid : ¢ Firet of all, then,I am
led to speak of the wonder and profound
gratitude which came upon me, and which
1s upen me stlll, at the condescension and
love towards me of the Holy Father in
slngling me out for so immense an honor.
It wasa great surprise. Such an elevation
had never come into my thoughts, and
scemed to be out of keeplng with all my
antecedents, I had passed through many
trlals, but they were over, and now
the end. of all things bad almost
come to me and I was at peace.
And was It possible that, aefter all,
I had lived through so many years for
this? Nor is it easy to see how I counld
have borne so great a shock bad not the
Holy Father resolved on a second con-
descension towards me, which tempered
it and was to all who heard of it a touch-
ing evidence of his kindly and generous
nature, He felt for me and he told me

.

the reason why he ralsed me to this high
poeltion, His act, enid be, was a recogn.
tlon of my z:ai eud gocd serefees for so
many yeas in the Catholle cause. -
Alter such gracious words from His Holi-
ness | ghould have been Incensible and
heartless {f I had had scruples any longer,
o o + In &long course of yeors I have
made wany mistakes. I heve nothing of
that high perfection which bel mps to the
wrltinge of saluts, namely, that ervor can
not be fouad in them ; bat what I trust I
may claim throvghout all [ have written
is this—an honest lutention, an absence
of private euds, a temper of obedience, a
willingnees to be corrected, a dread of
erxor, & duire to serve Holy C urch, and,
through the Divine Merey, a fair measure
of suceess, And I rejoice to ssy to oue
great mischlef 1 have from the first
opposed myeelf, For thirty, forty, fifty
years, I have reslsted to the bes: of wmy
poweis the spirit of beralism fo religlon,”
Ard then he formulated the dangers of
thie “liberallem o religion” in & serfes
of arguments aud examples which have
8inco coustituted a epecies of armory from
which defenders of the Catbolic Ohuzeh
draw most treuchant weapons.

Concluding, he esld that he lamented
this Hbereliam deoply, because, ss he sor
rowfully declared, *I furesee that it may
be the ruin of many souvls ; bat I have no
fear at all that it can do aaght of serlons
harm to the Word of tratn, to Holy
Churdch, to our Almighty King, tho Lion
of the tube of Judah, faithtal aud true, or
to H's Vicsr on esrth,  Chrlstlanity has
been too often in what esomed deadly
pexil, that we should fear for it any new
trial now. 8o far is certaln, Oa the
other hand, what is uncertain, aud what
{8 commoruly a great surprise when it la
witnesred, to the particular mode fn the
event by whi Providence reecnes and

3 inheritance. Sometlmes
1y i3 turved Into a friend ; someo
s despolled of that speclal vlru-
lence of evil which wse o threatenlog;
sometimes he falls to pleces of himssif ;
sometimes he does jnet so much as {s hen
eficial and then {8 removed. Cummouly
the Church has nothleg more to do than
to go on in her own proper dntles in con-
fidence and peace, to stand still and to see
the salvation of God.

When the sweet volce had ceased, the
eyes of many listeners were filled with
tears. There was a silence as if more was
expected, and then a great sigh took the
place of what, in other clrcumatances,
would have been a cheer or & barst of
applause, Then each came up to the
venerabla Cardinal-elect to kiss bis band,
receive his blesslng and interchange a few
words with htm, Oa May 15, ho was
sgaln vieible, feeble and elow In move
meunt, In the balls of the Vatican, when
together with the Poutiff's brother, the
late Cardinal Pecel, he recelved the red
hat. That {nteresting event in no wise
differed from stwmilar csremonles deseribed
frequently in these columus

Still Iater he sgain appeared before n
number of Eoglish-speaking persons—
English, Scotch, Irish and Americans
residing at Rome— who showed their
deep and affectionate vensration for
him by presenting him with a set of
vestments. In the address read on that
occasion mention was raade of the value
of Dr, Newman’s admirable writings in
defence of God and His Qaurch ; and of
the hovor done him and the English.
spenking Catholics, “who have long
looked up to you as their spiritual Father
and ag their guide in the paths ot holi
ness, We hope,” continued the addresrs,
‘ that Your Eminence will excuse the
simplicity of tnis address, which is but
the expression of the feeling contained
1u Your Eminence’s motto : * Heart speak
gy to heart;’ for Your Eminence has
loog won the first place in the hearts of
all.” This refers to the motto on the
shield that Cardinal Newman has on his
titular church of St, George in Veliabo :
Cor ad cor loquitor

With the same sweet voice and impres
glve tones which had charmad the intellect
of Oxford forty years previously, the Car.
dinal, agaln reading from a written paper
—for he could not spesk exiempore—
sald: “Your effectlonate sddrees, intro
dactory of so beautiful & present, I nceept
#s one of those strange favors of Divine
Providence which are granted to few.

“ Most mep, If they do any good, die
without knowing it ; but I call 1t strange
that I should be kept to my present age,
an age beyond the age of most men, as if
in order that on this great spot, where I
am personally almost unknown, I might
find kind friends to meet me with an
effectionate welcome, and to claim me as
their spiritual benefactor.

“The tender condescension to me of
the Holy Father bas elicited in my behalf,
in sympathy with bim, a loving acclama.
tlon from his faithful children,

‘* My dear friends, your present, which,
while God gives me strength, [ shall avall
myself of in my datly Mass, wiil be a con
tinual memento fn His elght both of your
versons apd of your several intentlons.
When my strengih fails me for that great
actlom, then In turn [ know that I'may
rely on your taking up the daty and
privilege of Intercsssion, and praying for
me, that with tha afd of the Blessed
Virgin and all the Saints, I may persevere
In falth, hope and charity, and in that
grace, which is the life of the soul, till my
end comes,”

It may be added that these written
papers, from which the above extracts
were copled directly after the Cardinal
had epoken, were a3 clearly aud besuti.

could honestly pay. When that ques-
tion had been determined they should all
abide by the decision. If the farmers,
he said, should give {o the landlords
money which was needed to buy bread
for thewr children the Irish leaders
would not dere to appeal to the world
to come to the reecue of such a nation
of slaves, DBut if tenants would abso.
lutely refuse to pay a penny of rect
until every family that tilled the soil
was placed beyoud the reach of starva.
tion, then, if the Governmens evicted
starving people from their poor homes,
it wouid be swept out of existence bya
torrent of Kaglish indigoation, snd the
whole civilized world would send money
for the benefit of the tenants,

Later iaformstion shows D», Dillon
was arrested at Ballybrack, where ho was
vigiting his uncle, He was hurried under
a strong guard end with the utlmost
secrecy to the railway station, where a
gpecial car was in wailing, As scon as
he entered this the train was started for
Dublin, CQaly a brief stop was made
there, when the prisoner was carried on
to Tipperary, the tenants of which town
he is charged with icciling to refuse to
pay rent to their landlord, Mr, Smith.
Barry. The arrest of William O’Brien
was made at the Glengaritt Hotel, Mrs,
O'Brien was present, The charges
against O'Brien are based on speeches
made by him at Limerick and Tippersry,
in which it is alleged he advised his
audifors not to pay rent. From Glen.
garift O'Brien was immediately taken to
Cork. A warraat has been issued for
Mr. Dalton, who has been active in work
of the Land League, The police are
keeping a strict watch of the head
quarters of the Land League in Dublin,
Persous entering and leaving are subject
to strict surveillunce. Despatches from
Tipperary report that the organizers of
the local branches of the League are
under close police surveillance, The
activity of the police indicates that the
authorities contemplate further arrests,
It is considered probable that warrants
are already out against many leaders of
the Land League of secondary rank, who
bave made themselves obnoxous by the
active part they have taken in recent
anti rent meetings, This sudden action
of the Government bas falien like a
thunder-boit in a clear eky, The Irish
Nationalists had no suspicion of the im.
pending blow, and are at a loss to know
what it means, Mingled surprise and
indignation are the predominant feel.
ings, Despatches from various parts of
Ireland show that the Nationalists are
everywhere greatly excited at the
arrests,

Dublin, Sept. 18 —John Diilon, in an
interview afier bis arrest, eald the only
object of the Governmert in taking such
& step was a mystery to him, unless 1t was
their attention to prevent the mission of
bimeelf and his associates to America
He was sure, however, that the Amertcans
would not deprive the temants of the
Tipperary and other estates of needful
support, although it might be fmpessible
for O'Belen and hlmself to go to America
and make a pereonal appeal lu their
behalf.

that alihough O'Brien had committed the
alleged illegal acts in J une, no steps had
been taken for bls arrest uatil it was
heard that ho wes golng to Amer-
fea.
