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IT is aanounced that the great octopus,
the Standard Oil Trust, has obtained
possession of certain valuable vil wells in
Petrolia, Ont., with the object of con-
trolling, with the aid of its Russian asso-
ciates, the oil product of the world and
securing for the industry all the protec-
tion that is given the euterprises of the
respective countries.
