SING SING PRISON, Ossining, 
N.Y., April 13.—The 
convicted of the murder of Herman 
Rosenthal, the New York gambler, 
died in the electric chair at Sing Sing 
prison at the break of dawn this Eas­
ter Monday morning. None confess­
ed his guilt and none mentioned the 
name of Charles Becker, the former 
police lieutenant, found guilty of in­
stigating the murder, but saved by 
court of appeals reversal. Of the 
four who died, Frank Seidènshner 
(“Wliitey Lewis") made the only 
statement. Even he did not flatly as­
sert his innoocence.

"Gentlemen,” he mumbled, as they 
strapped him in the chair, “I did not 
shot at Rosenthal. They who said I 
did was perjurers. For the sake Of 
justice, gentlemen, I say I didn’t. 
The witness, Stannish,---------- ”

"Whitey” did not finish the 
fence. The harness had been adjust­
ed and the current shot his body for­
ward in the chair. He had meant to 
say that Stannish, a waiter and a 
witness at the murder trial, had lied, 
but death intervened.

Seidenshner was the second man 
to die. “Dago Frank" (I’rank Cirq- 
fiei) came first. "Gyp the Blootp 
(Harry Horowitz) was third and 

L Lefty- Louie” (Louis Rosenbefg) 
last. In forty minutes flat all fo^r 
were despatched. This time would 
have been shortened had it not been 
for the overcrowding of newspaper 
reporters. Their numbers necessitat­
ed a shifting of witnesses' for'itàîn 
execution.

There was no untoward incident 
throughout the procedure. All walked 
quietly to their doom, and only theiif 
quaking knees and the sickly greeit 
pallor of their faces attested that thé 
realization of death was upon them.

William E. Cashin, Roman Catho­
lic chaplain of the prison, accompan­
ied Dago Frank to the chair. With 
Whitey Lewis and Gyp . the Blood 

Rahfoi Joseph Goldstein of New 
York. Rabbi Mayer Kopfstein, long 
the spiritual adviser of the Rosen­
berg family, stood by Lefty Louie. 
Priest and rabbi alike averted their 
drawn faces from .the chair of death, 
meantime struggling to control their 
choking throats- as they intoned a 
prayer for the dying.

“Gentlemen,” said Rabbi 
stein, as lie left the death chamber, 
“■If you ask me whether the Jewish 
boys were guilty, I will say I do not 
know. They did not confess to me. 
As for the Italian, I do not believe 
he was at the scene of the crime. I

The inspection was not confined to 

the Brantford district, from which 
most of the complaints have come, 
but extended also to other parts of 
the province where the same gas is 
being used. Particular investigation 
was made of conditions in Esex, Kent 
and Lambton. The report says that 
investigation shows that conditions in 
Windsor, Chatham and Sarnia may be 

equivocably described as entirely 
satisfactory.

In the Brantford district the inspec­
tor found conditions the very reverse. 
"I find that the very great majority 
of the complaints are entirely well 
founded.” says the report, “and that 
the users of gas in the two foregoing 
districts (Brantford and Hagcrsville) 
have suffered very materially from 
the change, and ae suffering still so 
much that were it not for the fact 
that a large part of the community is 
dependent upon the gas for heating, 
as well as for cooking, and to a lesser, 
though still noticeable degree, for 
lighting, a demand would be made to 
have the gas turned off entirely.”

GUELPH, April 13.—Fire Chief 
Leslie G. Finch has tendered his resi­
gnation. The resignation is the cul­
mination of the troublesome times of 
the past two years at the fire-hall. It 
is understood that the chief intends 
to bring actions for unstated damages 
against the City of Guleph and also 
against certain individuals. He claims 
that ever since he came to Guleph he 
has not had a fair chance, and that it 
has been impossible to make 
headway in the department. An in­
vestigation into fire-hall matters was 
held in 1912. and the chief was exon­
erated from blame. The investigation 
was, however, a farce, the evidence 
being unsworn. A few weeks ago five 
of the permanent men walked out. 
and charged the chief with showing 
favoritism by recommending one man 
an increase in wages and leaving out 
the rest. The chief alleges that this 
walk-out was incited by certain mem­
bers of the City Council. The chief 
contends that all the trouble he has 
had since coming to Guelph has ruin­
ed his reputation as a fire chief, and 
he has been forced to seek other 
means of livelihood, this being the 
basis of the action he proposes.

The inspector points out that had 

all stoves chimneys, plumbing, etc., 
been in proper shape and individual 
purifiers installed where necessary, 
there would probably have been little 
complaint, but none of these things 
were done, the gas being turned in 
quite without warning. "As soon a* 
the Tilbury gas was turned on,” he 
says, “complaints came from every 
direction that it tarnished silver, 
blackened picture frames, killed house 
plants, spoiled wall paper, and caused 
headaches and severe coughing fits, 
if not serious illness, etc., in short, 
that it was nfost disagreeable and un­
satisfactory in every way and shape.”

Bears Out All Charges 
It will be seen that the report of 

the inspector after full investigation 
bears o.ut all the charges that were 
made when the matter was first 
brought to the attention of the Gov­
ernment by Messrs. Weichel and 
Fishçr and later by the deputation of 
Western Ontario members that wait­
ed upon Hon. W. G. Weichel. Inspec­
tor Lambe adds that the description 
of conditions in the Brantford district 
applies,.with..equal- force to those in 
Hagersville and Jarvis.
Proceedings to deal with the question 

of a remedy for this state of affajrs, 
the inspector points out that the Do­
minion Gas Company announced that 
it would build a purifier to take care 
of all the gas and expected to have it 
ready in three months. Later they 
telegraphed that it would be six 
months before any purification could 
be done. Further inquiries are now 
being made to learn just what the 
company intends to do and pending 
that finding no action is likely. Re­
ference is made to: the Brewster bill, 
now before the Legislature, which 
proposes to give power to ary mun­
icipality to prevent not only the dis­
tribution- within its bounds, but even 
the trapsmisison of gas containing 
sulphretted hydrogen.

As to the ultimate remedy for the 
conditions the inspector’s report says 
that nothing much can be done until 
the success or otherwise of the pro­
posed purification plant for Brantford 
district is demonstrated.

“If successful” he says, “T should 
form permanent solution satisfactory 
to everyone, and it will then be in 
order to consider to what extent pur­
ification should everywhere be fur­
ther' enforced than at present, for it 
cannot be gain-said that to the major­
ity of consumers a purified gas. or at 
any rate, one containing not more 
than a limited amount of sguiphuret- 
ted hydrogen, would be somewhat 
preferable to an unpurified one, price 
and other conditions . remaining the 
same. On the other hand, for certain 
uses, such as under boilers or in gas 

. engines I can see no advantage what­
ever in purification

“If the process be unsuccessful, as 
is freely predicted by many, then, 
about all that can be done will be to 
make regulations governig the types 
of appartus in which different gases 
may be used the conditions of plumb­
ing, etc.; in fact, I would recommend 
that these latter questions be attend­
ed to in an case. Further I would 
recommend that in so doing two sep­
arate acts be compiled, one for nat­
ural gas and one for manufactured 
gs, as their constituents being so dif­
ferent the apparatus in which they 
are used, so often of such opposite

Vallon One of Murderers 
Lucky to Get Free­
dom.
[By Special Wire to The C#*rHr)

NEW YORK, April 14.—The con­
fession of “Dago Frank” Cirofici, 
made a few hours before he was ex­
ecuted for the part he played in the 
murder of Herman Rosenthal, will 
not be permitted to interfere in tile 
plans of District Attorney Whitman 
for the second trial of former Police 
Lieutenant Charles Becker. Mr Whit­
man holds the confession to be hear­
say evidence and therefore inadmis- 
sab'e either in the defence of Becker, 
who is charged with having instigated 
the murder of Rosenthal or in the 
prosecution of Harry Vallon. •

Vallon, according to the offical ver­
sion of Cirofici’s confession to Warden 
Clancy of Sing Sing prison, fired one 
of the shots that killed Rosenthal. It 
was Valions testimony together with 
that given by “Bridgie” Webber and 
Jack Rose that led to tne conviction 
of the four gunmen.

The trial of Becker-will begin on 
May 4t'h. if Justice Seabury to-rhor- 
row grants the motion of Mr. Whit­
man. The district attorney, when he 
makes the motion, will also ask for a 
special venire of talesmen from 
which to select a jury.

John F. McIntyre, who was leading 
counsel for Becker at his first trial, 
is of the same opinion as District At* 
torney Whitman concerning the avail­
ability of the Cirofici confession as 
evidence. Mr. Nfclntyre believes how­
ever that it might be used as a dying 
declaration^ if;-ordered in evidenee by 
the presiding judge.

Bernard H. Sandler, attorney for 
Vaulon, declared that the confession 
as a legal document, was worthless. 
Mr. Sandler said that Vallon would 
be ready to testify at the Becker trial 
should he be summoned.

When Vallon was granted immun­
ity District Attorney Whitman stipula 
ted that if it was subsequently shown 
that he had actually fired upon Rosen­
thal that the immunity would no lon­
ger hold and he must face trial for 
murder in the first degree. Mr. Whit­
man called attention to the povisions 
of this agreement to-day when com­
menting on “Dago Frank’s” confes­
sion.

Becker from his cell in the Tombs 
prison refuses to discuss the execu­
tion of the four gunmen or to com­
ment on the confession of Cirofici.

The arrival of the bodies of the 
dead gunmen at various eastside un­
dertaking establishments yesterday, 
drew enormous crowds. The funeral 
of “Whitey Lewis” Seidenshner yes­
terday afternoon was the signal for 
the first crowd to assemble. Word 
that the body of Harry Horowitz, 
“Gyp the Blood” was in a Lenox avè.
