Pte. David Mclvor, who threw 
down a $3600 salaried job in Sul­
phur Mines, New Orleans, to fight in 
France, writes home letters that 
cheer. His grandfather fought at 

. -Watealoo.se, .of.cours», Daw**nows 
the lay of the land in France. He 
went to England in October with the 
former 133rd with which he enlisted 
here on a Monday morning in March 
1916, after reaching home the night 
previous. He was made Sgt. in B.
Company soon after enlisting. He 
qualified again in England but vol­
untarily reduced to the ranks in pre­
ference to going with a work batta­
lion as a Sgt. David wanted to fight.
He is now with the 19th on the ma­
chine gun section <nd is evidently 
having the time of his life. He says 
he would never have been a sergeant 
had he known how easy a life the 
private has.

His wife and daughters here al­
ways have a jolly good laugh over 
his letters of which here are a few 
extracts.

“This is a great life; wouldn't miss 
it for a dollar; right back to the 
cave man’s time. These old boys did 
not have half a bad time. Fancy, 
not having to wash or shave for 
weeks at a time. Of course, you can’t 
get water very often, and when you 
do get it it comes in for drinking, so 
one just leaves the wash until a more 
appropriate season. Dr. "Zim" 
ought to come here to find microbes.
They are as big as cats and bite like 
a rattlesnake. Nobody minds them; 
the are part of the, show. We sure 
have lots of fun if we don’t get much 
money."

“I got the cheque for $5.00, but 
really I get ail the money I want, so 
do not send anything more. I can’t 
cash the cheque but will have that 
box of smokes when I get back."

“Now please don’t think that I am 
any back number. I can out-stay any 
man in the bunch. So far we have 
had a couple of tough hikes before 
getting here. I feel as fit as a fiddle 
and am in my ele-nent among the 
mud; and. as for getting my fair 
supply of rations, you trust to Mc­
lvor. I am really, by virtue of my 
occupation and past experiences, an
adopt at foraging. Don’t worry, if The Reverend gentleman yester- 
I don’t happen to stop anything too 
heavy, it is all in the game."

When the gas 
shells are sent over, our forward 
batteries, which still have an ample 
store of gas shells left behind by the 
Germans in their flight from Vimy 
Ridge, send back a few hundred 
rounds of these shells. They may 
not be so effective as our own, but 
the result is usually that the use of 
gas shells ends for the time. The 
theory of our officers is that the Ger­
man artillerists do not want the men 
higher up to know they abandoned 

much ammunition. Their gas has 
a different smell than the Britisli 
shells and a prolonged bombardment 
of the German lines with German 
gas shells would be a sad give away.

The Canadian infantry is greatly 
enjoying their breathing spell. The 
weather during the day is warm 
and sports take place everywhere in 
the back areas, intermingled with 
drills and an occasional spell of 
work in the gardens in villages.

The improvement in submarine 
conditions greatly heartens the men, 
who by means of the London papers, 
are able to closely follow the situa­
tion.

Canadian Army Headquarters, 
May 28.—Rumor has it that the 
kaiser recently visited Douai and, ad­
dressing a gathering of officers and 
troops holding the Scarpe-Lens line 
announced that the British offensive 
in the region of the Scarpe was at 
an end.

The kaiser is a good talker, but 
had his officers taken him out to 
Avion, Mericourt and "Acheville and 
other points east of Vimy, where the 
German defences are crumbling un­
der the steady fire of the Canadian 
guns, he might not have been so dog­
matic.

Our aviators report that the in­
dustrious Germans are far from con­
fident of their ability to hold the 
Mericourt—Oppy line. New systems 
are being laid out behind it on which 
it is believed British prisoners are 
being employed,

Three Canadian prisoners, the 
first in a considerable time, were ob­
tained in an extensive raid opposite 
Acheville early this morning. The 
Germans raided after a heavy bar­
rage. About two o’clock some two 
hundred came over and attacked a 
wiring party. Our casualties were 
very light, while the enemy left a 
number of dead in front of our lines 
and some prisoners of the fifth 
Prussian foot guards.

In the artillery operations which

memorial service held in the Marl­
boro Street Methodist Church last 
night in honor of Albert and Leonard 

l Mears, the two brothers, sons of Mr. 
Henry Mears of this city, who sacri­
ficed their lives on the altar of free­
dom while making a gallant charge 
on German trenches with their com­
rades of the 125th Battalion. The 
Rev. J. E. Peters, who conducted the 
service, sçoke feelingly of the up­
right characters of the two young 
men, and of the popularity which 
they had enjoyed among a large cir­
cle of friends before their departure 
from the city, and referred to the 
gap that had been created by their 
noble deaths. The pastor spoke at 
some length of a letter that had been 
written by Pte. Cowie Wallace, also 
of the 125th, who described the sit­
uation in which the two boys gave up 
their lives. A charge on the German 
trenches had been ordered, and had 
commenced when the enemy artillery 
was directed at the onrushing 
troops, and for a time stemmed their 
progress. .The writer himself had 
been forced to take refuge in a near­
by shell hole, and remained there for 
about two hours, at the end of 
which time he emerged to partici­
pate in a renewal of the charge. 
Just outside the hole, he had come 
upon the body of Leonard Mears, 
with life extinct. He collected some 
personal effects from'1 the body to 
take back to the brother, Albert, 

- but shortly after discovered that he 
r too had given up his life in the same 

charge two or three minutes pre­
vious. Thus the two brothers had 
each made the supreme sacrifice 
without the knowledge of the other.

The father, Mr. Henry Mears, re­
ceived letters from both boys in the 
latter part of the week in which they 
stated that they were then quite well. 
The missives bore the date of May 
the 1st, and two days later, May 3rd, 
they "went over the parapet” for the 
last time.

While these two boys, well known, 
and W611 liked by all, had given up 
their lives that others might live, the 
pastor pointed out the nobility of the 
cause for which their lives had been 
shed. Leonard, who was employed 
as a letter carrier at the local Post 
Office, had been in this country for 
six years, and his brother, who was 
a blacksmith, had been here for 
about nine years. Tney were born in 
Kent, England.

WATCH VOIR GRIP.
(By “Chick" Evans) : It is very 

important for the prospective golfer 
to learn the proper way to grip his 
club. It might be supposed that 
knowing the use to which the club 
is to be put, one would know in­
stinctively the right way to grip it, 
but experience shows that almost ev­
ery one grasps the club the wrong 
way—that is in the palms of the 
hands. Perhaps we do this because 
most Canadians before beginning 
golf, have played baseball, and in 
consequence, they grab a golf club as 
if it were a baseball bat. This is ab­
solutely wrong and the sooner the 
beginning golfer forgets his baseball 
grip, the better for his game. It is easily seen that the farther the hands 
true that the object of both ball play- are part the more easily it is to do 
era and golfer is to hit a ball with a so.

The interlocking grip is another 
device to make the hands work to­
gether.

The Jewish Feast of Weeks took 
place on Sunday, commencing at sun 
down Saturday evening. The date of 
the feast is reckoned from the feast 
of Passover. On and after the sec­
ond day of Passover which was on 
Sunday April 8 th this year, a spe­
cial benediction and a varying for 
mula were inserted into each evening 
prayer, so as to count the passing 
days. This ceremony is called The 
Counting of the Omer, because dur­
ing the existence of the Temple at 
Jerusalem the counting of these days 
began with the bringing of the first 
sheaf (in Hebrew ‘Omer’) of the 
barley harvest, to the Temple, as a' 
‘wave-offering.’ When the count 
reaches forty-nine days i.e., a ‘week’ 
of weeks, the Feast of Shabuoth 
(Weeks) or Pentecost (the Greek 
for ‘fiftieth day)’ is celebrated.

The Feast of Weeks is one of the 
three Pilgrimage Festivals. In an­
cient times, men would come from all 
over the land of Canaan on a pil­
grimage to the Temple at Jerusalem. 
Since this feast marked the end of 
the grain harvests, and the beginning 
of the fruit harvest, the pilgrims be­
gan to bring the first ripe fruits of, 
their fields as a gift to the priests at ; 
the Temple. In modern times there 
are special holiday services; the 
synagogs are usually decorated with 
plants and flowers as a reminiscence 
of the ancient agricultural nature of 
the feast. In the morning service the 
Book of Ruth is read to the congre­
gation. This book is particularly well 
chosen for this occasion because of 
its harvest scenes, and perhaps also 
because Ruth was a convert to Juda­
ism rejecting her Moabite gods and 
accepting the worship of the God of 
Israel; and this day is considered to 
be the anniversary of the day when 
the Law was given on Mt. Sinai and 
Israel accepted T3od and his Law. 
“Shabuoth” therefore besides being 
the Feast of harvest Weeks is also 
designated as the ‘Time of the Giv­
ing of our Law!’

Since this feast is the anniversary 
of the giving of the Law on Mt. 
Sinai, Reform congregations in Am­
erica have appropriately chosen it as 
the day for Confirmation. On the an­
niversary of the day on which Israel 
accepted the law of God, the young 
men and women of Israel accept the 
faith and affirm their loyalty to the 
religion of their fathers.

LADIES’ TWO-GORED BARREL SKIRT
By Anabel Worthington.

Many of the new skirts are showing 
various phases of the new barrel effect* 
though in a much modified form from the 
styles launched in Paris. One of the 
most successful adaptations is the slightly 
draped effect which is shown in No. 8234. 
The upper section is a smoothly fitting 
yoke, which is rounded in front and back 
in a new outline and square on the sides. 
Large ball buttons in a row at the side 
seams make an effective trimming. The 
lower part is in two gores, gathered to the 
yoke, and the drape is formed by the way 
the pattern is cut.

The two gored barrel skirt, No. S2347Ts 
cut in three sizes—24, 26, 28 inches waist 
measure. Tlie width at the lower edge 
is 2 yards. In tjie 24-inch size the skirt 
cut on a lengthwise fold requires 4 yards 
36-inch, 3% yards 44-inch, 2% yards 54- 
inch. On a crosswise fold—to avoid piec­
ing—3% yards 48-inch material.
