“CLASS B” CALLED TO THE 
COLOBS.

OTTAWA, March 29—Res­
ponding to a demand from the 
military authorities, the Mili­
tary Service Council has deci- 
bed to call up for service men 
in medical category “B” under 
the Military Service Act. Cate­
gory “B” men are liable for 
overseas but not for oommbat- 
ant service, 
called out because of the neces­
sity of securing more men for 
railway construction and simi­
lar service. The official me­
morandum follows:—

"A military demand for men 
other railway work has arisen, 
and it has therefore become 
necessary to draft all men in 
medical category “B” in respect 
of whom no other grounds for 
exemption exist

“The Military Service Coun­
cil is therefore Issuing instruc­
tions to registrars to take im­
mediate steps to call up such 
men.

“Under the procedure here­
tofore adopted questions aris­
ing in regard to the exempli 
of men in medical category "B” 
on other grounds were post­
poned until men in the same 
medical category should be call­
ed up, and these men, as well 
as their employers and relatives 
will therefore be given an op­
portunity of presenting claims 
for their exemption
