THREATENED.

Russia and Austria Massing
Troops on the Frontier. -

Sultaa May Lose Throne— War Over Turkey Probable Within the Next
I'ew Weeks——lmpossible to Belittle t.e Alarming Nature of the

Situation.

Loudon, Feb. 9. — Tae prob-
ability of the maintenance of peace
in Europe beyond the mnext few
weeks iv less, considerably less, than
the probability of war.

This grave conclasion is the delib-
erate judgment of statesmen and
private observers alike who are
acquainted with the latest develop-
ments in the crisis in the Near East.

There have been perennial war
scares over the Balkan question for
many years, unul viplomatists as well
as the world at large have come to
regard the ery.of “Woll!” with in-
difference. .

It is impossible to ignore or belittle
the ilarming nature of ihe present
eituation. 5

The 1iines to-lay docs not exagger-
ate witen it says: * Kvery lkuropean
chancelierie is aware that there is
most imminent danger of a revolt in
Maceadouir on a totally different scale
from 1thii: usual spring disturbances,
and an cpening up of guestions that
may lead to a siruggse, the limits
apd iscucs of which a wise man will
not pretend to forecast.”

Extensive Kising Planned.

The preparations of the Macedonian
Revolutiogary Committee for a gen-
eral rizing in the speing are so ex-
tensive that it is impossible to keep
them seerct, and it is impossible to
offset them except by a large army
and campaign arrangements.

It is only necessary to point out
the main features of the situation in
order to demonstrate the imminence
of the pevil. The Sultan’s airocious
misgovernm 'nt of Macedonia, despite
all warnings and protests, has at last
aroused hoch the Christian and Otto-
man populations to revoit. The Bul-
&arlan Government has given formal
assurances that it will do everything !
in its power to avoid interference in
the coming, quarrcl. It is quite be-
yond its power, as all  concerned
know, to prevent the Bulgarian
pueople from crossiug the frontier and |
making common cause with the
Macedonian revolutionists.

Servia also professes its intention
to stand aloof, but there, also, no
Government is strong enough to keep
tho country long out of the field
after the fighting begins.

Too Lut: to Avert Outbreak.

It will naturally be enguired how it |
bappens that the European concert,
which‘especially champions the rights |
of the Macedonian Christians, has al-
lowed the crisis to reach 2 point of
such danger that now, it is probably
too late to avert an outbreak of the
much-dreaded contlagration. It would |
have beeu much better, as the Times
observes, if Europe had taken the |
whole population under its protection |
instead ol only the Christians, inas-
much as the Ottomans are sulfering
equally from the atrocious misrule of
a corrupt- governing class. It would
be unfair, perhaps, to question 1ihe
sipcerity of the eflorts which Russia
and Austria, as the powers 'chielly
concerned, are now making to avert
the crisis. None know better than the
authorities of those powers how fu-
tile at this late day must be the mea-

L]

sures on which they have agreed. It
has been decided to press upon the
Sultan certain reforms, the principal
being the appointment of a Christian
Governor of Mace.onia, with pracii-
cally full powers, The concession, kL it
could be olfered to Macedonia as aa
accomplished fact, even at this late
day, might avert. a revoluilon,
The concert of Europe, as has been
many tim:s demonstrated with ajpal-
ling consequences, is a useless ma-

chine for any emergency requiring |

prompt action. Moreover, Abdul
Hamid nae successfully resisted its
efforts more than once, even when
it was unanimously in earnest. It'is
almost hopeless to attempt to wring
adequate concessions from him now
in time to induce the Macedonians to
abandon their revolutionary pro-
gramme. %
Now Massing Troops.

It is clear that this is fully under-
stood by the powers proposing these
reforms, but Russia and Austria have
already been massing troops on the
frontier for a campaign, which they
consider inevitable early in the
spring.

The only object, apparently, of the
recent announcement of the scheme
of reforms by Count Lamsdorfl, the
Russian Foreign Minister, is to
throw the onus back on us and blame
for the war upon Turkey. This is
rather a flimsy attempt to evade
responsibility. There has been ample
warning of the present crisis. Why
were not the proposed reforms
forced upon the Sultan’s acceptance
months ago, when they would have
served to avert the now almost in-
evitable revolution ? Russia will cer-
tainly be accused in the present situ-
ation of permitting the long dread-
ed crisis in the Near East to arise
in revenge for the temporary check
to her Asiatic ambitions by the
Anglo-Japanese alliance. There is no
doubt that the Czar will endeavor
to divide the spoils of war with Aus-
tria alone. Russian troops are now
massing along the Roumanian fron-
tier. In ali probavility they will
strike at once for Constantivople.
Austria_is pouring troops into Bos-
nia, ready to advance at a day's
notice, through the Snadjak of Novi
Bazar. . ¢

The Sultan himself is by no means
idle. He Is preparing to put down
in his usual savage fashion any re-
bellion in his dominions. There is no
doubt of the result, however. If,
while struggling with the revolting
provinces, Abdul Hamid is, confront-
ed by the troops of Russia and Aus-
tria, the Turk will at last be driven
out of Europe.

But what will be the effect of a
Russian seizure of Constantinople ?
A few years ago it would have been

e signal for o’ general European
war. This is less probable to-day,
but to again quote the Times, a wise
man will not pretend to forecast the
limits and issues of the questions
which would be opened up. Great Bri-
tain might now content herself
with full sovereignty in Egypt and
the Nile Valley. All the powers would
strenuously oppose her further ag-
grandisement, but what about the
demands Germany and France would
certainly ‘make for & share in the
Turk’s spoliation?

THE PLAGUE IN JAPAN.

Infected Rats Found in ’l'nki.o—Coollec
Torture Them to Death.

Vancouver, Feb. 9.—Mail advices re-
ceived from the Orient by the steam-
ship Empress of China are to the ef-
fect that the pest has broken out in
Tokio with alarming results. Infected
rats are being found in large num-
bers, and the Japanese coolies are so
enraged at the authors of their trou-
bles that they are torturing these

ABOUT OUR HIGH SCHOOLS

Changes in Course of Study
to Meet Growing Needs.

SOME FIGURES OF INTEREST

The annual report of the Eduea-
tion Department, contains an In-

that have gradually been made in
the curriculum of the Collegiate In-
stitutes and High Schools of the pro-
viice to meel the requirements of
the present day.

“When High Schools were first es-
tablished,” the report says, “their
primary object was to prepare pu-
pils for the learned proiessions,and
especially for the upiversity. Al-
though their original purpose had
not been ignored, the course of study
has becon enlarged so as to meet
the aims of pupils who intend to
follow: the ordinary pursuits of life,
It is in the High Schools that most
students who desice to become Public
School teachers receive their non-
professional training. This is a val-
uable function of those institutioas,
and one that has done much to com-
mend them. to the general public.
Many young men who also intend
to follow meohanical pursuits or pre-
pare themselves for mechanical life
or for agriculture, take advantage
of the High Schools. The superior
culture which is thus received proves
a valugble investment. In 1872 Lhe
number of High ‘School pupils en-
tering mcreantile life was 486. In
1901 the number had incrcased to
1,500. Iu 1872, 300 pupils left the
High Schools for Agricultural pur-
suits, apd the numbec in 1901 had
reached 833.

Forty-five Lives Lost by Cap-
sizing of a Launch,

SIXTY MET DEATH IN MINE

Victoria, B. C., Feb. 9.—News was
brocghit by the kmpress of China,
which arrived last mght, of a diszas-
ter in Kobe harbor, on Jan. 19, as a
result of which between 40 and 50
lives were lost. The steamers Yo-
kohama, Muru, and Genkal Maru
were bcing repaired, and the stzam
launch Hayabusa was sent to rake
their workmen from onc steamer to
the other. When the launch was
near the stern of the Genkpi Maru,
a strong northwest squail swept over
the harvor and capsized the launch,
whick foundered in a few minates.
Somoe of the men swam to the Gen-
kai Maru, others were rescued by
the Sampansante launch, but ‘be-
iween 40 anéd , 50 were drowned.
Twernty-cight podies were recover-
ed. The scenes in the dockyards
when tlie relatives of the dead strug-
gled arouna the company's office are
described as pitiable.

Fire occurred on January 17 in
the Urushiu colliery, Fukuonka Ken,
Japan, and 64 miners were burned
to death. Two hundred and twenty
minens were working inthe mines,
when a winer -accidentally ignited a
dynamite fuse, and an explusion fol-
lowed. Many escaped, but gasform-
ed rapidly, and a cave-in at the pit's
mouth blocked up the mine, imprison-
ing 64 men, who al! lost their lives.

A8 & result of a combat between
one hundred fishing smacks off the
Japanesc coast, a heav - loss of life
ha® resulted. It was reported that
45 have been killed. The fishermen
belonged to villages in Nagasaki pre-
fecture. ;

WHY BRITAIN LOSES TRADE

Liverpool Ship Owners Demand Im-
perial Control of Vessels.

Liverpool, Feb. 9.—The Ship-own-
ers' Association here yesterday ad-
opted o report strongly condemning
tho antiquated shipping laws, which
arve said to be gradually forcing the
earrying trade of the world into the
hands of forcigners. The report de-
mands Impcrial control of the mer-
cantile marine and the lighthouse
service, instead of the present col-
onial regulation, and also holds that
foreign vessels within the jurisdic-
tion of the British courts should be
held answerable for claims in which
British subjects are interested.

Venezuelan Alliance With Ger-
many.

Washington despatch: Everything

learned here to-day in regard to
the Venezuelan negotiations indi-

cate that an amicable settlement
will be effected within the next
week or ten days. Minister Bowen
has expressed a willingness to ex-
tend rthe period of preferential
treatment to the allies from one
to three months, and- the Italian
and British Ambassadors and the
German Minister are trying with
much hope of success to induce
their governments to assent to
this proposal. The only cloud on the
diplomatic horizon is a disposition
manifested in England: to accept
Mr. Bowen’s alternate suggestion,
that the guestion of preferential
treatment be referred to The Hague
tribunal for a dccision, to which
Germany is strengly inclined to
dissent, for the reason that she

wants ‘the dispute disposed of by’

direct negotiation in Washington.
England’s attitude is, however, not
regarded as unchangeable, and the
opinion prevailing here is that she
will yield to the wishes of Germany,
whose view is endorsed by Italy.

But while these developments are
important, they are not as inter-
esting as the fact that assurances
were given to the administration
by the British Ambassador to-day,
that his Government had no inten-

tion of maintaining the :mtl-\'em’-.

zuelagn alliance with Germany and
Italy after an agreement providing
for a settlement of the pending
questions had been made. There is
some evidence that similar assur-
ances were given in behall of Ger-
many and Ithly, but substantial
confirmation is lacking. A trust-
worthy official gave out a cauti-
ous statement, which conveyed the
impression out did not say direet-
ly that all three of the allies had
diselaimed any inteiition to eon-
tinue their compact after they had
accomplished their common obj2et
of coercing Venezuela into paying
her debts.

| FEEDING WORK HORSES.

Food Required by the Working Horse.

The horse has a smailer stomacn
than the ox, and consequently must
be fed less at a time. It has lm‘
power to-digest coarse foods. It eats
much slower, as it must do all its '
chewing before the food is swallowed.
For these rcasouns it requires a longer
time' to eat, and its food should be
more concentrated. It wants only
a little coarse food at a time. Most
people feed too much rather than
too litile, especially of hay. Accord-
ing to the tables of standard rations
reared by the Gefman investigutors,
a 1,000-pound horse requires '11.4
pounds of digestible food daily when
doing moderate work; 138.6 pounds
for average work, and 16.6 pounds
for heavy work. With a basal ration
of 10 pounds of hay, the grain needed
to furnish the above quantities of
Cigestible nutrients, when consisting
of a mixture in equal parts of corn
and oate, wonld ' be approximately
11.5 pounds, 15 pounds and 20 pounds
for the three sorts of labor. Lava-
lard, who made observations coverlng
& number of years with 32,000 omni-
.bus, army and draft horses, came to
the conclusion that a horse per-
forming ordinary work requires at
the rate of 1.215 pounds of digestible
nutrients per 100 pounds of live
weight. This is equivalent to 12.
pounds of digestible food daily for a
1,000-pound horse, a quantity not
int;lonalstent with the German stani-
ard. .

Sunitable Food for Horses.

It is necessary, especially with
hard-working horses, that a large
proportion of the daily ration be com-
posed of the more concentrated feed-
ing btuffs. A horse would have to
consume over 40. Ibs, of hay to
obtain 17.7 ibs. of digestible nutri-
ents, the approximate amount re-
quired daily by a horse at severe
labor. Ten to twelve pounds of hay
daily is quite sufficient for a draft
horse. The mangers of work horses
on many Tarms are kept constantly
supplied with hay, which is not only
wasteful, but injurfous to the animal
as well. Recent researches have
shown that muscular effort is
largely sustained by the ecarbo-
hydrates and fats of the food,
and it is probably true that
raticns composed of 1he ordin-
ary farm producls, meadow hay,
straw, silage, roots, and the cereal
grains will be found sufficiemtly rich
in protein without the addition of
nitrogenous feeding stuffs. Doubt-
less, in cases of heavy labor, the addi-
tion of a little oil meal or other nit-
rogenous food will be benefichal. Ac-
cording to the German stapndards,
the nutritive ratio should be from 1.7
to 1.8, according to the severity of
labor, the daily weight of protein to
be from 1.5 to 2.5 pounds. Oats are
regarded by many as essential to the
maintenapce of the ériving or work-
ing horse, but many other foods are
successfully used in their place,
wheat, bran, corn, barley, dried brew-
ers’ graius, etc., are often used, in-
stead of oats, without any bad re-
sults, and frequently with consider-
able advantage in the cost of the
ration. Timothy hay, although not
particularly rich in digestible nutri-
ents, is preferred by most horsemen,
chiefly on account of the freedom
from dust, and the ease with which
it may be distinguished from other
grasses. With working horses whose
sustenance is largely supplied by the
grain food, timothy is probably the
-most satisfactory %roughage, but
bright, clean clover is excellent for
igle horses and colts, and requires
very little grain in addition to form
a suitable ratiom ! ;

Some Sample Rations.

Some good rations for 1,000-pound
horses at moderate work are sug-
gested by Jordan:

1. 10 lbs. timothy or mixed@ hay,
11 1-2 1bs. oats.

2. 10 1bs. hay, 10 1-2 1bs. oats and
bairley, equal parts by weight,

3. 10 1bs. hay, 8 lbs. oats, 4 1bs.
brewers’ grains.

4. 10 1bs: hay, 8 1bs .oats, 4 lbs.
wheat bran.

5. 11 1bs. hay, 3 1-Z 1bs. corn, 4, 1bs.
wheat bran, 4 lbe. brewers’ grains.

6. 10 1bs. hay, 5 lbs. corn, 4 1-2 Jbs.
barley.

7. 10 1bs. hay, 5 1bs. corn, 6 1-2 1bs.
wheat bran.

8. 10 Ibs. hay, 5 1bs. corm, 6 lbs.
brewers’ grains.

9. 10 1bs. hay, 41-2 1bs. barley, 4
1bs. wheat bran, 3 “4bs. brewers’
graing. !

Silage, roots and other green food
may oiten be substituted for a minor
part ¢ the hay with advantage to
the animals’ appetite and health.

Where the work is harder - the
amount of grain in the ration should
he increased ; but the amount of hay
should remain stationary. The in-
crease in feed should he greater pro-
portionately than the increase in
the amount of work done, and as a
general rule old horses should be fed
hetter than young ones. That jidg-
ment which comes of experience will
always be a safer guide than any
mechanical rules for feeding, but this
is certain, however, that what-
ever feeding stulfs are used, and
whattever order of feeding is adopted,
regularity and uniformity should at
all times prevail in both feeding and
watering. Il water is always avail-
ahle, a horse will not take enough
to injure himself, but with working
horses it will always be found bet-
ter to give them their regular and
laygest supply previous to feeding,
and it may also be well to supply a
limited quantity after feeding. When
much heated or fatigued a horse
should 'havo water only in small
quantities.

The Arabs have a proverb: “Rest
and fat are the greatest enemies of
the horse” Hard labor or an abund-
ance of exercise should go hand in
hand with heavy feeding, and when
a peried of idleness comes for the
horse the grain ration should be cut
down one-halfl at least, or even with-
drawn altorether where the fodder
is of particularly good quality.

Five lbs. hay, 5 lbs. ground grain
and ¥%,1b. of bran to each horse
morning end night, and 8 lbs. of
dry oats aft noon only - (no hay),
and this we tind ample for the
Jargesi horses doing the most ex-
cessive work. Our saving is at
least 10 Ibs. of hay per day. for
each horse, and 6 lbs. of grain for
qul:. Not only is this the case,
but our horses are healthier and
better in every way. Under the old
system it was a common thing for
us to lose from one to five horses
every summer with cold and in-
flammation, but in the past seven
svinmers, under our new: system,
not only hiave we not lost one
horge, but we have not had a sick
horse. A much smaller ration than
we feed would be ample for farm
horses, or for any horses doing
ordinary work. We may add, also,
that with this system of feeding
hay, together with' the free use of
wheat bran and a little ground
oats mixed with it, we find that
we can develop wcolts in a manner
that we have never seen them de-
veloped before.” F. W. Hodson,
Live Stock Commissioner.
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SPIDERS ARE
S REAL SCIENTISTS.

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Most of us, like little Miss Muffit,
regard the spider as a very terrify-
ing creature, remorseless and cruel.
Of the spider as the victim of cruelty,
we know pothing. But Dr. Dalling-
er, mt the London Institution re-
cently, had stories to tell of en-
emies of the®spider which treat it
with a cruelty which in man we
should call positively demonical. The
wasps amd the ichneumons are the
guilty wretches. Our English ‘“‘mas-
on” wasp makes a mud tube in
which to lay its egg, and despoils
the webs of many spiders for the
lining of the nest.

But the larva or grub which comes
out of the egg needs living food. It
is a ravenous, flesh-eating maggot,
and so the mother wasp pounces on a
spider, turns it over on its back, and
with scientific precision stings it

ax, which deprives it of the power
of motion. The poor spider is still
alive, and will live for weeks after
being stung, but is a helpless paraly-
tic. In this condition the wasp tum-
bles spider after spider into' the
dried mud tube which is the nest of
the maggot, which crawls aver them
and greedily, devours their living
flesh. o

The spider is in absolute terror of
the wasp. Even the great big tar-
antula of Braszil shudders when it
hears the loud hum of a wasp there,
which glues an egg on its back which
will by and by become a maggot
that will eat it up from inside.

on hyglenic matters: Not every man °

can be a great walker, but every
normal man can be a good walker.”
There is no better exercise. ' Even

‘slouchy walking is good, -but it is

easy to drop the slouch part and
make the gvery day walking one of
the best of health heclpers. Every nor-
mal map does miles of walking each
day, regardless ol cars and carriages.
Let him make his walking a little
more careful, a fittle more thought-
ful. No need to take an extra step
unless the delight of it inspires the
effort. Walk ‘with the head up, chin
dowd, shoulders back, abdominal
muscies tense and ending each step
with a toe tip. “Toe out” slightly,
bend knees without a wabbly motivn
and avoid pounding the pavement
with heels. Y

Carry head azod shoulders steady
without any side swaying. If unused
to such efiort it will require much
thought at first to keep from lapsing
into careless ways. Alter a few trials
the ease, comfort and inspiration of
such a walk will encourage persist-
ence. Breathe deeply, slowly, aad
through the nose. Walk when you
can, bearing in mind that perhaps

Mystery Surrounds the Origmal Re-
sopitories ot Many Precious Stones

The natives of India, up to the be-
ginning of. the eighteenth century,
referred to rock crystal as “an un-
ripe diamond.”

But it is very difficult to deter-
mine whence all the gems came, as
discoverers took care to leave no
record. The nations who traded in
them were afraid of their where-
abouts beinz known, and even the
most ancient merchants would not
disclose any deflinite locale. All sorts
of myths have accordingly sprung
up concerning the origin of gems.
“Diamond was the name given to a
youth who was turned into the hard-
ost and most brilliant of substances
to preserve him from “the ills that
flesh is heir to.” Amethyst was a
beautiful nymph beloved by Bac-
chus, but saved from him by Diana,
who changed Anrethyst into a gem,
}le‘t:reup(m Bacchus turned the gem
into wine color and endowed the
wearer with the gift of preservation
from intoxieation.

The pearl was thought to h> a dew
drop the shell had opened to receive,
Amber was said to be honey melted
by the sun, dropped into the sea and
congealed. According to the Talmud,

can afford. ' Catch it upon one side
of the low neck and carry it over
the shouldér so that it comes up high,
like a strap.

The neck is not all of the gown
by any means, but it is a great deal.
The lower part of the gown can be
carried out in the™newer "fashions,
which show narrow bands of silk
upon the skirt, the bands coming
together in the middle of the front
to form a point and rising at the back
to give the long Spanish back.

Mrs. Harry Payne Whitney wore a
beautiful black cloth gown built in
this fashion. It is not a decollete,
but a walking dress, with the skirt
just long enough to slightly sweep
the floor.

The trimming consisted of bands of
very dull taffeta without a particle
of gloss and they were put on very
narrow and very close together, all
coming down to a point in the front
and lifting at the back. At the bot-
tom the skirt was very wide, and
there was a distinct flounce effect.

For tho evening gown one depends
upon the long plain look and upon the
elegance of the goods. But If the
goods be not of the very expensive
varlety which can bear close inspeec-
tion, then one must help out with
the trimming. One of the gowns made
of ap inexpensive material was In
louisine. The front of the skirt was
tucked and there were two rows of
tucking running down the front, the
rows being six inches apart.

Little Hints.

The hips had a similar tucking, and
tho back was tucked in the same
way. This formed the only trim-
ming the skirt afforded, and the foot
flare was managed by releasing the
tucks about three fingers from the
floor ali the way round. At the
back, as tho skirt was long, there
was a comfortable cascade around
the foot.

But the art nouvean neck is man-
aged in more ways than one. There
are more tricks to it than are learn-
ed by the simple winding of the
thioat with tissue and by the drap-
ing of the shoulders with lace.

A lovely gown, worn by one of the
Sartoris girls just before she went
in mourning, was made of white taf-
feta glace. There was nothing re-
markable about it, except that the
skirt was trimmed with narrow
bands of white cashmere around the
bott: wmy, each an inch wide, and slight-
ly swaying in the lines, rather than
straight round and round.

The waists more
than the skirts will show the radi-
cal changing from winter to spring
fashions.

Walists have been tossed around in
cvery extravagance of furbelowed
extremity, until the spring fashions
are prepared to settle down toa ra-
tional beauty and becomingness by
keéping the best of the old styles
and building -new ones rather on
what was not than on what was.

Christian Self-Control.—1 Cor. 1: 4-13.

Commentary.—“The epistle to the
Corinthians seems to have been
written in answer to a (etter
received from them (chap. vii. 1). The
church was a little band in a sity
of 400,000 inhabitants; a gem in
a city of iniquity. The early train-
ing, the former habits, the sar-
vounding influences of a city which,
even (in the Gentile world, was fa-
mous for dishonesty, debauchery
and drunkenness, made it difficult to
live a true Christian life.”

1. Pcrplexing questions (vs, 4-6),
4 Unfo idols—Those portions of tho
animals offered in sacrlfice, which
were not laid on the altar, and which
belocged partly to those who had
offered them. These remnants were
sometimes eaten at feasts held in
the temples (v. 10), or in private
houses (chap. x, 27); sometimes sold
in the markets by the priests, or
by the poor.—Alford.

Temperance Instruction.—Our les-
son points out five priaciples,
which should guide the Christian:
“1. Knowledge. We know that wine
drinking is an evil and that we
should avoid it. 2, Charity. The one
who acts from love is surer than
the one who acts from mere knowl-
edge. Love for God, ourselves and
others will lead us to abstain from
all intoxicating liquors. 3. Loyalty.
Every Christian is a servant — a
follower of Jesus Christ. Which' will
please Christ most, drinking or ab-
staining ? 4. Liberty. Some tell us
that he who cannot use liguor as
he may desire is not a free man,
but is under - bondage. He who
would follow Christ must deny him-
sell.

PRACTICAL SURVEY.

Thee question discussed in this les-
sop is whether it. was right for
Christians to partake of meat of-
fered in sacrifice to idols. The city
of Corinih had a mixed population
ol heathen and Christian people.
The idol worshippers dedicated
every meai by presenting some por-
tion of it to the family god. It was
aiso customary to offer sacrilices
in some public' temple on the oc-
casion'of a birth or marriage, and
after the legs of the victim, en-
closed in fat, and the entrails had
been consumed on the altar, the
worshipper received the remainder
and made a feast for his friends
or exposed it for sale in.the mar-
kets, the same as other meats.

One of their arguments was that
God was one and that an idol ‘Was
nothing, and that every person
ought to know this, and there-
fore no harm could come to a
Christian in partaking of these
things. In substance the apostle
answers: . Suppose you possess all
the Kknowledge attainable con-
cerning the nature of idols and idol
worship,. yet such knowledge is not
a sale guide for your conduct and
atti‘ude toward those who differ
witl: you. N

The other position in favor of us-
ing the meat alluded to in verse elght
is that it mado no difference before
God whether one ate or did not eat,
he was no better in either case, “for
the Kingdom of God is not meat and
drink.”

Thus tho great principle or law of
love is set forth as paramount and
to act without due charity, even in
things indifferent, toward a weak
broiher, is a sin against Christ and
cntails guilt upon him that commits
it; in view. of which the apostle de-
clares, “If meat maketh my brother
to offend, I will eat no flesh while
tho world standeth.”

This principlo practised more gen-
crally by the professed church would
produce great changes in settling
many debated questions that agitate
society to-day. For example, in this
age of enlightenment, one cannot be
indifferent to the woes and waste
of the drink habit, if due considera-
tion is given to the ravages of its
awflul work. Jts influence on mor-
ality has been strikingly set forth,
after careful investigation, as fol-
lows; First generation—Moral depra-
vity, alcholic excess.
