The reasons advanced in Lord Aber-
deen’s letter to Sir James Grant for his
course in urging the postponement of the
Ottawa carnival are, we think, sound
ones, which will appeal to the hearts
as well as the heads of most people.
‘There must be a large number of people
in Ottawa who would be altogether put
of accord with the spirit which finds
expression at a carnival, and successive
days of boisterous fun and jollity would
intensify by their contrast with the
mournful scenes which the whole nation
has taken part in the pain which is so
general. Those who are in spirits for
such fun would not be pained by a post-
ponement, On the other hand it is prob-
able that a postponement was practically
impossible without sacrificing all hopes
©of success. IL is evident that a spirit of
somewhat bitter opposition to the Gov-
ernor-General has been raised in Otta-
wa, and not a little spitefulness is man-
ifested in the comments of individuals
published in the newspapers in regard
to the consistency of Lord Aberdeen,
and also in regard to the effect of the
withdrawal of his patronnge of the car-
nival upon its suvccess. Such ungentle-
manly and disrespectful behavior can
only disgust sensible people aud render
them very unwilling 10 join in what
is thus ropresented as a sort of demon-
stration uagainst Tler Majesty’s repre-
sentative.

TUBERCULOSIS REPORT.

The evidence of Prof. Willlam Saun-
ders with regard to tuberculosis in cat-
tle has been published by ‘the Select
Standing committee of @the House of
Commons. The matter affects Canada,
the United States, England, France, Ger-
many, and indeed every country where
the bovine tribe are kept in a state of
domestication; we in this Province are
particularly interested in everything
that pertains to it. There is consider-
ably more than the mere idea of gis-
eased cattle connected with this question.

\jnternational trade in cattle. A few
ses eventuated four years ago at the
Experimental ¥arm, Ottawa,

he report says that in July, 1891,

t case of tuberculosis occurred

hese cattle, when a Jersey cow

died six weeks after calving. A post-
mortem examination showed that her
lungs were affected with this disease.
‘The next victim was a young Durham
bull, which had shown symptoms of the
disease and was killed on the advice of
the . veterinary surgeon, and was also
found to be tuberculous. As soon as
disease was known to exist in the herd,
a careful watch was kept on all the an-
imals. They were examined from time
to time by the best veterinary surgeons
available, and any +which manifested
suspicious symptoms were promptly
isolated from the rest of the herd. Not-
withstanding all the care exercised there
were lost in all, from this disease, be-
tween July 15, 1891, and May 30, 1892,
mnearly a year, seven cows and one bull,
of which two died and five were Kkilled.
With regard to the disease, Prof. Saun-
ders says, on the authority of Prof. Os-
ler, that experiments have shown that
infection may be communicated by in-
gestion of tuberculous material, and one
of the most important problems relates
to infection with the milk of tuberculous
cows. Experimentally, it has been con-
clusively demonstrated that such milk is
infectious, even when the disease :is lo-
calized in the lungs of the animals, and
that it is not necessary that the udder
should be diseased. The danger of in-
fection from this source, in children, is
very urgent, and systematic sanitary in-
spection should be made of the cows.
‘The percentage of tuberculous animals is
very much greater than supposed. The
figures in this country for large numbers
are mot available. It has been stated
that from 10 to 15 per cent. of the dairy
stocks of the Eastern States are tuber-
culous. This is probably a low esti-
mate, The virulence is retained in
the cream and butter. Other conditions
than the presence of baccilli in the milk
are probably necessary for infection,
and, forunately, all persons who drink
tuberculous milk do mot become contam-
inated. In some instances the gastric
Juice may destroy the bacecilli, in others
the conditions of the tissues may not be
favorable to the development of the
seed. Infection by meat is probably very
mueh more rare. When the tuberculo-
sis is generalized in the internal organs,
the flesh should be confiscated. In the
evidence it was brought out that the
only cases where tuberculosis can easily
be detected by examination are where
it exists'in the lungs, and when its pres-
ence may often be ascertaind by aus-
cultation and percussion, as in the hu-
man being, or where it exists in the
Iy tic glands, which b enlarg-
ed and swollen. If the disease exists in

AFFAIRS IN RICHMOND.

There exists at vpresent in the Muni-
cipality of Richmond a considerable
amount of dissatisfaction. The- high
tides of the last few days have caused
damage ‘to the ranchers and - their
farms which it will take years to re-
cover from. /The dykes, as has already
been reported in these columns, have
‘been broken and now:the sea, when the
“tides are high, flows in quite. freely. |
Many settlers had their root crops in
pits, and these having been washed
away, such Lve stock as can get about
are feeding on ‘turnips, mangoids and
carrots. The hay, whether p.led out-
sde or placed under shelter, has not
suffered much. Still a few of the re-
sidents will scarcely have sufficiznt for
their stock to carry them through till
the grass springs 'p again. So long
as the breaks in. the dyke, to which
we have referred, are allowed to re-
main as they are at present the damage
rom the incoming water will increase.
The inury to the thoroughfares and
bridges is also serious: To put the
former in passgble condition and to re-
build the bridge spanning the Fraser at
the end of the North Arm road will
require the expenditure of a sum of
money which the already over-burdened
taxpayers of the munic.pality claim they
are not in a position to provide.

But it is not on the score of the
foregoing so much that the f:el.ng of
unreast prevails. ‘The manner in which
the municipal machine is being run is so
disconcerting that a large body, some
assert a majority, of the ratepayers re-
frained from voting at last Tuesday's
election. We are told that the fixed
indebtedness of the> municipality is in
the neighborhood of $0,000; that much
of the land is assessed for more than
it could be sold for to-day and that a
considerable number have refused to pay
their taxes, giving as a reason for so
doing that they have not the morey
and intend to give the council an op-
portunity to test the process of collect-
ing by law or forcibly—if it is attempted.
So disgusted have the people become
with the management of affairs that
out of a voter’s list of 200 names in one
of the Wards, at the recent contest only
NINE qualffied electors registered their
ballots, 5 of whom supported Mr. Rowan
and 4 Mr, Steeves. Whilst the vote in
the other wards was not so small as
this, yet the indifference displayed was
so marked that it formed a theme of
comment throughout the country side.
Now this is not a desirab’e condition of
things; and if persisted in s bound to
lead to disaster, Indeed there are
many to be found there even now who
are positive that a dead-lock i im-
minent. It may be—and we sincerely
trust it will so turn out—that Reeve
Garratt and his councillors will set to
work at once and raise the corporation
out of the slough of despond into which
it has been allowed to drift for the
last couple of years. If this is not
done, considering the amount of iis in-
debtedness and the dfficulties the far-
mers have to contend with, Richmond
will become ar unenviable district. * If
prompt and energetic 'measures are
taken, and at once, this can b= avo'ded.
We shall see whether an effort wil be
made in the direction we have in-
dicated or not; if not the respons.bility
will fall on the proper shoulde-s.

TUBERCULOSIS.

Throughout the eastern section of the
continent, on both sides of the boundary
line, a determination has sprung up to
effectually stamp out the disease known
as tuberculosis in cattle. Its prevalence
in herds in this Province has been re-
ferred fo in these columns, and the an-
nouncement made that many animals
affected with the treacherous malady
had been destroyed. 1t is believed that
there are still many in which it has
so far advanced that they could not
stand the test. There must be no parley-
ing with it since not only the lives of
many valuable cows are at stake, but
those of human beings are in imminent
peril, through the use of tainted milk.
It is presumed .the Health Officer and
Milk Inspector are on the alert looking
after the lacteal fluid supplied our cit-
izens as well as examining the condi-
tion of cattle, the stables in which they
are housed, and the food they receive.
Winnipeg is thoroughly aroused on the
subject, and the medical men there are
working hand in hand. W. A. Dunbar,
the well-known veterinary surgeon of
that city, writes: ‘“‘Considering the in-
sidious nature of tuberculosis, those in
authority will have a difficult tusk to
perform in totally suppressing it; but by
exercising scientific knowledge, wisdom,
and patience, that very ‘desirable end
may, eventually, be carried out. It is
to be hoped that our Provincial and civic
rulers will be enabled to emact such
measures for the eradication of this
scourge as shall be satisfactory to the
inhabitants, and that will not result in
too much loss to the dairymen.”

In Western New York so alarmed have
the people become that a resort has
been had by consumers to canned milk
almost exclusively. The State Board of
Health has issued its annual report for
the year, in which it is stated that there
fca.n no longer be any reason for doubt
that tuberculosis cattle are extensively
distributed through the dairies of the
state, forming centres of infection in
their respective herds, that the milk
from these cattle is bad, and in many
cases, though not acting perniciously
upon all who partake of it, is still suf-
ficiently 4. us to warrant as earn-
est precauti and effective prophylactic
measures as in the case of small-pox,
typhoid and cholera. Nine hundred and
forty-nine cattle suffering from the di-
sease have been killed during the year.
Jerseys seem to be the most effected.

Iubnbla. At present in the East it is
difficult to find perfectly -safe ' invest-
ments at a higher rate of interest than
five per cent., six per cent.” being re-
garded as the outside figure. Private
parties and loaning societies, as well as
solicitors, are quite satisfied with the
rate named. Those allowed depositors
by the Government, banks, and mone-
tary institutions range from 21-2 to 4
per cent. Deposits exceeding a certain
sum, unless placed for a specific period
are not deccpeted by the bankers. In
brief, so abundant is money with capi-
talists that difficulty is experienced as
to the best means to be taken to realize
satisfactory returns and dividends to
owners of money and shareholders in
financial stocks.

No other commodity is so important
a factor in the development of a coun-
try—especially one like British Columbia
—asy cheap money. It is true that the
ban!s-here pursue a liberal policy tow-
ards such as are deemed by them to be
prudent, conservative business men, and
these are receiving all the accommoda-
tion requisite for the proper carrying
on of the business at rates of inter-
est which are considered to be fair.
ranging from 7 to 8 per cent. Others,
however, have to pay much in excess of
this, 9, 10 and even 12 per cent, whilst
what is known here as ‘‘bucket shops”
démand, as high as 3, 4, 5, and 6 per cent.
per month, and get it. This is simply
outrageous and nobody can afford it only
those in desperate straits considering
propositions of this kind, and the run
for but a brief period, since disaster is
sure to follow the payment of such ruin-
ous’ interest. Were our farmers able to
borrow at, say 6 or 7 per cent. on the
security of their properties they could
largely improve their holdings by drain-
ing, erecting buildings and building
fences, clearing, etc., thus increasing the
vielding capacity of their ranches to an
enormous extent. Such of them as are
compelled to borrow—and we regret to
say a very large percentage are in this
category—have to pay all the way from
8 and‘9 up to 12 and 15 per cent. This is
not as it should be, and until there is a
change the agriculturists of British. Co-
lumbia will not be as prosperous as they
should. Equally appﬁcable are these re-
marks to the business community.. Cheap
money to this class means the giving
of an. impetus to trade generally and
an enormous increase in the volume
transacted. It would bring in its train
cheaper living, the lowering of wages to
correspond with prices paid for the staff
of life—bread and meat—and great help
in establishing industrial pursuits in our
midst, which we need not expect under
existing conditions. That the capital of
the country is in the hands of d few
all are aware of; and if kept there, its“
circulation prevented, a general collapse
in business—such as was witnessed in
the TUnited™ States two years ago, and
which may occur very shortly again—
may be one of the blights which will
visit the Dominion and extend to every
city, town and hamlet from ocean to
ocean.

In the East an agitation in favor of
cheap money has sprung up. A leading
Toronto journal a few days ago said:

About the only thing which has not
yet taken a tumble in Canada is the raté
of interest. The banks have apparently
conspired to maintain the old-time rates,
in face of the fact that everything else
has depreciated in value. There is a
greater accumulation of gold and money
in the world to-day than ‘ever before in
its history. There is a greater amount
of money lying idle in our banks than at
any time heretofore. A large proportion
of the capital that finds its way into
manufacturing and business enterprises
is obtained through the agency of banks.
If the bankers have an arrangement

among themselves as to the rate.they
will charge they virtually settle the rate
for the whole country and for all kinds
of enterprises. They set the pace and
others have to follow. Competition in
business is so active to-day that no one
can hope to succeed and pay the high
rate of interest that is demanded by
the banks. The greatest obstacle to pro-
gress 1is this combination among the
bankers to maintain the rate of inter-
est above its natural level. Seven per
cent. is not the natural rate of interest
on capital -at the present time, nndek
cannot long be maintained at that figure.
The banks are responsible for forcing
the rates above their proper level, and
it is to'them that we must look for a re-
adjustment. If a reduction were made
busi and facturing enterprise
would receive a stimulus that would ben-
efit the whole country. In England there
has been a general fall in interest rates,
and even {the most gilt-edged securities
have appreciably advanced in value. An
agitation is on foot to reduce the rate
of interest paid to depositors in the post-
office savings banks in Great Britain.
It is time that the bankers in Canada
desisted from  their dog in the manger
policy and allowed the money that is
entrusted to them to circulate among the
business enterprises of the country at
the natural rate of interest.

town, after lesing over 600 men, to-
wards Port Arthur. No sooner had
General Hsii done this than General
Tsao Hual-yi, the Commandant at the
Tolienwan forts, commenced a general
stampede with his men, also towards
Port Arthur, leaving his forts to the
Japanese. Both forces (Hsu's and
Tsao’s) arrived at Port Arthur the next
day (7th November) General Hsi’s men
encamping in the Treasury buildings and
General Tsao’s in the business porton
of the town. 1In this wise a country,
easily defended, of 30 miles, culm nating
with the South Pass to the north of
Port Arthur was left by the panic striken
General at the mercy of the invaders,
Indeed the South Pass is so naturally
strong that a small force could have
prevented 10 times its number from get-
ting through and threatening our port.
Even then, as if the Japanese still gave
us some credit for military knowledge
and common sense, the enemy dared not
follow our troops _recklessly, but

towards the South Pass, fearing, ap-
parently, that an ambush or defending
force might have been left there. In
the meantime the dockyard and naval
works were going on oblivious of events.
But on the same night 7th November)
the Civil Commandant, Kung Taotali,
stole across to Chefoo and thence to
Tientsin. The next morning, the 8th,
it having got noised abroad that the
Chungpan, or <Civil Commandant, had
.taken to flight, the whole of the encr-
mous staff of artisans and laborers be-
longing to the various departments left
thelr work and dispersed, and am:d the
confusion which then arose the soldiers
began to rob and plunder wher=ever they
went. ‘The special body of troops com-
manded by Kung Taotai h'mself also
began to loot, their object being the'
dockyard money vaults, as soon as they
heard that thelr chief had fled. In a
few moments not a dollar was loft in
the Treasury, while the storehouse was
also pillaged of its contents by the very
men stationed there to protect the spot.
People commenced to move their hource-
w0ld effects and families from what was
apparently to be a pandemonium, and
the civil portion of the town was in
a short time deserted.

No' one reading the above, which is
well authenticated, can come to any
other conclusion than that every one of
the heads of the outfit, except Gen.
Hsu, was bribed. If not why were
the -torpedoes not blown. up s> that
they could not be used against the
Chinese themselves in case of an attempt
at recapture? The Japs cculd soon lay
new wires and put in a néw battery.
Why, also, were the guns not spiked and
ammun’tion destroyed, instead of being
left intact; why were the protective land
mines not used to advantage, and why
was the South Pass, so easily made
impregnable, left open? It is all too
evident that it was a case of sold out,
not a case of capturé

On the 15th a Japanese
squadron landed a force of over 500 men
10 miles from the harbor, and on the
at a place called Lungweit’ang, about
18th these commenced an advance  to
attack the troops of General Huang Sze-
lin (one of the original four Generals of
Port Arthur) posted on the brow of a
hill outside the port, but the enemy be-
ing unable to dislodge him they turned
off eastwards to what is known as the
East Hill. Instead of pursuing the re-
treating Japanese, nothing of the sort
was done; on the ¢ rary General
Huang, although victbrious, retreated
also .towards Port Agthur, leaving the
coast clear to the enemy. That night
another council of war was held in
_Kung Taotai’s quarters at the Secre-
tariat, to consult upon the fightinz th-t
seémed to imminent the next day. It
was arranged that each General should
send out three-tenths of the troops un-
der him-to ‘engage the enemy, General
Hsu and Wel forming the centre and
Generals Chiang and Ch’eng making the
right and left wings, thus advanc'ng
in three columns, while the remainder
of thelr men should hold the forts. On
the 19th the eénemy at the Fast Hill haqd,
however, formed a junction with over
1,000 Japanese from the direction of
Kinchou, whereupon they advanced
against our troops, meeting at a spot
four miles north of the torpedo corps
camping ground. It has been acknow-
ledged on all s'des that the troops under
General Hsu fought the best that day,
many of the enemy being killed.

The weather was quite wintry Hke,
with northwest and southwest = winds
blowing the drifting snow. This was on
Sept. 18th. The shores of the bay were
then skimmed over with ice in some
places, for winter had set in. Naviga-
tion was not a thing to be desired in a
light canoe. Paddling down along the
western -shore of Hudson's Bay for a
distance of 300 miles they arrived at the
mouth 'of Churchill 'bay and entered the
Bort on Oct. 1st. « Here they remained
for two months. They were too late to
undertake the return trip by canoe and
to early to go afoot, as the rivers had
not ‘yet frozen solid enough to allow
of crossing upon the ice. The two months
spent at Fort Churchil were not lost;
on the contrary the gentlemen had an
opportunity of studying the nature of
the surrounding country, watching how
the traders carry on their work, pro-
curing trinkets from the Esquimaux and
the Chippewa Indians; and in many other
respects gathering interesting data. At
Fort Churchill the only business is trad-
ing. Twice each year the Chippewa
Indians come in to the Fort with skins,
furs, etc., for which they receive in  ex-
change some provisions, though not very
much, clothing, ammunition, ete. Dur-
ing their stay here the semi-annual visit
of the Indians and Esquimaux was made
and the explorers were thus enabled to
purchase a team of five Esquimaux dogs
for the return trip. Dogs are very scarce
there; in fact it would have been impos-
sible to procure them had they not
been brought in by the natives. At
Churchill there are about 40 white people,
all English-speaking. There is also a
‘represemtative of the Church Missionary
Society.

. HOG RAISING.

The World has frequently pointed out
the profits that are to be derived from
this branch of industry. In an address
before one of the farmers’ institutes in
‘Wisconsin, James Fisher said in regard
to hog raising: “I take it for granted
that you all have well-bred stocks to
start with. It matters little what breeds
you have so that it suits your fancy.
There are excellent properties in them
all when properly handled. Thgre are
three cardinal points in successful swine
breeding—first, management of pigs and
hogs; second, regularity in feeding; third,
what to feed.” He speaks of these in
detail, and we condense a few of his
suggestions. Too much expectation is
based upon blood and too little upon
treatment. If you are going to neglect
your hogs and let them shift for them-
selves, you had better breed the scrub,
which is' used to that kind of treat-
ment. It is a great mistake to breed
from immature animals. You may have
success -for a time, but it is sure to
bring disaster at some time or other
if followed up. If you are going to
breed 10 sows, and next year you would
want the same number, carefully watch
each sow as a mother, nurse and suck-
ler, and when the pigs are weaned se-
lect the five sows that raised the litter
of poorest pigs and fatten ‘them for the
market. , Then select five young sows
from the five mothers that raised the
litter of best pigs. Keep an old sow as
long as she continues to ralse good lit-
ters of pigs. In selecting a male look at
the pig before you examine the pedi-
gree or ask the price. These should be
secondary considerations,

Whereas we believe that the rolitical
union of the two great English-speaking
communities who now occupy and con-
trol North America will deliver the con-
tinent from the danger of war and se-
curely dedicate it to peacefal industry
and progress; lessen the per capita cost
of Government and defense; insure the
rapid development of its boumndless nat-
ural resources; enlarge its domestic and
foreign commeroce; unite all interests in
creating a systematic development of its
means of internal communication with
the seaboard by rail and water east and
west; protect and preserve its wealth,
resources, privileges and opportunities as
the “undisputed heritage of all; immense-
1y add to its influence, prestige and pow-
er; promote, extend and perpetuate gov-
ernment by the people, and remove for-
ever the causes most likely to seriously
disturb cordial relations and kindly inter-
course with the motherland: Therefore,
resolved, that we invite the. Canadian
people to cast in- their lot with their
own continent, and assure them that they
shall have all the continent can give
them. We will respect their freedom of
action, and welcome them, when they
desire it into an equal and ‘honorable
union. )

LUMBERING AND SHIPBUILDING.

The meeting of the mill men and log-
gers of the Province in Victoria yester-
day was an important affair, represent-
ing as it did an industry which is justly
cons:dered one of the foremost in im-
portance in this country. It resulted in
much good, as many matters connected
with the trade were discussed and a
better understanding reached between
millmen and loggers concerning
their business British Columbia
is indeed immensely wealthy in
her timber growth. The stagnation
which prevails in this line is universal,
and its effects are felt here, as in other
lands. But a change will come soon,
and when it doeés mo country will be
more benifited than our own.

Another very important outcome of the
assemblage is the action to be taken,
concerning the building of ships. Three
years ago a movement was attempted
in the direction of embarking in this
‘pursuit, but as ‘a subsidy was asked
byl the promoters at the rate of so
much per ton, and no definite line of
action or data were submitted to the
Government the matter dropped. Since 4
then, and especially of late, a strong
feeling has set in that the period in our
history has been reached when it should
command a share of our attention. It
is a recognized fact that our timber is
admirably adapted for naval architec-
ture. This being so, and all the other
requisites being easily and eheaply pro-
cured, British Columbia should emulate
the Atlantic seaboard in this direction.
Its importance can hardly be estimated.
‘Those of our readers who hall from
the Maritime Provinces know the source
of wealth the fleets of St. John and oth-
er ports are to these places. In Nova
Scotia and Prince Edward Island similar
conditions exist. To aid the construc-
tion of ships and help in establishing
a coasting trade the Government of New
Brunswick for many years granted a
per tonnage subsidy to each vessel when
fairly afloat. Our local Administration
will, in all probability, be requested to
adopt a similar policy. The amount to
be asked will not be unreasonable, nor
will the craft proposed to be built be
of a size difficult to handle. It is
claimed that were inducemegnts held out
for the building of vessels ranging in
the neighborhood of 600 tons and the
subsidy be placed at $ per ton, that
one or more would be placed on the
stocks immediately. The sum mentioned
is trifling, whilst the advantage to ac-
crue to the Province would amount to
more than the subsidy many times over.
Now, as three years ago, we cordially
approve the enterprise of those who are
anxious to go into the business. Equally
favdrable are we to the claim they
make for recognition at the hands of the
Government, which at first, probably,
will raise the cry of ‘“no money.”” This,
however, would be no answer to the
demand of the parties who are willing
to put capital, skill and labor into the
venture, and as vessels plying in these
waters and others upon the face of the
globe are white-winged messengers of
peace, activity and commerce, and the
aid stated being small in comparison
with that given to other undertakings
not to be spoken of in the same breath
as productive of revenue to the Pro-
vinee, it is hoped the prayér of the
gentlemen interested will be granted.

CIVIC CONTRACTS.

When a thing is done it cannot be un-
done, and it 1is, therefore, useless to
refer to the mistakes that have been
made in connection with the reservoir
contract except to have them stand as
a warning against the committing of
similar blunders in future. This matter
is becoming a stench in the nostrils of
the community, and the space that the
various law-suits arising out of it fill
in the court records would more than
accommodate, the tale of the good deeds
of those whd are responsible for the
mess into which things have got. The
first and most glaring error that was
made was to let the work at a price at
which it was evident it could not be
accomplished except at a loss. Exper-
ience has proven in hundreds of cases
that when a big contract is given out
at less than living rutes the community
suffers. If it does not lose through the
work beilng scamoed, it dces through
tradesmen and laborers being cheated
out of their just dues. To-day there are
dozens of people in Vanccuver who are
chasing the ignis fatuus of a probable
settlement through the quagmire of post-
ponements, adjournments, further orders,
legal technicalities and costs. These men
have either supplied labor cr gcods. As
times go a prompt payment was to suy the
least, desiruble. This hes not b2en made,
and in an attempt to secure their rights,
they have sent gocd money aftcr bad. It
will be as true in the future as it is
axiomatic now, that the city will lose,
and lose heav'ly, in screwing down a
contractor to a price which necessitates
his either losing money himseif, o~ cheat-
ing others. Another misiuke made was
in regard to sureties. Of this for rea-
sons that will be obvious at a later date,
it is inadvisable to say much at present,
but ft may be remarked that carelessness
in this respect may be another source
of loss. If corporations go into the let-
ting of contracts at figures cut belcw the
profit line, they should at least be sure
that the men who stand between the
city and the injury liable to arise through
the bankruptcy of the contractor are
properly bound and are not men of straw,
or, like /Paddy’s flea, not there when you
put yetir hand on them. Another-thing
that demands comment is the action of
the workmen themselve;. They signed
payrolls that had never been paid. They,
in a sense, aided the contractor to hood-
wink the municipality. He tcok these to
the city and represented that he had
paid out so much cash in wages and
showed the signatures in corroboration.
Estimates were passed eccordingly, but
the money never reached the toilers’ poc-
kets. Now they are seeking to recover
what, according. to their subscribed
names, they had already recelved. Work-
men should, in future, -have their left
hand on the ducats before they put their
right hand to the pen. The tradespeople,
too, should p:ofit by the lesson. Because
a man, or a 1u:m, has secured a large
contract is no guarantee that_it is safe
to give ‘unlimited or unguarded creadit.
If there is anything for the contractors
to take to heart, it is that in their anx-
fety to securc a job they saould not be
led into reckless tendering. In the mean-
time the only persons to be envied are
the lawyers.

The inv tion by a commission into
the official affairs of Magistrate P.anta,
of Nanaimo, opened in that city on Wei-
nesday. E. V. Bodwell represented the
Provincial Government. The charge of
walving salary was first taken up. G-
bert McKinnel, a member of the city

il in 1893, r bered the appoint-
ment of Mr. Planta and got the im-
pression from Ald. Dobeson at that
time that his salary would not exceed
the amount collected in fines and fees.
Mr. Planta had previously addressed the
council before the regular eeting. His
object in addressing this informal me:t-
ing was to speak on the matter of the
appointment of a police magistrate, Mr.,
Planta stated that he would not draw
on the city for the full amount ¢f the
salary, $1,000, if the fees of the ciurt
did not amount to that sum., He had
no wish to be a burden to the city, and
while he (Mr. Planta) thought that to
uphold the dignity of the office the sal-
ary should be $1,000, if the city could not
meet the full amount he would not press
them for it. City Clerk Gough was called
with regard to the Finance committ:e’s
report which he drew up. He could not
give the exact date of that document,
He had told Mr. Planta that the city
could not pay a big salary, and his re-
ply was that he did not intend to be-
come a burden to the city, and to show
this would wmrite a letter stat’ng how
he felt. This letter he had shown to
Mr. Haslam. Witness *had cons dered
the letter a pnivate one.

Andrew Haslam, M. P., testified that
he was Mayor of Nanaimo in the year
1893. His impression was that the salary
was to, be $1,000, the city not to be
pressed for payment of the amount un-
less the fees reached the required sum.
He had that impression from conversa-
tions with Mr. Planta before the matter
was voted on in the counc.l. He thought
it was at the dnformal meeting that_he
obtained this impression. He was ecer-
tain that when the council voted the
amount they had the impression that
they would not be pressed for the
amount in case they should be short. A
number of witnesses then swore to hav-
ing been fined, some paying up in full,
others in part. Secunity, had been given
in several cases for the amounts, in
watches ‘and other jewelry. There was
no trial as a rule, the defendants being
taken before the magistrate in a private
room, and informed that they were fined
so and so.

The investigation into matters connec-
ted with the adminstration of justice in
the Nanaimo police court is cont.nuing.
On Thursday a case was shown where
John Menco had put up $1156 as bail for
John Cravauski’s good behavior for sx
months and had only got $100 back.
Ex-Chief O’'Connel said he had never
had a complaint or charge bock. Ex-
Chief McKinnon stated that when he
was chief of the city police he never
had a complaint or charge bo:k. He
never had any rules or regulat.ons pro-
vided for the guidance of himself and
subordinates. When he had prisoners
to incarcerate he put them in the Bas-
tion, which was not, in his opinion a
proper place without guard, and the city
did not provide anybody in that capacity.
I was not heated either by day or night.
He got meals for his pr.soners from
the Temperance hotel, collecting the
money from the fines inflicted. Ev -
dence was taken in a number of Chinese
cases as to fees collected of which no
record was kept. A number of charges
of collecting double fees and of cioarg-
ing fees for the hearing of the pre-
liminary trial, of persons up for in-
dictable offences were referred to, but
laid over till another session.

On Friday Police Magistrate Planta
was present in the morning but he did
not turn up in the afternoon or evening
and the fact is creating considerable
comment. In the afternon a constable was
sent out to serve a subpoena on Mr.
Planta and the commission adjourned
after going over matters that did not
require Mr. Planta’'s presence. In the
evening the constable reported that bhe
had been unable te find Mr. Planta and
the commission again adjourned. Anxiety
was felt on Friday night that the strain
on Mr. Planta had brought on a tem-
porary aberration of mind during which
he had wandered away. At the morning
session ex-Chief McKinnon was exam-
ined as to a long list of cases in which
prisoners convicted of serious offenses
had been paroled to save the city the
cost of their keep. Further investigation
of these had to be laid over pending
the finding of Mr. Planta. City Clerk
Gough was then examined as to why
certain amounts of money received
through the police court were not re-
corded and why others were put in his
private account. A sum ‘of $500, for ex-
ample, had been deposited by Mr. Gough
to his own credit, but he showed that
he had paid out more than that on behalf
of the city. Judge Harrison said that
it appeared that Mr. Gough had deposit-
ed these sums to his own credit at the
same time that the city’s account was
overdrawn, and debenture money was
being raised to cover the deficit. Mr.
Gough did not like tkis interpretation,
but offered no other “explanation. The
matter of the police commissioners’ re-
cent appointment was then taken up. The
story of the advertisement for appli-
cation by the council and the subsequent
appointment, as already told, came out.
The council had considered the applica-
tions in private meeting, and after this
the commissibners met and made the ap-
pointments. The substance of the testi-
mony was to the effect that the council
had run the commission to suit their
own sweet will and had their orders
carried out to the letter by the commis-
sioners. In the evening, Mr. Planta not
having been found, the commission ad-
journed until to-day.

Nanaimo, Jan. 19.—(Special.)—Mystery
still hangs over Magistrate Planta’s dis-
appearance. There are numerous theories
and much excitement. All kinds of stor-
ies are rife. The suicide idea is no lon-
ger entertained. Last night a search
party consisting of Lawyer Meclnnes,
A. E. Planta and Sheriff Drake, took
in the coast line and roads to Depart-
ure Bay. He had not been seen. It is
reported that he took a small tug from
the Bay yesterday, but this is not au-
thenticated. Public sympathy has
changed completely., The irregularities
are condoned since they are not
thought to have been dishonest. Mrs
Planta knows nothing and of course is
prostrate. The public administration
of estates is supposed to be at the bot-
tom of the disappearance. A number of
estates are said to be in confusion. No-
thing in the present commission would
call for this action.

C. P. R. employes thrown out of work
in Winnipeg are contemplating starting
a co-operative farming  colony. At a
meeting recently held in the C. P. R.

SMELTER CLOSED.

The Everett smelter closed down last
week, owing to the lack of a variety of
ores. It had been operated for six weeks,
the last being the third attempt made
to run it within two years. The roast-
ers are still being used, but the blast
furnace, the smelter proper, has been
closed. The last run was the longest
period the smelter has been operated
at one time. These facts demonstrate
Tacoma’s superior advantages as a smelt-
ing point and centre where many kinds
or ores can be received. The Tacoma
smelter is smelting 110 tons of ore per
day, and has been operated every day
for four and a half years with the ex-
ception of one month last summer when
the floods and railroad strike temporar-
ily shut off the supply or ore. It is a
pity that the Everett plant is not on this
side of the line.

THE CONTRACT HOLDS.

The Full court—Justice McCreight,
Drake and Walkem presiding—ait Victoria
on Saturdhy delivered judgment in the
appeal of Croasdaile vs. Hall The
judgment reduces the amount of comi-
pensation allowed to plaintiff at the jury
trial held before Mr. Justice Crease at
Nelson to $1,350 with costs of trial. The
court holds that with regard to an
agreement in a resolution passed by the
company any compensation for subse-
quent services in connection with the
sale of the mines to.the present owners
was left to the discretion of Winslow
Hall. Mr. Hall considering that no com-
pensation was due Mr. Croasdaile, the
court, although very reluclant, had to
give effect to the contract made by the
parties. The court could not make a
contract but could merely construe the
agreement as made by the parties.

MINING ASSOCIATIONS.

The Mining associations of Nova Sco-
tia, Ontario and Quebec are moving to-
wards” the"formation of a general min-
ing association for the Dominion. At
the recently held sessions of the Quebec
and Ontario associations a wish was ex-
pressed that Brit.sh Columbia would
complete the idea of forming an assoc.-
ation, which is now in contemplation,
and join in the federation of societies.
It is not the idea to coalesce into jone
grand organ!sm. Mining is carried| on
throughout the Dominion under P¥ro=
vincial laws, and it is therefore neces-
sary that the men constantly affected
by these or desiring changes in them
should maintain their Provincial associ-
ations. The only feasible way, therefore,
in which a union of forces could be
brought about for the joint pursuit of
general objects was through a system
of federation. In an editorial on this
subject last week the Kingston, Ont.,
News said: The principal object of the
amalgamation is economy in the printing
of an annual volume of scient.fic papers,
such as are read before the Provincial
assoclations, which are of interest . to
mining men the world over and may as
well be grouped for simultanecus publi-
cation. By it the handling of other
matters of general concern will be facil -
tated. For instance if a change is de-
sired in the duty on mining machinery,
or if the mining men of Canada think
of inviting the mining engineers of the
United States to visit them, action can
much more appropriately be taken by a
body covering the whole Dominion than
by a series of Provincial associations.
At present there are no min ng assoc.-
ations west of Ontario; but British Co-
lumbia, it is understood, is just about
to form one, which will doubtless join
the federation. The growth of such as-
sociations betokens a more systemat.c
development of the m neral resources
of the country, in which, as in i.s agri-
cultural resources, to use Lord Beacons-
field’s \expression, there are “illimitable
possibilities.” The cultivation of a spirit
of fraternity among mining experts can
only increase their efficiency and en-
thusiasm.

LARDEAU PLACER DIGGINGS,

A Run Through a Very Rich and Prom-
ising Mining Section in North Koot~
enay.

An est d corr of The
World, writing from Revelstoke under
date of the 2ist inst., concerning the
Lardeau placer mining country, says:
I take the liberty of sending vou a
short sketch of the work being done
on the Tardeau river in placer mining,
trusting it will be of some interest to
your readers and perhaps will induce
some one with capital to'look up vne of
the most favored placer flelds that I
know of.

Leaving Revelstoke by the R. & A.
L. Railway we reach Wigwam Landing,
16 miles iown the Columbia river, where
we get the steamer which takes us to
Thompson’s Landing, a further distance
of 22 miles, from which place to Trout
Lake we do in the saddle over eight
miles of wagon road and four miles eof
trail. Reaching Trout l.ake we are on
the Lardeau’ placer .ground, as, having
seen the river and oenches ‘cpened up,
one cannot but conclude that 'Trout i.ake
townsite would have given belter re-
turns had it been mined insteal of be-
ing laid out in lo.s. However, the town-
site is beautifully located on the West
end of as pretty a saest of water. as
is to be found in ihe country. That it
is a delta of auriferous gravel is be-
vond question. and good eolors of gold
can he got anywhere xt a Jdepth of two
or three feet from th3 surtice. On the
river the first camn we mect is the C. &
K, M. & P. Co., a \ancouver company,
which has 11-2 miles i the river from
where it empties-into the lake to the
canyon.  These parties without doubt
have a very rich jie¢> of ground, snd
have their work advanced ready to make
a wash up as s3071 #s the snow leaves
the ground, which I j.reliet will aston-
ish some of the shareholders. They have
a fine camp built and make it very com-
fortable for the nine men in their em-
ploy. About $300 is all the gold that has
been taken out of this claim so far, but
they have everything in shape to handle
some very rich ground just now. Pro-
ceeding up the creek we find John Stau-
ber busy at work and he tells me that
he has taken out $300 this last fall.
Chas. Matheson has $200, A. McDonald
$100 and John Knowles $300. AR four of
these men are working their gravel
steadily, and are well pleased with their
success, though I fancy if they were to
join forces and work togeiher the result
would be better for all.

The SPEAKER called attention to
the fact that there were certain irregu-
larities in the bill through the absence
of certain papers. In view of this the
second readipg of the bill was laid
over.

The House again went into committee
on the bill to amend the Nanaimo Water
Works Incorporation Act, with Mr. Bry-
den in the chair. 'The amendment of
Mr. Forster, inserting certin clauses in
the act, was considered.

Mr. SWORD moved in amendment to
the amendment that the recommenda-
tions embodied in Mr. Forster's amend-
ment apply only to the additional pow-
ers and privileges conferred under the
present bill and not as applicable to
the powers at present enjoyed by the
company under its present charter.

As the question was open whether
there were any rights pertaining to the
crown involved, the property being all
within “the railway belt, Hon. Mr.
POOLEY made a further amendment,
‘making the clause proposed by Mr.
Forster applicable so far as it applied
to rights of the crown.

When the adjourned debate was call-
ed on the second reading of the Red
Mountain Railway Company’s bill, M.
KELLIE, who moved the previous ad-
journment, stated that the information
for which he was waiting had been for-
warded from Nelson, but had not yet
come to hand. He had been notified
that such had been sent, and as it would
go to disprove certain allegations made
by the advocates of the bill that the
proposed road could not be .constructed
through British Columbia territory, he
desired a further adjournment till Mon-
day, but as he had already moved a
previous adjurnment it was not com-
petent for him to move the adjourn-
ment of the debate again.

Mr. HUME came to Mr. Kellie's as-
sistance and moved the adjournment of
It was carried.

On motion of Mr. KENNEDY for the
second reading of the New Westminster
City bill, Mr. Speaker called dttention to
certain irregularities respecth\:g informal-
ity 'of notice, the objects not being set
forth in detail in the advertisements.
He informed the House that it would be
well to draw the line and enforce the
rules of the House. He said if any
member would object to the bill, which
was clearly out of order, he would de-
clare it so.

Hon. Mr. DAVIE suggested that the
House should take some action on the
petition received from the people of New
‘Westminster, ‘asking to come under the
General Municipal Act. Thelr request
should either be granted or refused. Re-
specting the bill hefjpaid he was not pre-
pared to accept the responsibility of
raising the point of order against it,
nor would he vote against the second
reading because he felt convinced there
were some provisions contained therein
which - would be of great utility. In
voting for the second reading he did
pot commit himself to the individual
clauses. He asked Mr. Kennedy’s opin-
ion of the petition.

Mr. KENNEDY, in reply, stated that
some names had been secured to the pe-
tition under false pretences.” He saild it
would be possible to get up a petition
to Hang the Premier and any member
of the cabinet, or members of the
House. (Laughter.)

Hon. Mr. DAVIE—I have no doubt
but thatwygou could get that up without
difficulty.

He explained
the provisions, which are based upon a
supposition which, if proved true, means
a great deal for the Province. The pre-
amble outlines the facts: *““Whereas it
has been represented to the Lieut.-Gov-
ernor in Council that valuable gold de-
posists are supposed to exist in the an-
cient bed of a diyerted river in Cariboo
district, the course of which is at pres-
ent unkhown, although its traces have
been found in the neighborhood of the
mouth of Quespelle river; and whereas it
would require the expenditure of a large
sum of money in exploratory operations
before the course of such river could be
fixed, and the benefit of such expendi-
ture cannot hg ensured under present
enactments to the parties making the
same; and whereas Charles F. Law has
applied to the Lieut.-Governor in Coun-
cil for the exclusive license to prospect
over an area of five miles square for a
term of two years for the purpose of lo-
cating such river bed, and that it is e
pedient that such license should e
granted, and that,”if during said period
the river bed is discovered, the dfscov-
erer should recelve a lease of a certain
portion therof, such license and lease
to be respectively upon thé conditions
hereinafter contained.”

Having made the supposed discovery
indicated, Col. BAKER sald Mr. Law
was desirous of having the benefit of the
expensive operations which they will
have to carry on over a large area for
the purpose of locating the river bed,
and the Mining committee have thought
well to recommend that he shall have
the exclusive right to prospect for the
term of two years over an area of five
square miles at the mouth of Quesnelle
river, such license not to offset the rights
of free miners except so far as they
conflict with the suit of the search men-
tioned and the rights ‘after discovery.
The bill stipulates that the prospector
shall “in each year during the currency
of the license expend.not less than $5,-
000 in prospecting and exploring, and in

the event of his discovering and locating.

the river bed he shall be entitled to a
lease for a period of 20 years for the
purpose of extracting gold.

| ences would be found doing so thous-
i ands of years. hence, so slow and diffi-
| cult is the unaided ascent of life. The
| lecturer then went on to show that at

the dawn of the historic period the races
that then pebpled the globe all possessed
independent unrelated languages more
or less developed. With the aid of a
dlagram he represented this conditlon
| of things by a group of adjacent cir-
cles, each circle representing an inde-
pendent linguistic stock. This he pointed
out was the conditlon of early speech.
Our mext acquaintance with it discloses
the fact that two of these mauy stocks,
at different centres had become differen-
| tiated into femilies called respectively
Semitic and Aryan, or as the latter was
more generally known, Indo-European,
the remaining indifferentiated stocks
forming a group known as the Turan-
ian or Allophylian. A linguistic tree of
the chief Semetic branches or sub-fam-
ilies, ancient and modern, was shown
and explained. In this family @re found
the tengues spoken by the old-time Bab-
ylonians and Assyrians, the Hebrew of
Old Testament days, the Samaritan and
the Phoenician. Tho chief of living rep-
resentatives of this family to-day is the
‘language of Arabia. A linguistic tree of
the great Aryan stock or family was
then exhibited and explained,’ and the
question of the ancient ancestral home
of the Ayran family was shortly consid-
ered in the light of recent linguistic
and archaeological reseaich, the lectur-
er stating that the highest authorities
wege now unanimous in placing  this
home somewhere .in the great central
plane of morthern Hurope, instead of
in Asia, as was formerly held. He then
drew attention to another largegdiagram
representing the divisions of the Aryan
stock, pointing out that ité¢was from
this stock that our language was descend-
ed, as well as all the other languages
of Europe with the exception of four,
viz., that of the Hungarians, of -the
Basques, of the Finns and of the Turks,
which were independent, unrelated Tu-
ranian stock. The lecturer then *went on
to say that the discovery at the begin-
ning of this century of the relation ex-
isting between all these languages of
Hurope, as well as between two mem-
bers of the same family to be found in
Asia, the Persian or Iranian, and  the
Sanskrit, or Indian, is regarded as one
of the grandest discoveries of our timie,
inasmuch as it throws more light upon
the past history of the humafl race, and
upon their language than anything else
in the world; that by it we know to-day,
as certainly as we know anything in the
past, that some thousands ‘of years ago
the common ancestors of all these great
and now divergent nations once lived
| together on the plains of northern Eu-
| rope as members of one family or tribe.

We have even discovered by a compar-'

]auve study of the root tords of their
languages to what degree of culture this
Aryan tribe or community -had attained

THE FEDERAL CAPITAL.

Trade Returns for the Last Six Months
—Printing of the Lists.

Ottawa, Jan. 19.—The Cabinet held a
two hours’ session yesterday, lasting
from 11 to 1 o’clock. Because the Min-
isters met early everybody supposed that
something important was in the wind,
but it was not in the direction of the
present trend of the public mind—that is,
a session or dissolution. The French
treaty having been adopted by the Par-
liament of France, there are certain
questions to be disposed of before rat-
ifications can be exchanged, and it was
the consideration of these points which
occupled the attention of the Privy Coun-
cil. The question of convening Parlia-
ment has not yet been under discussion
in counecil.

The trade returns for the six months
ending Dec. 31st give the following com-
parative results: Exports valued at $72,~
599,132, a decrease of $4,905,258 comparéd
with the corresponding period last year.
The imports decreased $6,231,667, the to-
tal value being $56,672,3%. The duty col-
lected amounted to $3,701,038, as against
$10,198,562. ~December shows a greater
falling off in exports than any month
for some time past, the decrease being
two and a half millions. On the other
hand the imports have increased about
$300,000.

only a few were recognizable,

The sgene ‘about the place after the
wreck was heart-rending in the ex-
treme and is beyond description. Wo-
men who had cause to suspect that
their loved ones were among the killed
and maimed hovered.about and wrung
‘their hands and cried, while the eyes
of strong men were moistened. Every
person who had a relative or a dear
friend feared the worst had befallen him
and could not be consoled. The sight
was a terrible one.

Ottawa, Jan:. 12.—Since my last lettqr
to The World there has been a change
in the political situation and everybody
is® on the ftiptoe of 'expectancy as to
what the outcome will be. A hint has
come._ from an authoritative source that
the forthcoming decision of the Judicial
committee of -the Imperial Privy Coun-
cil will reverse the finding of the Su-
preme court of Canada rendered Febru-
ary 20, 1894, upon a case referréd by the
‘Governor-in-Council to that court'regard-
utes relating to education. ‘In brief the
question submitted for the opinion of
the Supreme court was whether any op-

3 peal lay to the Governor-in-Council un-
der the B. N. A. ‘Act or the Manitoba
act, from the two statutes passed by the
Legislatuore of Manitoba in 18%, whereby
a general system of non-sectarian public
education was. established in place of the
denominational system that had  pre-
viously existed, and whether the Govern-
or-in-Council had power to make de-
clarations or femedial orders asked for
in certain memorials complaining of these
statutes. By a majority of three out of
five the Supreme court decided that no
appeal, as claimed, could be made from
the said statutes, and that the Govern-
or-in-Couneil had no power to make the
remedial orders asked for. An appeal,
therefore, was taken to the Judicial com-
mittee on behalf of the Roman Catho-
lic ‘minority, and it appears that' the
judgment to be rendered will be iny favor
of the Roman Catholic minority. This
long controverted question is consequently
brought once more within the political
arena. ; The present decision affirms the
right ‘Jf the Roman Catholic minority
to seek redress for their grievances and
your readers may depend upon- it that
they will not be slow to act upon their
privileges. They will make representa-
tions to the Governor-in-Council for re-
medial legislation. If these are well
‘formed the Governor-in-Council will re-
‘présent . the matter to. the Manitoba
‘Government. Mr. Greenway and his col-
league will decline to do anything, and
consequently it will devolve upon the
Dominfon Parliament to say whether or
not remedial legislation ;shall be given.
Of course, all this is wypon. the
:supposition ~ that suffiecient hardship
is made out by the Roman
Catholic minority, to /call for practical
interference. In a speech delivered in
Toronto over a year ago Sir John Thomp-
son made it clear that if it were proven
that the rights of the Roman Catholic
minority had been infringed upon and
the courts showed that the power. to
grant remedial legislation lay in Parlia-
ment, he would see that right was done
by the complainants.

The fact, therefore, that this question
‘wﬂl once more become a burning political
one, and is bound to have an effect
upon one party or the other at the forth-
coming general election, has led to a
discussion in the press as to whether
the Government ought mot to dissolve
before thes question reaches the stage
of public controversy once more. E have
spoken with a good many Conservtaive
members ' of  Parliament ‘during the last’
few days and they are unanimously of
the opinion that no good will come from
shirking the question. If the Roman Cath-
olics of Manitoba have been unjustly
deprived of their due, let their privileges
be restored to them, says these gentle-
men, to the position they were in be-
fore. The  greatest danger that could
happen the Dominion would be for the
impression to get abroad to other coun-
tries that the rights of any one class
or section of the community is not re-
spected here. This is the view held by
some Conservatives, but' I am bound to
admit that there are others who believe
that the time never was more opportune
for a general election. The revision of
the votgrs’ lists has undoubtedly re-
sulted in great gains to the Liberal-Con-
servatives. Those should -be available,
it ‘appears now, by the end of March,
and there is nothing to prevent an ap-
peal to the country on the new lists
about two months hence. There is one
other feature, however, of this question,
which must not be overlooked. I have
previously mentioned how averse Sir
John Thompson was to .anything like a
winter political campaign. It was such

a one that hastened Sir John Macdonald’s |

final collapse. Sir John Thompson told
everybody that he would never be a
party to an election campaign during
our bleak winter months, and certainly
it behooves.Sir Mackenzie Bowell, who
is now in his 72nd year, to husband his
strength and ‘not go tearing around the
country when there is the greatest pos-
sible danger of his health being impaired
theréby. 1 am one of ‘those who believe
in deferring the appeal to the country
until as late a period as possible, even
if it be two years hence. Times are bad
just now; they cannot ke much worse.
From this out they are bound to im-
prove, and with better times coming,
there will be less disposition on the part
of fluctuating voters to make any change.
Moreover, on the principle that ‘“hope
deferred maketh the heart sick,” I would
stave. off the millenium day which the
Liberals believe is coming to them.
Mention was made the other day of the
agitation which has sprung up in cer-
tain quarters for the union of Newfound-
land ‘and the Dominion. —The English
press have very kindly suggested that
there should be an immediate resump-
tion of negotiations with that end in
. view, and Sir Mackenzie Bowell has been
quoted having recently expressed  the
opinion that the time is opportune for
the negotiations “to be “resumed. This
statement is entirely unfounded. I have
the First Minister's authority for say-
ing that pendmg the settlement of inter-
nal troubles which dre at present af-
fiicting the ancient colony it would be
unwise to look for a resumption of the
discussion of the terms of union. The
question of the admittance of Newfound-
land into the Dominion has cropped up
‘at intervals during the past 20 years, but
surely it seems only right that our sister

colony should set her house in order;

THE ICE CARNIVAL.

Ottawa Trying to Emnjoy Itself—Judge
Appointed—Manitoba Fairly Success-
ful.

Ottawa, Jan. 22.—The carnival, though
not favored by ideal weather, opened
auspiciously yesterday. Members of the
Dominion cabinet and city council took
part in the ceremonies. 8ir James
Grant, M, P., delivered the inaugural
speech. He said winter carnivals were
no drawback to Canada. The fact
that Manitoba and the Northwest ex-
ported 20,000,000 bushels of wheat annu-
ally showed that the cold did not pre-
vent agriculture in the west. Sir ‘Adolphe
Caron, Hon. John Haggart and Major
Borthwick also spoke and the ice palace
wds formally opened. A large crowd of
citizens and visitors is in attendance.
The electric display is the feature of the
carnival and is something - unprecedent-
ed. The shops on the main street are
covered with lights and decorations;
overhead spanning the streets are nu-
merous arches of colored incandescents.
The street cars are a blaze of electricity
inside and out.

The Dominion
Government claim a population of only
about 190,000, which will give an increas-
ed annual subsidy of $30,000.

GOLD PROSPECTS.

Duluth, Minn., Jan. 2L.—Duluth. is ra-
pldly bedoming a gold-mining centre, ow-
ing to recent developments along the
hitherto explored Sein river in Canada,
east of the ‘Rainey Lake gold fields.
Several companies owning gold property
have been organized with Duluth as
their headquarters. Financiers from the
east and south are arriving in town
daily and within the last two months
nearly $2,000,000 has been invested. - It
is estimated that 300 prospectors are
working their way up the Sein r.ver, lo-
cating claims along. their way. The
findings are sald to be remarkably rich,
and many of the Rainy Lake com-
panies have already purchased some of
the original claims. ~Julius Ropes; an
expert, of Michigan, who has just re-
turned from an extended tour of Rainy
Lake and Sein river properties, says
that the gold placers are very valuable.
About 20 pits have been sunk on the
placer fields and all showed rich gold
in the pan. Twpo thousand acres have
already been taken by D. C. K lly, of
Tower, Minn.,.who is very largey inter-
ested in the Rainy Lake mines. William
Blunt and Dave Melrose, two of the
first men who prospected in Rany
Lake, both of Whom haye sold ho'dings
for several hundred thousand d lars,
are investigating the Sein river fields,
and have located and bought several
claims. Melrose says the flelds are even |
richer and of more promise than those
of Rainy Lake. One of the propertes in
the Rainy Lake region is the Lyl= ciaim,;
which has been capitalized by eight men
for $400,000. At a depth of 30 feet speci-
mens were found that assayed $30.50 to
the ton in free-milling, gold ore. With
the body of ore mow in sight, and the
tendency to increase in richness as deep-
er levels are attained, there is every rea-
son to believe that the mine will become
one .of . the richest in the world. The
%’ea:werers of this property are Ed. and

Warde, of Duluth, who also own
26 gold ﬁopertles in the Ralny Lake re-
glon. ny ‘towns are springing up in
the gold fields, one of the most pr mis-
ing being Fort Francis, on the Seln river,
which ‘promises to rival Ralny Lake as
the centre of the gold country.

The militia found it necessary to
charge -the strikers several times during
the morning in order to clear the streets.
Shortly after noon a report was current
that rioting was in progress at Greene
and Summer avenues:

The reported rioting on Green and
Summer avenue grew out of the stoning
of a car by roughs. The roughs were
dispersed by tl.e police. During the
charge of the militia on a mob at Wic~
keoff street to-day one man was bay-
oneted. Up to 2 p. m. no serious out-

eak had occurred. The car lines have
only partly resumed operations.

The First Brigade, under command of
General Louis Fitzgerald, who had been
ordered here by Governor Morton’ to
suppress the riots caused by the trolly
car strikers, arrived early this morning.
There are 400 tmen in his brigade, The
Flatbush line started 26 cars this morn-
ing, being half the usual number. A
few cars were started on other lines.

Brooklyn, . Jan, 23.—Matters took a
serious turn yesterday, and there was
threatened loss of life. ' Order could not
be restored last night, although. 7,000
soldiers webe on duty besides- the whole
police ‘force with many specials. In
consequence another brigade has been
ordered to be in readiness or an instant
call. The mayor has -issued. another
proclamation in which he states that
ordér must prevail even Iif the entire
military force of the States has to be
summoned. The soldlers on duty are
preparing for a protracted stay. The
militia were obliged to fire upon a mob
which gathered at Halsey street, with
the result that two men were seriously
injured. The ¢ars which managed to run
were pelted with stones and other missi-~
les. The worst feature of the day oc-
curred on Fulton street, where the timely
arrival of the cavalry an olice pre-
vented bloodshed. About 1, strikers
gathered and hooted the men driving
the cars, besides sending stomes crash-
ing through the windows. The mob
_increased in size as the day advanced,
and all manner of obstructions were
placed on the tracks. ' Two men who
refused to leave their Vork were drag-
ged from the car and badly used by
the mob. About this time several cars
came up with pelicemen on board, and
the officers, drawing their batons, fell
upon the crowd, which retaliated with
stones. . The police 'De ,unable . to
cope with the mob, assistance was sent
for, and a detachment of mounted’ men
with drawn -sabres galloped 'up. The
effect was wonderful, the mob at once
dispersing in all “directions. Then a
picked line was formed and the people
kept moving. - Women and men. hooted
the officers, and at every opporiunity
congregated in a mass, using the same
tactics as ‘before. On Fulton street a
number of strikers attempted to pull a
car off the track with a rope, but were
frustrated by a charge of the cavalry.
Master Workman Connolly has declared
that he has revoked the order for the
linemen to return to work as a ven-
gance of organized labor on the prepe-
trators of an invasion of the rights of,
workingmen to assemble and organize.
Late at night there were a number of
fights between mobs and the_ police, but
the cavalry charges, usually won the
day. - On Halsey street a drunken man
was set upon and fatally injured, when
the troops interposed. The mob would
no move and a volley was fired. Several
people were injured.

Many Knights of Labor are members
of the regiments on duty, and are now
there in arms against their 'brethren of
district asrembly No. 75. The laws of
'the order, to ‘which its' members are
solemnly pledged, require that they shall
assist each other in distress and danger.
The Knights have a system of signs and
signals by which" they recognize oOne
another, and when the sign of distress
and danger is given by one Knight it is
the duty of his fellows to succor h m.
T_hxs danger sign is said to have been
Blven by some of the striking Kni.ghts
in Brooklyn to their brethren in the
militia and while a few soldiers have
recognized them many others have not.
The officers of the District Assembly No.
75 have complained, it is sald, to the
New York assemblies that have members
in the regiments on duty. The first of
the assemblies of New -York that will
take action in the matter is No. 3,960,
known as the Progress Association of
Steam-fitters and Helpers. Several of
its members belong to regiments op-
posed to the strikers. At its regular
meeting next Tuesday night .the Pro-
gress Asociation will proczed against
these soldier Knights of Lab.r for al-
lgged violation of [ftheir Dledges to the
order in taking up arms against brother
Knights. The membership of the Pro-
(gress is large.

‘The present ltigation ~has
consequence of the different interpreta-
tions placed by the. plaintiff, on the one
hand, and the defendants, on the other,
upon the following resolution, which was
‘passed at a meeting of the defendants,
at which the plaintiff was present, in
July, 1892:

“3rd. Resolved and carried unanimous-
1y, that Mr. H. E. Croasdaile be re-
| quested to accompany Messrs. Hall and
McDonald to England and assist them
in negotiating the sale of the ;nlnes,
and that he be paid for his exp $70
by each of the aforesaid 13 interests, and
such further sum as Mr. Winslow Hall
shall ccnsider right, upon the sale of the
mines, In consideration of “his general
services to the partnership.”

Acting upofi the resolution the plain-
tiff accepted and received the $70 per
interest - providdi  for his expenses and
proceeded to England, where he assisted
Hall and McDonald, as agreed upon. At
the time of the p ing of the resolution
all parties seent” to be of the same opin-
fon that he would not be detained there
more than two months, Wwhereas, as it
turned’ out, -he was detained 12. It ‘was
also stated to us by his gpunsel, and not
denied, that according to evidence given
at the trial which does not appear in the
appeal book, namely, that of two wit-
nesses, Sir Joseph Trutch and Mr. Day,
the sale of the mines wad almost wholly
due to the plaintiff’s influence and busi-
ness ability, and to the active part that
he took in the negotiations that led to it.
After the sale Winslow Hall refused to
pay the plaintiff for any of his services,
hence the present action. It is not denied
that the term “general services’” includes
servites performed before and after the
passing of the resolution; and there is
ho reason why those services should not
be separately dealt with, as was done at
the trial, when considering the question
of remuneration.

Judgment having been given for the
whole amount of the verdict, the de-
fendants now appeal on 'the ground that
the question 'of the plaintiff’s remunera-
tion having, by the terms of the resolu-
tion, been left by the parties to. the de-
cision of Winslow Hall, the action is not
maintainable. A question for a new trial
for alleged misdirection has also been
made; but “as the rule requiring the
instances of misdirection to be stated
.in the notice of motion have not been
complied with, the motion must be re-
-fused with costs. Apart from this, as
pointed out by the court at the hearing,
the motion could not be .allowed for
I"want of ‘merit

With respect to the first ‘branch of the
case, viz., the plaintiff’s claim for ger-
vices performed betwéen January,
and July, 189, that is for the period pre-
ceding the resolution, I agrvee with my
brother McCreight for the reasons he has
just given, that as the plaintiff had ac-
quired a vested right to be paid, nothing
short of payment or a valid release would
discharge the defendants. Hence, the
resolution in. itself, ‘although assented to
by him, could not, fortunately for him,
have the effect of divesting him of that
right. The finding of the jury of $1,350
must therefore stafid. ¥

As to the second finding of $4,350, fo
gervices performed in England, it is
obvious that the same reasons for sup+
porting it do not exist; for when the
resolution was passed it interfered with
no vested right, for none had-been  ac-
quired. as no reward had been earned.
It was quite competent, therefore, for the
parties to agree that the question of
remuneration for prospective or contem-
plated services should be left, as was
done, to Hall; and such an agreement im-
plies that it was intended to be left to
him, and not, for instance, to a jury.
The plaintiff, it is trug, states that he
so agreed on the understanding that he
would be entitled to a fair remuneration,
and that he did not rely on the resolu-
tion alone for the foundation of his
claim. But the fact remains that both
he and the defendants acted upon the
resolution and must, therefore, be taken
to bave adopted It. In support of the
finding the plaintiff’s counsel citied Bryant
v. Flight 6 M. & W., 14); but that case
would appear to have been overruled 20
years later by Roberts v. Smith (¢ H.
& N. 315); and such is the opinion ex-
pressed of it by Mr. Justice Strong, now
Chief Justice of Canada, in "his judg-
ment in Doutre v. Regina (6 S. C."R. at
p. 83970. Roberts v. Smith was a case
where, for instance, A. and B. agreed
that B shoul dperform certain services
and that in one event A should pay B
a certain salary, but in another event
A should pay B whatever A might think
reasonable. The other event having hap-
pened thé court held that there was no

- The resolution
proceeds as follows:  “That the plain-
tiff be requested to-accompany Messrs.
Hall and MeDonald™ to England and
assist them in negotiating the sale of
the mines and that he be paid for his
expenses s'm',by each of the 13 .nterests,
and such further sum as Mr. Winslow
Hall shall consider right, upon’ the sale
of the mines, in consideration of his
general services to the partnership. This
resolution i3 open ‘to more than one
construdtion. One view is that he is
only to be pad for his past services, it
the mine is sold, and then only such
a sum as Mr. W. Hall shall name. The
other is that anwm services he renders the
partnership, whether before or after the
date of the resolution, are to be valued
py Mr. W. Hallvand paid if the mine
is sold.
resolution refers to both past and future
services, but the defendant says that
whether it does or' not the eontract is
illusory . and dependent on the will of
Winslow Hall; and as Winslow Hall
refused to make any further allowance
the plaintiff ¢an recover nothing.

The plaintiff says that the very fact
that thewpast services are included: brings
the case within Bryant vs. Flight, 5 M.
and ‘W., which was an action brought on
an agreement worded as follows: o
hereby agree to enter your service as
a weekly manager -commencing next
Monday and e amount of payment I
am to receive I leave entirely for you
to determ.ne.” The majority of the
court held that a contract to pay some-
thing was deducible from the paper it-
self, but Baron Parke held it merely
honorary obligation undistinguishable
from Taylor vs. Brewer, 1 Man. and
Selw. 290. In the subsequent case of
Roberts vs. Smith, 4 H. and N 315, it
was decided that where future remunera-
tion was left to the defendant to decide
there was no contract upon which the
plaintiff could recover, and B, Martin
says that in’ his opinion if called upon
to decide between Taylor and Brewer,
and Byrant and Flight, he should say
that Taylor and Brewer was rightly de-
cided, and I cannot, ‘therefore, say as
regards future services the plaintiff has
succeeded in showing that he is entitled
to- hold “his verdict. He has accepted
Mr. W. Hall as the person to decide his
remuneration, and Mr, Hall refuses to
give anything. This may be a lability
in honor, but it is not a Lability by con-
traet. With regard to past services the
plaintiff had a claim and unless this
resolution can be treated as accord and
satisfaction, I do not think he is ousted
from maintaining his right to some pay-
ment. He did not sign the resolution.
A substituted agreement may be. ac-
cepted as accord and satisfaction of
an existing ecause of action, .the new
‘promise- only and not the performance
being taken in -satisfaction. See Hall
vs. Floektn, 14 Q.B, 380. But to make
the new promise a discharge of the
original debt it must be a promise bind-
ing on both and the original debt must
be discharged. I do not think in this
case that there is any accord and satis-
faction of the original debt, and I there-
fore am of op‘nion that the plaintiff is
entitled to retain his verdict for $1,350 for
past services.

‘With respect to the motion for a
new trial I think it should be refused.
The motion does not state the grounds
on which it is asked, It states for
misdirection, without in any way specify-
ing ¥he misdirection relied  on. See
rule 433 and Murfitt vs. Smith, 12 P. D,
116, and Pfeiffer vs.- Midland Rallway
Co’y.—18 O. B. D., 243. The other grounds
are error in refusing to put guestions to
the jury submitted. by defendant’s coun-
\sel. ~ On referrence to the appeal book
‘I think the jury were practically directed
as requested, and the refusal to leave
to the jury the construction of the re-
solution was right and proper. Having
gone carefully through 'the evidence in
support of the plaintiff’s case I cannot
help - feeling that the defendants 'sue-
ceeded in obtaining the plaintiff’s ser-
vices for. practically. nothing. . I think
the costs of the second argument should
be a complete set-off against the costs of
the motion for new trial, and, therefore,
as costs on either side of appeal or
pplication for new trial.
