Diroctors’ Annual Report for 1890.
MR PRESIDENT AND GENTLEMEN,—
Our society has completed the first year
of its sccond century. This is the 101st
annual meeting. The “cenfennial din-
ner,” on the evening of Dec. 10th, last,
was ps'auooonful celebration in every
respect. - Forty members and their
guests enjoyed the dinner at the Amer-
ioan House, Wolf¥ille, and spent a very
pleasant evening. An epitomised his-
tory of the society was read, and this
was followed by an address by Hon, W.
8. Fielding and speeches by F. G-
Curry, Warden of the County; F, W,
Borden, M. P.; A. McN. Pattersan,
John A. Woodworth, C.R. II, Starr,
A. A. Pinco and others. The dinner
was 8o popular that the society at the
last quarterly meeting voted to have
another on the 10th Dee., '90, the
anniversary of the founding of the soci-
oty, arrangements for which you are
requested to complete at this meeting,
Your directors have cndeavored to car-
ry out.the wishes of the society in pro-
viding animals for different sections and
attending to the interests of your society
in general. The thoroughbred Short-
horn bull, “Earl of Warwick,” purchas.
ed from Messrs Armstrong Bros. at the
Exhibition in Kentville, has given the
best satisfaction to his patrons and is
one of the finest animals in the Province,
He ig in Dr Fuller's hands, who com-
mends his docility and quict disposition,
A tboroughbred Shorthorn bull was
purchased from W, E. Roscoe, Kent-
ville, for Avonport.

Onts,—the next most important fodder
crop, in yield and quality were a great
improvewent on the crop of last year, yet
scarcely up to the average and the wet
weather almost ruined‘the straw for fod-
Wheat —Little is raised but that
little was a good yield and quality,
Barley, rye and buckwheat,—were an
average crop, but the'latter was largely
a failure owing to the wet, and for the
same reason it was very difficult to har-
vest beans, More barley than formerly
is being raised and mixed with oats for
fodder.
Potaloes,—This crop notwithstanding
all the drawbacks of the season was little
below the average, The “Bugs” dis
troyed some fields entirely and injured
all more or less, Owing to their depre-
dations and the drought early potatoes
were a smali crop, bnt later planted
wherever Paris Green was used, were a
large yield ; but they were a good deal
affected by the rot—in some cases nearly
one half were rotten—and in addition
they didn’t seem to become thoroughly
ripe before being dug and are not like the
little balls of flour that used to come om
our table with their jackets cracked open
already to peal off, If injurious mes.

We would
urge this society to pass a resolution in
favor of holding this cxhibitiou in
Keotville, and- to unite with the othey
societies in the county in pressivg the
Municipal Council to take the matter
in hand and guarantee a good prize-list,
This was done for the last Provincial
Exhibition held in Kentville and also
for the District Exhibition, both of
which were a success financially, Wo
congratulate the society on the incrcase
in membership during the past year,
and the satisfactory state of the finan-
ees and accounts as shown by the books
of the secretary.

Twrnips.—More turnips are
riised year by year as the growing of po-
tatoes and a market for them becomes
more uncertain, The crop is smaller
than usual as the drought bindered the
growth. Mangels, car ols, parsnips, are
an average. Mangels and turnips are
becoming important crops in this district
for feeding stock. Cibbages, tomatoes
and cucumbers are being profitably
raised by some of our farmers and were
agood crop:

Small Frwiis of all kinds are recciving
much attention and a larger place on the
farm each year, and area source of pro-
fit to all who give them proper attention,
On dry land the crop was a failure last
season, but wherever there was sufficient
moisture the crop was large and of ex-
cellent quality,

Apples.—Although 50 much has been
said of this crop in our valley, too much
cannot be said in favor of its cultivation
and its profitable nature.  Our apples
are 50 euperior in quality that the mar-
kets of the whole world are open to them,
and our thoussnds of barrels may be
and will be increased 10 millions and still
find a market at good prices, There can
be no mistake in planting all the trees
that can be well cared for, They blossom-
ed very full, but a cold windstorm blight-
ed many and even blew the leaves off
the trees ; then the drought in July and
Angust checked the growth of those that
had set and many little apples felj to the
ground, and the crop was not mofe than
25 of an average and the apples smaller
than usual. Nevertheless every fortnight
since the 13th Sept. some steamer has
carried hundreds and more often thous-
ands of barrels of our apples to London
besides those sold at home and sent to U,
8, and West Indies, amounting to other
thousands of barrels. One fruit steamer
was loaded at Kingsport with a cargo of
8000 or gooo barrels and left 1000 on the
wharf, With a crop below the average,
t.h'p money received for apples this season
will probably double in amount that re-
ceived for any other crop. But expences
are too high; a dollar freight from
stations on the W, & A, R. is too much
