It is pitiful to witness the con 
ditionof the sun. The great fire 
ball is in intense commotion. 
His surface is seamed and scar­
red in every direction, with black 
spots that indicate the disturb­
ing elements at work in his 
chaotic mass. Occasionally, for 
a. year or two,the blemishes dis­
appear. and the glorious king of 
day shows a face like a shield of 
glowing gold But the aspect 
quickly changes ; spots come 
rushing in all directions and 
assuming all forms. They ap 
pear, singly- and in pairs, and 
again in groups and rows. Im­
mense groups break up into 
small ones unite to form great 
chasms, into which half a dozen 
worlds might be dropped anc 
there would still be room for 
more. Sometime# the spots are 
visible to the naked eye, and at 
that time a good opera glass or 
a spy glass will make them 
easily perceptible. Hundreds 
of observers all over the worlc 
watch the sun’s face every clear 
day, and keep a record of the 
number of spots, their size, am. 
the direction in which they 
movë, for as the suns turns on 
his axis they turn with him. 
some of them remaining for 
months without much change, 
some taking on new forms and 
some disappearing entirely.— 
Very little is known of this 
mysjeribus sun or the spots that 
are visible more than ninety 
millions of miles away.

Once in about eleven years 
the sun takes on his present sun 
spot phase,and we are approach­
ing the maximum of distur­
bance. No one knows the cause. 
Some believe that it is planetary 
attraction, some that it is the 
fall of great masses of meteoric 
matter, and some that it is the 
result of internal commotion and 
the rush upward of gaseous ex- 
plosins in comparison with 
which our fiercest volcanic erup­
tions are but the flicker of a 
flame. Besides the sun spot 
agitation the gaseous outbursts 
are marked and vivid. The 
tongues of flame or rosy pro­
tuberances are darting forth in 
all direction and bearing their 
testimony to the solar commo­
tion. Mr Trouvelot, of Cam­
bridge, who makes daily obser­
vation of the sun’s chromosphere 
gives a graphic description of a 
remarkable solar protuberance 
that he witnessed on the 16th of 
November. When first seen it 
was large and complicated, ex­
tending upward from the sun 
about a hundred thousand.miles. 
Three or four hours after it had 
developed into huge proportions 
extending far out into space,and 
vanished gradually to regions 
where it could not be perceiv­
ed. As nearly as it could be 
measured, it reached a height of 
over a quarter of the sun’s dia 
meter’ or about two

Essentially the work which 
Anthony Comstock has been do 
ing in New York, theRevHenry 
Morgan has been doing in Bos­
ton. He is a Methodist clergy­
man, a man of bold, earnest and 
determined spirit, and all the 
worst moral sores of the city 
have, in their turn, been un­
covered and probed by his un­
sparing and unflinching hand.

knowing that the rent is the 
price of shame and ruin. The 
same of gambling dens, who 
own and let them and who fre­
quent them, faro banks, lottery 
offices, policy shops, places and 
venders of obscene literature 
raffles at fairs, illegal liquor 
selling—all these have been and 
are objects of Mr Morgan’s cease­
less and searching attention, 
aided by trusty agents,often fifty 
at a time, at his own expense, 
and written records are kept of 
all facts, names, dates, localities, 
witnesses, &c. Prosecutions 
have been numerous, the details 
ot which would fill a volume. 
That immense good has been 
done in checking and suppress­
ing moral evils, all good citizens 
see and acknowledge, never 
asks or receives a • dollar 
of aid, doing all from his own 
impulses and at his own 
expense.

THE LOCAL GOVERNMENT.

Charlatan*, who think they are 
specially adapted to manage the at* 
fairs of a Province, though in reality 
they are not fit to turn the smallest 
wheel iu the machine, may endeavor 
in a cloud of words to give their con­
ceptions of how our LocalLegielatnre 
can ba managed.

The 
opposition laid down their platform, 
hut the government mot every charge, 
and the debate showed conclusively, 
that at every point, the interests of 
the country were properly guarded 
by the present executive. Alter 
weeks of searching, after number­
less motions the opponents of the 
government were unable to find even 
the suspicion of a scandal, the slight 
•st taint of corruption in the govern­
ments administration. Every point 
was defended and the result of the 
debate was that the government was 
shown to be stronger in the House 
and country to day than ever it was 
before.

The independent support of such 
men as Davidson, Elder, McManus, 
etc., men of expcrionco,of ability,and 
or untarnished respectability, will far 
outweigh the factious opposition of the 
Gillespies, the Sayre’s or thcRitchie’s. 
The people of the Province are too 
intelligent to bo misled by the hollow 
and insincere" cries of a disappointed 
faction, who have uo coherence or 
consistency, who change their policy 
to sait their exigencies, and who 
prate about a political economy, the 
first principles of which they do not 
understand.

As to tho question of Economical 
Reform, it is a worthy one, and we 
believe the government will deal 
with it intelligently and well. The 
finances of the country are now In a 
good condition, and the management 
of the present government is bearing 
good fmit. In this regard let as 
quote the words of one of the great­
est of British statesmen:—

“ As it is the interest of the gov­
ernment that reform should bo 
early, it is the interest of tho people 
that it should be temperate. It is 
their interest, because a temperate re­
form is permanent,ayd because it has 
a principleef growth. Whenever we 
improve, it is right to leave room for 
further improvement. It is right to 
consider, to look about ns, to ex­
amine the effect ot what we have 
done. Then we can proceed with 
confidence because we can proceed 
with intelligence. Whereas in hot 
reformations, in what men more 
zealous than considerate call [making 
clear work, the whole is generally so 
crude, so harsh, so indegestod, mixed 
with so much nnprudence, and so 
mnch injustice, so contrary to tho 
whole coarse of human nature and 
human institutions,that the very peo­
ple who are most eager for it arc 
among the first to grow disgusted at 
what they have done. Then some 
part of tho abdicated grievance is 
recalled from its exile in order to be­
come a corrective of tho correction. 
Then (ho abuse assumes all the credit 
and popularity of a reform. The very 
idea of purity and desintorostoduess

politics falls into disrepute and is 
considered as a vision of hot and in­
experienced men, and thus disorders 
become incurable,not by the virulence 
of their own quality, bat by tho un­
apt and violent nature of the reme­
dies. A great part therefore ef re­
form should operate gradually; some 
benefits will come at a nearer,, some 
at a more remote period. We must 
no more make haste to be rich by 
parsimony than by intemperate ac­
quisition.”

These are golden words,and wov.h 
more than volumes of the windy let­
ters of thoLawrencos and others who 
endeavor to catch the public car by 
impossible schemes of general reform. 
Let the government proceed in its 
work of reform with the full con­
sciousness it has tho confidence 
of the country, and that it will be its 
own fault if it forfeit that confidence.

TOWN AFFAIRS.
(NoTâ.) ’

The manner in which our streets» 
sidewalks Ac., arc kept is simply 
disgraceful. Last year, on several 
■occasions, we referred to this mat­
ter, but we placed the blame on the 
then commissioner, not knowing the 
real circumstances of the matter, 
Later on, we learned that be was one 
of the best commissioners that ever 
held the offlce,tbat he collected more, 
aad expended the money more equit­
ably, than any commissioner for 
•one years. We thought the com­
missioner was merely appointed to 
do certain specified work, that he 
had a fixed amount to expend, and 
that repairs to roa Is, sidewalks Ac., 
were made after somo system. But 
we were surprised to learn that there 
is no system at all, that the com­
missioner has to assess the amount, 
collect it, and then expend it aa he 
set s fit. Tnat there is no plan of 
the streets, no estimate* made for 
the requirements of this service, ne 
idea of the amount to he collected, 
no fair apportionment of the lax, in 
fact that the whole thing is a matter 
of gness work, and feunded on no 
principle whatever. That such a 
state of affairs should exist i* a town 
of the size and. importance of Chat­
ham surprises us, aad we think that 
it is only necessary to Call public 
attention to the matter to have it 
remedied.

Before 1863 the roads in the town, 
like the roads in the country, were 
repaired by statute labor. In that 
year this labor was commuted to a 
money rate, bat the principle of as­
sessing was the same as when people 
had to appear and work eight hours 
a dey. The value of a day’s work is 
computed at thirty cents. Every 
male inhabitant, except clergymen 
and schoolmasters, over 21 years of 
age, is assessed 3 days or 90 cents . 
then for any real or personal estate 
not exceeding $400, one day addi­
tional. exceeding $400, aud not 
exceeding $2000 another day, and 
for every eight hundred dollars 
worth of property an additional day. 
This does great injustice in the dis­
tribution of tbe tax, as the following 
scale will show.

So that a man worth $3,600

of property only pays twice as much 
aa the man who ia only worth $400; 
and a mao without any property at 
all pays half as much as one with 
$2,000 worth of property. But we 
need not point out the injustice of 
the tax, it is apparent to any one 
who looks at tiio above table, and 
extends it, allowing an additional 
day for evcry$800 worth of property., 
À man with an income of $2,000 a 
year, if he have no real or personal 
property can only be assessed 90cts. 
the same as a poor laboring mar..

The result of this inequitable sys­
tem is, that a sura of from $700 to 
$1,000 only ia received for tire repair 
and extension of roads, sidewalks 
&c.,lbo renewal aud repair of sewers 
&c., a sum entirely inadequate for 
the service. Then the commissioner 
having carte blanch* to expend what 
the collects, at his own descrction, 
there ate streets in the town on which 
no public money is ever expended, 
and usually each commissioner at­
tends to his own locality, or to the 
interests ot his personal or political 
friends. Tho interests of the public 
who pay* tho taxes are often igaor- 
ed, and tire office is often soaght as 
a means of giving employment to the 
commissioner's horses,aud a number 
of men, who from long experience 
have learned to perfection tho man­
ner of “how not to do it.”

We will deal further. with this 
matter again.

We dirent nor readers to our special 
despatches from Fredericton. Some 
days ago Mr. Willis gave notice that 
ho would ask for the appointment of 
a committee to enquire into tho sale 
of Crown Timber Lauds at different 
times, and in various places,and that 
power be granted to said oominittec 
to summon, swear and examine wit­
nesses, to call for papers, and deal 
with all matters touching the inquiry 
at issue : bm unfortunately the motion 
failed to set forth the “qui* furore* 
O cive*T" and more than this failed 
to set forth any charge at all. When 
the motion was named, tbe Surveyor 
General took the floor. He said he 
was not afraid that the light of day 
should shine upolt tho management 
of his office, that he was prepared 
to meet any specific charge made by 
any responsible person, but that be 
was not prepared again to submit to 
tbe impertinent enquiries of a com­
mittee, who had no specific charge, 
bnt were merely on the hunt tor some 
thing. He pointed to the wording of 
the resolution, and asked the House. 
If it cooM sav what he had to meet, 
and taming towards Willis he said he 
would give that gentleman the privi­
lege of naming the charge for which 
he wa« to answer and would then him­
self call for Investigation. But Willis 
made no charge, he merely grinned, 
and the Surveyor General then turn­
ing to the House, said lie claimed its 
protection—that last winter charges 
had been made against his department 
by Mr. Ryan, that he had called him 
Self fora prompt,impartial and search­
ing investigation, that tho said inves­
tigation did not alone exonerate 
him fro.n the charge, bat the gentle­
man who made the charge denied that 
he had done so—and gave the house 
to understand that he only came there 
to search around, and nose around fa 
case there might be anything wrong. 
He said ho was not prepared to sub­
mit to a similar impertinent ordeal this 
winter.

Mr Davidson said the Legislature 
was the highest court in the land,and 
the same principles shonld regulate 
it, when it resolved itself into a 
judicial tribunal, that regulated the 
proper courts. In the courts, no man 
was arraigned without a specific 
charge.

HonMrLandry took the same ground 
and pointed to the proceedings of last 
winter, how Mr Ryan had swallowel 
his own words before the committee, 
and that tho time ot the House had 
been wasted to no purpose. Other 
hon gentlemen, among them tbe At­
torney General, and Mr. Elder 
concurred with Hon. Mr Ad­
ams, and on the "resolution be*, 
ing put, it was defeated by twenty 
three votes, to thirteen.

OUR LOCAL LEOISLATURE IN 
SESSION. TELEGRAPHIC.

E-30UMINAC NOTES.

Since writing you my last lettre of 
March 3rd, the Stab of Feb. 38th has 
come to hand (it only arrive» here 
Thursday evening.) I see ia that issue 
an article on the Bsouminac Telegraph 
Line which exactly coincide» with the 
yiaws expressed ia that letter which 
shews that you and I at all events are in 
accord regarding the utility of that work. 
There are, so I understand, telegraph 
lines all round the coast of N. S. on 
the Atlantic side, one from St John to 
Point Lepreanx, 40 miles down the Bay 
of Fnndy. Lines on both sides of the 
St Lawrence, In fact everywhere, ex­
cepting Miramiehi „ And why not on the 
Miramiehi? Because the matter has not 
been properly ventilated. No paper ex­
cepting the Star has given the matter 
any attention. Some of the business men 
of Chatham and Newcastle should take 
hold of it and and have it brought before 
the Government if they have not done so 
already.

In the fall of 1876 at the request of 
a number of fishermen (who Usually 
fish off the Point year after year,) a 
friend of mine drew out u petition to Sir 
Albert Smith, then Minister of Marine, 
requesting him as head of the Marine 
Department to call the attention of the 
Government to the want of a harbor of 
Refuge at that place and asking the Gov­
ernment to build a breakwater suitable 
for the protection of fishing schooners Or 
vessels of a light draught ef water. The 
petition was signed by a large number of 
fishermen (who came on shore for the 
pftpese,, and others directly interested 
in the fishing business. It was seat so I 
understand to Sir Albert Smith. The 
majority ef those who signed the petition 
and who will derive great benefit shoald 
the work be built are constituents of Mr 
Anglin, M P P for Gloucester, although 
fishermen from Kent, Northumberland, 
Bonaventure, Quebec, P 8 Island will 
also be benefited ae they are deeply in­
terested. Miramiehi pilots will also be 
benefited. The place where it is pro­
posed to build the Breakwater Is on the 
South side of Bscnminae Point in KENT 
County, so yon will see that it will net (if 
built) be a concession G» Noethumber- 
laad Connty, as the money for bnilding it 
is as likely to go to Kent as to Northum­
berland, aed Mr Giresrd, M P far Kent, 
has as much right (more I think,) to 
advocate the bnilding of it as Mr Snow­
ball has. Bet it it a work that will bene­
fit everyone interested in the fishing 
business in the northern part ef the Pro­
vince and PEI too. And one which 
along with the telegraph line the Gov­
ernment should undertake as soon as pos­
sible.

lu conclusion I will say the petition 
wag sent to Ottawa: there was no word 
about it; and a letter was seat te the 
Hon P Mitchell, then M P, asking him te 
see about it. The next move was that 
Mr Mitchell moved ia the Sons# of 
Commons fur all correspondence touch­
ing the building of the breakwater at 
BjcuminacPoint. Aad so it is fair to Mr 
Mitchell to state that be was the firs t to 
call attention to It in Parliament.

Mr Aaglin during the next session 
spake about it aad said it should be built. 
The members fer those counties shonld 
unite ia trying to have something done 
with those two important works. The 
Government got five and a half million 
dollars from the Yankees for the use ef 
the fisheries : it is but right the fisheries 
should have some benefit and those works 
are the the place te pat some of the sur­
plus revenue iuto.

Bnt land ia not personal property, it is 
real estate, by which is meant it cannot 
be taken away, but ia always there fixed 
and real. The tax it yields, for school 
purposes, to be consonant with the prin 
ciple of the school law, should be as 
immovable as the property itself. The 
principle of the bill is sound, nor would 
ita effects be hardshipping. It must in 
the end prevail.—Ed. Stas.

THE SURVEYOR GENERAL’S 

SPEECH, HIS DEMAND FOB 

SPECIFIC CHVRGBS,—HIS POS­

ITION MAINTAINED BY THE 

HOUSE.

(Special to Star.) 
Fanaaicrox, March 16.

Mr Willis in accordance with notice 
moved today for a select committee to 
whom shall be referred all papers re­
lating to the Bale of lands in several 
counties with power to bring persons ; 
and papers before them and examine 
witnesses on oath and report their opi­
nion and the evidence and proceedings 
of the committee thereupon.

Ho* Mr Adams asked that the object 
of the résolutioa should be more specifi­
cally stated. He sailed the attention of 
vh# House to the proceeding of last year, 
h hen certain charges were made against 
t is department and that out of the charges 
i o made a committee was appointed to 
Investigate them. The House and coun­
try well remembered that the charges 
made were not subetantsaUd. But undaun­
ted by their last years failure,this year an­
other statement insinuating mismanage­
ment in hie office had gone broadcast. 
There was no specific statement, nothing 
more than the insinuation of wrong. In 
any case where papers had been asked 
for, he had given them, but he could not 
give either papers of explanations - to 
indefinite enquiries or insinuations. He 
had heard no honorable member say 
evidence of wrong doing were to be fonod 
in the papers given—if wrong doing 
there were, it should be stated, nnd then 
ha would address himeeif to the charge. 
If an investigation were granted upon the 
motion? made, he would be utterly ignor­
ent of what he had to defend, and would 
be obliged to tend the tedious investiga­
tion of the committee during its random 
inquiry. He appealed to the House if 
he should be dragged a second time be­
fore a committee of five who would have 
the power of summoning witnesses to 
prove something that be had no know­
ledge ef. He contended that if cited 
before a committee, he shonld know for 
what, and if the mover (Willis) would 
now state to the House what the charge 
was, be would himself call for the in­
vestigation. [Willis failing to make any 
charge, the Hon Surveyor General then 
continued.] He would ask the House 
to give him more protection than ho bad 
had laet winter; and until something 
definite waa preferred against his de­
partment, and opportunity given him to 
meet the same in a fair way, be would 
ask the House to vote against the reso­
lution. (Applause-)

Mr Davidson said it struck him that 
specific charges shonld be made before 
investigation is granted as this is the 
highest court in the country.

Hon Mr Landry said it will be re­
membered that last winter Mr Ryan in a 
speech before this House stated that the 
revenao of Crown Land Office bad been 
diminished with the connivance of the 
Crown Land Department. A commit­
tee was appointed without any spécifia 
charges being named in the resolution, 
which called it, the expression in Mr 
Ryan's speech being the only grounds to 
justify the appointment of sach a com, 
mit tee. When the committee was or­
ganized Mr Ryan denied before them 
that be ever made such an assertion and 
the charge on which the committee was 
named was never investigated bnt the 
committee proceeded to search for mis­
management entirely outside of the mat­
ter for whish suoh committee was named. 
Thie year they make ao charges but ap­
pear also to be merely looking for some­
thing and they again ask for a commit* 
tee without stated object. If the oppo­
sition have any charges and will specify 
them the Government will be happy to 
give them a committee under the present 
resolution. If they fail in any one point 
they may take np some other and com­
pel the Surveyor General to ask for an 
adjournment till he can send abroad and 
bring witnesses to contradict what he 
cannot provide against till he hears it. 
Bringing of witnesses as was the case 
last year would entail expense, and be­
fore this is done the House has a right 
to know that there Is a necessity for tak 
ing action and some good purpose to be 
accomplished.

Blair urged the appointment of a com­
mittee and deprecated the attempt to es­
cape investigation made by the Surveyor 
General.

Mr Elder said he felt astonished at the 
interpretation put npon the words of the 
Surveyor General by tbo last speaker. 
He understood that the Surveyor General 
merely wanted the charge to be formu­
lated so lie might know whet he had to 
meet. The accused has, in all cases, a 
right to know what the charge is. He 
understood the Surveyor General v.as 
ready to meet any charge that would be 
made

Hon Mr Adams said the report stated 
that he said part of the^.OOO acres in 
Northumberland was under lease to four 
persons and that part of it was held by 
one who did not cut lumber on it. He 
gave the unqualified denial to the state­
ment that place-men were put up to 
make prices higher for those who were 
not friends of the Government. He 
stated that the 3,009 acres in Rest! 
gouohe waa never under license, and in

Kent Co. a portion of tbo land was 
bo. -ided by the Walker blocks.

Hon Attorney General and others 
concurred in these views and en the vote 
being taken the resolution was voki 
down by 33 to 13. The Opposition 
will now bnve to go mousing round fer 
another year !
