The
opposition laid down _theic platform,
but the government met every charge,
and the debate showed conclusively,
that at every polnt, the interests of
the country were properly guarded
by the present exccutive. = After
weeks of searching, afier number.
less motions the opponents of the
government were unable to find even
the suapicion of a ecandal, tho slight-
est taint of corruption in the govern.
ments administration. Every poiat
was defended and the result of the
debate was that the governmont war
shown to be stronger in the Housp
and country to day than ever it was
before.

The independent support of such
men as Davidson, Elder, McManaus,
etc., men of experionco,of ability,and
ot untarnished respectability, will far
outweigh the factions opposition of the
Gillespies, the Sayre’s or theRitchie’s.
The pcople of the Province are too
intelligent to be misled by the hollow
and insincere’ cries of a disappoinred
faction, who have wuo coherence or
consistency, who change their policy
to sait their exigencies, and who
prate about a political economy, the
first principles of which they do not
understand. :

As to the question of Economical
Reform, it is a worthy one, and we
believe the government will deal
with it intelligently and well. The
fluances of the conntry are now in a
good condition, and the management
of the present government is bearing
good fruit. In this regard let us
quote the words of one of the great-
est of British statesmen:—

¢ As it is the interest of the gov-
ernment that reform should be
early, it is the interest of the people
that it should be temperate. It is
their interest, becanse a temperate re-
form is permanent,apd becaunse it has
a principleef growth. Whenever we
improve, it is right to leave room for
further improvement. Itis right to
consider, to look about us, to ex-
amine the effect ot what we have
done. Then we can proceed with
confidence becanse we can proceed
with intelligence. Whereas in hot

reformations, in what men more
zealous than considerate call ymaking
elear work, the whole is generally so
crude, so harsh, so indegestod, mixed
with 80 muach unprudence, and 8o
mueh injustice, 8o contrary to tho
whole course of human nsturc and
haman institutions,that the very peo«
ple who ars most eager “for it are
among the first to grow disgusted at
what they have done. Then some
part of thc abdicated grievance is
recalled from its exile in order to be-
come a corrective of the cerrection.
Then the abuse assumesall the credit
and pepularity of a reform. The very
wlea of purity aad desinterostodness

politics falls into disrepute and is
considered as a vision of hot and in-
experienced men, and thus disorders
become incurable,not by the viralence
of their own quality, bat by the un-
apt and violent nature of the reme-
dies. A great part thorefore of re-
form shounld opcrate gradually; some
benefits will come at a nearer,, some
at a more remote period. We must
no more make haste to be rich by
parsimony than by intemperate ac-
quisition.”

These are golden words,and wor.h
more than volumes of the windy let-
ters of theaLawrences and others who
endeavor to catch the public car by
impossible schomes of general reform.
Let the government proceed in its
work of reform with the full eon-
sciousness thgt it has the confidence
of the country, and that it will be its
own fault if it forfeit that confidence.
The heterogenous elements that con-
stitate the opposition havo the confi-

dence of nobody, not even of them-~|

selves, and so far from being able to
take upon themselves the daties of an
Execative are far from fit to perform
creditably the fanctious of an Opposi-
tion.

Tue manner ig whicii our atreets,
sidowalks &c., are kapt is simply
disgracaful. Last yoar, on several
2casions, we roferred to this 1mat-
ter, but we placed the hlame on the
then commissioner, not knowing the
real circumstances of the mastier.
Later on, we lcarned that he was one
of the best commissioners thac ever
Leld the office,that ke coliected more,
aad expended the mouey more equite
ably, thau any commissioner for
some years. We thought the com-
missioner was merely appoiated to
do certain specified work, that he
had & fixed amount to expend, and
that repairs to roa la, sidewalks &c.,
were made after some system. Buj
we were surprised to learn that there
is no system at all, that the com-
missioner Ly Lo assess Lhe amount,
colleet it, and theu expeud it as he
secs fis. That there is no plan of
the stracts, no estimatea made for
thie requirements of this servics, ne
idea of the amount to be callected,
no fair apportioument of the iax, in
fact thatthe whole thing is » malter
of guess work, and founded on no
principle whatever. ‘That such a
state of alfairs should existin 2 town
of the size an importarce of Chate
ham surprises us, aad we think that
it is onfy necussary to call public
attcntion to the matter te have it
remedied. ¥

Before 1863 the roads in the town,
hke the roads in the country, were
répaired by statuta labor. In that
year this Jabor was commuted to a
money rate, bui the principle of as«
sessing was the same as whea people
had to sppear and work eight hours
aday. The vaine of 8'day’s work is
computed at thirty cents. Every
male inbabitant, cxcept clergymen
and schoolmasters, over 21 years of
age, is assessed 3 days or 90 cents
then for any real or personal estate
not exceeding $400, one day addi
tional, exceeding $400, aud not
exceeding $2000 another day, and
for every cight hundred dollars
worth of property an additional day.
This does great injustice in the dis-
tribution of the tax, as the following
scale will show.

So that a man worth $3,600 werth
of property only pays twice as much
as the man who s only worth $400;
and a maa without any property at
all pays half as much as ens with
$2,000 worth of property. But we
need not point out the injustice of
the tax, it is apparent to any one
who looks at tho above table, and
extends it, allowing an additional
day for erory$800 worth of property.
A man with an income of $2,000 a
yeur, if he have noreal or personal
property can only bo assessed 90nts.
the same as a poor laboring man.
The result of this inequitable sys.
tem is, that a sum af from $700 te
$1,000 only ia received for the repair
and extension of roads, sidewalks
&c.,the rencwal sad repair of sewers
&o., a sum entirely -inadequate for
the servics. Then the commissioner
having earte blanche to expend what
the collocts, at his awn descretion,
there are streetsin the town on which
no public money is ever expended,
and usually each commissioner at-
tends to lis own locality, or to the
interests ot his personal or political
friends. The interests of the public
who pay; the taxes are often igmor-
ed, and the office is oftcn soaght as
ameans of giving cmployment to the
commissioner’s horscs,and a aumber
of men, who from long experionce
have learned to perfectien the wnan-
ner of ‘‘how not to doit.”

Somn
rdays ago Mr. Willia gave notice that
he would ask for the appointment of
a committee to enquire into the sale

Tle said he
was not afraid that the light of day
should shine upch the maunagement
of his vfieq, that he was prepared
to meet any specific charge made by
dguy responsible person, but that he
was not prepared again to snbmit to
the impertinent enquiries of a com-
mittee, who had no specific charge,
but were merely on the hunt tor some
thing. - He pointed to the wording of
the resolation, and asked the House,
if it conld say what he had to meet,
and tarning towards Willis hie said he
would give that gentloman the privi-
lege of naming the charge for which
he was to answer and would then hiwm-
self call for investigation. But Willis
made no charge, he merely grinned,
and the Sarveyor General then turne
iug to the flonse, Baid he claimed its
protection—that last wirter chargbs
had been made against his department
by Mr. Ryan, that he had called him
self fora prompt,impartial and search-
inginvestigation, that the said inves.
tigation did not alons éxonerate
him fro.n the charge, bat the gentle-
man who madsthe charge denied that
he had done so—and gave the house
to understamd that he only eame there
to search arouud, and nose arouud ¢n
case there might be anything wrong.
He said he was not prepared to sub-
mit to a similar impertinent ordeal this
wiuter.

Mr Davidson said the Lagislature
was the highest court in the land,and
the same principles should regulate
it, when it resolved itself into a
jadioial tribunal, that regulated the
proper courts.

Is it any wonder
thaj the Suiveyor General indignan-
tly refused to submit to such a pre-
posterous enguiry, and that the House
with a firm voice oried down the in-
troduction of such & pernieious prin-
ciple? The first axiom in’ judieial
philosephy is that cvory inan is
presumed to be innocent, till he is
proven guilty, but the mousfrous in-
novation, of which Mr. Willis would
becomo the sponsor, assnmes every
man guilty till he is proven innocent:
for says Willis, wo -have no charge
against the Crown Land Depsartment,
yot weo assume tho hoad of that De
partment to be guilty,— lct him prove
himself innoecent by the investiga
tion.
It was high time the Legislature
closed its doors against impertinent
intrasion upon official gronnds; for
else it would at mo distant duy find

March 8rd, the Sram of Feb. 28th hes
coms to bsnd (it only acrives here
Thursday evening.) I se in that fssue
an articls on the Hscuminac Telegraph
Line which exaetly coincider with the
yisws sxpresssd jo that lewter which
shows that you and I at all events are in
acoord regarding the utility of that work.
Tlhere are, so I understand, telegraph
linex all round the coast of N, S. on
the Atlamtic side, ons from St Joha to
Point Lepreasx, 40 miles down the Bay
of Fandy. Lives on both sides of the
St Lawrence, in fact everywhere, ex-
cepting Miramichi, And why not on the
Miramichi? Becanse the matter has not
boen properly ventilated. No paper ex-
cepting the S8Tar hes given the matter
any attention. Some of the business men
of Chatham and Newcastle sheuld take
hold of it aud and have it brought befors
the Government if they have not done o
alrdady.

In the fall of 1876 at the request of
a number of fishermen (who usaally
fish off the Point year after year,) a
friend of miwe drew out a petition to Sir
Albert Smith, then Minister of Marine,
requesting bim as head of the Marine
Department to call the attention of the
Government to the want of 8 harbor of
Refuge at that place and asking the Gov-
ernment to build a breakwater suitable
for the protection of fishing schooners or
vessels of & light draught of water. - The
petition was signéd by & large number of
fishernien (who came on shore for the
plrpese,, snd otkers directly iaterested
in the fishing busizess. It was sent 80 I
understand to Sir Albert Smith. The
majority of those who signed the petition
and who will derive great bemefit should
the work be built are constituents of Mr
Anglin, M P P for Gloncester, although
fishormen from Kent, Northumberland,
Bonaventure, Quebes, P B Island will
also be beneflted asthey are deeply in-
terested.  Miramichi pilots will also be
benefited. The place whersit is pro-
posed to build the Breakwater is on the
Bouth side of Escaminae Poiat in KENT
County, 80 you will see that it will net (if
built) be a concession to Noethamber-
laad County, as the money for building it
ia o8 likely to go to Kent as to Northem-
borland, and Mr Girosrd, M P for Kent,
\bas as mauch right (more [ think,) ta
advocate the building of it as Mr Snow-
ball bas. Byt it ie a work that will benes
fit everyoms iaterested in the fishing
business in the nerthery part of she Pro-
vince sud P F Itoo. And one which
along with the telegraph lins the Gove
ernment should undertake as soon as pose
aible,

In conclusien I will say the petitien
wagseat to  Ottawa: thers was no word
about it; and & lettar was seat ts the
Hon P Mitchell, then M P, asking hini 1o
seeabout it.
