„ Dublin, Dec. A
A terrible tragedy occurred near Cooks- 

otd, county Tyrone, this morning, A bailiff 
named James Mulholland was employed to 
execute a decree against a farmer named 
David Gormley, living at Lough Foy, a 
wild part of the county. The decree 
was at the suit of a trader, two 
of whose clerks accompanied Mulhol­
land. Upon their arrival at Gormley’a 
house, the latter came out with a shot-gun 
and called out to Mulholland to stand. Then, 
drawing a line across the road, he threatened 
to shoot Mulholland if he crossed it. Mul­
holland paid no heed to the warning and ad­
vanced. Gormley then raised his gun and 
shot the bailiff through the heart. The 
corpse was soon afterwards removed to Cooks- 
town. Gormley fled. Most of the police 
were away at Brookborough, where a land 
meeting was in progress.

A DRAMATIC EVICTION.

A sad and dramatic eviction took place in 
County Wicklow to-day. An old man named 
Arthur Kavanagh, in feeble health, who had 
a cabin on the pnfrwrty of Earl Fitz- 
wilham, had fallen behind in his rent. 
A decree of ejectment was obtained 
by the Earl at the last Wicklow 
sessions, and his gamekeeper, with two bailiffs, 
w»nt to execute the decree this afternoon. 
They had to carry Kavanagh out of the house, 
and as he was crossing the threshold of his 
cabin the poor old man gave one gasp and 
died in the gamekeeper’s arms. His body 
was laid by the roadside, and over 
it for hours sat his only mourner, a grand­
daughter. Kavanagh was formerly in a good 
position, having been previously a carrier be­
tween Dublin and Wicklow. He has been 
unable to work for two years, and was bed­
ridden for some time.

A JUDICIAL LAND MEETING.
Our Boyle correspondent telegraphs :— 

“ An extraordinary scene took place here to­
day. A League meeting assumed the powers 
mil nature of a court after the fashion 
of O’Connell’s arbitration courts, despite 
the fact that such action constitutes

After de­
liberation, during which Higgins was greeted 
with angry cries, it was agreed to fine him one 
pound. Higgins paid the money and left the 
room. The cases of. three shopkeepers 
whose names appear on the black list 
circulated in the neighbourhood were 
next considered. They applied for ad­
mission to the League, and their 
oases were thereupon postponed. The cases 
of other offending tenants were considered 
and adjourned for a week for. examination. 
Edward Cunningham then produced a 
list of shopkeepers in Boyle who had 
not joined the League, and moved 
that they get one week to make up their 
minds or be “ Boycotted.” To-day the 
shops of traders whose names are on the black 
list were entirely deserted. Parties seen en­
tering their houses, or known to be dealing 
with them, are warned. Various acts of in­
timidation are reported.

A PROTESTANT CLERGYMAN'S MANIFESTO.

The most remarkible event in connection 
with the Brookborough land meeting is the 
part taken by the Protestant rector, who is­
sued the following notice :—

“ Men or Ulster,—Some evil-disposed 
person, desiring to stir np strife and cause 
Bloodshed in our neighbourhood, has posted 
up a notice calling upon the Protestant ten­
ant farmer to oppose at the land meeting on 
Tuesday next the Roman Catholic tenant 
farmer, with whom his interests are identical. 
As your true friend, I call upon you to treat 
with contempt such advice. Too long has 
creed been hounded against creed in this un­
happy land.”

Dublin, Dec. 9.
Gormley, the Cookstown murderer, was 

arrested this afternoon at his own house, 
while changing his clothes preparatory to hie 
final flight, he having returned home jnst be­
fore. An inquest was held and a verdict of 
wilful murder was returned. The prisoner 
was sent to Omagh, gaol. The inquest re­
vealed the fact tliat Mullnolland had taken 
the gun from Gormley, but on a promise that 
the latter would not use it returned the gun. 
Thereupon Gormley raised it to his shoulder 
and fired.

BULLDOZING AT CASTLEBAR.

Our Castlebar correspondent telegraphs that 
great excitement prevails in that place owing 
to the visit last night of a party with black­
ened faces to the houses Of several herdsmen, 
whom they compelled to go down on their 
knees and swear that they would leave their 
employers. Shots were tired, and the occu­
pants of the house greatly terrifidi. In one 
case the daughter of a herdsman Was so over­
come that she is in a precarious condition. 
Several of the herdsmen obeyed the demand. 
Similar midnight visits are reported to-day 
from various parte of the country.

A TRUE BILL AGAINST MB. HEALEY.
The Grand Jury at Cork to-day found true 

bills against Mr. Healey, M. P., and Mr. 
Walsh for the intimidation of Cornelius Man­
ning, after the judge had given strong direc­
tions to the jury.

INSTRUCTIONS TO MAGISTRATES.

Mr. Forster, Chief Secretary for Ireland, 
has issued a memorandum to magistrates point­
ing out that persons assembling around, or 
disguised, or assuming the name of any 
society to the terror of her Majesty’s sub­
jects, are guilty of high misdemeanour render­
ing them liable to imprisonment, as are' also 
those who by threats endeavour to compel 
any person to quit his employment, or pub­
lish or write anything calculated to incite 
riot or unlawful assembly. All magistrate® 
and constables are bound to apprehend, op­
pose, and disperse persons engaging in these 
practices, and they can command all persons 
to assist them. Any two magistrates can 
bind over persons whom they have reason to 
suspect of even an intention of participating 
in unlawful proceedings or assembly, or in 
case of refusal to be bound over, they can 
commit them to gaol. They can bind over 
any persons whom they believe can give evi­
dence relative to such proceedings, and if 
such refuse to be bound over or to give evi­
dence they can commit them to gaoL

Mandeville were waited upon by Mayor 
Blair, resident magistrate at Monaghan, who 
begged them to abandon the meeting for the 
present, ç» a breach of the peace was certain 
to ensue if both meetings were held at the 
same time.

THE IRISH LANDLORD PARTY.
It is understood that the Irish landlords 

will present a land bill of their own to Par­
liament, as they have no faith in the profes­
sions of the Government. They will have a 
pretty large following in the House, and this 
gives rise to a third party in the Irish con­
troversy.

A JUDGE THREATENED.

Judge Fitzgerald, Baron of the Exchequer 
of Ireland, lias received a letter threatening 
that he will be murdered unless he charges 
fairly in certain Limerick cases.

London, Dec. 12.
In four months 698 indictable offences re­

ported in Connaught but only thirty-nine 
persons were rendered amenable. 677 per­
sons against whom offences were committed, 
through terror or a desire to shield the offend­
ers, refused to prosecute or assist the police. 
In May there were 888 lesser and 236 in­
dictable offences. Even the reports of the 
police do not include all the outrages com­
mitted and the threatening letters received. 
The case concerning which «Judge Fitzgerald 
received a threatening letter was. that of the 
wounding of Hanlan, a caretaker, near New 
Pallas. Hanlan indent!fled his assailant, but 
the defence contested hie ability to identify a 
man at night, and the prisoner was acquitted.

London, Dec. 13.
The Timet in its leading editorial says :— 

“ The gravity of the situation in Ireland in-

The worst is 
proved to be substantially true.”

THE GOVERNMENT FOUND WANTING.

The Times says :—“It seems too plain that 
the Irish Government has already allowed 
the reign of lawlessness to assume dimensions 
it should never have reached. The futility of 
the policy so far pursued has been demon­
strated by bitter experience, and a new de­
parture may well be recognized as inevitable. 
It would be most unpatriotic if the pride of 
apparent consistency caused the minds of 
Ministers to be shut against the evidence in 
favour of stringent action.”

MR. FORSTER CRITICIZED.

The Pall Mall Gazette criticizes the course 
of the Chief Secretary for Ireland as indicat­
ing a want of grasp and firmness, and pre­
dicts that if the Prime Minister and one sec­
tion of hia colleagues refuse to acquiesce in 
extraordinary measures of repression the 
Ministry will be m danger of falling to pieces, 
bat suggssts that the opponents of coercion 
hitherto will not be likely to break up the 
Government by refusing to allow in Decem­
ber what they might be compelled to concede 
in January. *
A DEMONSTRATION IN FAVOUR OF FEN1ANISM.

At a great land meeting at Craughwell 
yesterday there were strong demonstrations 
in favour of Fenianism, the crowd upon the 
mention of the Fenian movement cheering 
enthusiastically for several minutes.

THE CABINET SESSION.

The Cabinet was in session three hours and 
a half. Mr. Forster was in consultation 
with Mr. Gladstone half an hour after the 
Council separated. The Press Association 
is informed that the Irish magistrates, 
replying to Mr. Forster’s circular, ex­
pressed the opinion that they would be 
unable to carry out the provisions of 
the circular. Mr. Forster, therefore, told 
his colleagues that the ordinary law could not 
be depended upon. It was proposed in the 
Cabinet Council to-day that the Irish Ex­
ecutive be given coercive powers, with a view 
to indemnity from Parliament. Messrs. 
Bright and Chamberlain again repeated their 
resolution to resign if coercion were adopted, 
and a decision was ultimately postponed until 
Tuesday’s Council.

At the Cabinet mëeting to-day it was de­
cided that Parliament should meet on the 6th 
of January, when, if matters in Ireland were 
unimproved, the Government would introduce 
the most vigorous and coercive measures, in­
cluding the suspension of the Habeas Corpus 
Act.

Dubbin, Dec. 14.
The assize courts in various quarters of 

Ireland are now sitting and dealing with the 
agrarian crimes which, for the past few 
months, have been creating the terrorism that 
now existe. Four of the leading judges in 
Ireland have delivered their chargee to the 
Grand Jury, beginning a week ago at Cork 
with the Right Hon. J. D. Fitzgerald, of the 
Queen’s Bench, and ending yesterday in 
Ulster with the Right Hon. James Anthony 
Lawson, of the Common Pleas. It has been 
throughout the autumn the aim of your 
correspondent not to exaggerate the 
growth of social disorder or report 
stories of outrage except after fall 
confirmation, but in consequence of the re­
fusal of the public officers to make known 
their official records it has been often impossi­
ble to supply exact figures for -the remote 
regions. The judges’ charges fill this want. 
Judge Fitzgerald furnished the following 
list of

True liberty has ceased to exist, intol­
erable tyranny prevaila, life-ia not secure, 
right is disregarded, the processes of law can­
not be enforced, dishonesty and lawlessness 
disgrace the land.

require amendment, or whether mir institu­
tions are open to improvement. These are 
matters for the Legislature. No candid mind 
can doubt the disposition of the Imperial Par­
liament or its anxiety to consider or redress 
all real grievances. I add for myself, for you, 
and tor all well-thinking people, that we are 
prepared to make all sacrifices if by doing so 
we can procure the restoration of peace and 
prosperity to this distracted country. The 
primary functions of Government are to pro­
tect life and property, and repress crime. 
It is to aid in accomplishing these objects 
that we are assembled here. Our duty is 
to administer the law as it exists, and to en­
deavour to eliminate crime from the land. 
With these objects in view I offer you my 
best aid, and expect from you firm and cour­
ageous assistance. ”

IN THE NORTH.

Judge Lawson at Belfast yesterday said :— 
“.While one agrarian case is before me for 
trial, I cannot ignore the constabulary re­
turns. I am sorry to publicly state that the 
clear conclusion at which I have arrived is 
that the system of intimidation which has so 
long been prevailing in the southern counties 
is gradually but surely making itself felt in 
this great northern province. I have known 
this country for nearly half a century, 
and never in the course of that experience do 
I remember any state of things at all parallel 
to that which is now existing. A system of 
intimidation on a large scale is perfectly un­
concealed and openly avowed. It is prac­
tised on those concerned in the administration 
of the law. From every judge *n the bench 
down to the bailiff serving an ejectment pro­
cess, all are sought to be made subject to its 
influence. And meanwhile the local Leaguers 
continue to hold courts at which persons are 
tried for offences against the rules of the 
League.”

A judge’s life threatened.
The Express to-day refers to the Land 

League petty sessions. The assizes at Gal­
way, Waterford, and other places find a diffi­
culty in finding jurors, the resident gentry 
and shop proprietors absenting themselves on 
account of fear and intimidation. • Heavy 
fines have been inflicted with little effect. 
When Baron Dowse was presiding at the 
Connaught assizes he received a letter threat­
ening him with death if he ^should convict 
any member of the Land» League.

JURYMEN REFUSING TO ACT. .

At the Waterford assizes, although the 
jury panel has been three times called, and 
on the last two occasions under penalties of 
£10 and £50 respectively for non-attendance, 
not a sufficient number have answered the 
summons for a jury to be struck.

A BRUSH WITH THE CONSTABULARY.

At Irishtown, near Claremorris, last night 
a body of men attempted^to forcibly enter a 
farm from which a tenant had been evicted. 
They attacked the constabulary, who imme­
diately fired upon them, wounding four. Two 
men were arrested.

Eighteen 
horses are still in the pit. Four men were 
brought up alive.

It is now ascertained that 186 of the per­
sons in the pit at the time of the explosion 
are dead. Seven corpses have been brought 
np, and many others will be raised this even­
ing. The most intense excitement prevails 
throughout the district, and all the ap­
proaches to the colliery are thronged with 
waiting men, women, and children. The 
cries of the people whose relatives are im­
prisoned in the colliery are heartrending.

It is now estimated that one hundred lives

Mackenzie entered into the Carnarvon

pectations of British Columbia and push the 
railway from Lake Superior westward. There 
appears now to have teen this weakness in 
Mr. Mackenzie’s pi**—that he was doubtful 
of the value of the lands of the North-West ; 
and though he offered 40,000,000 acres as a 
subsidy, he still at hdrt felt that the money 
was to come from toe pockets of the people. 
Last session both he and Mr. Blake confessed 
that such was their belief, and opened the

SIB CHARLES TUPPERB SPEECH.
Orrawa, De» 14.—The speech Of Sir 

Chari* Tapper was naturally looked for with 
anxiety, and a great deal of interest was 
manifested in the proceedings. Probably 
public interest culminated in the opening of 
the debate, and this fact alone shows now 
essential it was that the Government should 
make its statement. The proposition with 
which Sir Chari* set ont, vi», that the 
present policy but cam* out a pokey ex­
pressed in Parliament on previous occasions, 
was an obvie* one ; nor w* he out of keep­
ing with the language, at least, of Mr. Mac­
kenzie wh*o he declared that the Govern­
ment had some right to expect an almost 
unanimous en (formation of ill policy. A private 
oempnagr, sided by a grant in money and in
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toe policy of 1871, * endoraed by

ey* of the people to the narrow escape they 
had had from grinding and oppressive taxa­
tion for the purpose of building the railway.

On the return of the present Government 
to power, the policy of 1871 was again, * far 
* possible, reverted to. That policy to 
to ntilira the lands of the North-W*t for 
the purpose of building the railway, and to 
minimize as far as possible toe drain upon 
the financial resouro* of the country. Sir 
Chari* Tapper’s explanations of the reasons 
why to-day Canada occupies so favourable a 
position as a field for immigration, and why 
the land ie to-day so much more valuable an 
asset, were perfectly reasonable. Lord 
Beaconsfield’s apt and’valuable speech was an 
aid in that direction. Mr/ Pope’s timely 
project of obtaining delegates from the 
agricultural districts in England waa a 
scheme the results of which must be vast and 
valuable in the future. To-day the country 
stands in the position of being able to carry 
ont the • policy of building the railway 
mainly out of the lands of toe West. Sir 
Chari* was right, also, in contending that 
ta» til* the -Om-crnment proceeded with 
sections A and B and with too Yale-Kam- 
loope line the private capitalists would have 
taken fright from the Government’s limita­
tion, and the po*ibility of building the road 
by a company woyld have been necessarily 
abandoned. But they not only had " the sat­
isfaction of knowing that they had been en­
terprising in regard to the railway, but also 
the satisfaction of knowing that they had 
placed the financial condition of the country 
m such a position that Canada took a new 
and far more favourable rating in the money 
markets of the world, and among the men 
who engage with great capital in vast public 
undertakings. Sir Chari*’ mode of dealing 
with the present bargain * compared with 
previous propositions was eminently practical 
and carefully statistical. In 1872 Parliament 
voted in all the sum of $84,700,000, taking 
the land at one dollar peri acre, and this sum 
has always been ridiculed by the Reform 
leaders * miserably insufficient Mr. 
Mackenzie in North Ontario declared that 
ten dollars might « well be offered * thirty 
millions in rash. In 1874 Mr. Mackenzie put 
an Act on the statute book giving him con­
trol in money and lands and interest at four 
per cent, for twenty-five years on the owt 
above $10,000 per mile, making toe total 
subsidy equal to $104,887,000. In this cal­
culation Sir Chari* took the cost of the road 
th mean-Senator Prater’s estimate of the cost 
of toe Georgian Bay branch, which was mani­
festly a very low calculation. Now let * 
summarize these :—

From the* figures it appears plain that, as 
Sir Chari* calculates it, toe present bargain 
is by far the mwt favourable that haa ever 
been offered to the country so far as the terms 
of the subsidy are concerned.

After devoting the afternoon tea discussion 
of ths history of ths Pacific railway from 
1871 to 1878, and proving how completely the 
Mackenzie Government had committed them- 
eetves to the policy of building the road, on 
terms largely more expensive than the terms 
of the syndicate bargain, Sir Chari* devoted 
a little spa* after recess to Mr. Blake. He 
quoted Mr. Blake’s speech of 1875 to show 
that that gentleman had ridiculed the id* 
of valuing the lands at $1 an acre. He then 
alluded to the higher value put upon the 
land for Opposition purposes, and gave calcu­
lations showing how the accounts of the 
bargains under the contract of 1873, the offer 
of Mr. Mackenzie under the Act of 1874, and 
the syndicate’s bargain of 1880, would stand 
if the land was calculated at $1.50 and at $2. 
The* calculât,ions, after* before recess, were 
sometimes interrupted by remarks from toe 
Opposition, and it wae noticed that Sir Chari* 
invariably turned the tabl* on those who in­
terrupted him id a manner that was very 
brilliant indeed. He waa repeatedly cheered 
daring the* episodes, * he was at the close 
of his speech at recess. He quoted Mr. Mac­
kenzie’s pledge to proceed rapidly with the 
British Columbia session, calculated at that 
time at thirty-five million dollars, as an evi- 
denoefof the reckless manner in which that 
gentleman biraself was ready to proceed with 
a work which now he wish* to «top, and 
thinks extravagant at a far less estimate of 
o*t He also pointed out that at toe time 
when Mr. Mackenzie waa taking a most cheer­
ful view of the rapid construction of the road, 
that gentleman was actually calculating that 
the road would owt one hundred million dollars 
for construction and eight million dollars for 
running expenew, besides the interest on the 
cost, which at four per cent would be four 
million dollars mere. Yet Mr. Mackenzie 
now objects to a bargain which gets the road 
built at $78,000,000, wito.entire freedom from 
all cost of running expenses. Sir Chari* also 
took up Mr. Blake’* estimates of Iwt year * 
to the owt of the railway, and showed that 
Mr, Blake bad actually calculated the cost at

one hundred and twenty million dollar* l*«t 
year, to which running expenses to the 
•mount 18,000,000 mint be added. Yet 
Mr. Blake pretends to *tand aghast at 
toe idea of getting the road built for $78,000,- 
000 without running expense» Sir Chqrlee 
proved from Mr. Butte’s speech* that the 
•urn of $89.000,000 TO put down * the cost 
of a ‘ mere tramway,” and that Mr. Blake and 
Mr. Mackenzie hadMter, various difference, of 
opinion, come together at last in a common 
mutual estimate of $121,000,000* the prober 
coat of a good road. He then took .up the 
ex-Finan*Minister’s estimates of ths coet of 
the railway, and showed that that gentleman 
had calculated all the way from $100,000,000 
to $160,000,000 and $160,000,000. Sir 
Chari* made a very strong point as be called 
attention to the fact that Parliament had last 
«eeeion given 100.000.0ÇQ acres of land, and 
yet the Government had onlv disposed of 
25,000,000 acre» leaving 75,000,000 acres 
still in the hands of the Government, and that 
toe ultimate owt to the country, su] 
the interest on the - money spent to­
by the Government^ woqld be'no more___
$2,000,000 per annuo), the country being en­
tirely free from all cost of running toe road. 
Sir Chari* also defended the. standing of the 
company that had undertaken to build the 
railway. He repudiated the notion that the* 
men could, or would, ha vis any other interest 
than one friendlyjind favourable to the road, 
in which eo much of their fortunw was in­
vested, and to which they had committed 
their character and standing * business 
The fact that iqpnakjng terms with the syn­
dicate the Government had taken into con­
sideration the impropriety of making toe 
terms so hard and strict that either the 
negotations would, hove been off or the com­
pany would have been unable to continue its 
contracts, was stated With a good deal of 
force and reasonablèneéè. With regard to 
the adoption of toe, Uhion Pacific * the 
standard for construction, Sir Chari* pointed 
out that the same road was made the stan­
dard in 1872, and that the Union Pacific 
was an excellent specimen of construction. 
He also called attention to what in'this con­
nection WMaatrongpoint, namely, thattherwd 
was to be the property of the company, and 
therefore theyweregreatlyinterestedmhaving 
it * good as possible, otherwiw the repairs, 
renewals, and maintenance would be an en­
ormous expen* to them Hie view of the 
matter was accepted with a good deal of 
satisfaction in the Heure.

Sir Chari* made out a very strong rare * 
regards the outlay, the company would be 
called upon to make.

Mr. Blake followed Sir Chari* .Tapper. 
His first point was that Sir Chari* bad made 
himself remarkable for various estimates 
of the cost of the railway. This accusa­
tion, in view of the fact that Mr. Mac­
kenzie’s, estimates were very various in­
deed, was hardly a strong on» Mr. Blake 
took a humorous view of the speech in which 
Sir John "rooke of his hoping to look down on 
the completion of tfee railway. To do ME 
Blake justice, the humour with which he il­
lustrated Sir John’s remarks to admirable, 
and was well reraived on both sid* of the 
Houw. It to good humour, and-was taken 
as such. He then took up and arraignçd in a 
severe manner toe bargain of 1872-3, which 
he said had hung over the oountpy like a 
great cloud. It must have occurred t» many 
in the Houw that he and his friends had 
borne the weight of the cloud with a good 
deal of cheerfulness ; had never attempted 
to eaaape from it, and certainly had 
done much to make that cloud draper and 
darker. He then declined to discuss with 
Sir "Chari* Tapper the speech* from which 
the Minister bed quoted. This was obvious­
ly a very wise course, as on the line of these 
speech* Mr. Blake could never arrive at g 
result hostile to the Government. He was 
for*4 to admit that circumstano* had 
changed, and that it waa not Without reason 
that policy should change too. He admitted 
the considerable change in the North-West, 
the extent of the immigration, the increased 
quantity of fertile laatd discovered in the 
country. He agreed that Mr. Pope had done a 
good thing in getting the delegates to com» but 
he denied that it w*s eviden* of genius. At 
this point one rempmbers Mr. Sheridan's 
sneer at tlirae who quarrel with a metaphor 
and criticize a simile,-and one thinks that Mr. 
Blake might have occupied his time in a more 
dignified manner op fjore valuable matter. 
Then followed what appears to be an equally 
needle* and valnele* .attempt to Show that 
in defending toe proprietors of the St. "Paul 
and Minneapolis railway the Government had 
retracted their very unfavourable opinions of 
Mr. D. A Smith. This view hy been 
hitherto the exclusive property of the Mont­
real Herald, and Mr. Blake might well have 
regarded the monopoly, of the Montreal paper. 
He defended himself ; against toe eharge of 
having made large *ti(nates by stating that 
the estimates were .Mr. Mackenzie’s, not his, 
and that in effect i> wee impossible to make 
accurate estimates pn |he subject.

Ottawa, Ont., Dec. 10.—The following ie 
the list of the syndirato agreements :—

This contract and agreement made between 
her Majesty the Queen, acting in respect of 
the Dominion of Canada, and herein repre­
sented end acting by Sir Chari* Tapper, 
K. C. M. G-, Minister of Railways and 
Canals, and Merer» George Stephen and 
Duncan McIntyre, of Montreal, in Canada ; 
John S. Kennedy, of New York, in the State 
of New York ; Richard B. Angus an i Jas. J. 
Hill, of St. Paul, in the State of Minnesota ; 
Morton, Rose it Co., of London, England ; 
and Merer» Reinach A Co., of Paris, Fran*.

Witnesses—That the parties hereto have 
contracted arid agreed with each other as fol­
lows, namely î—(1.)

Ip the course of 
the last session, in reply to Mr. Keanz, 
Sir John MacdosaL» declared his inten­
tion to renew correspondance with the 
British Government on the ^question ef
the naturalisation of German citizens. 
We understand that such correspondence 
was duly had, s»d that thd Minister of 
Agriculture has given alt possible aid in 
f uffitting the wishes of Messrs. Meenbr 
and Kras* in regard to the welfare of 
their compatriots and constituents.

These two paragraphs suggest the prob­
ably great results tuat may flow, in the 
shape of population, from the successful 
inauguration of the arrangements for the 
buildtog of tiie Pacific railway.

The mention of this subject in the 

Speech from the Throne t e vives interest to 
a question which has long had the con­
sideration of public men in Canada and in 
England.

C eternal natut latizstion wra a* 
that date confined in- its effect ex­
clusively to the colony itself ; and whs» 
aliens passed beyond the colony their right 
to be considered British si ibjedts, as against 
the anterior claim of their country ef 
origin, wholly ceased. I o 1886 Mr. Card- 
well issued a circular Authorizing the 
Government of Canada, h > issue certificate* 
of nattmliSation to Canad a which would be 
exchanged for Fbreign CHSce passports in 
London. But fiven th« u such passports 
could confer Be favour ofe i the bearer to en­
able hies ta claim B ritiah protection 
in the country of hi i birth abroad. 
In 1886 these nos «es were put 
into operation, and in 1867 further 
attention wee called to J tie subject by (be 
Duke of Buckingham, V Aio advised tfckt 
notice should be given ï a the newspapers 
of the position of affairs, so that foreigners 
going abroad should no t be subjected to 
disappointment, and tiie Foreign Office 
should not bo embarrass ed.

It recalls 
a curious history. Mr. Shedden had a re­
markable daughter, who, as she grew to 
womanhood, discovered that her father i

property.
and mother had lived together as man and 
wife in New York, where, ae in Scotland, the 
acknowledgment by a man that a person with 
whom he cohabits is his wife suffices to legally 
establish that relationship" between them. 
But evidence to satisfy the English courts 
that there had been a valid marriage was 
wanting. It became tie absorbing passion of 
Miss Shedden’e life to prove her father's 
legitimacy, infinitely less on account of any ad­
vantage to be derived from property than on 
the score of removing a bar sinister from the 
scutcheon of her father. It would be hard to 
discover an example of more untiring devotion 
to an object than she displayed in this cause. 
To her is chiefly due the very existence of 
tie tribunal which decides such cases. By 
dint of “much worrying”—for no widow, 
however importune, ever surpassed this 
utterly irrepressible spinster—she at length 
contrived to get the measure known as tie 
Legitimacy Declaration Act made law. By 
ibis, persons can be cited to come in and 
show cause why a person should not be de­
clared legitimate. The causes brought under 
this Act are beard before the Probate Court. 
“ Shedden against Patrick and others ” twice 
came .before that very able Judge, SirC.

After becoming aa familiar to 
law-court frequenters as little Miss Elite, 
poor Miss Shedden sank into her grave, worn 
oat in mind and body, with the object of her 
life unattained. It will be naturally asked 
whence came the funds to carry on such pro­
ceedings. They were understood to be chiefly 
supplied by Lady Burdett-Coutts. Under 
tie Act which Miss Shedden was mainly in­
strumental in getting passed, several carious 
and interesting suits have been brought 
One of these placed a young man who had 
been a private ira tie army and in the Irish 
Constabulary in possession of a splendid seat 
and #50,000 a yelr.—JV. 7. Time*.

Sunday Discussions.
One thing is noticeable and regrettable in 

these discussions, namely, the unwise and 
indiscriminoting way in which different Sun­
day occupations are classed together and con­
demned. Bishop Bloomfield, for example, 
seriously injures his case when he places 
drinking in gin shops and sailing in steam­
boats in the same category. I remember 
some years ago standing by the Thames at 
Putney with my lamented friend, Dr. Bence 
Jones, when a steamboat on the river, with 
its living freight, passed ns. PracticaUy ac­
quainted with the moral and physical influ­
ence of pure oxygen, my friend exclaimed, 
“ What a blessing for these people to be able 
thus to escape from London into tie fresh air 
of tie country ! ” I hold the physician to 
have been right, and, with all respect, tie 
Bishop to have been wrong. Bishop Bloom­
field also condemns resorting to tea-gardens 
on Sunday. But we may be sure that it is 
not the gardens, bnt the minds wl 
pie bring to them, which 
These minds possess tie 
to which tie Bishop seems disposed to con­
fine them. Wisely and soberly conducted 
—and it ia perfectly possible to conduct 
them wisely and soberly—such places might 
be converted into aids toward a Ufe 
which the Bishop would commend. Purifica­
tion and improvement are often possible, 
where extinction is neither possible nor de­
sirable. I have spent many a Sunday after­
noon in tie public gardens of tie little univer­
sity town of Marburg, in tie company of 
intellectual men and cultivated women, with­
out observing a single occurrence which, as 
regards moraUty, might not be permitted in 
the Bishop’s drawing-room. I will add to this 
another observation made at Dresden on a 
Sunday, after the suppression of tie insur­
rection by tie. Prussian soldiery in 1849.

It is becoming morg evident every year 
thrt the turning of grain and bay into beef 
aKMld be the chief tnuineee of many Cana­
dian formers. How to do this most success­
fully—that i* with the least possible Waste, 
is therefore 4 question of the utmoewimport- 
ane* Nobody denies that the ooromon steer. 
ia unfit for eoooomical feeding. Nobody de­
nies that» good deal-of the food that goes 
into his stomach is really'thrown away. In­
stead of being worked up into sirloin and 
round and roasting pieces, it is largely worked 
up into gristle and bon* As a work animal 
be mightrdo.well enough, but as a bref animal 
hf i# exceedingly deficient Let us analyze 
him and note what makes him an unpibnt 
able fcedes. In the first place all the 
parts at hie body which are of no value 
in the market art large and full, while the 
parts which bava * marketable talus are 
small and defective. His head, for examplg, 
ia big and coarse ; his peck is heavy and full 
at the threat ; bis hide is thick and stiff ; hie 
lags are clumsy and long ; and, in snort, all 
his bone* from horn to hoof, are too bulky in 
proportion to the amount of meat they carry. 
Now, all the parts which have little or no 
value after an animal ia slaughtered are 
called offal. Bones, head, horns, hoof* tail, 
Ac., are offet, and the exoeeeive growth of 
offol In the ooromon steer is enough to con­
demn him forever u a beef-making snuuaL 
But this la not all. Not only is there an 
overgrowth of worthless part* but there is an 
undergrowth of valuable ones. The choice 
portions of the cardass are thin and scant. 
The loins, which furnish the most juicy ritest, 
ire narrow and bony. The flank is high 
up, and the entire bind quarterns light in 
proportion to the gross weight Worse still, 
the beef, betides being scant in quantity, is 
inferior in-quality. The common steer lays 
on fat' between the hide and the meat, and 
around,tes en trail* He does not distribute 
it through the fie*, and the consequence is 
that, put ' him in ever so high condition, bis 
meat will be as lean and tough amMeathery 
as ever. Still more ; toe commop steer does 
not take kindly to the fattening process. He 
is a poor feeder ; that is, he consumes an 
amount of food out of all proportion to his 
increase in weight This comes from the 
coarseness and sluggishness a# hie organiza­
tion generally, but it comes more especially 
from defective digestion. The ribs ' are 
too flat, and tbe chest is too nar­
row for the free action of largo, healthy 
lungs and htoiuach ; and here is another 
source of perpetual waste of food. Add to 
all this toe fact that he requires a year 
longer tjian well-bred animals to reach 
maturity, and Tthink y eu will agree with me 
that tbe cdmmonisteqr it a poor investment 
for making "beef.

The practice of exctodjng chickens from 

the garden, especially iu mid-summer, is bad
bo* for the chickens and for the vegetables. 
Tbe young chicks will not thrive in confine­
ment M in freedom, And the growing.planta 
are ui a good measure protected from 'insects 
by the chicken* " We nave never succeeded 
better with young broods than by putting 
them with thé mother ia the vegetable gar­
den. The mother is kept confined in a coop, 
and the chickens have free aocete to her 
through the slate. She follows her instincts 
in scratching over the ground under the coop 
for worms and grab* and after a few' days 
the ooop ia pushed along to new soil. The 
chiokeue are regularly fed with scalded meat 
or boiled screenings ; they supply themselves 
with animal food from the garden. The 
chickens are too small to do any barm to 
plants that are well started, and yet they 
pick up an immense number of insect* The 
more highly h garden is manured, the more 
rapidly do insecte multiply, amOhe greater is 
the need of birds and fowls to keep them in 
cheçk. The chickens can go beneath *» 
cucumber* «quashes, bean* tomatoes, et*, 
and pick the eggs and worms from the onde» 
side of the leaves, where they are generally 
found. They eagerly chaw every mo* and ( 
bug that ffie* and if qua alights within 
striking distance, it is sure to be devoured.
