Fenton Mystery at Hamilton 
is Engaging Attention of

BLOODY PRINTS

They Were Found on the Barn Door 
And Are Taken to be Vfery

Hamilton, Ont.., April 28-— 
Interesting developments are 
promised tomorrow night when 
the coroner’s jury begins probing 
the Elijah Fenton mystery. The 
police promise to spring a sensa­
tion. It is possible that the finger 
print expert in charge of the 
Dominion Bureau at Ottawa will 
be called upon to examine the 
bloody finger prints on the barn 
door. ' The jurors attach the 
greatest importance to these. It 
was these marks more than any, 
thing else that convinced them 
that murder had been committed.

BEER FLOWED 
ALONG STREETS

Mammoth Plant Of a St. 
Louis Brewery Destroyed 

by Fire.

St. Louis, April 27 —Fire of un­
known origin caused a loss estim­
ated at 3530,000 in the mammoth 
plant of the Anheuser Busch 
Brewing Association, early today, 
and for a time threatened the en­
tire establishment with destruc­
tion. Five hundred thousand 
bottles of beer were destroyed and 
millions of burning corks made 
such a dense smoke that the fire­
men fought the flames in a black 
smudge. The streets at the plant 
flowed with beer for more than an 
hour and smoking corks bobbing 
up and down in the stream gave 
the streets a strange appearance. 
Tha bottling and storage houses 
were completely destroyed, çntail­
ing a loss of 3500,000. Valuable 
paintings and furniture stored in 
the buildings by E. A. Faust, vice- 
president of the company, were 
destroyed with a loss of 330.000.

Ottawa, Ont., April 27—A new 
development has occurred to vex 
the government. The net result 
of the Toronto Globe’s incursion 
into the cabinet situation is that 
Mr. Aylesworth has made up his 
mind to stay in the political game 
instead of retiring. The Minister 
of Justice has been anxious to 
retire, his political career having 
been far from satisfactory and his 
increasing deafness making par­
liamentary work difficult and irk­
some. His early departure from 
politics was fully expected.

Mr. McDonald has served Mr. 
Aylesworth with notice to quit. 
Also it is a delicate operation to 
retire voluntarily when an enemy 
is clamoring for one’s removal and 
is certain to represent that volun­
tary withdrawal as a personal 
triumph. And so Mr. Aylesworth 
has made up his mind to remain 
in public life and tight it out. So 
far Mr. MacDonald’s attempt to 
dislodge him has had the effect of 
keeping him longer in the field.

It does not follow that Mr. 
Aylesworth will again contest 
North York. There is the Senate 
to which he may retire. The 
pressure upon Sir Richard Cart­
wright is increasing in severity.
