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On Wednesday morning Mr George 
Geddes, of the Humane Society’s House 
pame upon an old relic in the lock at 
the Weir in the shape of a portion of the 
old steamer Cigar. The construction of 
the Cigar was unique, and from that its 
name was derived. It was built on two 
pigar-shaped pontoons or cylinders, each 
about sixty feet in lewght, the body be­
ing placed on the centre over these, wh le 
the paddle wheel was situated below in 
the centre, between the two ‘ cigars.’’ 
This cur.osity, which was expected to at* 
tain a great speed, actual y made two or 
three trips to Greenock and Gourock up­
wards of forty years ago, but instead of 
coming up to the expectations of its own­
ers, it was a complete failure. It was 
put off the course, and moored about two 
hundred yards above where the Green 
Suspension Bridge now spans the Clyde, 
and there in its fallen state did duty as a 
floating refreshment-room. As such it 
becam® very popular. Ultimately, how­
ever it was deemed a nui ance by the 
authorities—perhaps from the unrulmess 
pf its patrons, or, as the tinder of the 
“relicnaively suggested, that “ some^ 
thing strong” could be got theie by those 
Who knew—and it was broken up. While 
the pieces were lying on the bank, some 
boys rolled about ten feet off one of the 
«cigars’ into tne river, where it has lain 
povtred up until uuearthed by the late 
flood, ana carried down to the lock. Mr 
Geddes has recovered and taken charge 

the relic.

ico ; the ground movement was observ„ 
ed in all region from Vera Curz to the 
town of Mexico, and in Cordoba and 
Orizaba great injury was done. On June 
29 voilent earthquakes began m a part 
of China and extended over 30 districts, 
in this case the phenomenon huge wat­
er-jets spouting up through the opened 
ground was objeveJ. I he shocks were 
repeated till the middle of August and 
many hundered lives were lost. This 
feature of fountains marked several oth­
er earthquakes in 1879- e.g., one in 
Bessarabia m May, which commenced 
with a detonation like that of a connon ; 
and one on the lower Danube from Oc­
tober 10 to 18. when a large fountain and 
several small jets appeared on the island 
of Balacay. To the voilent earthquakes 
belong, also, those which preceded the 
formation of the new volcano in Lake 
Hopango. Of German regions, Carinc a 
and Carniola were the richest in earth-, 
qnakes last year. The first earthquake 
occurred on*January 11, reaching through 
ths Lavan valley and much further. On 
February 2 it was repeated, being strong 
est m Carniola, and extended over parts 
of Carinthia, Styria, and the coastiand. 
A third violent earthquake occurred on 
May 8 on the southern slope of Stun, be­
tween Carinthia and Carniola ; it was like 
a blast in a mine. Un October 1 Klagen- 
furl was the cheif scene of an extensive 
earthquake. Several others of less im­
portance were experienced. Next after 
this region comes the noithwest Rhine 
region, which since 1873 has been oh en 
effected. The south-western Schwarzwald 
too, experienced several shock’s last 
year. This district has of late formed 
part of a large earthquake region, coma 
prising Western, iSwuzerlandn. Eastern 
France, and South Westren Germany, 
the principal line of action extending 
from the Lake of Geneva ever Basie, J n 
the German Empire earthquake occur­
red on 13 aays and at nine different 
points, as follows: —Buir (Jan. 3 anl 
April 9) ; Aichen (Jan. 10 and May 26) ;

According to Herr Fuchs there were 
last year only three eruptions, none of 
which were of extraordinary violence. 
The most notable coincident with the 
appearance of a new valcano in Lake 
Hopango, San Salvuda, following on a 
series of earthquarkes, in December last. 
This raises to six the number of active 
volcanoes in that State ; and there are 
five extinct. The eruption of Etna ; be- 
ginn ng on May 26, was specially mark­
ed^ by an uncommonly long Java stream— 
lg6 kilometres. The preceding earth­
quakes were not very great. Yet the 
fountain moss opened of a chasm ot 
Bupture 10 kilometres long, cutting the 
principal crater The north-eastern and 
larger craters, whence came the great 
mpre numerous and larger craters,whence 
c’bme the great branching lava stream, 
the central part giving only steam and 
ashes. This eruption ended in II days. 
The third eruption was that of the volcano 
Merapi, in Java on VIarch 28. It gave 
lava and ashes abundantly, Several other 
Javan volcanoes as also Vesuvius and a 
submarine volcano south-west of Iceland, 
were in somewhat active state. Of the 
90. earthquakes which came to Herr 
Fachs's knowledge only fewjwere of reô 
markable strength. On tne night of 
March 22 a violent earthquarke was felt 
& potthem Persia for several hours, and 
desti oyed a number of villages ; from, 
that date to April 2 (when the vibrations 
Cecuned) some 900 persons perished.

Catholic Bishop 
of Harbor Grace, has been as was 
anticipated, the event of the week.

About U o’clock, a.m., on Monday 
iast, a large and respectable deputa­
tion composed of tne leading Catho­
lics of Harbor Grace, repaired to the 
Episcopal residence lor the purpose 
of escorting His Lordship on boavu 
the Lady Glover, which had been 
specially hired to convey him to St. 
John’s. His Lordship was accom­
panied by the Yery iiev’ds E. F. 
Walsh, Administrator of the Diocese 
and D, Falcouio, the Revs. Stephen 
Fiynu, P.P., Fortune Harbor, R. 
Walsh. D. Mclnnis and G. Battcock, 
and also by deputations from the 
citizens and Catholic societies. The 
mu ni les ta lions of sorrow exhibited 
all along the route from the Hpisco- 
pal residence to the wharf, showed 
the heartfelt sorrow that pervaded 
all classes in consequence of His 
Lordship's departure. On the arrival 
of the steamer at Carbonear the same 
manifestations of sorrow were exhi­
bited—the people crowding on board 
for the purpose of getting His Lord- 
ship’s blessing. The deputations ae* 
companying His Lordship, were here 
largely increased by the addition of
many of our most prominent towns­
men .

Not only has His Lordship’s de­
parture been the occasion of much 
sincere'regret among his own devoted 
children, who lose in him a prelate 
who has devoted the best years of 
his life to their best interests,—reli­
gion and education, but it has served 
also to mao if est that all classes, Can 
tholic as well as Prodestant, appreci­

Since the establishment of the Her­
ald in Carbonear, we in the bo est in­
dépendant discharge of our duty, Lave 
from time time called the attention of 
our readers to the urgent necessity of 
various improvements which carried 
into effect could not fail to prove of the 
utmost utility and advantage to the 
public interests. That our persistent

In thus referring to the su in­
ject, we wish to impress upon our read­
ers the necessity ou more earnest and 
united action on the part of the com 
muuity, otherwise it is idle to expect 
that partial efforts, howsoever well di­
rected, can hope to be attended with 
success. As suggested by us or former 
occasions, let a public meeting be call 
ed and such an expression of public 
opinion be elicited, as to convince those- 
in authority, that the people of Garbo- 
near are in earnest in demand ug those 
improvements, to which they are so 
long aud justly entitled. Until such 
a course is adopted, but not uutil then 
can they hope to succeed in the accom­
plishment of the desired object. YVe 
shall return to the subject at a future 
day.

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Continued from first page, 
ii earth and won Id like to see her keep 
pace with the outside world, would be 
fully realized and that in after years 
they would be able to congratulate 
themselves on the fact that but'for the 
inauguration of this great public work 
the country would be in as backward 
A condition as she is to.-day. He did 
not feel it was necessary ior him to enL 
tei into any of the arguments for or 
against the railway. These matters 
had been so fuljy and ably d alt with 
by the speakers who had preceded him 
that such a course was unneeessry. 
The advantages are so innumerable in 
every way in which we may look 
M the matter, that the wonder is that 
there can de found anyone either in­
side or outside the House who^consci- 
-entiously offer any opposition to it. 
He was glad to be in the House at the 
time in the history of the countrys pro­
gress to record his vote and unqualifi­
ed support to this measure, which 
must so largely tend towards the mor-» 
al and material advancemet of the col­
ony.

Mr. O’Mara was certainly in favour 
of any measure introduced into the 
House of a progressive character, and 
he looked upon the establishment of 
the railway as one of these measures. 
But while he congratulated the House 
upon the introduction of the measure 
he regretted exceedingly that in intro­
ducing the Bill no allusion was made 
to one who w»3 the pioue*-r r»f the un » 
dertaking. It must be remember that 
the late member for St. John’s 
hast, Dr. Deavin, took more than 
ordinary interest in the initiation of 
this project when the subject of a 
railway across the country was mooted 
a few years ago. That hon, gentleman 
then a member of the of the House and 
of the Committee on the Railway, in­
sisted upon the subject of the railway 
to Harbor Gr ace bein? made a portion 
of the Report of the Committee, and 
that report received the unanimous ap­
proval of this House. Doctor Dearin 
took great pains to wor k the project up, 
an thought there are some who will 
say hat the idea of a railway was scarfs 
eu years before the Doctor * advocated 
it here, it will not be denied that he 
was the first to bring it prominently 
before this House and the country, and 
by statistics and other reliable infor­
mation proving that the project was a 
feasible one. No better proof of its 
feasibility c uid be given than tha$,in 
so short a time as four years afterwards 
it is brought forward by the hon. the 
Leader of the Government and is un­
animously adoprted by the House. 
Therefore it. was that ho (Mr. O’M .) 
regretted that during this dedate no 
tribute of praise had been given to 
one who may be regarded as the pioneer 
of the undertaking. He hoped that 
when the proposed railway was an ac­
complished fact that due recognition 
would be o the efforts of Doctor
Dearin. As he before remarked, he 
(Mr. O’M.) was in favor of any such 
progressive m a sure as the one before 
the chair. 'Ibis was the first measure 
which has been brought before the 
Legislature in the history of this ccun- 
try which can bo fa rly considered as 
being for the benefit of tbe people. In 
its accomplishment they are deeply in­
terested, for it seems that, looking into 
the future, there is no other means of 
raising the people from their present 
Mate, But while our hopes for the 
future would lead us to accept any such 
project as the one befor e us, we must 
not rush too hastily towards its accom» 
plishment, and without fairly weighing 
the pros and cons as to our financial 
position and tlier considerations which 
the embarrassment of that financial 
position would involve. It may be­
come, unless we consider it closely in 
p.11 its details, a burden which we may 
be unable to bear. He (Mr. O’M.) 
was unable to go with some hon. mem­
bers to the lengbt of constructing this 
line of railroad to the full extent pro­
posed, If we construct a lipc of rail­
road to Harbti Grace we shall have 
accomplished as much as the countr y 
can be reasonably called upon to bear 
at present. If that line were accom­
plished, and it were fcuud to succeed 
then the construction of a line further 
north might fairly be considered. If 
the railway to^Harbor Grace were 
built, then the practicability of running 
the line North and West might fairly 
be considered whether or not within 
our means. We often boast that we 
are the oldest of her Majesty’s Colonial 
possessions, yet we forget that we are 
also the most backward* Let us then 
by means of this railroad an such pros 
gressive works bring ourselves promn 
ioently before the world, and by hon* 
estly helping ourselves, induce others 
tq help us by investing their capital in 
our dormant resources. It is only by 
telegraphy, steam and tbe railroad that 
WS çaa ever hope to get out of the

slough of poverty and backwardness to 
which our people are at present strug­
gling. The colony is nearly one eight 
larger than Irland. We have immense 
tracts of agricultural and timber iands 
we have vast mineral resources, our 
fisheries are the finest in the world, and 
with all these advantages we continue 
to be a fishing settlement with a str.ug» 
gling population resident on the sea 
shore. An intelligent foreigner would 
naturally ask if you have realiyall these 
advantages, if you hav timber, agricul 
tural and mineral lands, and your fish­
eries which arc so productive, why is it 
that the colony has not progressed more 
rapidly? The answer would be found 
not in the character of our people gener­
ally, butin that of those who have had 
charge of the means whereby a country 
in its infancy is fostered and developed. 
A country like Newfoundland must be 
pushed forward in the beginning in ors 
der to keep pace with older and conses 
quently better favour ed countries, but 
once start her, once give her the'menns 
of supporting herself, of utilizing her 
own natural productivness, and this 
colony will out strip all the colonial 
possessions of the crown iu less than 
half a cettury. One of the first steps 
towards this development must be a rails 
road, and he (>lr. O ’M.] regarded 
the present time as the most opportune 
for the initiation of the work. Our 
revenue is at the presenttima the high­
est ever obtained. We have a large 
unemployed operative class seeking for 
labor owing to the failure ot the fisheri 
ies in certain distsicts. We areassun 
ed of the existence of our timber and 
mineral resources. All these and many 
other considerations are arguments 
for undertaking the work at the 
present time. The only question up­
on which there could be a difference of 
opinion is with regard to the means and 
how far we should carry on this line of 
Railroad. Upoa that subject the hon. 
gentlemen who formed ti e select com­
mittee of both houses no doubt form­
ed their opini n after due d-liberation 
and reliable data. Tne baises or data 
of their calculations were not before us, 
but he (Mr. O’M) thought that unan­
imity of the Report was sufficient proo! 
of its reliability ; and however much 
we may differ iu detail from these hon 
gentlemen, with the principle of im­
mediately constructing the Railroad, 
few, if any, will disse t. As he^befor. 
remarked he did not think we ought 
to push this line beyond the ports of 
Conceptiou Bay ior the present, and un­
til we were in a position to proceed wit), 
more safety iu its completion north and 
west. - We wou.d by our undertaking 
this work on our own "account draw 
the attention of outsiders to us and per­
haps induce cap ttlists to invest theii 
money on our soil. If we c u’d eu 
courage imigratioq to our shores b 
this undertaking we would be iu a bet­
ter position to complete the work, but 
lie [Mr 0 M] believed that our agri* 
cultural resources, especially on the 
West Coast, comm ny called tin 
French Shore, are very much exagger­
ated. T! ere are, of course, some ex­
cellent tracks of “ interval ” land, but 
in the Bay of Islands, Boi.no Bay and 
I3ay St. George the agricultural ad­
vantages of the soil have been extreme 
ly overestimated. Iu the Valley of the 
Cod Roy he believed from wliafc he 
had heard that there were many hun­
dreds of acres of fine arable la id. So 
far as the money for this railway tin 
dertaking was concerned,he believed we 
would find no difficulty in obtaining it. 
Our financial position is second to no 
colony iu the world, and our commer­
cial soundness is a certificate in the 
English uaiket to our puro lasers ot 
English manufactures. Jtlow much 
moi e 8) tl cn will our finarcial ci niiti- 
on be a benefit to our Government in 
going into the London market for a 
loan. He believed we could obtain a 
far larger sum than the amount requir­
ed without any imperiad guarantee. 
The subject had been so ably dealt with 
by the hon members who lnd proceed­
ed him that he felt it unnecessary to 
enter into any detailed argument on the 
subject. The figures placed before the 
house by various hon members upon 
the subject of the probable tfieght and 
other earnings of the line are sufficient 
proofs in themselves of the necessity 
and feasibility of the project. On the 
whole the measure is worthy of the 
support of every hon geutleman who 
wishes to see the country keep peace 
with her sister provinces and the outer 
world, and to secure the advancement 
of the p- ople and their decendants. 
lie 1 oped that every hon member 
would throw aside all sectional and 
merely district consideration and give 
this measure his utqualified support. 
Mr, Litiie.—In reference to the Secs 
tion in the Bill with regard to the ap s 
pointmenfc of commissioners he thought 
it om upon which there may fairly be 
différence of opinion ,and it certainly was 
one upon which hon . gentlemen migh^

fairly comment.—It was not his inten­
tion to have spoken to the Bill, still he 
could no& but avail himself of the op­
portunity to remark that he (Mr.q.re * 
garded the question of the appointment 
of commissioners as rather prematurethe 
work which they will be called upon to 
discharge will not be in existence for a 
considerable period of time. It will be 
some time before any practical work can 
be begun, and the executive might ais s 
pense with the assistance tof these com - 
missioners till the work 'can be unders 
taken The work of the coming 7 year will 
be entirely of preliminary character, 
and such work as might be done by an 
engineer and ai-out fifty men. He there 
foie cousidaved this section as wholy 
unnecessary, 'fhesect en is not on y 
unnecessary from a practibal point of 
view, but it will have the effect of im» 
pressing the public outside with the idea 
that in the forcible language ofvlr. 
Pars n*, i is only a Government job.” 
He hi p u that the hon the Premiej 
would see the propriety of not press., 
ing the section.

Mr. Kent.—There'Vas’no one in 
the House whose views” upon any 
subject he (Mr. K.)had a greater re* 
spect for than those of the hon, gen** 
tlemaii who last spoke. Hie courage 
and zeal, and the lucidity and ability" 
with which ho stated bis opinions, 
he)Mr. K.] admired. But upon 
this question he was sorry to have to 
differ with the hon member. He was 
one of those who had gieat faith in 
the railway evangel, It was but a 
short half contury ago since tbe first 
railway passenger train that the 
world ever saw had been started, and 
yet, as an enterprise, did it not stand 
unrivalled iu itsprogess ? What ele­
ment was there in Newfoundland that 
would deny to her through this enter- 
prise blessings and prosperity that 
had reached every land where it had 
touched. Old and newlshores alike 
hud prosperity smiling upon them 
through the agency of the railroad. 
Old countries were renovated and re­
ceived a freshness of life by7 it. In new 
countries ia b; th hiinispheres i ■ :p- 
peavance had heralded an era of pro­
gress and prosperity. And was New­
foundland to bo the single exception 
fo this universal rule ? Was this, 
that had been a blessing to all othei 
countries, to be a source of financial 
uiu to Newfoundland ? The hopes 

of the people centred in this project, 
their enthusiasm had been kindled at 
the suggression. It was too late to 
'top ; retrogression was now i;n;>os>- 
ible There was a time, not so long 
igo, when it was seriously debated 
whether the revenue should not bt 
alteied from currency to sterling ti 
ucet demands that whould av.se b 
he institution of coasted steam com 
nunication with the outports north 
old west. The A riel starie 1 amidst 
the hopes and fears of the whole col* 
my to do ihe work on both routes, 
to-day we pay §137,000 per annrn 
for steam, Coastal and Oceanic, and 
vlll it be said that the revenue cans 
iot bear thatjcharge, though it near* 

ly equals the whole annual revenue 
of jim time when the Ariel started. 
Would it be possible to return to the 
old state of things ? Certainly not . 
It may be that we shall have to pay 
the interest for this railway loan, 
without any direct return in moneys 
numbered, but we shall nevertheless 
be well repaid by the increased and 
increasing prosperity of the oonoly. 
Our great mineral wealth will be util­
ized and no longer lie buried and un* 
known. Our agricultural lands will 
be peopled and made productive. In 
these and similar ways we are to look 
for the payment of this railway. We 
all profess and proclaim our belief in 
a great future for this country. Let 
us give practical proof of our faith 
in^ihat future by being faithful to the 
trust which for the use of that future 
is reposed tous. With us rests the 
moulding, of that future it will be such 
as we shall make it, It is our duty 
to give to that future every oppor­
tunity of keeping pace with progress 
which is around us. To make with 
all speed this railway, while not for-1 
getting to proceed with all proper 
caution, is one of the things which 
that future, and a near future too, 
has a right to expect from us. If we, 
through a cowardly fear of drawing 
upon that future, fail to. take advan*- 
tage of the opportunity no offered us, 
will not the men who iu time to come 
will fill our places in this Legislature 
act fairly towards uswhen they rank 
us with those whose names (shall 
have lived bat in history’s course. ’ 
He [Mr. K.] was not one of those 
who feared taxation. If aman earn 
ed $10 instead of $5 he eoultf well af<* 
ford to pay proportionately increased 
taxation, Four or five months of 
enforced idleness was infinitely worse 
than any taxation could be.

hill, be [Mr. R.] thought there were 
no immediate necessity for their ap* 
pdintmeat, The work to be done 
between this and the next session of 
the Legislature, would be chiefly to 
get tbe survey was u-adev way and 
some clerical work done, and as a 
much larger survey was carried on a 
few years ago, Instituting no special 
department, ho thought the smaller 
survey now proposed could be equals 
ly as well managed as was the form­
er one~withouta specially appointed, 
and of course a subsidised and ex* 
pensive special department, How­
ever, he was not prepared to vote 
against the appointment if it were by 
the responsible ministers considered 
to be absolutely necessary7.
