Enemy Have Abandoned Thaba
N'Chu Hills

ROBERTS COMMANDS'ROAD BY
WHICH BULLER MAY JOIN
MAIN ARMY.

Winvipeg Scldier Added to_Can-
adian Death Roll.

Ldndon, May 4.—News of the occupa-
tion of Brandfort, was iesned by the War
Office at ten o’clock this morning, con-
firming a despatch previously received by
the Aesociated Prees.

It is generally considered the most im-
portant communication received from the
front since the capture of Gen. Cronje and
the relief of Ladysmith.

The fact that the pogition gives the key
to one of the main roads leading to the
Drakensberg passes, which possibly
may be the means of co-operation
with  General Bualler later on,
providesan advance base of supplies, and
at the eame time menaces the Boers now
southeast of Bloemfontein, is obvioasly
the reason for the importance attached by
all hands to the intelligenca.

Brandfort, 35 miles nearer the Trans-
vaal capital, is now Lord Roberts’ head
quarters.

It is hardly expected that the Boers
wili make much of a etand south
of Kroonstadt, nand possibly not
there if Lord Roberts succeeds in
capturing Wynburg, thas interposing be-
tween the main federal army the Boer
forces in the neighborhood of Thaba N’cha
and Houtney, in which case the latter
would he forced to move far to the
eastward, and their mobility wounld pro-
bably enable them™ to reach the Bethle
hem, and Harriemith line of safety.

The only opposition which ritish
encountered at Brandfort seem _bave
come from the Irish American command.
‘T'hs central British army is now ia llns
with the extreme left at Boshof, under
Lord Methuen and the exfreme right at
Elandslaagte ander Gen Baller so ghat
movements of these brigadés in co-opera-
tion with the main army, may shortly be
expected.

British Occupy Brandfort.

Londay, May 4.—Lord Roberts reports
to the war office as follows, under date of
Brandfort, May 3, ‘“We occupied Brani-
fort today without much opposition and
without, I hope, many casualties.

Tae first brigade of Mounted Infantry
covered the left flink of the fourt enth
brigade of the seventh division, and the
right flank was supported by the fifteenth
brigade.

Pole-Carew’s division advanced directly
on Brandfort, and the Boer army which
was under command of Delarey, retired
in a northeasterly direction.”

Scouts report that some of the Boere re-
tired toward Wepener. They believe the
Boers evacuated the position during the
pight, trekking to the northward in three
directions.

Letter Written by King Agrippa
5 to Christ.

/

'ND OUR SAVIOUR'S REPLY
THERETO.

New York, May 2.—The Herald, and
the Journal an@. Advertiser print today
special cables from London . and
Rome respectively, which say that
two letters  have been  found
one from King Agrippa to Christ and the
other from the Saviour to the King, in
reply.

Letters referred to by Ensebius in thte
fourth centary have been discovered after
being lost for 1803 years.

The letter from King Agrippa to Christ
reads : ‘I have heard of Thee and the
cares wrought by Thes, without herb or
medicine, for it is reported that thou re
storeth sight to the blind, and maketh the
lame to watk cleangeth thé leper, raieeth
the dead, chagath out devils and unclean
spiritsand healeth thoee that are tormen-
ted of diseases of a long cntinuance.
‘‘Hearing all this of Thee I was fally
persuaded that Thou art the very God
come down from Heaven to do ruch mir-
acles, and that Thon art the Son of God
and performeth them, wh-refore, I have
sent Thee a few lines entreating Thee to
come hither and core my direase besidee.
Hearing that the Jews murmur against
Thee and continue to do Thee mischief I
invite Thee to my city, which is buta
little one, but is hearty and sufficient to
entertain us here.’’ -

Christ’s reply to the above reads:
‘‘Blessed are thou for believing me whom
thou hast not seenm, for it is written of
me, that they that have seen me shall
not believe, and they that have
not eeen me shall believe, and
be -saved. But concerning the matter
thou has written about, this is to acquaint
thee that all things for which I was sent
hither must be fulfilled and then I shall
be taken up and retarned to [lim that sent
me. ' But after my ascension I will send
one of my disciples that ¢hall care thee cf
thy distemper and give lite to all them
that are with thee.”

The Boers have apparently treked out
of the southern portion of the Orange
Free State and are concentrating on the
Vaal river, the Transvaal boundary, to
prevent further Britigh advance. Their
excursion in the Ladybrand and adjoin-
ing district was evidently to replenish
their depleted stores.

The trial of the conspirators who
dynamited the Welland canal locks,
promises to be a sensational one. The
men under arrest are alleged to be
Fenians from Dublin, and one of them,
Nolan, is identified as having been tried
at Dublin for murder, and as long known
as an ardent Fenian. The government
-of Canada, evidently anticipating further
trouble, have ordered the Essex county
militia battalion, with headquarters at
Windsor, Ont., to be under arms ready
for active service.

The London Times (April 17) declares
that “It is thoroughly satisfactory to
koow that the Canadian Dominion is
prospering, that the finances are managed
on sound principles, and that the pablic
credit stands higher than at any forwmer
period.”” Our Canadian Tory friends will
be stopping their, subscriptions to the
Thunderer, if it talks mach in that way.

Liberals carried Portsmouth Thursday
in a bye election, returning their can-
didate, T. A. Bransdom, by 610 votes
over his Conservative opponent, who re-
presented the new imperalistic senti-
ment, which, it was thought, would have
a strong hold upon a seaport constituency
like Portsmouth.

The report of Hon David Mille, Min-
ister of Justice, shows the penitentiary
population of Canada to be 1,445, of
whom 59 are left convicts. Of these
only 154 are total abstainers, 449 being
registered as intemperate. There are
254 illiterates.

The budget debate in the house of com-
mons closed Thursday, and the govern-
ment was sustained by a vote of 88 to 48,
a majority of 40 in aslim house. All the
independents voted with the government.
The debate commenced forty-one days

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THE CANADIAN CONTINGENTS.

It is somewhat difficalt to follow the
movements of the Canadian soldiers in
Routh Africa, and perhaps a few words of
explanation of how the firet and second
contingents are brigaded will aseiet the
readers of the Herald in keeping track
of our boys.

The first Canadian contingent which is
compoeed exclusively of infaotry, is in
2 brigade commanded by Gen. Smith-
Dorien, and the division com-
mander over him is Gen. Colville,
so when it is mentioned in the
despatches that Smith-Dorien’s brigade
has engaged the enemy or is moving in
this or the other direction, we may be
reasonably sure that the first Canadians
are having a part in the affray or the
movements.

The second Caunadians, congisting of the
firet and second battalions of Mounted
Rifles, the Strathcona Horse, and D and E
Batteries of Ariillery, are in General
lan Hamilton’s division, and their bri-
gade commander is Gen Hutton.

The firet Battalion of Canadians, under
Col Leesard inclpdes the Moanted Rifles
from the eastern provinces, and the see-
ond battalion is the North West Mounted
Police under Col. Herchmer. ‘Col. Steele
eommands the Strathcor. Horse. D.
battery of artillery was enlisted at Ottawa
and is commanded by Major Hurdman,
and E battery which includes the lower
province men, is in command ot Capt
Ogilvie.

Brave Captain Pelletier of Quehee, who
in tbe delirinm of fever in Wynberg hos-
pital fought over again the battle of
Paardeberg, shouting ‘‘ Forward Cana-
dians,” is now invalided to England, and
hisfellow countrymen sincerely trast he
will speedily recover from his disability.

Qar Yankee friends are not
likely to heed the appeal, but if the Boers
will elucidate some scheme by which the
war in the Philippinescan be terminated,
they will he gure of an enthusiastic re-
ception in the peighboring republic.

Lord Roberts has commenced his main
advance towards Pretona and seems to be
making good progress. In the very front
ranks of the invading army are the Cana-
diao mounted: rifles under Gen. Hamilton
whose movements are mentioned in the
despatches to-day. We would not be sar-
prised if he is a Canadian who first plaots
the British flag in Pretoria.

Echoes of The Kkecent
Fire.

HELP FLOWING IN FROM ALL
DIRECTIONS.

Tories Still Pounding Away at
The Preferential Tariff.

(From Our Own Correspondent.)

Ottawa, May 4th, 1900—Parliament
re-asrembled un Toeeday afternoon, after
an adjournment from the preceding Tues-
day, owing to the fire. One of the first
acte of the members was to vote $100,000
in aid of the sufferers, and $41,000 for the
immediate reconetruction of two bridges
that had been destroyed,'and the Hall
Post Office. The size of this appropria-
tion will afford eome notion of the dieas-
trous _natore of the fire and the misery
and want that it has broogbt to thoneaads
of people in Ottawa and Hull, Itie not
remembered that the Dominion Govern-
ment ever made as large a contribution
towards the sufferers by any calamity
which bae occarred in Canada. It was
fortunate for the many victims that their
trouble came upon them ata time'when
the Dominion treasury was full,’and tBat
the members of Parliament were able
with their own eyes to measure the ex-
tent of the dietress.

One of the strong compensating fea-
tures of this disaster is the proof which
it has brought of the sympatbetic con-
nection which prevails amopg all parts of
Dominion. The call for help has been
responded to by every city in Canada and
by at least three of the Provincial Gov-
ernments. Another feature which is fall
of encouragement is the aid which has
come from England. At this moment of
writing the subecriptione at the Mangion
House at London reach close npon $100,-
000, and meseages of condlence have
been received from Her Majesty and from
titled persobages. Lord Stratbcona has
gent $25,000, L-rd Mount Stephen $5,000
afid the Earl of Derby $5,000. Several
commercial corporations doing business
in Canada bhave also responded generous-
ly.

It is worthy of remark that large
donations have aleo come from the
United States, in mooey, in food and
clothing and in the loan of machinery
for some of the industries that were
destroyed. At this time it looks as the
relief fand would reach nearly $1,000,000
and this will be sufficient not only to re-
lieve the immediate wants of the home-
less and destitute, bat to lay tbe founda-
tion for the restoration of the houses
which have been barned. The sufferers
are for the most part laborers and artisans
who bhave been left witbout a dollar of
means, very little insarance, and their
livelihood taken away in the destruction
of the mills. Wisely expended the money
available will enable the commissioners
to re-bui.d 1,500 suitable houses, superior
in sanitary provigsions and general eon-
venience to those which were wiped out,
and ensore greater safety for the foture.
This plan, of course, is based upgun con-
tribations in small instalments from the
sufferers. eo that the properties w)ll be-
come theirs in time withou* making them
feel that they bave been wholfy the
recipients of charity. All this, hoever,
remains to be developed. { ;

Qae cannot help but admire persistency
even in a bad cause. -For weeks the Op-
position have been hammering away on
the budget, developing nothing sew and
saying nothing that was interesting, and
yet after the short recess of*¥four or five
days they returned to their cold porridge
with an eagernees that might have de-
ceived a casoal visitor into the belief that
they relished it. What they are really
doing is simply to mark time until all
danger of an election in June ig past.
That daoger ceased to exist some time
ago ; but sach isthe dread of the Conserv-
atives of an uppeal to the country, and so
strong is the hope that something may
turn up to their advantage, that they
hang on with a grim doggedness which,
while 1t is annoying to thoseswho wounld
like to see the busipess of the House dis-
posed of and is costly to the couotry, can-
not but be admired as an object lesson in
pertinacity. )

The burden of all this talk by the
lories is without a single element of
novelty to relieve the monotosy of the
daily debates. They still argne that Eng-
land should not receive a preference from
us unless she ie willing to give a prefer-
ence in retarn. Little by little this line
of reasoning leads them into an attitude
of stronger hostility to the Empire, and,
strange to say, they accompany their
anti-Imperialism with many reproaches
upon the loyalty of Liberals. It will be
seen that they are thus playing a very
fanny double game, although it is very
difficult to see what they can possibly ac-
complish by it. The Scriptural axiom
that one cannot serve two masters ie
is equally applicable to politics. The
Conservatives cannot oppose a preference
on the ground that it is not mautual, and
yet claim that they are doing thisina
gpirit of super-layalty to Great Britain.
Nor can they get sensible people to believe

The ccld logic of events continues to be
against the Toriee. The retorns of ex-
ports and imports for the nine months of
the fiscal year up to the end of March
show an aggregate trade of $275,632,510
againet $235,662,353 for the same period
of 1899, an increase of $39,970,163. Im-
ports for the nine months amounted to
$135,639,293. as compared with $112,760,-
006, and exports to $139,973,223 as againet
$122,872,347. For the month of March
alone the increace over March 1899, in
exports is abont $2,000.000, and in im-
porta over $2,000,000, The customs
revenue in the nine months also showe a
development of $3,265,030. This promises
to be by all odds the most remarkable
year in the history of the Dominion, and
it would not be surprising if the increase
in trade for the entire twelve months
amounted to nearly a8 muoch as the in-
crease for the entire 18 years of Co werva-
tive rule.

The bank statement tells the same story
for March that it bas done for many
monthe past. In all important respects it
shows large growth, except in overdue
debts, which are now not half as large as
they were in 1896. As compared with
the month of March laet year the deposite
bhave increased by $22,000,000, and the
discounts, whish indicate the measure of
commercial activity, by $39,000,000. The
mopey in circulation is larger by $5,000,-
000, and the business with foreign banks
was doabled. The entire situation in this
regard points to continued prosperity and
business enterprise.

to attribate the rise in the price of oil to
legislative favours granted to the Standard

prove this contention. The legislation
referred to has relation to the privilege of
importing oil in tanks, either by rail or
steamer. This concession was not made
to help the Standard Oil Company, but
was granted in direct response to the
repeated petitions of the people of the
Maritime Provinces. T'he old system o
importing in barrels operated hardly
against them, and year after year they
begought the late government to permit
importation in tanks. They were rafaused.
The incoming Government, however, in
keeping with their policy of reduced
taxation on the necessaries of life, ac-
quiesced in their appeal. If oil has ad-
vanced in price it certainly has not done
80 on that account as any reasonable man
will see.

The only case in which an iseue arose
between the Standard Oil Company and
the Government wae settled last week,
and it was settled againet the Company.
It seems that a year ago the Standard
Company induced the railways to lower
the freight rate from Sarnia, where their
works are located, and to increase it from
points along the Niagara frontier. This
had the effect of shutting out American
oil and compelling dealers to purchage at
Sarnia, thue reducing competition. An
appeal wae made to the Minister of Rail-
ways, and after a fall investigation before
the Railway committee of the Privy
Council, Mr Blair reported to Council
againet the Standard Company. On his
recommendation the rates have been re-
doced at points along the American
boundary to the old figure, and left as
they are at Sarnia. This action is higbly
appreciated by coal oil dealers, and is ex-
pected to reduce the present cost to con-
sumere by at least two cents, possibly
three, per gallon.

The debate in the House last week on
the subject of prohibition came to noth-
ing. It is not my purpose to eay any
thing at this time on one side or the
other; but advantage may be taken of
the occasion to present ome or two en-
couraging facts in relation to the consomp-
tion of liquor in Canad:. The Iunland
Revenue figures of several countries are
just now before me, and a comparisin is
very much in favour of Canada. Having
reference to last year, it is found th
Canadian consumed 3.99 gallons per head
of beer, as compared with 12.60 by the
peop'e of the United States, 26 00 by the
Germane and 31.30 by the British. The
consamption of epirite in the different
countries wae as follows: Canada 0.66,
United States 0.86, Germany 1.89, Fraoce
1,94 and Great Britain1.02. These figarcs
make it clear that while the people of
Canada have not declared in favour of
prohibition, they are nevertheless tte
most temperate people in any civilized
land ander the sun.

WIPED OUT BY FIRE

Sandon B C. Cleaned up by Devouring
Flames.

Vancoaver, B. C., May 4 —The to vn
of Sandon, baviog a population of two
thousand and located in the heart of Sio-
can silver lead miniog district, was des-
troyed by fire today. It was one of the
most flourishing mining centres of British
Columbia.

All the business part was reduced to
ashes, and wot a dozen houses remain
standing in the residential district, Th-
lose will exceed $250,000. The resideots,
who are left without food or shelter, have
appealed for relief to other towns. Two
charches and eighty dwellings are amng

ed in a narrow gulch at the base of the
mountains which encircléd it. Oalv one
long narrow street could be laid out, and
when the fire started it w .8 certain that
the town woald be destroyed. The mines
had jost started np again after a nine
monthe’ strike. [A large nomber of New
Brupswickers reside st Sandon, smong
them Edward Atherton formerly of this
city, who served for one term as Mayor of
the town.] g

Hamiiton at Wynburg.

Vet River, May 6.—The Boers must
have received aboat the same time news
of Gen Hamilton’s occupation at Wyn-
barg.

About suneet a detachment of twenty-
gix- Australians, who bad crept uneceen
toward the river bed, fosnd themeel ses
near & kopje occapied by the Boers.

The British - discovered -yesterday at
every hundred yards along the railway,
concealed small packets of high explosive.
The Boers had destroyed three bridges
over Spruits between here and Brandfort,
but in every case it was poseible to make
a detour,

The Boers appear to he fizhting with_
much less epirit. It isreported that they
are commanded by Gen. Lacas Meyer.

The bridge over the Vet River is com-
pletely destroyed. Gen. Hatton captured
a Maxim and took twelve prisoners.

Fighting Near Thaba N'chu.

Thaba N’chu, Satarday, May 5.—Gen.
Rundle, who has been parsuing the Boers
with the Seventeenth Brigade, two bat-
‘teries and contingents of the Yeomanry
and Mouonted Infantry, socceeded in
reaching them with bis artillery and
forced them t2 leave their positions.

The Yeomanry are making a long
detour in pursuit. The result is not yet
known here.

Fighting Near Warrenton.

Warrenton, Sounday,” May 5 — Yee-
terday General Barton drove from 2,000
to 3,000 Boers from bhilly positions
at Roidan, where they awaited them.
They retreated after stiff fighting, leaving
a pumber of dead on the fleld. The
Britigh casualties were slight. Gen. Bar-
ton is etill purguing. Windsorton and
Klipdam have been eyacuated.

Gen. Paget’s brigade is attacking the
Boer poeition at Warrenton.

Warrenton, Sunday, May 6.—The en-
gagement yesterday was severe and lasted
from in the morning until four in the
afternoon. More than once the British
infantry were obliged to engage the Boers
at close quarter, and the Boers only re-
tired when their retreat was nearly cat
off.

Gen. Roberts’ Trumphant
Forces Occupy Win-
burg and Cross
the Vet.

CANADIAN MOUNTED INFAN-
TRY WERE FOREMOST

In the Charge that Compelled
the Boers to Flee for
Their Lives.

COMMANDER-IN-CBIEF WARM IN
HIS PRAISE OF COLONIALS.

B.itish Troops® Approaching
Steyn’s New Capital

London, May 5.—Lord Roberts reports
to the war office under date of Brandfort
May 4, as follows:

Londop, May 5, 405 a. m. — The
mounted infantry with Lord Roberts,
among whom are the Canadians, have
picketed tbeir horses on the south bank
of the Vet river, 18 miles north q=Brand-
ford. The head of Lord Roberts’ columas
hae thus advaaced thirty-two miles from
Karee Siding in two days, or 53 miles
north of Bloemfontein. Little powder
was spent. The British work was nerd
marchiog, the Boers retiring out of reach
of the British shell.

The correspondents supplement Lord
Roberts’ plain statements with a few
dctails. As Gen. Hutton with the first
mounted infantry brigade drew near
Brandfort, he saw a khaki clad body of
troops ahead of him. He was surptised,
but thought they must be British. Soon,
however, they opened fire upen the
British, who replied heavily. They
were the Irish-American brigade from
Lourengo Marques, and it is reported
that the Irish lost heavily.

The Buer flag was flying over Brand-
fort as the British entered the town.
Several British wounded were found in
the hospital. The Boer postmaster gave
up the keys of the public buildings to
Capt. Ross.

Lord Kitchener arrived at Brandfort at
noon and Lord Roberts at dusk.

Gen. Hunter’s crossing the Vaal at
Windsorton brings the relief of Mafeking,
196 miles beyond, alinost within a calcul-
able interval. It is now regarded as
quite possible that Mafeking may be suc-
cored ere the Queen's birthday. >

Everyone in Kentville N 8 manifests
great anxiety about the report that Sergt.
R H Ryan, of B Squadron, the second
Canadian contiogent, was missing. Sergt.
Ryan is a pative of Kentville and was
most popular among big assoeiates.

Ryan went out on scout daty
on Monday, April 23, and bad been mi:s-
ing since that time.

Major Ryan and family are very anxi-
ous to obtain farther news about their
son. They opposed his going to Africa,
but he was so determined to see active
service that he gave up a promiging busi-
ness in Glace Bay C B to join the ranks of
the soldiers of the Queen.

Quebec, May 5.—Capt. J. A. Theriault,
who left asa private with the firet Cana-
dian contingent, has been reported as
having been killed at the battle of Paar-
deberg, in February. Tuesday morn‘ng
a friend of his in Quebec, was surprised
to recéive a letter from him dated March
28, saying he was in good health.

Smaldeel, May 7.—The British arrived
here without opposition.

The Boers last train left late Saturday
night. The Boer losees yesterday on the
west flank, were forty killed. Their rear
guard remained hebhind kopjes, ten miles
distant. There is much railway forage
and corn here.
It is stated that the Boers are retreating
to {Kroonstadt. The Stand river bridge
is reported to have been Jestroyed.
Canadiag’s Praised.
“London, May 7. 11 8. m.—Lord Roberts
reports to the war office in a despetch
dated Smaldeel May 7, afternoon, as fol-
lows.
‘ We croesed the Vet river this morn-
ing, and are now encamped at Smaldeel
Junction. The enemy is in fall -retreat
towarde Stand river and Kroonstadt.
The turning movement was made by
the mounted infantry just before dark
yesterday. It was a very dashing affair.
The Cinadians, New Sounth Wales, New
Zealanders and Queensland mounted in-’
fantry vied with each otherin the de
termination to close with the enemy.
Capt. Anley, of the Essex 1egiment,

commanding the third infantry battalion,
behaved in a very gallant manner.

The naval guns and the artillery made
excellent practice, particular.y two five
inch guns used for the first time with
this force.

We captured a Maxim and 25 prisoners:
Our casualties are very few, 16 wounded,
one killed and three missing.”

The War Summary.

London, May 7.—Tbhe capture of Wi.-
burg by the British is confirmied and the
main advance to Pretoria continues with
the machine like precision and rapidity
which bavecharacterized all Lord Robert’s
forward movements.

By the occupation of Wiuburg, Genera_
Ian Hamilton pots himeelf nearly paralle

with Lord Roberts, and only twenty-ninel
miles eastward, while he has the addi-
tional advantage of being connected with
his chief by means of the railroad that
rons froih Smaldeel or Winbarg road sta-
tion, as it is sometimes called:

There only feature ofthe carefally de-
vised plan of geuneral advance not yet
disclosed by the swift developments, is
the part General Baller has elected to
take in the operations. At present there
are nd wadications of any movements on
the part of Natal army. .
Lord Roberts is now 9 miles north of
the Vet and 69 miles north of Bloemfon-

tein. Evidently he is not letting grass

grow under his feet.

Though the Boers seem equally anxious
to retreat towards Kronstadt and are do-
ing 80 at the time this deepatch is sent,
“there is nothing new from Gen Hunter,
-dut it is presumed be is pushing steadily
tforward in the direction of Mafeking,
aided by the aggressiveness of Bar.oao’s
and Paget’s brigades.

The critics of the afternoon newepapers
view the sitnation with the greatest eatis
faction. .

A epecial despatch from Smaldeel, date
9.46 p. m., Sunday, May 6, gives details
of the occupation of Winburg by the
British.

It says: ‘‘News has just comes here that
General Hamilton is giving the Boers no
rest, and that they are falling back bar-
riedly. He entered Winburg today after
a brisk fight, in which the Boers fell back
8o quickly that one of their gune, in adii-
tion to a Maxim, was abandoned.”

The same deepatch in describing the
crossing of the Vet river by the British,
Bays : )

*“Tbe Boer forces entrenched oo the
opposite bank prepared to regsist our cross:
ing. Ouar guns wer8 brought into play,
and a térrific she.l fire was directed on
the Boers lines. At the same time the
Queenslanders undera heavy fire, dashed
across the river and advanced in the
open, and completely tarned the Boers
right. It was dusk bat nothing could
stop the gallant Australians. They pushed
them, and by nine o’clock this morning
on again, seized a commanding Ekopje
and by brilliant movements and con-
tinned rifle fire, drove off the enemy
in the  darknmess. The first gleam
of day this morning, found the
enemy in full flight and our men after
we entered this important strategic
poins.”

A despatch from Boshof, dated Friday,
May 4, says Gen. Methuen made a recon-
nizance from there the day previous, to
the neighborhood of Swart kopjes fontein
and located the Boer laager. After an
unimportant exchange of fire, the Boers
removed their laager. A fairly strong
force of Boers was seen moving north-
wards. Gen. Methuen then returned to
Boshof.

British Advance to the Vet River.
 London, May 6, 3 p. m.—The war
office bas pablished the following de-
epatch from Lord Roberte, dated Vet
River, Saturday, May 5, 7.15 p. m. :

“] marched here today with Pole-
Carew’s division. Headquarters and
Wavell’s brigade of the seventh divicion
are two miles in the rear. Maxwell’s
brigade of the same division is the.same
distance to oar right.

“The enemy was in considerable
streng'th on the opposite bank of the
river, QOuar guos engaged theirs for some
three hours without our being able to
force a passage of the river, buat shortly
before duek, the mounted infantry, under
Gen Hutton, (with whom are the Cana-
dian Mounted Rifles) turned the enemy’s
right and, in a very dashing manner,
pusked acroes the river under heavy shell
and mosketry fire.

‘“We are now bivouacking for the night
within three miles of Vet River. Oar
casualties, I hope, are not numerons.

“Hamilton was in actiop yesterday and
succeeded in preventing a junction of two
Boer forces by a well executed movem snt
by some of the Household Cavalry, the
Twelfth Lancers and Kitchener’s Horee,
who charged a body of the enemy and in-
flicted eerions loss. The enemy fled,
leaving their dead on the field and their
wounded to be attended by our doctors.

“MacDonald’s Highland Brigade dis-
lodged the enemy on the right flank
under covér of the naval gaos,in which
operation the Black Watch distinguished
themselves and were very skilfully led.

“Hamilton was advancing this morning
to a difficult drift over the Kleinevet, or
Little Vet River

‘““‘Hunter reports that Barton’s Brigade
was hervily engaged thie morning two
miles north of Roidan.

“The enemy’s pusition was quite four
miles long and strongly held. He states
that our men marched magnificently and
carried ridge after ridge in grand style.
“Casualties in this force in Hamilton’s
and Hunter’s will be reported as soon as
possible.

“ Capt. Miller, who was taken prisoner
near " aba N’chn, has been sent to
Rundle « camp by the ecemy with a
severe wound in the abhdomen.
‘““Brabant reports that one sergeant
and three men were captared on May 2,
while on patiol, and that one of them
who had been bratally illtreated and left
for dead by the Boers, was found the fol-
lowing day.
1 “Lieat. Lilley, Victoria Mounted Rifles,
reported miseing, wae found at Brandford
dangeronsly wounded, and has been care-
fally attended by the Netherlands’ambal-’
ance corps.”’

Gen. Hutton’s Good Work.
Vet River, Suniay, May 6.— Yester.lay
the British, after a Jong march, encoun-
tered, the Boers holding Vet River, with
six guoe, two being of long range.
artillery duel ensued.
Gen. Pole-Carew started at daybreak
yesterday on a' 19 mile march. He first
came into contact with Boers holding the
river at 1 o'clock, p. m. The Britich
soon had two batteries, and later they
added two naval pine-pounders, two 4.7
and 5 inch siege guns.
The Boere fired with great accuracy,
aond the duel continued unabated nntil

sunset ; and even later there was desultory
firing. It is marvelous that nobody on
the British side wae injured.

Gen. Hutton started early to find the
drift on the west. When this was dis-
covered it proved to he 8 rongly held and
protected by two guns. The British
speedily engaged the Boers, who enfiladed
the dismoanted firing line with a Maxim,
but Gen. Hutton pushed forward hie own
po.: pom and galloping Maxim and fore-
ed the Boers to leave the river bed.

The encounter was terribly hot, Later
the whole Britigh force crossed the river,

threatening the Boer right,

Is Fredericton to Be Without a Range
Again This Year?

Rifle shooting as & past-time promises
to be more popular than ever in Canada
daring the coming season, but just at the
present time it does not look as if the
marksmen and would be marskmen of
Fredericton were going to be in a position
to share in this most manly and scientific
of all out door eports. The reason for
this is because the range on the old race
courss, the scene of many an excit-
ing match in years gone by, has been
closed up, and the militiamen :have
po place now where practice can ba car-
ried on uuder proper conditions. It bad
been hoped that a new range, selected by
acommittee of local militia would have
been available, but the aunthorities at
Ottawa have been slow to act on the re-
port forwdrded to them, and unless some-
thing is done very quickly there will be
no practice carried on by Fredercton
marksmen during the coming sommer.
The Herald anderstands that a site for a
range, in every way suitable for practice
with the Lee-Enfield rifle, and located
some distance outside of the city limits,
has been selected, and it is understood
that the propbrty can be leased on most
favorable terms. This being so it only
remains for the militia department to
secure the lease and fit up a rifle range,
.which can be done without very great
expense.

The Canadian Military Rifle League is
to have a series of matches daring the
summer, and the entries for the same
must be in the hands of the secretary
not later than Saturday, May 12th. The
matches are to be shot on June 2, July 7
aod July 9, July 21. It is hardly likely,
in view of ;the uncertainty regarding a
range that there will be any entries from
the York County Rifle Association. The
league matches in the past, have been
the means of bringing many young shots
to the front and it will be a matter for re-
gret if Fredericton devotes of the rifle
have no opportanity of competing in them
this year. .

Great Rise of Watef in
Thz River.

SERIOUS FLOODS ALONG THE
- NASHWAAK.

Sugar Island Boom Not in
Working Order.

(Saturday’s Daily)

The tivef rose about eighteen inches
yesterday afternoon and last night, and is
now nearly up to the highwater mark of
last year. The rain storm which set in
early in the week gtill continuee, and a
farther rice of water, of at least a foot,
would not be a mattter for surprise.

The islande iand intervale lands at
Kingsclear and Maugerville are partially
inondated, aod  portiona of the
highway roads on the eastern eide
of the river are impassable. The
booms at Sogar Island and Douglas are
not in working order on account of the
great height of the water, and the logs
have been passing down to the lower
booms in large numbers. Shoald the

-| fresbet continue for any length of time, it

is feared that the capacity of the boam at
Lincoln may be overtaxed, and the
eafety of the lumber endangered.

The lumber drives on the Tobigue have
made capital progress, but it is reported
that some of the operators have decided
to hold part of theit lumber until the
water commences to recede. This will
entail some extra expenee to the opera-
togs, bat they are wo doubt confident of
their ability to get all the logs in safe
water in good time.

The rise of water in the Nashwaak since
Thureday morning is almost anprecedent-
ed, the river having come up over eight
feet. About a mile of the track of the

‘Canada Eastern railway beyond Cross

Creek is under water, and there have been
no trainsover the road since Thursday.
Several washounts are also reported on the
line along the valley of the Miramichi.
The freshet is said to be the worst exper-
ienced in the history of the road.

The Gibson branch railway is also
flooded in several places in the vicinity
of Millville and the train for Woodstock
yesterday was obliged to retarn to Fred-
ericton. There bas been no train over
the road since.

In the back part of the city a number
cellars are flooded, in many the water
having risen to a depth of three feet and
upwards.

A Boiestown deepatch says that a dam
on Bornt Land Brook, belonging to the
William Richards Company broke away
on Friday, eet nearly two miilion feet of
loge adrift and injured the railway bridge
piers. It is feared that other booms
will be swept away.

LONDONS' WELCOME.

To the Heroic Naval De-
fenders of Ladysmith.

Prince of Wales a Prominent
Figure in the Enthusiastic
Reception.

London, May 7.—The annals of service
demonstrations probably show nothing to
parallel the enthusiasm with which the
naval heroes of Ladyemith, the officers
and crew of the British first clase cruiser,
Powerful, were greeted in London today.

The scenes in the streete were remark-
able and inspiring.

The whole route'was a floatinz mass of
colors and the enthusiasm displeyed was
of the most frantic descript®n. .The flags
of all natione, banuers and mottoes form-
ed an almoet continuous canopy for Capt
Lambton and the contingent Of the
Powerful to pass ander. Stands were
erected at al! the points of vantage, the
houses were crowded with sight seers
in all sorts an conditions of men, women
and children commingled in the'streets
below, vieing with one another in honor-
ing the gallant sailors who saved Lady-
smith.

There was one continuous rosr of greet-
ing waving handkerchiefe, flags and hate
as the naval brigade with the khaki color-
ed gons marched from the depot to the
Horse Guards parade, where the Prince
of Wales, in the uniform of an adwiral of
the fleet, accompanied by the first lord of
the admiralty, Mr. George J. Goechen,
and a number of high naval and military
officers, inspected the blue jackete.

They were surrounded by thousands of
private guests' who warmly applauded
the defenders of Ladysmith, but whose
reception of the eailors in no wayequalled
the intense enthusiaem displayed in the
streete.

After inspection by the Prince of Wale3
and others, the parade formed a -quare
with the officers in the centre, and the
first lord of the admiralty and the Prince
of Wales spoke briefly in terms of admir-
a'ion of the work and valor of the sea-1

men and officers, and then Mr. Goschen

individoally introduced them to the
Prince of Waler, who shook hande with
them, and said a few words to each.

The Prince of Wales introduced Captain
Lambton to the Princes of Wales and the
brigade was afterwards entertained at
luncheonpreparatary to marching through
the city.

After the men sat down to lnncheon,
the Prioce of Walee the Princ-
ess of Wales, Mr. Goschen and others
traversed the roomsand were heartily
cheered,

PATRIOTIC  SERHON

By Rev. W. T, Herridge,
M. A,, D. D., of Ottawa.

AN ELOQUENT AND PATRIOTIC
DELIVERANCE.

Britons Have Ever Shown Cour-
age in Battle.

“PEACE HATH ITS VICTORIES NOT
LESS RENOWNED THAN WAR.”

The following sermon was® preached in
8t. Andrews church, Ottawa, to the
“Strathcona Horse'’ previous to their de-
parture for service in South Africa, on
Sfunday, March 11th, 1900, by Rev W T
Herridge, M. A., D. D. His text was
“Forward !’ Ex. 14: 15.

He said :—This is the word of command
which repeatedly echoed through the
ranks of ancient Israel, which inspired
the great world-monarchiesin their march
of conquest, which has been heard above
the din of battle ##many a well-fought
field ; which is whispered in the deepest
iostincts of our own natuare, and addressed
. by God Himeelf to the conscience of
those whom His hands bave made. It is
the one word which rings through Canada
today : “Forward! Forward !”

I shall not need to apologize, therefore,
if I address myself to those who form but
a emall minority of this congregation.
They are with ue now in this temple of
peace. They must soon forth to the rude
alarms of war. We hope for their trinm-
phant return to our ghores, but God alone
knows what will be left behind. It is
most fitting that an hour of solem wor-
ship should precede the tasks of our sol-
diers as they set out for the field of strife,
and that we should unite in the prayer
that God may bless them.

For in gpeaking to them, we are ina
certain sense epeaking to all. They are
our representalivee, chosen by us to stand
the brunt of danger, to carry the emblem
of the Maple leaf into the forefront of the
fight to bear witness of oar patriotism
and ourattachment to the British Empire
and to prove that, throughout this wide
Dominion there beats a heart of sympathy
with our follow subjects in every quarter
of the globe.

I WELCOME YOU THEREFORE MY BROTHERS.

to this service. Your presence shows
tbat you recognize, in some degree at
least, the claims of religion vpon you. If
you are Presbyterians, you have no rea-
80D to be ashamed. You are being equip-
ped for your work by a distinguished
Canadian who is himeelf a Presbyterian;;
and whatever there is demanded for in
telligence, eelf-sacrifice, and energy, you
‘will find that your church need not fear
comparison with any other in the land.
I should be sorry to see anyone a bigot.
Christianity is greater than ecclesias-
tical organizations and perhaps there
never wgs a time in our history when
we needed to tell this truth more then
we do today. Buat the best way to learn
respect for the views of ‘others is to keep
some respect for your own. Ifanybody
chooses to strat about in boastful
arrogance, or to assume airs of fancied
superiority, let him do so. The proof of
worth is in actual accomplishment, and
no need to be too sensitive about his dig-
nity if, by the grace of God, he has the
real power. You inherit from your
forefathers the .ourage of convictions, the
love of truth, the habit of thinking, the
perseverance of mortal earnestness. See
to it that you keep ithese virtues, and
hand them down unimpaired to fature
generations.

You are shortly to set out for the field
of war, and if your military service is to
be enthusiastic, you must be persnaded
that the quarrel is a just one. Great
Britain has not precipitated this strife.
There are even those who think she has
been altogether too patient. Every rea-
sonable measure has been taken to pre-
vent an appeal to the eword. But, while
the principles of Christianity, when once
illustrated as they ought to be, will make
wars to cease unto the end of the earth,
no Christian nation can stand idly by and
allow any of its subjects to be denied the
full privileges of freemen. This is no
war of mere conquest. If it ends that
way, so much the better for the futare of
Southern Africa. Bat it is primarily a
war in defence of justice and liberty. It
declares that Britain will not tolerate any
form of oppression ; that Datch and Uit-
lander, black and white, must have an
equal ebare in civil vights and civil re-
sponsibilities; that neither avarice nor

RIFLEMEN’S RANGE MARKS

Advantage of I{nowing Distances to
Points Held by the Enemy.

The killing of General Lawton by the
bullet of some unknown Filiping sharp-
shooter recalls an interesting little sto-
ry which was told by one of the officers
of the Tennessee regiment when it
passed through the city recently on its
way home from service in the far easu

“In the first advance which we made
oorth of Manila,” he said, “we discov-
ered that the native sharpshooters
were exceedingly fond of locating
range marks on ground they thought
we would be apt to traverse. Thet
would know the exact elevation neces-
sary to drop a bullet at some bush,
stump or pile of stones, and if a soldier
approached the spot he was pretty cer-
tain to get it. Sometimes several men
would be killed or wounded before the
deadly iudicator would be observed
and when any sharpshooting was go-
ing on our boys learned eventually te
avoid all conspicuous objects that look-
od as if they might have been selected
a8 range marks. Otherwise the Filipl-
nos are not remarkable as shots.”

A very similar story was told by sol-
diers who participated in the fighting
before Santiago. They say that almost
every Spanish rifleman hidden away in
a tree top had a scale of distanc s care-
fully noted by marks at various points,
and some of these range finders acquir-
ed sinister fame. Some little distance
from the first emergency hospital was
the wreck of a heavy two wheeled pa-
with a pole sticking
straight up into the air. It-was on the
edge of a path to tie nearest creek,
which was frequen:ly traversed, and

three soldiers were shot near the heap*

of rubbish before it became evident
that a hidden sharpshooter was using
it to sight by. A couple of days later
there was a systematic raid on the
men in the tree tops, and most of them
were swept out by the machine guns.
but in the meanwhile the old wagon
and other objects that appeared to
have been located as distance marks
were gerupulously shunned. It is very
possible that the gallant Lawton
chanced to get in line with some such
indicator at the moment he recelved
his death wound.—New Orleans Times-
Democrat.

Nettle Fiber.

The British Board of Trade Journal
says that in recent years nettle fiber
has come greatly Iinto favor in the
manufacture of fine yarns and tissues.
Many .factories in Germany use these
fibers for spinning and other purposes.
Nettle fiber produces one of the finest
tissues obtainable from any known
kind of vegetable fiber. ‘In view of the
importance which this seems likely to
attain in connection with the weaving
industries, it is intended to Introduce
the cultivation of nettles, if possible,
into the Cameroons. The idea is to
prepare the products of this experi-
mental culture at the place where-they
are obtained and test them in German
factories. - Should favorable results
follow from these experiments it is in-
tended to organize nettle growing en-
terprises on an extensive scale.

Painless Vaccination.

Vaccination' without pain or inflam-
mation is the latest departure in local
medical practice. The process is the
result of a theory evolved by Dr.
Liesher of the Pennsylvania Relief and
Dr. J. W. Stewart. It is well known to
physicians that hundreds of people ab-
hor vaccination because of the. pain
and inconvenience attending the -in-
flammation which accompanies vacci-
nation under the old methods. Accord-
ingly the physicians have been experi-
menting with gelatin disks, which are
placed -over the point where the virus
i3 injected. The point of injection is
thus made perfectly airtight, excluding
parasites and other foreign matter cal-
culated to produce inflammation. Con-
sequently the beneficial results are ob-
tained without the soreness. A num-
ber of patients have submitted to the
treatment, and no annoyance has been
experienced in any case. School chil-
dren have pursued their studies as
usual, free from pain or inconvenience.
—Logansport (Ind.) Cor. Indianapolis
News.
