With his young assistant, Father
Raverdy, Father Machebeul left be-
hind him the success of New Mexico,
took upon himself again the burdens
of pioneer life, and came 1o the new
country then made up of a few min-
ing camps and a class of inhabitants
as hard and lawless as the world
has seen.

It would be infpossible for any
vew-comer in Denver to picture the
difficulties which confronted Father
Machebeuf on his arrival in Colo-
rado. We reserve for another time
the details of his missionary life in
the State, giving in this issue only
bis own account of the first days
spent in his new field. The trials
and labors of the first year were
tests of unflinching zeal, and the
young ol who loved to gather
rouxtbohﬂntly pioneer and listen
to the danger and privation, the
story of his early struggles, often
wondered how any one could have
continued the battle in such discoura-
ging surroundings. But Father
Machebeuf never thought of surren-
dering. He worked and prayed and

As years rolled on the outlook be-
came brighter and brighter. Cler-
gy came to help the bishop; the
mountain towns were cared for,
schools were established, churches
were bailt, and under his wise direc-
tion the growth of the Catholic
church kept full pace with the mar-
vellous growth of the great State.
Space is waating to recount the
wonderful works of the pioneer
bishop. What bas been ‘Kmo in
charitable and educational work in
Colorado, has been done under his
inspiration and encouragement. Not
only do Catholics revere hi« memo-
ry for his saintly qualities, but his
kind heart went out to all regardless
of creed wheunever he found suffer-
ing, or sin, or poverty, and for this
reason citizens of every shade of be-
lief loved and respected him.

When Colorado fulfils the promise
of greatness that is in her; when
the foundation of prosperity and
content, so solidly built, «ball be

Corpus Christi in Vienna.

_The Vienna correspondent of the
Times describes the annual Corpus
Christi procession in Vienna, which
was attended by the emperor. This

is the finest periodical pageant that
has survived in Earope, and, when
itis favored by lovely weather, as
was the ease on the last occasion, it
makes a most impressive show,
The streets of the inner town were
thronged with people by six a. m.,
and at that hour the workmen were
patting the finishing touches to the
open.air altars erected outside the
principal churches. At that hour,
100, & troop of Austrian life guards
in helmets and red coats, with black
chargers, and the Hungarian guards
in decorated hussar uniforms, bus-
bies and yellow boots, and with leop-
ard skins slung over their shoulders,
0ok up their stand before the west
door of the cathedral of St. Stephen.
The Hungarian guards have gray
bargers, and only ride them cn
this one day of the year, or at a
coronation.

The report of the Parliamentary Com-
mittee on Royal grants was called up in
the British House of Commons on the gm
inst, W. H. Bmith was questioned as to
the amount of the Queen's savings, but
declined to answer, and moved that the
report of the committee be adopted. Mr.
Labouchere moved the adoption of bis
for the ittec's report. He
said the sums given the R«»{-l fawily were
already amply sufficieat. [f farther sup-
plies were needed, they ought to be pro-
vided through retrenchment in the expense
of the Royal housebold, not by fresh
demands upon the taxpayers. Mr. La-
bouchere proceeded to explain how a re-
duction in the Queen's household would
produce the sum necessary to provide for
junior royalties. In the useless offices of
Lord Chamberlain, Lord Steward, Master
of the Horse, Master of the Buckbvunds,
cight Lords-in-waiting, eight Grooms-in-
waiting, and a number of others abolished,
anample sum would be left for the purpose
mwentioned. Samuel Storry, M. P. for
Sutheland seconded the amendment. Mr.
Gladstone said he was averse to all meas-
ures of economy that impaired the dignity
and splendor of the crown. Therefore he
supported the Government, and rejoiced
that occasion was given him to testify in
his old age that he did not forget the ser-
vices he had horne many years in connec
tion with office as represutative of the
crown.
