Mr. Martin’s record as a
public man, the sound political
principles which he professes and
the contemptible tactics to which
his opponents have had recourse
to deprive him of the seat to which
he was elected, are strong reasons
why*the people should now rally
to his support and send him to
Ottawa with a handsome majo-
rity. Mr. McKinnon has also
published a card in the Grit
papers ; but it is printed in such
small type that it looks as if it
never was intended to be read.
