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Liberal Protests.

(Halifax Herald)

There have recently been some

potable Liberal protests, against
the Laurier Government mainly
becauseof the corrupt and immoral
character of the administration.

The Tribune goes on to
say: “Itis of profound—nay of
paramount importance to us that
we shall have honesty in public
life and purity in our adminjstra-
tion of public affairs. If thorough
going political scoundrels are to

Australian Politics.

The political situation in Aus-
tralia is variable. In the fourth
year of its existence the Common-
wealth has just organized its
fourth administration, which is the
second one formed this year. Mr.
Barton was the first premier. He
was succeeded by Mr. Deakin, who
had been his attorney gencral.
Both were moderate protectionists.
Mr. Reid, who now takes office,
represented the free trade or rev-
enue tariff sentiment, while a labor
party, also protectionist, after the
second election held the balance of
power. This party supported the
fiscal policy of the Deakin gov-
government, but turned against
the leader on the labor arbitration
bill. The labor men insisted that
the measure should apply to the
government railway employes as
well as to those in private employ.
This amendment was not accepted,
but was carried with the help of
supporters of the regular opposi-
tion. When the government re-
signed Mr. Watson, the labor
leader, was called upon to form an
administration, and at the end of
April his ministry was organized,
This government, which was com-
posed wholly of labor represen-
tatives, with the exception of the
attorney general, held office until
the 12th inst., when it was defeat-
ed on the same arbitration bill by
a combination of the two regular
parties. It falls now to Mr. Reid
to form an adwinistration, and
this he has accomplished. It .is
rather easy to predict a short life
to the new government especially
if Mr. Reid shall seek to give effect
to his tariff ideas..—St. John Sun.

London, Aug. 17.—A despatch from
Tokio says the big oil warehouse at
Port Arthar is blszing furiously and the
position of the besieged is such that the
Japs are urging them to sarrender.

8t. Petersburg, Aug.  17.—Pablic
anxiety regarding the. fate of the ships
of Rear Admiral Withoft's squadron re-

maining upaccounted for is still un-
relieved. St. Petersburg continunes to

be entirely dependent on foreign sources
for news. The Russian authorities are
claiming to be quite as much in the
dark as the public. The admiralty
will neither confirm nor demny tte
report that the majority of the
squadron returned to Port Arthar,
althongh it does not fail to point out
that only the most desperate situation
after the sea fight could have compelled
the vessels to return for refuge to that
port.

Tokio, Aug. 18.—As expected the
Port Arthur garrison has refused to
surrender and is disinclined to send out
noncombatants,

London, Auvg. 18.—According to =

correspondent of the Telegraph at Che
Foo refugees arriving there bring news
of a serious condition of affairs at Port
Arthur. The Japs shells ignited light-
ers in the docks which contained sup-
plies of _coal resulting in a terrific con-
flagration. Many buildings have been
burned and the hospitals are crowdad.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 17.—There are
no developments in the situation in
Manchuria except the receipt of a re-
port by the General staff of the con-
tinuance of rains and reports of the
general exodus of the Chinese inhabit-
ants who are fleeing northward from
Liso Yang in saticipation of coming
military  operations. TLe Bourse
Gazette prints a special despatch
representing that the Japsnese have
retired from Hai Chong Taschiai and
New Chwaog but the statement is
hardly credited. The Baltic Flest
sailed for the Far East yesterday. It
comprises sixty vessels including eight
battleships and nine armoured cruisers.
It is expected that the voyage will take
sixty days. The sinking of the cruiser
Rurik is accepted as true in official
circles, and the public has been pre-
pared for a definite announcement by
the publication of a foreign report that
she had been greviously damaged.

Che Foo, Aug. 19.—A battle of bhuge
proportions raged around Port Arthar
on August 14th and 15th. It was re-
smned August seventeenth. The Japs
sacrificed twenty thousand more men
but gained important advantages in the
matter of position. [he above news
was brought here by  junks, one of
which having on board three Russians
concealed in the baggage of Chinese to
escape from the Japs, left Port Arthur
last night and wes blown rapidly to
Chefoo by a gale. The main force of
the attack was directed against the
left wing and resalted in the capture of
Pigeon Bay positions and some forts at
Liao Tieshang.

Tokio, Ang. 17.—The captain and all
the superior officers of the Russian
cruiser Rurik, which was sank by Vice-
Admiral Kamimurs, Aug. 14, were
lost. Twenty-three of her officers were
saved. Forty-four of the wouaded men
from the Rarik bave been taken to the
naval hospital at Basebo. Six handred
and one of the crew of the Rurik ware
rescaed. Of the survivors, 177 are
wounded, many of them seriously, and
& number mortally. The ' survivors
were naked when captured haying
stripped off their clothing before the
cruiser sank. A supplementary report
of Admiral Togo’s casualties on Aug.
10 iucreases the total of killed and
wounded to 225,

Few who bave had the opportun-
ity comparing the present design
with that originally eeleoted will
pot pronounce in favor of that which
bss been carried to completion.
Viewed from the main approach
the sppearance of the Cathedral is a
most bappy combination of grace
and digoity. In Sunday’s brilliant
sunshine the twin white spires tap-
ering into aeky of Italian blue
appesred the idesl architeofnre .for
such a building and such & eituation.
The row of statues of the apostles
over the main entrance add to the
striking appearance of the west
‘front, snd set off the great central
doorway to advantage. The scene
when the proocession of Oardinals,
Bishops and clergy was passing into
the Oathedral on Sunday was won-—
derfully piotureeque, the rich vest-
ments contrasting well with the
grey, carved stone work above and
on either side. There are numerone
additional entrances to the building,

one in either tower and others in the

transepts. :
Mhe interior of the Cathedral i&

uliarly suited to such ceremonies

as that of Bonday. Of space there
is enongh for the most elaborate
ceremonial. The length of the
interior is 208 feet, and it8 breath
across the transepts 120 feet. The
pave is 114 feet in length, the
chancal 60 feet, and the breath of
nsve and obancel 75 feet. The
transepts are 41 feet by 34 feet, and
the ohoir isa square eof 38 feet.
From the floor to the ceiling is 8
height of 8I feet, The style of
groining adopted adds to the monu
mentsl character and besuty of the
interior, and well sets off the mosaic
decorations of the walls. Thie
mosiac treatment of the walls, origi
nally prompted by congiderations of
efficiency and ultimate economy has
proved one of the most striking and
beautifal features of the Cathedral,
and was the subjsct of special atten-
tion to Sunday's vast congregation.
A fow who bad been in Armagh
during the preceding week had
mapagsd to securs some of the dice-
shaped cubas of pottery whioh bhad
poen Tvicgnround after —the com-
plolioﬁ of the werk, and these thex
treasured carefully 8 mementocs of
the occagion. The gilt portions of
the moripe, however, which were
built tp of glass specially glaz:d
to prevent tarnishing had not been

80 essily procursbla. Tbe various
aspects of the mossic wo! k, accord-

iong to the light, ere wonderfully
beautiful, &nd the snt jots treated
Lave bcen selected with & view to
their sppropiiatenees.for the posi-
tiops they occnpy.

The nave is very richly ornamented
and adorned with foliated sorolls in
ocolor and gold. The spandrils over
the nave arcade are filled with me-
dallions of the patron saints of
twenty dioceses, viz., St Patrick,
Finiap, St Mel, St Macartan, St
Eugene, St Malachy, St Colman, St
Fedlimin, St Adamnan, St Liaurence,
St Conleth, St Edan, St Kyran, St
Jarlath, St Matthew, St Brendan, St
Aise, St Moredach, St Nicholas, St
Brigid, all of which are .in color,
beautifully executed on a gold
ground. Immediately over these,
in the olerestory, are the arms of
the dioceses of Ireland in the varions
colors on a shield, arranged in pan—
els, with carved angels holding them.

The great attraction, however, is
the orossing where the High Altar
stands, the six spandrile of which,
over the high arches, are beautifally
inlaid with mosiac figured subjects
in gold and color representing “The
Good Shepherd,” “ The Resurrec—
tion” * Christ and Magdalen,” and
“The Ascension.” The one facing
towards the nave contains a splend-
id piotare of St Patrick converting
and baptizing the Irish, ~This por-
tion is specielly interesting, and
exquisitely, drawn and grouped. It
may be mentioned that skeiches for
the cartoon drawings of these span-
drils weve prepared by Mr John
Earley, of Dablin. The other spao-
drils are further enhanced with
angels bearing sorolls surrounded
with foliated ornaments in various
tints and outlined. The mosiac in
the aisles is in keeping with the
rest of the work, baving a oream-
color ground with the Jive orna-
ment up to ,the springing of the
windows, the intervals up the groin-
iog being filled in with a seroll de-
gign in brown. The spandrill over
the entrace door from the tower on
the south side contains the Cardiy
pals's Arms of Pope Leo XIII." The
bsptistry in tower, also the porches,

prevailing shade adopted for the
ground color of the ceiling through-
out is of a soft terra cotta sbade to
harmonise with tbe color of the wall
in mosiac.

The Lady Altar in the chancel, a
beautiful specimen of Gothic archi-
teotural design and exquisite ma-
terial is the magnificent gift of Miss
Close, an Armagh lady, now resi=
dent in Belfast, The altar is note-
worthy on acoount of the great var-
iety of marbles introduced into the
panels and reredos, and the elaborate
pature of the design. The sltar is a
fine specimen of Irish carving,
almost the sole remnant of the old
decorations that has been deemed
worthy to retsin its place amid
modern renovation, The chiet
characteristic of St Bridid’s Alar
are purity and simplicity sallied to
perfect beanty. The material is
finest statuary marble, and the des-
ign is strikingly beauntiful. The
design of the St Joseph’s Altar is
very effectively and elaborately
treated, and includes altar front
baving & carved panel of. passion
flowers artistically exeouted, with a
centre bearing insoription. There
are two panels on each side of the
centre ocanopy containing grouped

The collection of stained glass is &
really wonderful one, and includer
many ohoice examples of artistio

beanty. The fine memorial window
to Most Rev. Dr. Crolly and Most
Rev. Dr. Dizxon was erééted by Dr

M’'Gettigan at his own expense, and
was erected by an old Dablin firm.
The naive and aisles are remarkable
for a large number of very pretty
three light windows and saveral
masterly conceptions of sacred sub—
jscts very finely treated. The north
transept snd the north chancel aisle
are 8180 rich in this respect. In the
south tower is the great bell, weigh-
ing over 30 owt., the cost of which
was $920. As the inscription upon
one side of the bell testifies, it was
founded by Messrs. Sheridan & Co.,
Dablin, in 1873, to the order of Dr.
M’Gettigan. Oae of the most dearly
cherished, but as yet unfulfilled am-
bitions of the people of Armagh
parish is to hear ringiog out from
the sliil vacant northern tower a
melodious chime of joy-bells worthy
of St. Patrick’s great bigh temple.
The organ was originally erected by
Telford & Telford, the celebrated
Dublin firm of organ builders for bis
Grace the Most Rev. Dr. M'Getti-
gaop, and was dedicated with great
ceremony in June, 1875. Subse-
quently, in 1904, it was found de~
sirable to erect a new marble front
to the organ gallery at the west end
of the nave, and to suit this beautiful
struoture within the dimensions of
the gallery it-was found neceesary to
rebuild the entire organ and to altar
its plans. As a work of Irish art
the organ now stands pre-emiuent.
The new carved oak case has ‘been
designed by the present architect of
the Cathedral, and was made.by Mr.
P. Beakey, of Dablin. The wood=

subjeots in large relief, The superb
and magnificently proportioned
Sacred Heart Altar contains some of
the most perfect spacimens of pre=
cious marbles in the. Cathedral. It
is a companion gift to the Lady
Altar, huving been presented by Miss
Maria Close (sister of Miss Olose,
Belfast,) who presented by the sltar
in the Lady Chapel,) and, with its
fittings, cost nearly $7000. The
three beautifal statues in the splend-
id canopied niches of the reredos
win universal admiration, That on
the Grospel side is a figure of St John
the Evangelist, the beloved dieciple;

The work is most
beautifully carved and resplendant
with inlays of old marbles arranged
to harmonize in 8 most bappy man-
ner. The solid panel between the
columns supporting the canopy is
carved with Passion flowers, and has
the Oross and figure of our Lord in
relief. The cacopy of the pulpit is
executed in wood and decorated in
white enamel and gold, the groining
underneath being in blue with gold
staps, rays, elo. The design of the
eanopy is richly treated with perfor-
uted creating, pinnacles and spires,
the latter having open tracery with
angje rockets, etc., carved and pick.
ed out in gold.

The Cardinal’s Throne prcjscts in
three divisions, with canopied niches,
having crockets, pionacles, etc., and
supported on columns similar to the
gereen, with carved caps and mould
ed buses. The various railings are
elaborate works of arts, Specimens
of Connemara marble are to be seen
in the columus of the triforium it
the chancel, and some of the old
marbles of Armagh and Down aré
to be seen in the nolumns of the
reredos arcade behind the Lady altar.
