The Orange Bill Question,

This is the way the matter strikes a
correspondent of the Toronto Telegram :

Now is the proper time to ask why
did'got Bir John fulfil his promise by
passing the Orange Bill ? 11:' bargain-
ed, stipulated and pledged his honor to
incorporate the Order in exchange for
his Orange vote. He gave this promise
a8 head of the Government, and as a
leader omnipotent in his ownparty. He
was returned to power with a majority of
100 per cent. Inthe flush of his most
decisive victory, in his highest prestige
and greatest strength he has broken
specific promises to Untario Orangemen,
that he might keep implicit faith with
Quebec Blens. At po future time could
he ever bu}m te have a larger majority
or greater imfluence to carry the Orange
Biil than the influence which he now
commands and the majority he controls
at Ottawa. If he had ever intended in-
corporpting the Orangemen, now was
the time in the zenith of his power.
8uch is the point of view from which
the sincere Orangemen will ‘regard the
question. he outside spectator’ will
consider it in the additional light, that
Sir John was indebted for victory to the
support of two parties hostile to each
other in relirious belief, and irreconcile-
able in political aims.

In
this strange Couservative alliance of On-
tario Orangemcn with Frenck Catholics,
