But there is a direct" con­
nection between the prefeent boom and 
economy. Reduced incomes, high 
prices, and, a scarcity of maids, which 
has rendered the servant problem 
more difficult than ever, ^iave led to a 
revolution iff the social habits of 
many people. Patrons of the crowd­
ed restaurants are often those who 
have given up their bouses and gone 
to live in hotels. Other folks seem to 
.be lunching pr dining out more,, and 
the entertainment of officer friends in 
Itself accounts for much of the thriv­
ing business. Those who have made 
their homes in hotels are saijl to be 
more content and free from care than 
at any previous time in their lives. 
One manager in conversation refused 
to admit that there was necessarily 
any extravagance in the spectacle of 
crowded restaurants. He declared 
that the amount of money his clients 
were spending was a trifle compared 
with the cost of home entertaining 
with a staff of servants. It will be in­
teresting to watch the social effect of 
thé growth of the home hotel. Busi­
ness men who have beetl hard hit are 
loth to renew the leases of expensive 
houses and flats. They are seeking 
out the quieter hotels, whose man­
agers, only too glad to see them, are 
dividing their premises into private 
suites of rooms for families. The 
growth of this new hotel population 
may enable many establishments to 
tide over the transition stage at “ the 
end of the war.

BANJOLIN.
It is a good many years since the 

craze for the banjo, which preceded 
the day of pierrot troupes. Now 
there is a fashionable tendency to­
wards the banjolin. This is a hybrid 
instrument, between the mandolin and 
the banjo. It is much louder than 
the former tinkling little instrument, 
for which Mozart wrote a special part 
in one of his. greatest operas. Unlike 
the banjo, it rarely gets out of tune. 
Countess Nada Torby, daughter of the 
Grand Duke Michael, is an ardent 
votary of the new instrument, and 
another is Lord Airlie.

PACIFIC BLOCKADE.
Satisfaction is expressed here at 

the institution of what amounts to a 
pacific blockade of the Greek coast. 
It is a manifestation ^ot Allied naval 
strength which ought to bring re­
jection to the minds of the directors 
of Greek policy.^ This method of con­
straint obtained recognition in inter­
national law in the course of last 
century, and has mainly been used by 
the stronger naval Powers to obtain, 
by a method short of war, redress 
from the weaker Powers who are 
sometimes inclined to presume upon 
their very weakness. It has been 
used several times against Greece, 
notably in 1886, when the Powers 
adopted this meaqs of preventing .her 
making war on Turkey. In 1897 the 
Powers also applied pacific blockade 
ro Crete. Curiously enough, ihe first 
use of this potent instrument was 
against the Greek ports in 1827, which 
were then occupied by the Turks. 
This, however, led finally to the battle 
of Navarina, in which the squadrons 
of Britain, France, and " Russia de­
stroyed the Turkish Fleet. There are 
two kinds of pacific blockade—one in 
which the vessels belonging to the 
ytate in question are alone held up, 
and the other in which ' all vessels 
are denied access to or egress from 
Ihe blockaded ports. The latter toe^ 
thod has not so large a volume _ of 
fettled practice behind it as the for- 
*nter. But the merit of pacific block­
ade is that it falls short of war, 
a.though the attempt to impose it on 
a strong Power would inevitably 
lead to a prompt declaration of hos­
tilities. Ships attempting to break a 
pacific blockade are seized, but they 
are not confiscated as prize. They 
are restored when the blockade is ter­
minated.

Your Boys and Girls.
It is a bad plan to allow children to 

eat between regular meals, then when 
they should eat a good meal they are 
not hungry, but nervous, and think 
only of getting out to finish some pet 
game. If they are compelled to wait 
for meal hours, which should be regu­
lar, they will be really hungry and be 
glad to sit quietly at the table and 
eat a substantial meal, which will 
improve the digestion and the nerves.

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A QUESTION 
OF JURISDICTION.

Yesterday’s issue of the 
Daily Star contained a 
criticism, or yriher mis­
representation, t)C_ the 

Supreme Court, which we have been 
asked to correct, and which we should 
have felt it our duty to correct in any 
case. While our contemporary right 
ly warns the public against putting 
credence in the rumours that are cir- 

, culated concerning the losses of our 
regiment, it chooses in this case a 
particularly foolish rumour (being 
careful to give' it that name) as a 
foundation upon which to build a 
fabric of pure imagination. The con­
clusion which it reaches is, in effect, 
that the judges of the Supreme Court 
have decided not to hear any case 
which might possibly be heard by a 
magistrate.

We have been informed of the facts 
of the case which seems to have giv­
en rise to such an absurd misunder­
standing. A plaintiff, resident in the 
jurisdiction of an outport magistrate, 
brought suit against a defendant resi­
dent in the same jurisdiction. The 

r cause was also one which came wlth- 
Mn that jurisdiction, so that the case 
was in every way a proper one for 
the magistrate to hear. The plaintiff 
chose to issue the writ from the Su­
preme Court. This meant that if the 
defendant wished to appear and de­
fend, he would be put to the expense 
and inconvenience of coming himself 
to St. John’s and possibly of bring­
ing witnesses as Well. One of the 
primary objects , of the establishment 
of the Magistrates’ Courts was the 
avoidance of such a necessity, and the 
provision of cheap and speedy justice 
for outport subjects. The Court did 
not refuse to entertain the suit; it 
gave the plaintiff judgment but very 
properly refused him his costs, a mat­
ter in which it had a discretion and 
exerpised it wisely. Such a decision 
will jhave, not the criticism, but the 
approval of any fair-minded man. We 
think Our contemporary would be 
one of the first to complain if the 
Supreme jCourt, by taking a different 
attitude, made it possible for any well- 
to-do litigbnt to choose his own Court 
and by the mere threat of heavy costs 
intimidate the defendant into letting 
judgment go by default. /

The Daily Star says, “It is presum-' 
e'd that, according to the same reas­
oning, if & business man at St. John’s 
had a claim against a man at Twil- 
lingate, he should take his summons 
before the magistrate at Twilliugate."

* It is a very silly presumption. We 
did not know before that the venue 
of a suit could be made to depend 
upon the place of • residence of thé 
defendant. The truth is; that the 
whole question is governed by set and 
sensible rules of our Judicature Act 
and other statutes. Our judges are 

’bound by those rules. The only con­
trol allowed to them is in the matter 
of costs, and the judge in the case 
in question seems to have exercised 
his control in a reasonable and equit- 

' able manner.

Though we feel .it to be largely un­
necessary, we have pleasure in add* 
ing to what has been said by other pa­
pers a word in defence qf the Colonial 
Secretary’s Office against criticism of 
the manner in which it publishes the 
casualty lists. So far • is such criti­
cism from being deserved, that il 
should be changed, to approbation. 
We are glad to be able to give our 
own to the Department, and to ac­
knowledge the promptness and court 
eey with which they have- treated us 
i.i this matter. •

The details which have to be at­
tended to in'the preparation of these 
lists are far more numerous, and de­
mand far more time, than most of the 
public can imagine. We understand 
that the list, which reaches the Office 
contains merely the surname and 
number of each soldier, with a de­
scription of his injury, so that the re­
cords have to be consulted for his 
Christian name, his place of resi­
dence and the name of the next of 
kin. This takes time, which is not 
diminished by the difficult nature of 
the typing required and the impera­
tive need of the utmost accuracy. 
Added to this is the necessity of first 
informing the next of kin, which fre­
quently involves the task of getting 
in touch with clergymen or near re 
latives. We know for a fact that the 
past week has been a very heavy one, 
entailing great labour, for the staff of 
the Office, and that on several occa­
sions some of them have not return 
ed to their homes until the early 
hours of the morning. We cannot 
believe that, once a list is complete 
and the families affected informed, 
the officials do not avail of the earliest 
opportunity of giving it to the public.

In this connection, though the mat­
ter is much less important, we should 
likd'to offer the suggestion to the Post 
Office authorities that the bulletin 
board, upon which the war messages 
and casualty lists are daily posted, be 
raised a little, so as to enable more 
persons to read them at the same 
time. At present, when a number of 
persons are grouped before it, only 
those (not always the speediest read­
ers) who are in the front row are able 
to obtain an uninterrupted sight of 
the printed pages ; the elevation of the 
board another foot or thereabouts 
would kgreatly improve matters and 
prevent much of the unpleasant 
crowding in that part of the Post Of­
fice. The board is already sloped so 
as to make this possible without over­
taxing short-sighted readers.

Turned Down Here, 
Accepted in Canada.

Private Michael J. Hickey, of Holy- 
rood, who enlisted in the First New­
foundland Regiment and was dis­
charged as medically unfit on April 
IL'th, has since joined a Canadian Re­
giment- and is now in training. Pri­
vate Hickey is a son of John and Mar­
garet Hickey, Holyrood. It is pecu­
liar to note that several other New­
foundlanders who have been rejected 
here have been accepted in both Eng­
lish and Canadian Regiments.

Fishery Worse North
The accompanying reports are just 

to hand to the Board of Trade: —
July 8th. From A. J. Pearce (Twll- 

lingate to Trump Island)—The catch 
is 879 qtls. with 40 for last week. 
Thirty traps, and about 40 skiffs are 
fishing. Fishing was worse this week 
than last both traps and hook and 
liners getting only a few fish each 
day. There is still sufficient caplin 
for bait but owing to rough weather 
no fishing was done for two days last 
week. Salmon are still being taken 
but they are not so plentiful as pre­
viously.

July 8th. From R. Lawton (South­
ern Head to Knight’s Cove Point).— 
Fourteen traps and from 8 to 12 dor­
ies and skiffs are fishing. The trap 
fishing was poor during the week Qae 
hauls amounting to only from % to 2 
qtls. Very few hook and liners are 
operating as most; ere engaged taking 
caplin which is plentiful. The men 
report very tittle fish on the grounds 
and nothing for trawls or nets. The 
total catch is 1536 and for last week 
150 qls.

LINIMENT IN THE

On a Mine-Sweeper.
Experiences of Naval Reservist Nath. 
« 5 Somerton.

Naval Reservist Nath. Somerton, of 
Portugal Cove, joined H. M. S. Briton 
shortly after the outbreak of hostili­
ties and after putting in several 
months hard, training, left the shores 
of his native land accompanied by 209 
shipmates, on board the S. S. Mon­
golian, in February, 1915. After an 
eventful trip in which it was feared 
the Mongolian would go under owing 
to' her leaking badly, she reached 
Halifax, where the naval boys were 
transferred to the temporary troop­
ship Scandinavian and were soon aft­
er landed in England. The men were 
immediately quartered in barracks 
where one by one they were placed on 
hoard different ships, Reservist Som- 
ertdn finding himself attached to the 
armed mine sweeper Supporter, where 
his ability as a seaman and marks­
man was quickly recognized by the' 
officer in command, and after a few 
days Nath, was promoted as Gun­
ner and placed in charge of the am­
munition and rifles. After several 
months of watchful waiting in the 
English Channel, they were allowed 
the privilege of seeing one Hun sub­
marine which was out of range and 
sank below the surface before the 
Supporter’s guns could do any dam­
age. Now and again they would hold 
up a passing merchant ship, examine 
her cargo and papers, and if satisfied 
would let her proceed. They would 
be out at sea for seven days and then 
In port for two to load coal ard 
water.

Life was beginning to get m m >- 
tonous, when about the middle of 
May, 1915, orders were received to get 
ready for a long voyage, and shortly 
after the Supporter was making her 
way through the Straits of Gibraltar 
and the Mediterranean to the Dar­
danelles. They were immediately put 
to work at patrol duty and -mine 
sweeping and were now and ig tin 
greeted with a Turkish shell from the 
land, but it was later on that the real 
work began. Orders were received to 
assist in landing the English and Aus- 
tra’ian troops from the transports to 
the beach at A lilac. Ht* Supporter, 
leaded with a couple of hundred men 
would dash to' within half a mile of 
the shore where small launches and 
open boats would receive the sold­
iers and convey them to the land. The 
Turks kept up a continuous fusilade, 
and as the ship approached the shore 
the rifle bullets from the'land swept 
her decks, twenty-five men falling on 
one occasion. Despite the heavy loss 
of life the landing of troops was k;pt 
up, and for upwards of two months 
when occasion offered, .soldiers wo e 
-inded at different places. P Urol 

duty was again resumed and after 
accounting for several mines by the 
use of submarine nets, they were giv­
en orders to run provisions and am­
munition to Cape Helles. This work 
vas continued till the end of October, 
when they were stationed at Creek Is­
land, in Greece, searching for sub­
marines and submarine bases. The 
place mentioned is an uninhabited Is­
land and a likely place for the enemy 
underwater craft to hang out. This 
later on proved to be the case, as it 
was near this place, In the month of 
December, that two Italian merchant 
ships were sent to the bottom by a 
Hun craft. Eighteen of one of the ill- 
fated ship’s crew lost their lives. A 
terrific gale was raging at the time, 
and huddled together on the cliff were 
some sixty Italian sailors who had 
managed to reach a place of tem­
porary saféty in their small boats. 
The Captain of the Supporter on pa­
trol while scanning the horizon with 
his glasses, observed the unfortunate 
sailor's plight and immediately pro­
ceeded to the rescue. Owing to the 
heavy sea the boat which was launch­
ed could not be rowed to the land, so 
a guide rope was put out attached to 
a small anchor, and by that method 
the shipwrecked sailors were in turn 
placed on board thé patrol boat and 
afterwards landed at Kavia, a port in 
Greece.

Besides doing patrol duty they were 
called upon to perform a most un­
welcome task, and now and again 
would haul up by the side of a Hospi- 
al ship in port, and take on board 
from 20 to 30 dead soldiers, proceed 
outward, accompanied by a Chaplain 
who would perforiA the burial service, 
after which the remains would be 
committed to the sqa.

All went well with the Support­
er’s crew till early this year, when the 
Captain was suddenly taken ill and 
fearing an outbreak of fever every 
man wâs inoculated.

After getting in some effective work 
in the mine fishing field they were 
once more ordered to return. Reser­
vist Somerton being transferred to a 
battle cruiser found tiimself • back in 
England on May 31st, after spending a 
year on board an armed mine sweep­
er in the Dardanelles. He was then 
placed on board an Overflow ship at 
Portsmouth, and finally granted fur­
lough to visit the folks at home. Aft­
er a brief furlough hé signed on this 
morniiffc on board H. M. S. Briton and 
Is again one of the boys in blue.

War News.

FIGHTING AT CLOSE QUARTERS.

, LONDON, July 11.
After last night’s assault the Brit­

ish remain in possession of Cojital- 
maison, holding it ' against German 
counter-attacks and shell fighting. 
The British, bombing their way for­
ward, gained considerably in Mametz 
Wood. The infantry is at such close 
quarters in the woods that guns on 
either side are not firing at the i first 
line, for fear of hitting their own men. 
Overhead, shells xare screaming past 
into the reserves to keep their assist­
ance from those in the front positions.

CASUALTY LIST HEAVY.
LONDON, July 11.

To-day’s casualty list of British 
officers is the largest issued since the 
beginning of the offensive. It con­
tains the names of 73 officers, many 
of whom belonged to the Newfound­
land Contingent.

- THE CAPTURE OF HILL 97.
LONDON, July 11.

The capture of Hill 97, south of the 
Somme, with the farm called La 
Maisonnette on the summit, was a 
particularly brave piece of work on 
the part of the French. After the sig­
nal for attack, the soldiers crossed

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four lines of trenches, virtually with­
out a pause, but it was then that the 
greatest difficulties had to be over­
come. The farm at this point was 
guarded by a whole series of barbed 
wire entrenchments, and defended by 
mortars, machiné guns, automiyic 
rifles and bomb-tlirowers. Twice the 
assaulting forces penetrated the farm, 
and thrice they were thrown back. 
When they got into the farm Itself it 
was to find themselves In front of a 
number of machine guns. A furious 
hand-to-hand coriibat followed, ending 
in a victory for the French. The ex­
tent to which the Hill was fortified 
can be judged by the fact that at one 
earthwork, half way up the slope, 11 
mitrailleuses in forking order were 
captured, while two others had been 
destroyed by the French bombard­
ment.

SITUATION ON SOMME FRONT UN- 
CHANGED.

PAÎ1IS, July 11.
The situation remains unchanged 

on the Somme front last night. The 
War Office to-day says it has been as­
certained that south of the Somme 
the French in the last two days hâve 
taken more than 1,130 prisoners. On 
the Verdun front the Germans launch­
ed an attack at 4 o’clock this morning, 
on the French positions from Fleury 
to a point east of Chenois. They suc­
ceeded in, penetrating ' advanced 
French positions at some points, but 
were expelled by a counter-attack. 
West of the Meuse there was active 
artillery fighting in the neighborhood 
of Avocourt and Chattancourt. North­
east of Vevo the Germans exploded 
four mines, the craters of which 
eventually were occupied by the 
French.-

North of the Somme, quiet day. 
South of the Somme we progressed 
during the day in the region between 
Biaches, Barleux, and the outskirts of 
the latter. In the outskirts of Biach­
es we captures a small fort, which an 
enemy detachment was still holding. 
We took 113 prisoners, including ten 
officers. Southeast of Biaches a bril­
liant attack against titll 97, which- 
dominate*! the river, enabled us to 
capture this height, which was 
strongly defended by the enemy, also 
Maisonnette Farm on the crest.

THE 'DRIVE.RUSSIAN
PETROGRAD, July 11.

The Russian drive against the Ger­
man line on both sides of the Kovel- 
Sarny railroad has had the desired 
effect of stopping the German offen­
sive against Lutsk from the direction 
of Kovel and Vladimir Volynski, and 
enabled the Russians to take the of­
fensive and drive the enemy across 
the Stokhod to the northwest and 
westward towards Vladimir Volynski, 
Siadiniki, and Mosor, where a fierce 
battle is in progress. As mentioned 
in' the official communication we are 
on the west bank of the Stokod and 
on either side of the Rovno-Kovel 
lailroad. Further left of this widen­
ing circle the battle line is beyond 
Lutsk, and the Russians are launch­
ing sledge-hammer blows in the vicin­
ity of Liselin and Zubtlno, before 
Vladimir Volynski. The unexpected 
Russian advance north of the Kovel 
Sarny railway carried the Russian 
line to the Stokod river/ which has 
been crossed at several points in 
spite of the best defence the Ger­
mans are able to offer. At present 
writing, according to the military 
(critics, there nqw remain no more 
natural barriers between the Russian 
lines and Kovel, in the shape of rivers 
and swamps. It is predicted that 
early news may be expected of as­
saults'upon the recently constructed 
German fortifications before Kovel.

THE ‘DEUTSCHLAND.’
BALTIMORE, July 11. I 

Capt Koenig to-day made the state, 
ment to the Customs officials that he 
expected to get away within ten days. 
He had been told that if he remained 
longer than two weeks, the, Deutsch­
land’s wireless, would be sealed up. 
It was explained to Capt Koenig by 
the Customs officials that sealing the 
Deutschland’s wireless would be re­
quired in accordance with the rules 
laid down by the Government after 
the outbreak of war to prevent viola­
tions of neutrality by the Governments 
of belligerent nations in American 
ports. The wireless of all interned 
German ships have long been under 
the' States Government’s See. It Was 
explained here that any ship of a 
belligerent nation, which remains in 
port longer than the time, ordinarily 
taken to discharge and load cargo, is 
subject to this regulation. Capt. Koe­
nig said, however, that he expected 
to start on his return trip within ten 
days, and was not in any case con­
cerned about the regulation.

Capt. Hughes finished his inspec­
tion of. the Deutschland this after­
noon. He declined to discuss what he 
had determined as to the status of the 
craft, saying he would make his re­
port later to Collector Ryan. I saw 
everything connected with the Deu­
tschland, except the bottom of her 
hull, Capt. Hughes said. I went over 
her entirely for the purpose of estab­
lishing. her status, and have done so.

UNARMED FREIGHT CARRIER.
WASHINGTON, July 11.

On the strength of the advice from 
Navy experts, who inspected the Deu­
tschland at Baltimore to-day, the 

reasury Department informed the 
State Department that the German 
merchant submarine was an unarmed 
freight carrier which could not be 
converted for offensive use without 
extensive structural changes.

LARGE CATCH OF FISH.
GLOUCESTER, Mass.,'July 11.

The largest single catch of fish ever 
landed in any port In this country, 
was brought here to-day by the 
trawler Easthampton, according to 
port officials, after comparison with 
available records. The trawler got 
400.000 pounds off Sambro bank, near 
Halifax, in less than two weeks.

EAJfL CRAWFORD APPOINTED.
LONDON, July 11.

Earl Crawford has been appointed 
President of the Board of Agriculture 
to succeed Earl Selborne.

THE PRESS ON IRELAND.

LONDON, To-day.
The press acquiesces Ip the main 

argument that this is an opportune 
moment to remove the peril of future 
strife. The Times sayS war has made 
civil war unthinkable and hopes this 
new solidarity of Ministers will mark 
the end of some mischievous attempts 
to make unnecessary trouble. It also 
warns against attempts to confôund 
this special emergency measure for 
Ireland with the normal development 
of;.self government. The Dominion 
Overseas Telegraph in guarded edi­
torials finds the lack of enthusiasm 
to be the best proof that no party gain 
has been obtained by either side. The 
Morning Post alone is irrecpnciable. 
It talks about Asquith's soft soap and 
asserts that the proposal, so far from 
bringing peace, can only bring a 
sword to Ireland. In a letter to the 
Post Canon Osborne expresses the 
hope that Union may be perpetuated, 
but If Home Rule must come, he sug­
gests that the Canadian plan of Pro­
vincial Federal Governments be 
adopted.

BRITISH SUCCESSES.
LONDON, To-day.

After ten days and nights of con­
tinuous fighting, our trdops have com­
pleted the methodical capture of the 
whole of .the enemy’s first system of 
defence on a front of 14,000 yards. The 
system: of defence consisted of nu­
merous continuous lines of fire tranch­
es. The German success in the re­
capture of Trônes Wood after costly 
casualties was of short duration. To­
day we recaptured nearly the whole 
of this Wood, and all but the north­
ernmost end is again in our hands. 
Apart from the number of guns hid­
den in houses, we have in the course 
of these operations brought in 26 field 
guns, one naval sun, one anti-air craft 
gun and one heavy Howitzer, while 
the number of German prisoners ex­
ceeds 7,500.

RUSSIANS TAKE GERMAN STEAM- 
ERS. ’

LONDON, To-day.
Russian torpedo boats have captur­

ed the German steamers Lissabon and 
Worms, according to a report by 
Stockholm from Skelleftea. a small 
seaport in Sweden in the Gulf of Bo- 
thina and transmitted by Reuters cor­
respondent at Stockholm. The steam­
ers were taken to Finland. The Rus­
sians detained Captain, pilot and 24 of 
the crew of the Worms, all of whtfm 
were Swedes; the remaining 13 mem­
bers of the crew of the Worms, all 
crew of Lissabon are at Skelleftea. 
The steamers are owned in Hamburg. 
The Lissabon is 2,781 gross and was 
built in 1909; the Worms was built at 
Newcastle in 1907 and is 4,428 tons.

NO AERIAL BOMBARDMENT.
LONDON, To-dày.

The Press Bureau last night issued 
a statement denying the assertion or 
the German Admiralty that two Ger­
mon naval aeroplanes had bombarded 
the fortifications of Harwich ofi Sun­
day night.

THE IRISH SITUATION.
LONDON, To-Day.

In the course of a discussion in the 
Lords to-day on the report of Baron 
Hardinge, the head pi the commission 
which investigated the Irish rebellion, 
in which several members urged that 
Augustine Birrell, former Secretary 
for Ireland, ought to have been cen­
sured as the one responsible for the 
Sinn Fein outbreak, Lord Lansdowne 
outlined a system for Provincial Gov- 
ernment of Ireland when martial law 
Is abolished. Until a new Government 
can be established, an Irish Secretary 
with a capable military adviser would 
be appointed; there would also be a 
new Chief of the Royal Irish Con­
stabulary, who would be a well- 
known soldier. Nobody would be al­
lowed to carry arms without a per­
mit; there would be no grants of 
amnesty, and a garrison would be 
maintained in Ireland to preserve or­
der and special safeguards would be 
created for loyalists in the south and 
west. Lansdowne said he understood 
the Sinn Fein movement was waning. 
He had anticipated the passage of the 
bill embodying the Irish settlement 
would occupy considerable time. 
Lansdowne thought that with forty 
thousand troops In Ireland under 
command of General Maxwell, in 
whom the Government had unabated 
confidence, there was no tear of the 
situation getting out of hand. The 
Government would give General Max­
well all the support to which he was 
entitled, and was quite prepared to 
extend his powers to meet any emer­
gency. The official Gazette to-night 
announces that Lord Castleton and Sir 
David Harret, former Under Secretary 
for Ireland, with Justices Cherry, 
Wylde and Pynn of the Supreme 
Courts of Ireland, had been appointed 
Lord Justices for the government of 
Ireland during the vacancy of the 
office of Lord Lieutenant. The ap­
pointments are understood to mean 
that the Lord Lieutenancy is placed 
in the hands of a commission until a 
new government is established In Ire­
land.

TRANSFER TROOPS TO RESIST 
RUSSIANS.

BERNE, Switzerland, To-Day.
Nearly one hupdred military trains 

conveying some 60,000 troops passed 
through Lemestar in Hungary the 
past féw day4 transporting the 
Landstrum used in the occupation of 
Serbia and Montenegro to Transyl­
vania to oppose the Russian advance. 
It la reported also that German of­
ficers commanding Bulgarian troops 
have been recalled.

A striking illustration of the differ­
ence in the relative positions of the 
Allied and Teutonic forces, and of the 
remarkable change from the monot­
onous defensive trench warfare which 

’ characterized the allied operations for

so many weary months, until the pre­
sent summer Is found in the number 
Of prisoners and guns taken. These 
for the battle of the Somme amount 
to 22,000 prisoners and 104 guns cap­
tured from the Germans; while the 
official fiflgures for the Russian Gen­
eral Bruailoff’s drive on the tenth, of 
July are 271,630 prisoners, 312 guns 
and 866 machine guns. To-day’s news 
Is of sustained heavy fighting on al­
most all fronts. The Allies are mak­
ing consistent progress with only oc­
casional set backs. The British have 
finally captured the fiercely contested 
town of Contalmaisson after desperate 
day and night fighting and are now 
holding the town against all German 
counter attacks. The importance the 
Germans attached to this position may 
be measured by the fact that they re­
cently threw the Prussian Guards in­
to the fighting at this point. The Brit­
ish are also in possession of th^great­
er 'part of Mametz Wood, and \ have 
recaptured nearly the whole of 
Trônes Wood. The British Command- 
er-tn-Chief, General Haig, thus sum­
marizes the results of ten days’ opera­
tions. Our troops have completed the 
methodical capture of the whole of the 
enemy’s first system of defence on a 
front of 14,000 yards. News from the 
Eastern front is equally satisfactory 
from an allied,point of view. The 
German official communication at 
least admits that fighting on the 
Stokpd line Is approaching Kovel, on 
both sides of the railway, but claims 
the Russians have been driven back 
near Hulevichs. Much comment was 
caused here to-day by the German de­
nial of the alleged Russian claim that 
Plnsk had been evacuated, as no 
such claim has yet been made in the 
direction of Kovel has brought the 
German offensive at Lutsk to a stand­
still. According to a Russian com­
munication the Germans have brought 
up strong reinforcements to defend 
the Stokod line and Kovel. General 
Brusiloff, however, now has the Im­
passable Plnsk marshes covering his 
right flank and is in a position to out­
flank the German defences of Kovel. 
Huge conflagrations noted in the Rus­
sian communication south of the Ko­
vel railway is regarded at Petrograd, 
as having been caused by the Ger­
mans to cover their own retreat and 
to impede the Russian advance which 
is within 20 miles of Kovel. The cap­
ture of 34,000 prisoners by the Rus­
sians on the Stokod and the Galicia 
battles from July 4th to July Sth seem 
to indicate that the Germans have 
been unable to throw reinforcements 
in sufficient strength to stem the Rus­
sian advance. ^

According to a report from Berne, 
Switzerland, the Austrians are hur­
riedly transferring the landstrum 
from Serbit and Montenegro in an at­
tempt to hold back the Russians. The 
difficulties confronting the ' Central 
Powers of meeting the all round at­
tack is indicated in an Italian official 
statement to-night, which stated that 
the Austrians have been obliged to 
recall to the Italian front troops 
which were about to be sent to the 
eastern front.

ENEMY DESPERATE.
PETROGRAD, To-day.

An official communication this 
evening tells of the progress of the 
campaign along the line of the Stok­
hod River. The enemy are displaying 
the greatest desperation. Enemy air­
men are continually making flights 
behind our lines and attacking our 
troops with bombs and machine guns. 
The remainder of the front is with­
out change.

OBSTACLES IN FRONT OF BRITISH.
LONDON, To-Day.

The continuous line of fire trench­
es, support trenches and reserve 
trenches extending for various depths 
from two thousand to four thousand 
yards, included five strongly fortified 
villages, numerous heavily wired en­
trenched woods and a large number 
of immensely strong redoubts. The 
capture of each of these trenches re­
presented an operation of some, im­
portance. The whole of then! are 
now in our hands.

ARABIANS REVOLTING.
LONDON, To-Day.

The revolt against Turkish rule in 
Arabia is spreading, says a Reuter 
despatch from Cairostatd.

Potsdam and Other Cities1"— Want 
Germany Free From Parasites Who

London, July 7.—A despatch to the 

Daily Telegraph from Milan says: — 
“Travellers arriving in Switzer­

land from Genriany report serious 
troubles in several German cities, 
among others Berlin. Immediately 
after the first news was received from 
tlie Anglo-French offensive, : crowds 
inarched through the streets, shout­
ing “Enough of war, let us ha*e 
peace.” The disorders this time wpre 
different from the customary food 
riots, and seemed far more serious, 
having all the characteristics of popu­
lar revolts.

The riots in Berlin were exception­
ally grave. People surrounded the 
troops to force them to join the revolt, 
and took the wheels off military wak- 
ons and gun carriages and used them 
for barricades. ,

The most serious demonstration 
was at Potsdam last Sunday. A vast 
mob indulged in imprecations against 
the Kaiser and the imperial family.

Paris, July 8.—The wdynded from 
the battlefields of Picardie are coin­
ing to Paris. The arrival of the 
wounded is usually .most depressing, 
but in the case of these wounded their 
arrival has done more to cheer up the 
Parisians than anything else since the 
war began, For -one and all were 
happy, though wounded. Many were 
laughing and some women were even 
cheering when they were lifted from 
the trains to the ambulances, and 
their cheers brought a new convic­
tion to the capital—a conviction ex­
pressed on all sides, that this is a 
real offensive.

Thé stories the wounded wen told 
of the methodical and terrible of­
fensive that this one really is, njade 
a scene at the outlying evacuation 
stations never to be forgotten.

They brought jà poignant under­
standing that just beyobd the present 
battle line there is Saint Quentin, 
Cambria, Ouat and Lille. There is 
Maubéuge, of tragic memory; Valen­
ciennes, N'amur and Mans and Char- 
lerioi, where battles of the same 
name, but different endings may be 
fought again. Eight million on the 
other side of the line are now count­
ing the hours of deliverance.

The ambulance men and later the 
doctors at the hospital were amazed 
at the slightness of a majority of the 
wounds, far different from those re­
ceived at Verdun—which of course 
made laughter and conversation possi­
ble. Also, the men "were in such con­
dition that they had abandoned none 
of their paraphenalia,

And he has the 
grand unconscious dignity of a Roman 
Emperor.

The three burial services—Presby­
terian, Church of England, and Ro­
man Catholic—were conducted sim­
ultaneously, and each coffin was cov­
ered with a Union Jack, fit wind- 
sheet for the gallant body it enclosed. 
There was no singing of hymns, nei­
ther did a firing party crash out a 
salute o«er the dead. What need? 
It would have savoured of anti­
climax.

ny hilltop place like that little East 
Coast cemetery where'33 of the heroes 
who perished in the great sea fight 
have now been laid to rest.

It is such a spot as Drake himself 
would have chosen had they buried 
him ashore instead of in Nombte de 
Dios Bay.

There are many golden-eyed pan­
sies there, and forget-îbe-nots, and 
crimson double-daisies, which are all 
flowers that sailors love; winds from 
the sea blow over it for ever; and 
the thick growing anemones sway and 
twinkle and dance in a breaking 
surf of whiteness above the rippling 
blue of countless violets, so that in 
these early summer days it is as if 
an enchanted tide, having neither 
wetness nor chill, ebbed and flowed 
above the dead.
