CANADIAN WAR COMMITTEE.

FRENCH MINISPERIAL TROUBLE.

PARIS, Oct. 23.

The decision to resign which the
Cabinet reached yesterday was arriv-
ed at during a meeting *held at a late
hour. Premier Painleve proceeded to
the Elysee Palace to inform President
Poincare of the decision while his col-
leagues awaited his return. Upon
the President’s refusal to accept their
resignation, the Ministers resumed
their deliberations, finally placing
their portfolios in the hands of the
Premier to dispose of as he might
find necessary. It was long past mid-
night when the meeting broke up.
The last sitting of the Chamber - of
Deputies did not tend to solidify the

position of the cabinet, principally
because of the fact that Foreign Min-
ister Ribot was regarded with hos-
tility by several sections of the
Houpe, and the Government felt that
notwithstanding the great service M.
Ribot  had rendered he ought not to
remain in the Foreign Office, several
of the Ministers believing that his
departure was all that was needed to
save the cabinet before the chambers.
Premier Painleve, it is understood,
then approached M. Barthou and ask-
ed him to take the Foreign portfolio.
M. Ribot, however, considered that
Friday’s vote in the chamber made it
the duty of each member of the cab-
inet to remain at his peost, and ac-
cordingly refused to resign. It was
under these circumstances that Pre-
mier Painleve began the consultations
he has held within the past few days
with a number of political leaders.

President Poincare to-day signed
the degree naming J. Louis Barthou
as Minister of Foreign Affairs, replac-
ing Alexandre Ribot. It is officially
announced that all other portfolios in
the Painleve Cabinet remain unchang-
ed. = After leaving' the palace where
President Poincare signed the decree,
Premier Painleve visited M. Ribot.
It is understood among members of
Parliament that Ribot will take an
early opportunity to explain to the
Senate his reasons for leaving the
Foreign Ministry.

EXPLOSION.
AMSTERDAM, Oct. 23.
The  Echo de Belge says a hundred

workmen, including forty Belgians,
were killed and one hundred injured,
by an explosion recently at Luttre,
Hainaut Province, Belgium. The ma-
terial damage is reported as consider-
able.

STRIKE SETTLED.
WASHINGTON, Oct. 23.
The settlement of the strike of
copper miners in Arizona was for-
mally announced to-day in a tele-
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gram from President Wilson’s Labor
Compmission in the West.

SUGAR SUPPLY.

NEW YORK, Oct. 23.

Consumers must curtail their sugar
supply fifty per cent. to avert a sugar
famine in New York City, Henry
Moskowitz, Commissioner of Markets,
told a meeting of refiners and dealers
to-day.

STEANER ASHORE.

MILWAUKEE, Wis.,, Oct. 23.
The steamer Roman, of the Pitts-
burgh, S. S. Co.,, is ashore at Fox
Point, 10 miles north of Milwaukee.
There is danger of the vessel pound-
ing to pieces as a heavy sea is runmn-
ning. Twenty members of the crew
are aboard. The life-saving crew

have been unable to take them off.

SAFE CONDUCT GRANTED.

LONDON, QOct. 28.
Britain has granted safe conduct to
the German representative in Uru-
guay to embark on a Netherlands
ship for Germany.

IN MOURNING.

ZURICH, Switzerland, Oct. 23.

Friedrichshafen is in mourning over
the loss of at least four Zeppelins in
the ill-fated raid on England, accord-
ing to advices received here from
Swiss towns on Lake Constance. The
majority of the crews of the destroy-
ed Zeppelins lived in Friedrichshafen
where they were receiving their train-

ing. The King of Wurtemburg has
sent messages of condolence to the
families of the men lost in the raids.
Swiss newspapers express the epinion
that the disaster in France is & death
blow to aircraft of the Zeppelin type.

On the Aisne.

The swift, brilliant and

successful French thrust

on the Aisne front comes

as a surprise, as disagree-
able to the Germans as pleasing to the
Allies. It is not exactly a departure
from the tactics pursued for so long by
QGeneral Petain, for they include sud-
den offensives of this nature as one of
their distinctive features, but it is
certainly most refreshing after months
of pure defence, ' invaluable though
these have been. The explanation of
this very capable commander’s whole
plan of campaign during the past sum-
mer is probably twofold. It has aim-
ed at the conservation of the French
forces at a time when a vigorous of-
fensive could not be expected to
achieve results justifying the cost.
But the premier successes won by
Nivelle early in the campaign have
made it possible to effect this purpose
and at the same time the complement-
ary one of exhausting the enemy.
Certain positions then gained, no-
tably at this point on the Aisne ‘and
at Verdun, have imposed upon the
Germans the necessity of continually
attacking them as the best, indeed the
only, means of preventing the French
from making further encroachments.
It will be noticed that on.the French
front it is the Crown Prince that has
done most of the attacking for a long
time, which means that his losses
have been much the greater. In fact,
it will prove in the end that the part
the French have played in the cam-
paign of 1917, while it has left the big
offensive programme to the British,
has contributed very greatly towards
that exhaustion of the enemy which is
the only way to victory. This last
thrust has been made directly in a
line from Soissons to Laon, starting
from Laffaux and extending to
Chavignon. At the last named vil-
lage the French front is close to the
Aisne canal and looks down upon the
level ground that extends to Laon.
The gain of ground will greatly
strengthen the French hold -upon the
important Chemin des Dames, but
more valuable is the big haul of pris-
oners and the very large quantity of
guns and material taken. It is pro-
bable that later reports wilk pro-
nounce the vigtory a far moré consid-
erable one than the first messages
have indicated.

The New Liquor

They aim
almost wholly at setting a reasom-
able limit to the amount of liquor that
has hitherto been permitt to be
sold, and a glance at them will show
that they do so most effectually. The
most important changes introduced
can be summarized shortly.

In Canada it is stated that since the
adoption of the Military Service Act
enlistments have exceeded. losses at
the front. It is the other way with
us by a large margin. Must it be ne-
cessary to use the same means? The
answer rests with those who can yet
ceme forward. If they do so now,
they will not only do their duty---
they will preserve to Newfoundland
the high distinction of having kept up
‘her fighting forces by voluntary of-
fering alone. Must we resign so proud
an honour?’

DISSATISFACTION SPREADING IN
GERMAN ARMY.

BRITISH HEADQUARTERS IN
FRANCE, To-day.—The weather was

The Germans fought determinedly,
especially inlithe little dip through
which the Staden Railway runs and
the greund:lereabouts was strewn
with theirsdeddy Their front defences
seem held’ more- strongly than in the
eariier’battles in this region, but their;

owing to the thick weather. We car-
ried, despite & strong resistance, a net
work of fortified buildings and con<
creted ‘redoubts east of Poelcapelle.
Below this te the southern flank of the
attack progress does not appear to
have been so fast, due, to th2 desper-
ate resistance of the enemy, who fears
the threat to the high ground about
Passchendaele. The Anglo-French
gunners are now searching the Houth-
ulst Forest. The German army is be-
ginning to think and talk in a man-
ner which must cause concern to the
hlgher‘command. The Bavarians are
openly grumbling at being sacrificed
to save the Prussians. A German non-
commissioned officer gives a good il-
lustration of the extent of the dis-
satisfaction. He states that a fort-
night ago thirteen men of his company
deserted, saying they were going home.
One actually reached home and the
others were arrested en route. The
significant -thing is that all were sent
back to their regiment, the higher
command evidently shrinking from
adopting the approved method with
them. Another incident reflects elo-
quently on the German man-power
problem. Last Sunday a German sol-
dier wandered into our lines on the
Menin Road: He was four feet high
and . half witted. The only informa-
tion he could give was that he had
been drafted from ‘a recruit depot five
weeks earljer.

He was, however, given
a point blank refusal, whereupon he
threatened the proprietor, and meet-
ing him near the railway station
shortly after assaulted him. The drug-
gist immediately made a complaint to
the officer on duty-at the police sta-
tion who happened to be Head Con-
stable S. Noseworthy.

Newspaper * Scoops.”

How “Dailies” Obtain “Exclusives.”

Newspaper readers must have mno-
ticed that frequently ome or other of

Ker- '

our great ‘“dailies” has some some,

specially interesting feature or an
item of news which no other news-
paper contains. In Fleet Street these
features are known as ‘“‘scoops” or
“exclusives.”

Perhaps the best “scoop” since the
outbreak of war has been that of the
‘Daily Telegraph’ in securing the pub-
lication rights for this country of the
sensational Gerard disclosures. Ru-
mour has it that Lord Burnham, the
owner of that enterprising paper, is
paying £200 a day foy these articles.
The ‘News of the Wg’rld' gives some
interesting information about this
“gscoop.” A well-known journalist
connected with one of the great Lon-
don newspapers is biting his fingers.
He travelled for hours in the same
railway carriage with Mr. Gerard, who
had his reminiscences in his bag, and
had then made no arrangements for
serial production in England. The
journalist little dreamed what a
“scoop” was within reach!

Pigott Forgeries.

Some time ago the ‘Daily Sketch’
brought off a good ‘“scoop.” That
paper came out with a full story of the
attemped murder by 'poison ‘of Mr.
Lloyd George by the Wheeldon fam-
ily a day before any other paper had
the news. Some idea of the value of
this “exclusive” may be gathered from
the fact that before ten o’clock in the
morning there was not a ‘Sketch’ on
the bookstalls to be had for love or
money.

The ‘Daily Miirror’ was fortunate in
securing photos of the terrible Ser-
bian retreat across the snow-covered
mountains of Albania in 1915, for they
were the only photographic records of
that “death march” made. The young
Serbian staff officer who took the
photographs dispatched his films by
aeroplane to Brindisi, and thence by
special messenger to the ‘Daily Mir-
ror’ offices in London.

The ‘Times’ was once badly taken in
over a sensation. One night a man
called at Printing House Square with
a batch of letters, for which he ask-
ed £1,780. They "were the Pigott
forgeries, and the story of hLhow the
‘Times’ was deceived is still fresh in
the public mind. The money was
paid, and not long after another simi-
lar amount was paid for a further
batch of letters. These famous letters
cots the “Times’ between £3,000 and
£4,000.

These so-called Parnell letters
c-~ated the greatest political sensa-
tion of modern times, and led up to
the longest °Parliamentary inquiry
every known. The bill for the Par-
nell Commission is carefully preserv-
ed in the archives of Printing House
Square. It is an open secret that be-
fore these letters were done with,
they cost the ‘Times’ £100,000.

£ 1,000 For An Item.

For an unofficial announcement
that Mr. Gladstone was about to re-
sign, the editor of the ‘Pall Mall Ga-
zette,! it is said, paid £1,000. For
weeks every paper in the United King-
dom was constantly referring to the
news which the “Pall Mall’ had been
the first to give to the world, and the
‘P.M.G. thus received a valuable ad-
vertisement.

No expense is shared by the journ-
alist intent on obtaining the ‘“scoop”
on which he has set his heart. Per-
haps the most amazing illustration of
this was when Gordon Bennett, own-
er-of the ‘New York Herald, mon-
opolized all the. wires between Nia-
gara and New York City in order to
obitain exclusive news of King Ed-
ward's visit to Niagara to see Blondin
cross the Falls on a tightrope. A
heavy sum Wwas paid in wiring un-
ngguury matter, so as to keep the
line engaged. At the end of two hours
the King had not arrived. The ‘Her-
ald’ was _wasting dollars by the hun-
d the reporters telegraphed to
New York asking what they lhonld

| do to keep the wires,

“Telegraph the Book of Genelh.
came back the reply, and ' this was ‘

done at a cost of £156. “Still the '

King did not come. The reporters,
afraid to spend so much money, agatn
telegraphed to Mr. Gordon Bennett,
and instructions came back with
lightning speed, “Go on to Revela-
tions.” Fortunately it was not
necessary to telegraph " the - whole
Bible, as the King arrived, and the
‘Herald’ obtained its “special.” The
exploit cost over £1,000.—Tit-Bits.
