There are many grounds of 
objection to Mr. Coakei^#-Sill 
relating to the export of fish, 
but two at least that notabljrfte- 
mand the opposition of every 
right-minded lover of represen­
tative government. The meas­
ure proposes to take from the 
Legislature, and vest in the 
Minister of Marine and Fisher­
ies, the absolute control of the 
one most vital resource of the 
dominion, to play with as he 
pleases, and to destroy in gie 
playing: and it also proposes to 
give him control of an annual 
revenue not less than a half 
million dollars derived from 
taxation upon fish exports. The 
practice of empowering the 
Govemor-in-Council to make 
Orders-in-Council, and of au­
thorising various Ministers and 
Boards to make rules and regu­
lations, having the force of law, 
has gone very far of late, due 
largely, to.the laziness of legis­
lators, or the ambition of Minis­
ters, though the scope of suchr 
orders and regulations has been 
confined generally to matters of 
detail. But in this new Bill it is 
proposed to empower Mr. Coak- 
er to say who shall ship fish, 
and who shall not, what the 
price shall or shall not be, and 
what shipments shall be allow­
ed, and when and how. The 
whole life-giving trade of the 
dominion is thus to be placed at 
the mercy of the man who is 
President of the F.P.U., and His 
Majesty’s Minister of Marine 
and Fisheries.

* * * * * *

In the expenditure of public 
monies hitherto, the House of 
Assembly has always been more 
jealous of its right to appropri­
ate than of any other power it 
possesses. This right has been 
regarded as the peculiar safe­
guard of a free people from un­
controlled autocracy. Kings 
have been in subjection to it 
and pretenders have failed be­
cause of it. But this new Bill 
proposes to permit Mr. Coaker 
to spend half a million dollars 
aiinually, of public money 
sweated out of the fishermen by 
the tax on fish exports, at his 
own sweet will and pleasure. 
Whom he wishes he may em­
ploy. Whom he wishes he may 
discharge. What shall be done, 
or left undone, he shall say. 
No longer will the power of ap­
pointment or dismissal be vest­
ed in the Govemor-in-Council, 
but instead in Mr. Coaker, if 
this Bill goes through. And 
who can doubt in the light of 
recent happenings and is daily 
happening, that misuse will be 
made of this autocratic power 
to bolster up a Masting and 
searing autocracy. In this con­
tingency what will the Legisla­
tive Council do? What will the 
Opposition in the House of As­
sembly do? It will be grati­
fying indeed if the second cham­
ber would estaMish in the pub­
lic mind a belief in its inherent 
independence and latent useful­
ness, by saying a thunderous 
NO to this latest aiid most mon­
strous proposition.

* * * « * *

independence is foreign to the 
make-up of the Legislative 
Council, that its members are 
cither sycophants or partisans, 
and that while some of them 
will talk against the Bill, a ma­
jority of them will find pretexts 
for voting in its favor. There 
is, however, no dubiety about 
the solemn duty of the Opposi­
tion. They have a righteous 
responsibility cast upon them, 
to uphold the essential powers 
of the Legislature in general 
and the House of Assembly in 
particular. They may not be 
able to defeat the measure, but 
they can, at least, delay it until 
shocked public sentiment has 
been aroused, and they can, in 
an effort to arouse that senti­
ment, thunder their denuncia­
tions and acquit themselves of 
any shadow of responsibility 
for its becoming law. /They are 
the lineal descendants of those 
dead' and gone patriots who 
gave Newfoundland Responsible 
Government, and in the present 
moment of peril they should 
prove worthy of their great and 
grand heritage. •

A Gratuitous Insult.
According to the Honorable 

W. F. Coaker, the fish mer­
chants of St. John’s, “know less 
about fish than any other class 
of men in the country,” and “it 
is a rule for them to denounce 
outside what they have voted 
for inside”—that is, that they 
are both ignorant and decep­
tive. It is impossible, perhaps, 
to feel much sympathy with the 
merchants, so classed by Mr. 
Coaker, for this assault upon 
them, for as a class they aided 
and abetted the Coaker-Squires 
combination last fall, and again 
in January, when the outcome 
of their return to power could 
be seen to be just what it has 
been by men of thought, not 
blinded by self-seeking or pre­
judice. But, nevertheless, it is 
not true that the merchants 
know nothing, individually, of 
the fish trade, any more than 
the assumption is correct that 
Mr. Coaker himself is really a 
well informed man about fish.

* * • * * *
There are amongst the mer­

chants men who export, and 
most of them know all that is 
necessary to know about their 
business. Practically it is Mr. 
Coaker himself who is the real 
know-nothing, because his past 
connections have not been with 
trade, but most of them with 
the service of the Government, 
and therefore his knowledge of 
fish is confined to whatever has 
been told him added to his ex­
perience in trade during the last 
few years. As to the deceptive­
ness of the merchants and their 
lack of independence and truth­
fulness; Mr. Coaker, at least, is 
no safe authority. He has, him­
self been everything by turns, 
and nothing long. He has alter­
nately abused and fawned upon 
every man in public life: he has 
swallowed every profession he 
has ever made, and his incon­
sistency and cynicism are bye- 
words.' He is to-day as an ex­
port fish merchant practising 
deep deception upon the fisher­
men, the sharemen, “the under­
dogs,” in order that he may act 
the autocrat and the dictator.

Individuals, they will not undertake 
coal charters from Sydney to either 
Channel or Port aux Basques. If the 
tax Is to be adhered to, Channel peo­
ple will end It dlOcult to get coal sup­
plies.

Cedella, Capt George Genge, 
which sailed on a sealing trip from 
Channel in April, arrived a few days 
ago with 80 young and 240 old harps. 
The vessel being leaking somewhat 
caused the abandonment of the trip.

Capt. Genge is to be 
congratulated on the success of his 
venture. ^

HUNTING LIQUOR SMUGGLERS.

Sydney, N.S., May 22.—Two New­
foundland customs officers were in 
the city a few days ago, and it is be­
lieved their visit was for the purpose 
of investigating rumors that a schoon­
er had landed a cargo of St Pierre 
rum at a point on the Whitney Pier 
waterfront a short time ago. The 
men were Inspector Dee and Sergt. 
Kelly, and while here they paid a 
visit to police headquarters and made 
minute enjuirles as to the provisions 
of the local temperance laws. Chief 
McCormick says he does not know 
whether such a cargo was landed or 
not An Italian steamer which was 
in port a short time ago, is reported 
to have sold considerable quantities 
of Italian wine while lying at her 
berth on the waterfront. The chief 
of police reports that his men looked 
into this case and found the report 
without foundation. If so, their re­
port is at direct variance with that of 
other reputable citizens. It is stated 
that the matter was so notorious It 
was brought to the attention of a city 
alderman who visited the place, told 
the men on the ship that their action 
was against the laws of the country 
and ordered them to stop selling on 
pain of being denounced to the au­
thorities. The selling was then stop­
ped.

FIGHTING INFLUENZA.
Health authorities are fully alive to 

the possibilities of another influenza 
outbreak, as indicated by the official 
statistics from the 96 chief towns of 
the United Kingdom. These show a 
rapid rise in the number of influenza 
deaths during the period January 
31st to April 3rd of from 66 to 392. 
Profiting by the experience of earlier 
visitations of the scourge, the Minis­
try of Health Me already prepared 
with various preventive measures. It 
has been considered expedient, as re­
gards England, to leave the local au­
thorities with full powers to adminis­
ter to the needs of the districts under 
their control upon the lines laid down 
In leaflets which are being Issued to 
them by the Ministry. No effective 
cure having been found, these leaflets 
recommend the public to observe the 
usual care in adopting domestic pre­
cautionary measures. The suggestion \ 
that all doctors should be “empanell­
ed" and have allotted to them speci­
fied infected districts has been aban­
doned in favor of a scheme whereby 
local authorities will appoint special 
committees to carry out whatever 
steps are deemed necessary to fight 
the plague. The compulsory wearing 
of masks has been shelved, on the 
gronnd that there is not sufficient evi­
dence to justify such legislation 
would be required.

In the Prize Ring,
WILDE PUTS IT OVEB DYSON.
Lawrence, Mass., May 6.—It took 

Jimmy Wilde of England, the flyweight 
champion of the world, but two min­
utes and twenty seconds of the first 
round of a scheduled twelve-round bat­
tle to knock out Bobby Dyson of New 
Bedford, the New England bantam­
weight champion, here Saturday.

A few seconds before the knockout 
the British boxqr sent Dyson to the 
canvas with a sturdy, left hook. The 
latter took his time coming up, taking 
a count of nine, while Wilde côolly 
stood waiting from him to regain his 
feet. Wilde immediately attacked, 
shooting a slashing right to Dyson’s 
chin and a quick left hook to the body: 
Dyson went through the ropes and was 
counted out.

Mrs. Wilde sat at the ringside. Jim­
my kissed her just before he stepped 
into the ring. When the battle was 
over he turned at once to her and 
waved his hand.

Fifteen thousand fans saw the con­
test Both boys weighed in at 116 
pounds ringside. They were under 
weight with their clothes on. Dyson, 
i ho is but 19 years old, usually fights 
I: a few pounds more than this figure, 
And the weight may have hurt him 
somewhat. ...

It was generally expected that Dy­
son. who is a brilliant southpaw box­
er, would give Wilde a vigorous-battle. 
The ending was a tremendous sur­
prise.

At the bell, the men stepped- to the 
middle of the ring and Dyson led a 
right left to Wilde’s body, which was 
partly blocked. They clinched and 
Wilde reached Dyson’s face with a few 
left jabs. The boys seemed to be set­
tling down for the milling when, like 
a flash. Wilde let go a fierce left hook 
to the jaw and Dyson went down. 
Wilde stepped away and gave him 
plenty of chance to get set. Then lie 
shot the right and left that counted 
the New England boy out.

public with gloves on his hands. The 
spectators at the 71st regiment armory 
Sunday night did not see a great deal 
of the French champion, but what they 
did see cost Georges no prestige. Car­
pentier was not a disappointment. In 
fact, he showed to better advantage 
than was generally expected by those 
who had seen him in his street clothes 
only.

So many European champions have 
failed to make good over here that 
boxing followers discount most of the 
advance stuff sent out about a new­
comer. Carpentier proved to be an ex­
ception, for it is plain that he is fast 
and as clever a boxer and as effective 
a hitter as reports have made him 
oût to be. There is no doubt that If 
Dempsey lands squarely on Carpen- 
tier’s body or jaw he will not have to 
repeat the blow, but it has never been 
said of Carpentier that he is an iron 
man when it comes to taking punish­
ment.

Carpentier looks like a better man 
than Billy Miske, and Dempsey could 
not hit Miske squarely, although they 
met twice. Georges is much faster and 
a much better boxer than Miske. He is 
also a far better hitter, but he is not 
as rugged as the man from St Paul.

The following correspondence has 
taken place between the members of 
the Opposition In the Legislature and 

the Governor, and 
for Itself:—

St John’s, Nfld,
May 21st 1920. 

His Excellency Sir Chas. Alextnder 
Harris, K.C.M.G., K.C.V.O., Ac.. 

Governor of Newfoundland.
Your Excellency:— .

Referring to the allegation of mis­
conduct on the part of Your Excel­
lency’s Prime Minister and others In 
connection with the recent Election 
Petition against the return of Mr. Wm. 
Woodford, Ve regret that the circum­
stances compel us to have to again 
address Your Excellency on the sub­
ject

Your Excellency will call to mind 
that shortly before the opening of the 
Legislature you received from us a 
statement in writing detailing the 
facts, asking that the charges against 
your Prime Minister he Investigated, 
and pointing out how underslrable It 
would be for that officer to occupy the ! 
position of Leader of the House whilst 
these charges remained unrefuted.

It is now five weeks since an official 
pronouncement was caused to be pub­
lished informing the public that Your 
Excellency was appointing a Commis­
sion to inquire into that matter; that 
this Commission would he presided 
over by the Chief Justice and would 
act without delay. The Legislature op­
ened in due course; and on several 
occasions when the question of the 
appointment of this Commission was 
bi ought up by the members of the 
Opposition. Your Excellency’s Attor­
ney General replied Intimating that 
the contre outlined with regard to the 
Commission was being followed.
