Aÿriciiltnral Shows,
To the Editor of the Mercury.

SiRr^It appêare to me that reifotto is 
much needed in the manner in tvhich 
our Townsbip Agricultural Shows are 
conducted so that the greatest amount 
of benefit to be derived from suob gath­
erings may be obtained. >- : :

I know not whether our own Township 
Society is worse in this respect than all 
others, but I do know that of late years 
great complaints have been1 made, and 
not without cause, that a sufficient oppor­
tunity has not been afforded for visitors 
and members to inspect the articles of­
fered for competition; and at the Show 
here last week it is well known that 
numbers went away unable to get into 
the building at all, and a still greater 
number who went through it were,carri­
ed along with the crowd, only seeing half 
of what was exhibited, and^. with, no 
chance of stopping to inspect feny artfole 
however interesting. •

To explain how this occurred I may 
say that In spite of our rule, that, nothing 
whatever should be entered for. competi­
tion after 10 o’clock, a.m., produce contin­
ued to pour in and entries were made aa 
late in the, day as half-past twelve an4 one 
o’clock, and not till, this time, did $he

It seems to muthaft the object we should 
hpve in view is to improve the farming 
off his country by diffusing information 
and instruction among the farming com­
munity ; this ,we do theoretically by giv­
ing the Canadfi Farmer to.every subscri­
ber to our Society, and thjs we attempt 
in à nlore practical manner by bringing 
together tho beat products, both in. stock 
aha produce, of our best farmers, a^id in 
this way showing to both members and 
visitors what can be done, by good Culti­
vation, in the hope of, stimulating them 
by such rivalry to learn how such results 
are obtained, and to encourage thpm by a 
laudable emulation to strive not only to 
equpl their neighbors, but if possible to 
excel.

But if sufficient time is nof allçwed to in­
spect the various samples of grain, roots, 
fruits and vegetables, it appears to me 
the object we have in view is In a great 
measure defeated,and not in those articles 
only which represent the necessaries of 
Hfo, but in such also as administer to our 
personal comfort as well as the adorn­
ment and beautifying our homes by work 
that- i6 useful as well as ornamental. In 
such work as this represented by the 
ladies’ department—where a close inspec­
tion is necessary if we wish tp imitate, 
does not the hurry-scurry system we have 
fallen into detract very largely from the 
Usefulness of what would otherwise be 
the most generally interesting,, and pen 
haps not the least useful department of 
our annual Exhibitions.

In some townships a system has been 
adopted that would remedy the evils here 
complained of, which, is I think well, 
worthy of imitation, and that is, that all 
the produce exhibited inside the building 
should Jje collected together epd judged 
on the day previous to the one fixed for 
general exhibition ; everything would 
then be ready for inspection by the public 
as soon as the doom were open say at 8 
o’clock inthe morning, and visitors would 
have ample time to see all that is to be 
seen. The improved accommodation 
toriuld) attract a 'larger attendance .and the 
funds of the Society would reap the, 
benefits:

I am aware that, this system would 
entail some little extra trouble and loss 
of time on the part of exhibitors, and is 
therefore likely to meet wjth considera­
ble opposition ; but the loss of time really 
would not be so great as at first sight it 
appears, and to those who do not live

INTERNATIONAL COPYRIGHT.
Great men have their special griev. 

ances as well as-little men, and the 
author whp coynts the remuneration 
for his labours by thousands of dol­
lars, or it may be,"pounds, often thinks 
he has as much caùse for being queru­
lous as the more humble individual 
who gives to his readers a leading ar­
ticle, or a local paragraph (the best he 
has got) and finds some time after­
wards. that a cotemporary has copied 
them without giving “the usual cred­
it,” 0|f course, authors of books have 
an advantage ; they can secure their 
copyright so that they shall be chief 
Ikartâkèrs of the benefits which may 
accrue from publication in their own 
country something which it would 
be the climax of absurdity for writers 
Whose articles live but a day to think 
of. No publisher in Britain, for in­
stance, would dare to bring out a new 
work by a British author unless a spe­
cial agreement had been entered into ; 
but thé price of a copy, part of which 
must go to the original publisher, is 
all that the English writer of any work 
«an claim from any publisher in Amer­
ica, unless a sense of honour should 
prompt him to give more. If it did, 
what he gave might then assume the 
name of generosity, since there is no 
law that binds him to disburse a sin­
gle penny for the privilege of publish­
ing. A few years ago it was a matter 
of but slight importance to American 
authors that there was no internation­
al copyright law1 on any of the Statute 
books ; they lost little or nothing, be­
cause there were but few of their 
works deemed worthy of republication 
on the other side of the Atlantic. Be­
fore “Uncle Tom’s Cabin” created 
A world-wide sensation writers in Bri­
tain alone were reasonable complain­
ants, but the immense popularity of 
that work caused edition after edition 
to be issued, not only in England, but 
in the written language of every Eu­
ropean country and the authoress de­
rived no pecuniary benefit beyond 
what she received from the American 
publishers. The United States boast 
of, at least, one true poet, Longfellow. 
His poetry, though of a peculiar or­
der, and his verse, though of a pecu­
liar measure, is much admired by 
many readers. Bis poems have been 
republished in England for the last 
tventy years, and We are assured on 
good authority, that had an interna­
tional copyright treaty been in force 
between the two nations, Longfellow 
would have been the richer by forty 
thousand pounds sterling.

It is, in plain terms, folly in one 
cense of that word, for any American 
publishing house to give a writer on 
the[other side of the Atlantic anything 
for his copyright. The large houses 
will not, and the smaller ones need 
notjdo it. For, suppose that one of 
the minor publishing firms paid an 
author for advance sheets of a work 
that was likely to live long, and be in 
active demand, what would they gain ?

, Nothing, for perhaps the Harpers’ 
would be down on them for a depar­
ture from the common practice of lit­
erary piracy, and probably in twenty- 
four hours after the issue of the fit st 
American edition, a second would 
make its appearance at such a low 
rate that the sale of the first would be 
effectually destroyed. It is evident, 
theh, that so long as the autocrats of 
publishing houses regard money paid 
to foreign authors as money thrown 
away, that these unfortunate devotees 
of literature will haVe to be content 
with such compensation as they re­
ceive in their own countries. It 
would ill become Americans to make 
loud complaints, since as we have be­
fore observed, it is but lately, that any 
of their books have been honoured by 
republication. Not so with English 
authors, however ; and perhaps none 
of them has been a greater sufferer 
than Dickens, since works of fiction 
are so extremely popular in the States, 
and among them none more so than 
the writings of the great novelist. He 
wrote to the Tribune a short time ago, 
and said that an international copy­
right would have “made him a man 
of very large fortune,” whereas in the 
absence of such a treaty he has accu­
mulated only “ moderate savings.”

Starvation in Labrador.
A letter from Labrador says:—You 

heard last month of the utter failure of 
the cod fishery, from this place far to the 
westward. Hope was then left that the 
herring fishery would meet and supply 
the great want of the people, scattered 
for more than two hundred miles along 
the coast—but that, too, has failed.

Vessels which went farther north re­
turned well laden, and the people in this 
vicinity have done quite well ; but the 
westward waters have yielded nothing. 
The people have done all they could.— 
Having barely sufficient to keep them 
from day to day, they have felt keenly 
the pangs of hunger, and have striven 
wtih all their might td keep from their 
doors starvatiôn ; but now it stares them 
in the face. They have nothing ; there is 
nothing left on the const this year by the 
fishermen or traders. There is only one 
way left—government must send relief, if 
not, starvation is inevitable.

“ Starvation !*’ The word has a terrible 
sound to our ears, because we see what 
it means ; but, as I write it, I realize that 
it will have but little meaning to some, 
satisfied as they are with the luxuries 
and comforts of life. But, can it be pos­
sible that it will be, to those who should 
assist us. so utterly meaningless that we 
shall look in vain for assistance until the 
ice and snow has so piled about us that 
all hopes shall be lost, knowing that, un­
til the summer shall come again, we are 
shut away from*H the world ? May He 
in whose hatjds are the hearts of all men 
lead our rulers to devise speedy and libe­
ral means for our relief. I think not less 
than two hundred barrels of cheap flour, 
wheat, rye, or cornmeal should be sent at 
once, with a proportionate quantity of

Cor beans. It should be consigned to 
Mr. Wainright and Rev. Mr Butler, 

at St. Augustine and Salmon Bay. Justly 
two-thirds of the amount should be sent 
to the latter place, as that proportion of 
the people are settled near that point.

New Zealand.—Sir George Grey has 
been superseded in the Government of 
New Zealand, and will leave for Eng­
land as soon as his successor arrives. All 
the Imperial troops have been finally re­
moved from New Zealand, and the col­
onists have to depend upon the volun­
teers for protection against the Maories 
who are still somewhat troublesome. 
The yield of gold is unprecedently good 
in all the New Zealand gold fields except 
in the Thames diggings, where the min­
ers have not been fortunate. In the Grey 
and Hokitaka diggings the gold seekers 
have been doing remarkably well'.

and its advantages arc perliaps more emplit 
shown uy nothing more than by the vantage 
ground on which it places the fully trained clerk 
abo/ethe imperfectly trained one, when 1 * 
for a situation.

The British American Commercial College 
lias in full o)>cration such a course of instruction as 
to give it practical illness to do the work profosci'.

An important characteristic .of this Institution 
is its maturely organised actual business sysien , 
whereby the College is made a type or modpl not 
only of an extensive business house, but even of a 
large trading community. Another distinctive 
feature of this College is that it attc npis no ex­
traneous teaching. Its work is one, and to the 
accomplishment o.1 that work every effort is direct­
ed. Just as the Uniyarsity and Grammar Schools 
must be sei>arnte institutions, so the Co r ercial 
College and the Elementary' School -niusi 1 ■ dis­
tinct Common sense and experience alike show 
that such a combination is not co upatible with 
efficiency.
