Fatal Accident in Nelson.—On Mon­
day last as a pair of horses belonging to 
Mr. Robt. Elliott, of Trafalgar, were be­
ing driven along a road in the township 
of Nelson, one of the whippletrecs fell 
down, and the horses taking fright ran 
away, throwing J^rs. Robert Elliott, Mrs.

The women who were taken to 
Mrs. Zimmerman’s house, were severely 
injured, but at last accounts were pro­
gressing favorably.

The Halton Battalion. — The 20th 
Battalion of volunteers, Col. Chisholm, 
left for home on Thursday morning, after 
having completed their sixteen days’ 
annual drill. The number of men who 
turned out amounted to 430 rank and 
file. On the 1st of July they had a field 
day and fought a battle with an imagin­
ary enemy. The various movements 
were executed in such a manner as to 
show that they had greatly improved in 
Battalion drill since they had been exer­
cised together. On the preceding day 
they were inspected by the Deputy Ad­
jutant General, Col. Dune, and Brigade 
Major Villiers, in heavy marching order,

They have got new dress for the 
occasion, and will look spicy, and play 
hard. In noticing the match the Wood- 
stock Sentinel says : This contest promises 
to be a keen one—the Guelph Club, of 
late, has a considerable local reputation, 
they having through good play ôr a big 
streak of luck, succeeded in beating,, 
pretty badly, the Dundas Junior club on 
the Queen’s birth-day, and if their repu­
tation is based on something more than 
" brag” it will likely end in the defeat of 
the old "Champions”—who are notas 
strong as they have been in days gone 
past—but to accomplish this, their oppon­
ents will find some work to do. The 
Agricultural Show Ground having been 
occupied for the past eight days, by the 
Oxford Battalion, has deprived the club 
of a proper amount of practice, to enable 
them to play up to their old standard, 
nevertheless we have great confidence in 
them, and when properly aroused, no 
doubt, they will make some lively work 
for their opponents.

A Singular Libel Case.
A few days ago the cable conveyed 

the intelligence that the proprietors of 
the London Telegraph had been mulcted 
in the sum of £960, being the amount of 
damages found for a plaintiff who sued 
them for libel. The case grew out of the 
trial Rish Allah,who was accused last year 
of murdering his ward in Brussells. The 
Telegraph sent a special correspondent 
to Brussells for the purpose of describing 
the incidents of the trial, and it so hap­
pened that this gentleman conceived 
a violent antipathy to the prisoner, and 
thought it his duty to argue the case 
against him in his letter day by bay. 
The prisoner was triumphantly acquitted 
and his innocence made clearly apparent, 
and no sooner was he free than he in­
stituted proceedings against the Tele­
graph to recover damages for the injury 
thus done to him. In charging the jury 
the Lord Chief Justice said " that the 
slightest comparison of tho correspond­
ent’s letters with the official report of 
tho trial would prove conclusively that 
the writer was not actually present at 
the trial.” The proprietors of tho Tele­
graph did not make known who their 
correspondent was, but it was generally 
understood that it was Mr. Sala, who does 
most of the descriptive writng for that 
journal, and who is known to be rather 
fond of rendering his narratives more 
picturesque by sometimes indulging in 
flights of fancy at the expense of strict 
veracity.

The Grand Trunk.—At the meeting 
of the Bond and Stockholders of the Grand 
Trunk Railway Company, on the 18th of 
June—one of the largest meetings ever 
held at the London Tavern—the resolu­
tions passed were of the most sweeping 
character. They were to the effect that 
the Board should furnish forthwith a list 
of the registered proprietors—which had 
been refused even to members of the 
Board of Directors—that the present Di­
rectors should retire, and that a commit­
tee of proprietors, consisting of Mr. Creak, 
Mr. Ritter, Mr. Hartridge, Mr. Handyside, 
Mr. Staples, Mr. Haig, Mr. Lewis Paine, 
with power to add to their numbers, be 
appointed to carry, out the resolutions 
passed. Other changes equally great will 
doubtless be recommended by the com­
mittee and the new Board of Directors to 
be chosen.

The Democratic Convention.
The Democratic Convention assembled 

at New York on Saturday and was call­
ed to order by Mr. Belmont, who made a 
short speech and nominated General 
Henry S. Palmer, of Wisconsin, for 
temporary Chairman. The nomination 
was ratified and Palmer took the chair. 
He made a short speech, urging har­
mony and wisdom in the councils. Rev. 
Mr. Morgan made prayer. The resolu­
tion was adopted, that during temporary 
organization the rules of the House of 
Representatives of 1860 be governing 
rules of this body. Mr E. O. Perrin was 
appointed temporary secretary. The 
committee on Permanent Organization 
and Credentials were appointed. The 
members of the Soldiers’ and Sailors’ 
Convention were invited to seats in the 
Convention. The Declaration of Inde­
pendence was then read and the Conven­
tion adjourned till Monday morning at 
ten o'clock. The Soldiers' and Sailors' 
Convention met at Cooper Institute which 

handsomely decorated. The dele- 
s marched from1 the headquarters to 
Convention, attracting great atten­

tion. After entering the chair, Messrs. 
Chase, McClellan, Grant. Slocom, Han­
cock, Johnson and others were repeatedly 
cheered. Gen. McQuade called the Con­
vention to order, saying that they had 
met to co-operate with the Democratic 
Convention in putting down Radical­
ism. Gen. McClearnand was nominated 
and chosen temporary chairman, and 
made a short speech condemnatory of 
Republican misrule. General Edw. D. 
Campbell offered a series of resolutions, 
strongly censuring the Radicals for their 
course, and calling upon the Democratic 
Convention to nominate a candidate 
whom the soldiers can support consis­
tently with their action during the war.

Canadian Route from Europe to 
China.—A new route from Great Britain 
to Australia has recently been proposed 
by Mr A. G. Dallas. Mr Dallas suggests 
the establishment of a steamship line 
from Wellington, New Zealand, via Ta- 
hita, to Victoria, Vancouver Island, and 
a railway through Columbia to Canada. 
By adopting this route Great Britain 
would be placed in postal communication, 
through her own territory, not only with 
Japan, China, and the eastern Archipela­
go, but with New Zealand and Australia, 
securing the unlimited supply of coal ob­
tainable in Vancouver Island, together 
with its capacious harbors and boundless 
forests, adapted for shipbuilding, which 
give it a preponderating advantage over 
both San Francisco and Panama.

Train again in Trouble.—Mr. George 
Francis Train was again before the Insol­
vent Court yesterday, for adjourned 
hearing of his petition for discharge. 
Mr. Dowse, Q. C., on behalf of the Ebbw 
Vale Company, objected to the discharge 
on the ground that Mr. Train did not yet 
give an account of what had become of 
the iron to the amount of £1,175, which 
he had purchased from them.

Mr. Levy Junior 
counsel for Mr. Train, was heard in sup­
port of his position, but the insolvent 
complained that Mr. Heron, his senior 
council was absent, and that it was im­
possible that he could reply to Mr. 
Dowsc’s argument, not having heard 
them. Judge Miller said he would ad­
journ the case until Saturday, to allow 
Mr. Heron opportunity for reading a note 
of the arguments. Thereupon, Mr. Dil- 
lion an advertising agent, who had gone 
bail for Mr. Train’s appearance in the 
sum of £1000, prayed to be discharged 
from his recognizances.

United Kingdom was less than any 
year since 18112, being only 196,953, 
which was 8,929 less than the preced­
ing year, and 16,882 lees than the 
average of the four previous years. 
Of the 196,953,65,494 were English, 
88,622 Irish, 12,866 Scotch, and 31,193 
foreigners. 169,275 went to the 
United States ; the Irish being rather 
less than one half of the whole num­
ber, and nine-tenths of the whole num­
ber leaving Ireland. In fact, of the 
159,276 emigrants who went to the 
United States from the United King­
dom, there were 79,571 Irish. The 
remainder of the Irish emigrants were 
divided pretty equally between British 
North America and Australia. The 
amount remitted by emigrants in 
order to aid their friends to emigrate, 
was, from the United States, £540,- 
881,11a.
