Wanton Destruction of Properly.
PLATE GLASS WINDOWS SMASHED.

Last night ^ibont fifteen minutes past 
twelve o’clock, two of Mr. Petrie’s clerks, 
who sleep above the drug store were 
awakened by the noise cccasipned by 
stones being thrown through tbe front 
windows of the store underneath.

ken, a atone lying on the floor inside.

Mr. Coffee said that the work was not 
being done by his orders.

The seventh clause of the report of the 
Market House Committee referring to the 
Market House extension which Clause 
was not adopted at last meeting was 
next taken up.

The Committee stated in this clause 
that they had procured two rough drafts 
of extensions of the Market House, one 
a rear-ward extension, the other a south­
west extension, and recommended the 
south-west extension.

The Council went into Committee of 
the Whole to consider this clause of the 
report, Mr. Elliott in the chair.

Moved by Mr. Petrie, seconded by Mr. 
Hall, that the clause referring to the 
Market House extension, be adopted.

Moved in amendment, by Mr. Harvey, 
seconded by Mr. Davidson, that it be not 
adopted, but that the rear-ward exten­
sion be gone on with .instead of the south­
west extension, as recommended in the 
report.

Mr. Harvey said that the rear-ward 
extension would cobt about 54,000 less 
than the south-west extension. He was 
opposed to the extension as recommend­
ed in the report of the committee, but 
'the majority being in it's «favor | he had 
consented to bringing the report in as 
presented.

Mr. Hood said he understood that 
there would only be 53,000 of difference 
in the cost of the proposed extensions.

Mr. Heffernan had always been oppos­
ed to extending the present market build­
ing. Any additions that might be made 
would disfigure it, but if it was to be ex­
tended he would vote for the south-west 
extension. By making the rear-ward ex­
tension, the* butohers’iwould have very 
lilthxinoreased accommodation. The new 
stalls that would be made would neces­
sarily be very dark. The engine house 
would also be rendered in a great mea­
sure useless, as there would then bejao 
proper way of getting into it.

The Council’s Proceedings.
By reference to the report of the 

Council's proceedings on Monday 
night, it will be seen that the Road 
and Bridge Committee are in as great 
a muddle as ever. Mr. Codec, con­
trary to all rule and procèdent, tried 
to bring up the old report, which 
the Mayor, by his vote at the previous 
meeting, had thrown out ; and when 
he ruled, contrary to all law and pre­
cedent, that the report could be 
again brought up and re-considered, 
the Council did what is very rarely 
done—but which under the circum­
stances they could not otherwise do, 
reversed the ruling of the Mayor, and 
by their vote decided that the report, 
which he had himself negatived, could 
not be brought up again. When the 
Council is obliged to resort to such 
an extreme course, it shows that the 
Mayor has gone far astray in his rul 
ing, and that they have no confidence 
in bis decisions and it must be hu­
miliating to him to find that he has, 
by acting the part of a parti­
san, lost the confidence of*the ma 
jority of the representatives. Such 
ie* the case, however, and on him 
and the Chairman of the Committee 
rests the responsibility of the delay 
in the perfoimance of the work ne 
cessary to be done. The course that 
the Mayor has chosen to adopt in this 
matter has damaged his reputation 
very much in the estimation of the 
ratepayers. He has made himself a 
partisan in the wnole transaction,and 
has by bis action lowered the office 
ot Mayor- to an extent it never was 
before by any one who has occupied 
the Mayor’s chair; and he has more­
over, interfered more with the action 
of Committees than any one who 
ever occupied the same position.

It will bo seen by our report, that 
the Council, in regard to the exten­
sion of the Hall, have adopted the 
plan for a rear extension, in prefer­
ence to extending a wing southwest, 
which scheme will cost at least $3,0 JO 
less than the other, while it will 
aftord equal, if not more accommoda-

The Great Western Directors’ 
Report.

The first report of the new Board 
ot Directors of the Great Western 
Railwiy. has been published. The 

v-fioard are ot opinion that the finan­
cial position of the Company should 
be at once strengthened, in order to 
enable those who are responsible for 
its administration to hold their 
ground effectually under existing 
emergencies, and with this view they 
propose to issue to existing share- 
holders the balance of the unissued 
share capital, viz:—49,918 shares at 
£20. 10s. each. Owing to the dif- 

. liculties in which they found the 
affairs of the Detroit and Milwaukee 
Railway placed, they propose to ask, 
at a special meeting, the necessary 
power and authority to afford such 
financial aid to the Detroit and Mil­
waukee Railroad Company, and to 
concur in such re-arrangement of its 
securities, as they may deem expe­
dient.

The next paragraph refers to the 
W. G. & B. Railway, and we give it 
in full as follows :—

“ The Directors, in compliance with 
an application from the Board of the 
Wellington Grey and Brace Railway Co , 
have consented, subject to the approval 
of the proprietors, to a further issue of 
bonds, as authorized by the Wellington, 
Grey and Brice Company’s Act of 1871. 
This, with the previous issues, will make 
up an amount equal to $12,000 per mile 
of that Company's line,including sidings. 
A resolution, approving this issue, will 
be submitted to the special meeting."
—From4hisit will be sçen that the 
further issue oTMMs necessary to the 
opening of the Southern Extension 
of this Railwayhas been formally sane- 
tioned by tin new Board, which seems 
to contradict the statement we made 
yesterday, on good authority, and on 
the strength, too, of a telegram from 
Col. McGivern, President of the W. 
G. & B Company, to the Reeve of 
Lucknow, that the Great West­
ern Board had refused to he 
cept the offer made by the 
W.G. & B- Company, with a view 
to the opening of the .Southern Ex­
tension. The only way we can ac­
count for this seeming contradiction 
is that the W.G. & B. Company have 
made Other claims on the Great Wes- 
tem Directors for money sail to have 
been expended in various ways 
mainly as contingent expenses—in 
connection with the construction of 
this branch, which the Directors re- 

• fuse to acknowledge or pay. If we 
are wrong in thb, we should like very 
much if the Hamilton Times, which 
prints the Directors’ report, would 
explain the real position of affairs 
with regard to this branch, and what 
is the nature of the difference—if 
any—that exists between the Great 
Western Directors and the W.G. & 1>. 
Directors. The report goes on to 
Htate that the Directors have made 
fiysli terms with the London, Huron 
mid Bruce C >. for a lease of their 
line, on conditions more advantage 
nus to the Great Western Company. 
A more formai and binding lease of 
the London and Port Stanley Railway 
fur 2il years is to be obtained by spe 
vial Act of the Ontario Legislature. 
The Board have entered into aprovi 
atonal agreement wilh tr.e Canada 
South un Railway Company with re­
ference to access by that Company to 
tiie Niagara Suspension Bridge. 
Several clauses following refer to the 
state of the Company’s accounts, and-! 
the receipts and expenditure.

With regard to the working of the 
branch lines, we have in the report 
no details of each separate branch, 
but they are in the aggregate satis.

Resignation of the Rev. Dr. Barrie.

All our readers who %re acquainted 
with the Rev. Dr. Barrie, will join us in 
expressing regret at the notice which ap­
peared in our report of the proceedings 
of the Presbytery of Guelph, at their 
meeting in Elora on the 13th inst. It 
is there stated that, in consequence of 
infirm health, the Doctor has tendered 
the demission of his charge in Erapiosa. 
About à year and a half ago he was laid 
aside during some weeks from pastoral 
duty, and.was under the treatment of Dr. 
Herod, of this town. Health having been 
restored, he resumed his ministerial la­
bors, and continued uninterruptedly at 
them till towards the end of last month, 
when his trouble returned, and he was 
forced to absent himself from the pulpit. 
His medical adviser considering it hurt­
ful to him to be actively employed i and 
other reasons presenting themselves, he 
resolved to lay his resignation in the 
hands of the Presbytery, and await the 
action usually taken in such cases. We 
hope his strength may yet be so far re­
covered that he will be able once more 
to make proof of his ministry, in which 
he has for a long period been engaged.

We learn that Dr. Barrie came to 
Canada in 1841, and commenced his ser­
vices in November of that year. For a 
year and two months he travelled 
through the vacancies of the United 
Secession Church, as it was then called, 
refusing invitations to obtain a settled 
pastorate, because of the spiritual desti­
tution that prevailed, and thinking he 
could be more extensively useful by itin­
erating than by entering upon a fixed 
charge. On the 2nd February, 1843, he 
was ordained in Eramosa, 'and on the 
following day, in, the Irvine settlement, 
a few miles from the present thriving 
village of Elora, by the Missionary Pres­
bytery of the United Secession Church, 
the two congregations forming a joint 
charge. He continued pastor of both till 
1849, when, after his return from a visit 
to Scotland the preceding year, he was 
loosed from the congregation in the 
Irvmn settlement, and confined to that 
in Eramosa, where a manse had been 
erected. At the date of hie ordination 
the congregation in Eramosa numbered 
just thirty members. From the last in­
formation we have received, there are 
now upwards of one hundred and seventy. 
The addition made the first year was six.

According to the arrangements made 
at the time of his settlement, Eramosa 
was to have two successive Sabbaths’ 
supply, and the other, or third Sabbath 
was given to the Home Settlement. He 
was not long in Ersmosa till the congre­
gation at Guelph, connected with the 
same religious denomination, applied to 
him for an afternoon service on those 
days he was preaching at Eramosa, to 
which he agreed, and continued to give 
supply till 1840, when the congregation 
at Guelph called and procured a minister 
of their own.

All who are acquainted with Dr. 
Barrie know him to be a man of untiring 
energy and great force of character. He 
was abundant in labors, and was for a 
long time frequently away from home 
supplying spiritually destitute localities. 
Soon after his return from Scotland in- 
1848, he made a mission tour away to 
the north, through districts into which 

» settlers were only beginning to enter, 
and he may belooked upon as the pioneer 
of the church in that quarter. His name 
is widely known, and he has endeared 
himself to many a heart, with whom he 
has sympathized, and whom he has en­
couraged in the trials peculiar to the 
early settler. Many a one will join with 
us in the desire thatjhe may be restored 
to public usefulness, or that his life may 
be long spared, and rich comforts enjoy­
ed in his declining years, even although 
he should be laid aside from the work he 
loved so well, and in which he has been 
so long honored to be engaged.

Fire in Marybcbo.—On the night of 
Thursday, 8th inst., the house of Mr. Jas. 
Wilton, on the farm of Mr.,Geo. Cherry, 
Mary boro, was entirely destroyed by fire, 
together with all its contents. Mr. and 
Mrs. Wilton were from home and arrived 
too late to do anything towards saving 
the property. The house was a new one, 
Wr. Wilton having just got it finished 
and furnished entirely with new furniture. 
The loss is consequently a heavy one, 
there being no insurance upon the pro-
