The recent invention of the applicas
tion of vulcanized India rubber-to the
tires of rbad steamers, is nos without
interest o this section. = Occasionally,
for years back, a project has been

" mooted for the construction of a tram-

way from Nanaimo to Esquimalt, so
that sea~going vessels might avoid the
intricate navigation between those two
ports, and save the additional premi.
um paid for insurance and the charges
for pilotage. In the northern part of
New York State, a few months ago,
we passed over a thirty-mile tramway
of locustewood, which had been in use
for the general purposes as & railroad
several years, and hardly bore evidenoce
of wear. The speed attained was
about fifteen miles with locomotives.
The cost of the road was but $7000 a
mile ; and its success bad -induced the
citizens of some localities:in'thes State
and Canada to take stock in compean.
jes formed to lay down wooden rails
for the facilitation of traffio between
certain interior cities. It is probable,
however, .that the improved road-
steamers will obviate the necessity for
rails, and that the great problem of run-
ning ‘locomotives with loaded cars
attached over ordinary roads without
injury either to the engine or the tho»
* oughfare, has a¢ last been solved; in
which case even wooden rails may be
discarded, and rapid land. communica«
tion by steam with Nanaimo and
other points - secured without the
necessity of a tramway. Experiments
recently made in Scotland with the
India rubber tire have been attended

with moss satisfactory results, and it
is not doubted that within a fow
months steam traction engines will be
running successfally  upon every road
throughout the United Kingdom, and
even over the strects of crowded cities:
In a late number of the Scotsman we
find & report of one of these expers
iments, which we commend  to the
careful attention of the Goverameat
and our business men:

The hill from Pow Barn up to Minto street
is both long and steep, but the road steamer
drew its train to the top with the most periect
ease. It was very curious to -watch the be-
bavior of the patent India rubber tires of the
road steamer as they passsd over the various
descriptions of road surface. In the out-
skirts of the city where the roads are mac-’
adamized, there were many places where
broken stones had just beeu epread on the
surface. 'Over these sharp loose stones the
India rubber tires of the road steamer passed
without croshing, or in fact disturbing them
in the least. The rongtliest and sharpest bed
of broken stones sank. gently: into the elastic
cashion of India rubber, which rose from the
contact with the most jagged fragments of
stone without any trace or mark of injury.
The perfect’ command which the conductors
of the train had over its movements evabled
them to control both its course and speed
with the utmost precision. The line of streets
through which it passed are alwaye she most
crowded streets in the city, but nothwith-
standing all these obstacles, aggravated by
the streets being at some points uoder re-
pair and closed for one-half their width, no
difficulty was experienced in steering clear of
every impedimeat. ¢

ToronTo, ONTARIO, Sept. 1, 1868,
I regret that the time still at my disposal
will allow, me to tarry but a few bours in
this, the ocapital ecity of the province of
Ontario and the metropolis of the most fertile
and: populous section of the New Dominion.

‘I 'reached this point after a ride of sixteen
hours from Montreal overthe Grand Trunk |

ailway, but am able to give onlya very
incomplete deseription of the journey snd
.be section in which I find myself. The
line of road by which I came bither runs
through a country mostly flat and uninterest=
ing ‘and exhibiting but little of the apirit . of
enterprise. or improvement. Many of the
towns, oo, through or past which we were
whirled do not appear to enjoy a very great
‘measnre of prosperity, and few signs of, im-
provement were observed until we reached a
poiat some 60 miles east of Toronto, where
the character of the country gradually
changes, the soil becomes more favorable, the
{arms more numerons and the towns larger,
‘smarter’ and thriftier in appearance. These.
points et difference are attributable in a
great measure 0 the severity of the wiater
in the section that borders on the St Law-
rence river, and the less fertile character of its
soil. The country borderiog on Lake Ontario
eojoys & more temperate climate and the
charaoter of the soil is better fitted to reward
the labor of man than t"at of Lower Canada.
I have seen nowhere richer soil, finer farms,
or thriftier people than are to be found in
this seefion. Toronto is a modern built
city of 60,000 inhabitants:i.

nearly every prosperous merchant ‘of this
oity is’an importe; Oanada West, it must
also be remembered, has of late years
entered largely into the manufactare of many
articles which were lormerly. imported from
the Old Country, and for these articles
Toronto farnishes the best and surest

market, just as Mootreal furnishes the best

market for articles of Lower Canadian pto-
daction. Notwithstanding the abrogation of
the Reciprocity Treaty the valune of the im-

ports and exporte of 'the Provinces have

largely augmented since 1866, About the
only perceptible effect of the abrogation of
the Treaty has been the transfer of Canadian
trade from New York and Boston to London
and Liverpool, The exports to the United
States of articles of Canadisn produaction are
now larger than ever- before, and stimulated
by being thrown upon their own resources.
The Canadians have snatched from the grasp
of the New Yorkers a very large share of the

trade their port formerly enjoyed with the
West Indies—the excellonce and cheapness

of Casadiao manufactures giving them a
preeminence over American goods. The

customs tariff (average) of British Columbia
(if I remember correctly) is 20 per ceat.,
while that of the Dominion is but 15 per
cent. 'Labor is nearly as well paid here as
in the States, when we bring greenback

The hotels of Canada are nothing to boast
of. . St Lawrence Hall, the ‘crack’ hotel of
Montrea!, charges $3 per day in silver and
the board will not compare with that provided
for the same money at San Francisco. The
charges at Toronto are $2 50 in silver per
day, and the board much inferior even to
that at Montreal, The charges at the Rusa«
sell House, Ottawa, are $2 50 per day.
With labor and food 80 mueh lower than in
San Franciseo; it is a puzzle to me how the
Bonifeces of that goodly city can afford ‘to
‘furnish better bills of fare and 'better room
accommodations than those of Canada for
about the same rates.

The political feeling is favorable to the

FURTHER DETAILS~—FORTY THOUSAND PER-
SONS KILLED OR BURIED UNDER ITS RUINS
' —~PESTILENCE AND. FAMINE THE RESULT.

Guavaqum, Sept. 10—The regular
‘mails from Quito arrived at thjs city on
the 27th ult., bringiog further particulars
of the terrible eartnquake of the 16th of
| August. The desolation and destruction
is even' greater than at first estimated.
The loss of life has been put down at
40,000, and is I believed not far from the
trath. | Aboat fifteen towns: have been
completely destroyed and others seriously
.ipjored.  In. the Oity of  Quito nine
‘churches are in ruios, and nearly all the
honses have more or less suffered.  Bat.
the principal transaction took  place in
the Province of Imbabura, .Of the towns
of Ibarra, Otaralo, and Cotacachi no
vestige remains, having been completely
swept from the face of the earth, The
/City of Tbarra was the capital of that
province, and was a very handsome town,
about 21 leagues distant from Quito, and
situated on a beautiful plain about 7000
feet above the level of the sea. The
popalation, just previous to its destrucs
tion, is estimated to have heen 16,000, of

“which number 13,000 were buried nnder its

ruins,  Otaralo was situated to the east
of Ibarra. It contained sbout 10,000 in~
habitants, of whom from 6000 to 7000
perished. . Cotacachi was to the north of
Otaralo. It contained many good build-

ings. The larger part of the town was

‘composed of Indians, of a very light color
and well formed. The features of the
women are said to have been very beautio
fal.

The
descriptions that have come to hand from
various points desolated by this visitation
are heartrending. .= As I before informed
you, the earthquake took place at mid~
night, when all were in the deepest
slumber, The shock was too sadden for
any one to escape. In the majority of
instances the houses at once fell over  the-
heads of the helpless victims, either killing-
them ourright or 'burying them alive:
under the rains. Those who were so for--
tunate as to escape with their lives had of
course no clothing but that in which they

destruction everywhere was so complete-
that even money itself was of no value,.
To those horrors must be added that ‘the-
Indians of the surrounding countries ' rose-
and coald not be prevailed apon to aid in
saving those who were buried alive under
the ruins. Hence the unfortunates who
were not immedietely killed were forced
to linger and fioally die of hunger and
thirst. Within a few days after the
catastophres the dead bodies began to
decompose, and the living were compelled
to fly from the scene. The price of all
provisions and produce has risem, and
must continae to doso. After the pesti-
lence must come famine.
