The gentleman did not put his question
quite plainly, and the answer given in The
World might appear to our readers as
ambignous, Qg Saturday afternoon a
World reporter was shown three counter~
feis two dollar notes of the dominion of
Canada, of the seriea ‘'“C” issuwe, All of
them had been réadily passed in stores, but
any one who is used $0 handling bani notes
ought to easily detect the bad bills, In
the first place the paper is much rougher
and darker than the good notes, and the
portrait of Lord Dufferin in the centre is
coarse ‘and illy-engraven. But the worst
defect is in the gures (signifying the
number of the bill) printed in red ink that
immediately follow the letter *‘C” on the
right hand top cormer. The figures are
very iru‘mlu and clumesily printed, and
the red ink is biurred clean through the
pote eo that it can be seen in daubs on the

ack., In the good notes the figures are
neat, slender, evenly printed, and no trace
of the red ink can be found on the back.
