Rev. A. T. Bowser Installed an Spiritual 
Overseer of the Enltnrlan Church.

The installation of Rev. Alexander T. Bowser 
as Pastor of the First Unitarian congregation 
of Toronto, took place last night at the Unita­
rian Church, Jar vis-street. The sermon was 
by the Rev. Grindall Reynolds of Boston, and 
was an able elucidation of the principles of 
Unitarianism and its attitude towards rational­

The charge to the new pastor was delivered 
by Rev. George W. Cutter of Buflhlo.* and was 
a powerful exhortation to adhere to and man­
fully preach and carry out the first principles 
of the Unitarian^ pellets and interpretation of 
the Scriptures. He reminded him of the isolated 
position in which he would be placed as the 
Das tor of a church none too favorably regarded 
by other sects. “Be a scholar,” said he, “be a 
student. In this age the people are examining 
and investigating for themselves, and you 
must be abreast and in sympathy with tho ad­
vanced thought of the titres in matters philo­
sophical, scientific and social* e ,,

Mr. George Maclean Rose, one of the leading 
members or the church, sketched the past his­
tory of Unitarianism in Toronto from the time of 
its inception. He alluded to the intolerant attL 
tude of other denominations at that period, and 
the change for the better which has since take» 
place, in the greater breadth and liberality 
which now prevailed.

Rev. J. L. Jones of Chicago spoke strongly 
against the indifference of congregations.

Secretary Morris* Receives n $1555 Check,
Which He Pays Over After Two Year*.
Another afternoon of Investigation into

fifty serais to the acre. If we multiply fifty 
by five thousand We have the neat little 
of two hundred and fifty thousand people for 
which provision ha* been made in the city 
suburbs. This dose not include, be it re­
marked, thé vacant lots in the dty itself, 
which are numerous, nor the thousands 
ef acres held by large proprietors who 
are prepared to sell at from five to ten 
thousand dollars per acre whenever the specu­
lator comes along with his beg of money, the 
surveyor to put in the stakes and the litho­
grapher with hit red, blue and green map* to 
attract the unwary. The World believes in 
Toronto becoming a large city, but, it submits 
that 250,000 is à very large number to add to 
180,000, that it will take a great many year* to 
do it, that an interval will certainly come 
when the progress of the city Will be less rapid 
than it now is, and that' it is not wise to take 
land from the plough, plant a few houses upon 
H, and leave it a howling waste for a genera­
tion.
