Deeming Safely Lodged in Jail In Aus­
tralia.

Perth, Australia, March 20.—Deeming, 
who is accused of having murdered his 
wife and four children in England, was 
brought to this city to-day bv officers, 
prior to going to Melbourne, where court 
proceedings will be taken against him 
The prisoner was strongly guarded and 
every precaution was taken by tho author­
ities to prevent him from attempting to 
make his escape and to guard against his 
being attacked by the excited people, fears 
beings entertained of a dangerous outbreak 
of popular feeling against the murderer.

The railroad station was jammed with a 
great crowd of persons when the train bear­
ing the prisoner and his guards reached the 
city. A yelling, hooting mob of men and 
boys started after the carriage which 
veyed him to the jail, but tho driver whip­
ped up his horses aud soon outdistanced the 
runners and in a short time had safely 
landed the prisoner in the institution, whdte 
he will remain for a few days «util the for­
mal magisterial inquiry is held and he is

” The‘detectives who hunted the prisoner 
down were interviewed after their arrival 
here to-day. They said that when Deem­
ing was arrested and was questioned about 
the terrible charges made against him, he 
affirmed his complete innocence of tho 
crimes. He gave his nuns as Swanston, 
and declared that he had no knowledge of 
the man known as Williams. He said that 
he was a resident of Windsor.

Tlio detectives also said that the prisoner 
had fainted twice during the journey, but 
that otherwise lie appeared to be in a cheer­
ful frame of miud. He was voluble and 
was very willing to talk about the murders 
attributed to him. He seemed to be confi- 
dent that when the proper time came he 
would be able to prove his innocence.

Able Disquisition by Professor Cayley et 

Trinity Üiilvereity-Jobn Heble,
John Henry Newman.

The lecturer introduced the subject by a 
sketch of the position of religious and pout - 
cal thought in Bneland at the end of the 
first 80 years of the present century. He 
-described the strong hold which the Evan­
gelical revival had upon a large portion ot 
the English clergy and the noble philanthro­
pies! and other religious efforts to which 
that movement had given birth.

The stronger churchmen, a good deal 
weakened by the effects of the non-juring 
schism ; the smaller knot of men of broad 
church proclivities and the change produced 
by the somewhat sudden rise of Liberalism 
in English politics, were in turn portrayed. 
As results of the latter he instanced the sup­
pression of a large number of Irish bishop­
rics and the threats of radical alteration in 
the constitution and state of the English 
Church, which, alike from their vagueness 
_nd their impetuosity, aroused in othe minds 
of the founders of the movement a convic­
tion that something must be done, and that 
quickly, to meet these imminent dangers.

Brief sketches were given of the origina­
tors of the Oxford movement, Rose, Palmer, 
Kehle, Froude mud Newman. It was shown 
that the leading prlnciple of the movement 
was neither reactionary nor

Mr. McCarthy does not prophse to wipe out 
the cumbersome dual language system or Sep­
arate schools in the Norththwest territories 
by ordinance of the Federal Parliament. 
All he asks parliament to do is to place witb- 

• In the competence of the people of the North­
west Territories power to decide these burn­
ing topics for themselves. Those who op­
pose any change see that the granting of 
these powers is just as effective a way of 
Wiping away the minority’s privileges as 
It the act were done directly by the Federal 
body. The Northwesterners and their rep­
resentatives have shown their preferences 
ta decidedly that there can be no doubt 
What will happen when all restrictions are 
removed from them. Nevertheless that is 
what we think Parliament should do. The 
Bouse would bp entering on a conflict 
Which after years of bitterness would end in 
D victory for provincial freedom. The vic­
tory might as well be granted now as five or 
jix years later. The friends of the present 
rystem must see that their anachron­
isms have not a leg to stand upon. The 
fact that the dual language system pre­
vails in Quebec and in the Federal Parlia­
ment and that separate schools exist in On­
tario is no argument for the spread of those 
features to other provinces. They are parts 
of the great pact or concordat arrived at in 
1867. They were recognized then as evils, 
but they were necessary concessions to se­
cure agreement and make the union a^ possi­
bility. It is not part of the pact that they 
shall spread beyond their original circum­
scribed area and it was bad politics to at- 
temnt it, and Parliament in our opinion 
should not refuse the remedy that is now 
asked.

Provident Society for the year ending Dec.
M* objects of the Grand Trunk Railway 
Insurance and Provident Society are to se­
cure medical aid for ite members durini 
sickness in consideration of the payment o 
small monthly fees towards this sick benefit 
fund, the Grand Trunk Railway contribut­
ing annually $12,S00. The fund itself is to a 
healthy condition and shows a balance of 
$4508.08.

The second object was to insure the pa; 
ment according 10 the class to which a su 
scriber may elect to joimot sums, the 
largest contemplated being $2000, upon death 
to his family. These allowances are made 
by an assessment which, having regard 
to the large number of members, amounts to 
but a small sum to the individual. The 

paid during 1891 under the insurance 
fund was about $79,000.

The accounts show a total receipt and 
expenditure from the society’s inauguration 
to the present time, viz., 1st January, 1885, 
to 81st December, 1891, of $902,618.57. The 
payment made by the Grand Trunk Rail­
way Company in sustaining the fûnd 
amounted to $86,188.88.

The management of the society is practic- 
allv in the hands of local committees of its 
members and a further object in its estab- 
lisment was to create a kindly feeling be­
tween the company and its employes.

The total membership ou the books of the 
society at Dec. 31 was 13,304, an increase of 
414 over that of the previous year. Its mem­
bers are divided into six classes, involving 
different payments in the event of death.
