How Northwest stockmen Propose to 
Get Rid of the Post

iA ranchman from Mecleod, Alberta, who 
arrived from the Northwest yesterday, 
states that energetic mesne have been 
adopted to' rid the territory of wolvee, 
which have alarmingly multiplied in num­
ber of late. Some year» ago most of the 
larger ranches, with the idea of keeping 
down the wolvee, imported hound» eupposed 
to be capable of carrying out that plan. 
Since then the wolvee have increased enor­
mously, being now almost as plentiful as 
they were in the old buffafo days and eflec- 
tuaily proving that where they were in 
question the dogs were not in it. Such Being 
the elate of affaire it came to be gen­
erally understood that eome energetic 
policy of extermination must be inaugur­
ated, the lose of stock on the ranges from 
wolves alone having become a moat serious 
item in the yearly balance sheet. With 
this end in view most of the ranchers 
throughout the Willow Creek district have 
already banded themselves together into an 
association, and they propose to offer a 
bounty for every wolf of $5, in addition to 
which they will purchase the hide of the 
dead animal, making in all between 87 and 
$8 per head. It ie proposed to form a fund 
for the payment of the bounties by levying 
a tax of 20 cents per head per colt and 10 
cents per head per calf on tbit year’» 
branding. Old stockmen have computed 
that every wolf in the course of a year gets 
away with about 850 and 860 worth of 
stock, and that ie putting it at a low rate.

TUB SPORTING SEABCM-LIOUT.

There is scarcely a respectable journal 
anywhere that supports racing on the wih- 
ter tracks, and many of the big dailies in 
the east and west have waged war on the 
merry-go-rounds. The Horseman is the 
leading weekly turf journal of the west 
and one of weighty influence in matters 
affecting trotting and running interests. 
Conservative as a rule, it is yet plainly 
outspoken in cases ot real emergency, and 
an editorial in its latest issue is eo appli­
cable to the local racing situation that it is 
here reproduced. The Horseman says:

The best friends of the Chicago Racing 
Association have looked for the gates of the 
Hawthorne track to close with the end of 
he racing eeaeon, and are not gratified at 
tthe evidence of an apparent intention to 
attempt winter racing at Chicago. Illinois 
wants no Quttenberg or Gloucester, and 
ineither the temper of the people nor of the 
courts bodes well for such enterprises in 
the Prairie State. The fall of Garfield Park 
was directly due to the misguided policy of 
the officials in flying in the face of decent 
public opinion last autumn and attempting 
winter racing. Public sentiment, thorough­
ly aroused, closed the gates of Garfield Park 
suddenly and permanently. Winter rac­
ing was the cause of reputable racing com­
ing under the ban of the law in New Je» 
sey for over a year. The same cause» wijl 
produce like results in Illinois. Winter 
racing can not be justified or excueed on 
any ground, and is deeply and Uiiaatrouely 
injurious to the whole turf and breeding 
interest. It brings opprobrium upon the 
sport of racing and incites public hostility 
to the turf. Public opinion once throughly 
aroused will not discriminate between wba: 
should be permitted and what should not 
be permitted, but will clamor for the utter 
suppression of racing, and judging by re­
cent interpretations of the law» of Illinois 
this is a mighty poor time to io vite an 
attack upon the turf in this state. Mr. 
Corrigan has heavy turf and breeding inter­
ests, and we think he must readily per­
ceive that be will do the racing business 
serious injury and may bring about its total 
suppression in Illinois by keeping the Haw­
thorne gates open in the teeth of winter 
and of public opinion, 
racing law limiting the eeaeon and only 
permitting betting on tracks on the races 
then and there being run. Stop foreign 
book-making and there will be no winter 
racing hereabout.
