The construction of the new coal fer­

ry line from Conneaut, O., to Port Dover 
will in all amount to nearly ,1,080,000. 
The .work has been pushed along at a 
very rapid rate and, probably, will be 
completed and the line in operation by. 
the middle of July.

The United States & Ontario Steam 
Navigation Company are the promoters 
of this important transportation 
scheme, and the Grand Trunk Railway 
and the Pittsburg, Shenango & Lake 
Erie Railroad are represented on the 
board of directors and will co-operate 
with the company, which will enable 
the concern to distribute and transfer 
to other railways in Ontario, coal at 
less cost, they claim, than It caji be 
handled by any other medium. The 
route is most direct and besides the 
distance being greatly decreased, the 
car ferry system admits of Its being 
handled in bulk which will save much 
labor in Its transfer. The Grand Trunk 
Railway are making provision to han­
dle 100 cars daily, amj have a rorce of 
men now engaged in laying track, etc. 
The two new steel-clad ferry boats, 
constructed in Toledo at a cost of ,250,- 
000 each, are 280 feet long and will carry, 
26 cars apiece.

They are provided with passenger ac­
commodation, and are expected to make 
two round trips each, a day. The dis­
tance from Conneaut to Dover Is only, 
60 miles, and the cost of transportation 
from port to port is estimated to be 
25 cents per ton. Port Dover being the 
receiving port, coal, it is claimed, will be 
cheaper here than at any other point 
In Ontario; and considering that taxes 
are low and shipping facilities the best, i 
the town will be a desirable localty for 
manufacturers.

The west pier of Dover harbor has 
been widened 30 feet and extended 100 
feet farther seaward; 400,000’ reel of 
timber have been utilized in the ex­
tension of the old pier and in the build­
ing of the new slips. The stone ror fill­
ing the cribs will cost ,8.600. and Is 
teamed from a quarry some three miles 
Inland. The dredge Ravenna, which 
was rebuilt In Dover during the winter, 
has been working steadily. The dredg­
ing Is done down to a stratum of rock 
which underlies the harbor, and which, 
fortunately, affords a sufficient depth of 
water with a splendid smooth rock bot­
tom. The harbor, when completed, will 
be one of the best on the lakes ror ac­
cess to and shelter for any kind of 
craft, for nature helped by human artl- - 
flee has made it most complete. The 
Canadian Government has granted ,16.- 
000 for Improvements, and the entire 
cost will be near ,40,000. Port Dover 
will probably have a connection of N.
& N. W. Railway from Colllngwood, on 

’Georgian Bay, and the Georgian Bay 
& Lake Erie Railway from Wlarton.

STATE LINE SERVICE 135Precaution* To He Taken At the Can­
neries To Save and Match 

All Fertile Egg*
Ottawa, June 29.—The Fisheries De ­

partment has issued a circular to lob­
ster cannera, asking them instead of 
wasting the eggs attached to berried 
lobsters to retain them lor hatching pur­
poses by placing them in temporary 
scows through which the tidal water will 
pass. Young lobsters can be hatched out 
in this way amounting to liyndreds of 
millions in the year. It is estimated that 
one lobster In every five canned is ber­
ried. On an average a female lobster 
carries '20,000 eggs ; some have been 
known to carry ns many as 80,000. A 
little assistance rendered to the Fisher­
ies Department by the cannera in the way 
of suggestion may have an appreciable 
effect upon the cultivation of lobsters.

According to reports which have reach­
ed the department the lobster license 
system adopted this year for the first 
time has been so universally approved 
by packers that not more than half a 
doien have raised objections. The can­
nera admit-that the license gives them 
a recognised status, and that Govern - 
ment protection will raise the vaine and 
reputation ot Canadian lobsters.

The buoys marking the Government oy­
ster bed at Tracadie, N.&, where the 
expert of the Fisheries Department, Mr. 
E. Kemp, is carrying on oyster culture, 
have been maliciously removed. The de­
partment is taking steps to discover and 
pnnish the offenders.

D.C.L., F.R.S., was born May 4,1825, at 
Ealing. Educated at Ealiug school (of 
which liis father was one of the masters) 
and at Charing Cross Hospital. He serv­
ed as assistant^surgeon ou H.M.S. Vic­
tory and Rattlesnake, during the cruise 
of which latter vessel he made import­
ant observations on oceanic hydroaoa. 
Elected a Fellow of the Royal Society 
’62; ’55, Professor of Natural History at 
the Royal School of Mines, and also Full- 
erian Professor of Physiology at the Roy­
al Institution; ’QZt President of the Bio­
logical Section of the„ British Associa­
tion; ’70, President of the Associa­
tion itself for the year, and member of 
the London School Board; ’72, Lord Rec­
tor of Aberdeen University; ’73, Secretary 
of the Royal Society; ’78, LL.D., Dublin 
and Edinburgh; ’79, LL.D. Cambridge;

McIntyre & Wardwell (John J. Dixon) 
received the following despatch to-day 
from Schwartz, Dupee & Co., Chicago : It 
being the last day before deliveries, the 
wheat market has given over the chang­
ing. The difference at one time got as 
wide as 2 l-2c and was 2 8-8c at the 
close. Cables easier. Argentine ship­
ments were almost double the week be­
fore, 965,000 bush. During the first 
hour prices dropped, and the difference 
widened; in the last hour, as the liquida­
tion of July lessened, and as the efforts 
of changers to change their July increas­
ed, there was a quick rally. The Mod­
ern Miller was bullish in its crop sum­
mary. It had a special cable from Liver­
pool, declaring the damage to the Rus­
sian rye crop confirmed and the German 
wheat outlook unsatisfactory. It does 
not look as if the July deliveries would 
be large. If they are not next week may 
see a rally. Kansas to-day again show­
ed too much rain. The cash demand here 
was rather small, as it always is on Sat­
urday. No business here in round lots, 
and New York reported only two loads 
for export. Corn traders watched wheat 
early. The price was weak, sympathis­
ing with other grains, and feeling the 
July liquidation which was going on 
everywhere. The estimated receipts for 
Monday, 190 cars. New York reported 
2 loads for export. Cables were up a 
little for spot but off a little for; fu­
tures. Seaboard clearances were only 
15,000, charters 25,000. The July pres­
sure is over; crop prospects keep good, 
but if wheat rallies corn will probably 
do the same.

Provisions weak, on considerable liquid­
ation of July contracts. The market 
turned firm is sympathy with wheat, and 
during the last hour became strong and 
recovered yesterday’s decline, chiefly be­
cause of light offerings of both July and 
September deliveries.

Against this 
theory are the slight short interest and 
disappoint!^ consumptive demand so 
far from the South for meats. It is pro­
bable that the market will be higher next 
week, but without an improvement .in 
the cash demand we doubt the perman­
ence of any advance «that may occur.

LOW DEATH BATE IN JUNE
SO DEATHS MOM TYPHOID OM 

SCARLET PETER.

Diphtheria Only Carried Off Severn Vic­
tim.-There Were Five Brownings and 
Three Fatal Accidents, Two By the 
Trolley—Analyila ef the Keterne From 
the City Cemeteries.

! The mortality returns for ;the past 
month conclusively prove the healthy 
etate of the city. There were fewer 
deaths from contagious and infectious- 
diseases than had been recorded during 
the past nine months. Diphtheria proved 
fatal only in 7 cases, which is the lowest 
monthly record this year.

Of the 211 deaths during the month 
medical certificates showed 13 were from 
heart disease, 11 pneumonia, 9 from 
phthisis, 8 from consumption. Diphtheria 
and bronchitis were each credited with 7 
deaths; drowning 5, pneumonia and apo­
plexy 4 each. There were 2 deaths 
through t colley accidents and one each 
from alcoholicism, blood-poisoning, scald­
ing, accident, heat-stroke and typhoid 
pneumonia.

St. Michael's Cemetery were children. 
One old person was interred. There were 
deaths from consumption, 6 from measles, 
3 from pneumonia. Other 
death wre heart disease 2, trolley aeci- 
dent, phthisis, diphtheria, paralysis and 
drowning one each.

At St. James' Cemetery the interments 
were 70, the same number as in June last 
year. In May last1 81 were buried. Dur­
ing the past mouth only 4 persona over 
70 were interred; 28 of the 70 buried 
were children. There were 6 
each from pneumonia and phthisis, 
from heart disease and drowning 
pectively, apoplexy 3, consumption 2, 
accident 1, typhoid, pneumonia, bronchi­
tis 1 each.

Of the 16 interred in Prospect Ceme­
tery 7 were children. Two deaths 
attributed to diphtheria, and one each 
to scalding, bronchitis, heart disease and 
cancer.
