And so with more humble individ­
uals like ourselves, we may find some 
questions or circumtance puzzling us 
when we go to sleep, but with the 
morning come the disappearance of 
the difficulty and the right answer.

of protection and when not in use 
or stored for the winter should be 
In a shed that Is weather tight. If 
It la to be left In the field over 
night It should be covered with a 
waterproof canvas to properly pro­
tect the wiring, magneto, etc. 
Cleaning.

Exposure is not by any means the 
only ill-treatment to which a tractor 
Is subjected. Have you not often 
seen them so covered with dirt and 
grease that you wonder how they 
can carry the extra load? If the work 
of carrying it was all It would not 
be so bad, but the great trouble with 
these dirt accumulations is that 
sooner or later the grit is going to 
work into the bearings and get into 
the carburetor, with the result that 
you have ground-out bushings and 
scored cylinders. To clean off these 
accumulations each day will take but 
a few moments and pay you well. To 
allow them to stand for a week or 
so means that the heat of the en­
gine will burn them and make their 
removal a very difficult matter.
Lubricating.

Oil in a gas engine or tractor 
serves three purposes: 1, general 
lubrication; 2, compression seal in 
the cylinder; 3, cooling.

For each part of an engine that 
requires oil there must be an ade­
quate supply or that part is going 
to fail sooner or later. It has been 
said that not one man In a hundred 
knows every oil hole on his tractor. 
This is nearer the truth than may 
be imagined, and part of tne fault 
lies with the manufacturer who 
places oil holes or grease cups in 
places where it would almost require 
a detective to find them. You must 
study your oiling chart, and then 
follow the system of oiling as laid 
down in your tractor manual. Give 
the manufacturer credit for know­
ing the oiling needs of his product. 
Oils and greases should be bought 
most carefully. Each manufacturer 
will tell you what oil to use in ills 
particular machine. The reason dif­
ferent tractors call for different oils 
is because they differ in construc­
tion, speed and operating tempera­
ture. To make sure that you are 
getting the oil recommended, buy it 
in sealed containers.
Mechanical Oilers.

Some tractors are equipped with 
mechanical oilers. In these cases 
fresh oil is constantly supplied to 
certain parts. These oilers work so 
well that tney are often forgotten. 
Not long ago a tractor operator 
heard one of his cylinders blowing 
gas past the piston. On examination 
l- was found that the piston was dry 
and badly scored. Further examin­
ation revealed the fact that the little 
pump in the oiler which should have 
been supplying oil to that cylinder 
had stopped working. The oiler was 
drained and washed out well with 
kerosene. Then it was turned out 
and fresh oil put into the oiler. It 
was again turned by hand and again 
that particular pump did not work. 
The oiler was now removed and tak­
en apart when, after quite a careful 
search, a small bit of chaff was 
fouua in one of the fine oil passages. 
Tfie bit of chaff would let the thin 
kerosene pass but stopped the thick 
cylinder oil.

Equal care as to cleanliness should 
be observed as to greases. If grit is 
on your hands or whatever you are 
using to fill the grease cups with, you 
may ue sure you are going to have 
scored bearings. In filling the cups 
see tuat there is no air left ill them 

■ and then turn them tiow.u until you 
see grease squeezed out of the bear­
ing. This makes sure that it is get­
ting wnere it will do good. It Is 
wasting money .o buy a low grade 
gieuse because they consist mainly of 
a low grade soap and a large amount 
of water and will freeze. Cheap 
greases also contain acid fats and 
are certain to spoil the highly-finish­
ed surtaces of anti-friction bearing».

A certain .professor has waded 
through one hundred standard love 

jstories . and tabulated the various 
ways in which lovers behave in pop 
ping the question.

In one hundred eases where the 
proposal was accepted no fewer than 
sixty-seven gentlemen kissed the lady 
and began “all of a sudden.”
( Eighty-one declared they could not 

five without her, while "seventy-two 
held the girl’s hand and thirty-six 
took her in their arms. Twenty-six 
lovers sat down to put the question, 
four fidgeted about with their hand­
kerchiefs—which three afterwards 
required to wipe away the tears of 
joy; three stood on one foot, three 
‘‘reclined on the grass.”

Only four thought it necessary to 
go down on both knees, but twice as 
many knelt on one. In thirty-two 
cases kissing took place. Only four 
kissed the girl on the cheek, but ten 
saluted the fair one’s curls! Three 
kissed her eyes, two her hands, one 
the top of her head, one her nose ('by 
mistake), and one her shawl.

Acceptance of the proposal caused 
a lump in the throat of thirteen 
lovers; the same number had qualms 
of conscience, while five had eyes 
“calm and clear.” Nine declared 
üemselves “the happiest men alive," 
seven were deliriously happy, but 
live were too full for utterance.

Tiy SPOILED CHILD

By Mrs. Chas. Bobbins
Is there anyone more unwelcome 

in any group anywhere than the child 
who has been spoiled? Time after 
time have I -heard a mother remark, 
“Well, you know how spoiled he is,” 
She acts as though this would for­
give his misdemeanors. The failure 
to do her duty is explained by adding 
that his grandmother or aunt will let 
him do such things.

Mothers, you may fry to believe 
that is so, but deep down in your 
hearts you acknowledge that the fail­
ure in training points only one way, 
and that is to you. If you persist in 
training systemically your child will 
show good results. My boy would 
have been .hopelessly spoiled had i 
allowed either grandmother to do as 
she wished. In fact, both objected if 
I permitted my baby to cry. Later on 
they complimented me on my well 
trained baby. Why? Because he was 
unspoiled, healthy and lovable.

That brings us to an important 
point in the training of children. The 
most beautiful child in the world can 
be so reared, through neglect of his 
parents to direct the small acts of 
childhood that he becomes unlikable. 
Now we know the child is not to 
blame. The moulding of every baby 
boy to manhood, and every baby 
girl to womanhood is absolutely in 
the hands of the parents at the start. 
If we come to this realization it is 
not difficult to understand how im­
portant a factor training in the right 
direction can become. I might add 
that this is one 'of the biggest aims of 
kindergartens, the directing and 
starting of the child’s habits in life 
in the best way.

One often hears some mother re­
lating to a friend a cute remark made 
by her child or telling of some act, 
while the child listens intently, even 
smiling with self satisfaction at this 
repetition of his smartness.

The child you may well know is im­
pressed., The 'exact result of having 
him hear of his bright acts is this: 
just as soon as a child begins to 
think those things are cute he gets 
an exalted feeling that they are the 
means by which lie gets notice. Then 
he loses the sweet, innocent ways of 
a child and becomes self-conscious.

One little boy I know is giving 
the teachers in school a troublesome 
time and the mother declares she is 
unable to change him. Wher^he was 
a baby he was bright and attractive, 
naturally imitating little things his 
parents did. If he heard his father 
swear occasionally or heard a slang 
expression he repeated it, much to 
the amusement of his audience. They 
led him on and entertained friends 
showing him off, but now the parents 
are suffering. The child is not wanted 
anywhere and proves a nuisance. To 
laugh at or ridicule a child when he 
asks some question innocently, even 
though it may be amusing, is a 
crime. Your laugh, if he asks some 
queer thing, turns hfs grave thoughts 
aside as worthless. 'Such things may 
seem trivial to you, Mothers, but to 
him they are all small lessons leading 
•on to bigger ones in his steps of pro­
gress.

Try to think as your child thinks 
and try to see what has prompted his 
action. This will help greatly in solv­
ing many perplexing problems. Very, 
very often he has a motive which can 
be discovered if you watch carefully. 
Does it seem a big task, Mothers? It 
is, but there is no greater happiness 
for us than the knowledge that we 
have done our best. If we have, the 
best results will in all probability 
follow, and our children will be as 
we want them to be, lovable and 
happy; and the spoiled child will 
never be among us.

Young "Ord” was supplied llber- 
illy with funds while at school, and 
even after he graduated he was 
privately tutored by a Maryland 
priest, who tried » trace his parent- 
ige. The search *Ied to the unsup­
ported conclusion that he was the son 
»f King George IV of England, and 
:hat ills mother was Marie Anne 
Smythe Fltzherbert, whom the king 
married In 1785. The Jesuit fathers 
>f Georgetown college believed the re­
port, and he was listed in the cen­
tenary history of the Institution os 
"James Ord, son of King George IV.”

When Mrs. Fltzherbert died she left 
some private papers, which she re­
quested should remain in Coutts' bank, 
London, until the reigning sovereign 
of Great Britain should want them 
publicly opened. The seal was broken 
In 1905 by King Edward VIL. The 
marriage certificate of George, prince 
of Wales, to Mrs. Fltzherbert was dis­
closed. hut no mention of children. 
"Ord” died In Omaha at the age of 
ninety-seven, with the mystery still 
shrouding bis past.

Not only does the Province refuse
to. do anything towards road building 
i.0 the urban centres, but the Domin­
ion Government grant for good roads, 
which comes out of the pockets of all 
citizens, whether they live in town or 
country, is also spent entirely on 
country roaids. It is important that 
these facts shall be spread among the 
people of Ontario. -There is an im­
pression abroad that costly roads are 
being built throughout the Province 
chiefly for the benefit of city motor­
ists at the general expense. That is 
far from the truth. The country roads 
of Ontario are being 'built largely at 
the cost of motorists, including those 
who jive in cities and towns. The 
cities and towns build their own roads 
at their own cost.—Globe.

WHOLESOME FOOD MEANS A 
HEALTHY PEOPLE

There is much in the report of the 
Veterinary Director General for the 
year 1920-21 that must be very grat­
ifying to Canadian readers. From it 
we learn that Canadian Live Stock 
continues to maintain its enviable 
reputation as among the healthiest 
in the world, that none of the great 
plagues, such as rinderpest, foot-and 
mouth disease and contagious pleuro­
pneumonia, has been allowed to en­
ter the country ; that hog cholera and 
glanders have been so effectively 
dealt with that losses have become 
comparatively trifling, and that 
mange has been practically eradi­
cated from the great range country 
of Alberta. The last mentioned was 
a particularly heavy task, as can 
easily, be underload when it is stated 
that 2,082 townships, aprpoximately 
74,952 miles, a territory as large as 
Scotland, had to be covered. Cattle 
could stray for hundreds of miles. 
Restrictions and dipping regulations 
had to be imposed and happily were 
readily complied with iby cattlemen, 
with one lone exception, when the 
police had to be called upon. Dipping 
vats were built so that no cattle 
would have to he driven more than 
twelve miles to be treated, and very 
contingency was provided for. Com­
mencing June 24 197,721 head were 
dipped for the first time, and on July 
2 and following days, 197,914 were 
dipped for the second time. The ac­
credited herd system adopted in the 
previous year, having for its object 
the elemination of tuberculosis, made 
excellent progress.

The report shows similar energy 
and achievement by the two other 
divisions of the branch, The Pathol­
ogical division, which has charge of 
the Biological laboratory at Ottawa, 
supplies all the tuberculine and mal- 
lein required for inoculation, makes 
examinations of specimens submitted 
for diagnosis, conducts research work 
and manages branch laboratories, in­
cluding one at Charlottetown, P.E.I., 
for study of fox diseases. The Meat 
and Canned Foods division, has been 
termed “the silent guardian of the 
public health." Besides inspecting 
and certifying to the quality and

wholesomeness of all manufactured 
food products within the scope of the 
Meat and Canned Foods Act, this 
division supervises all imports of like 
foods, including fruits, vegetables,, 
milk and their products. Canada, it 
is worth mentioning, is today the only 
country in the world that has a law 
setting out standards for food prod­
ucts to which countries in trade with 
her must conform.
