Steamship Communication

According to notice, a meeting was 
convened ‘ in the Court House of this 
town, on Thursday night last, for the 
purpose of discussing the important 
question that is now agitating the pub­
lic mind of this County.

it being the night of the monthly 
session of the Masonic Lodge, and the 
weather being also un propitious, the 
meeting was smaller than probably it 
would otherwise have been.

Several gentlemen from Annapolis 
were present,—three of whom, L. De­
lap, L B- Mills and A. Fullerton, Esqrs. 
took an active part in the proceedings.

The meeting, after being called to 
order, selected R. E. FitzKandolpb, 
Esq,, chairman, and H. S. Piper, eeoty.

L. Delap, Esq. was the first speaker. 
His diction is earnest and forcible 
and well calculated to back his argu­
ments. He said that he would rende r 
all the assistance to the scheme under 
consideration in his power, as he was 
positive it would prove a most profit­
able investment, both directly to the 
stockholders and to the County at 
large, as the increased facilities that 
would be afforded for shipment of cat­
tle and produce, would prove a power­
ful incentive to farmers to produce 
more and of better quality than is 
even now being done; that the lessen­
ing of freights would go into the farm­
er’s pockets. He believed that the 
question of return cargoes need not be 
so critically considered, as he felt al 
most assured the steamer would pay 
15 per cent, dividend on the export 
cargo alone ; but cited several mer­
chants, including himself, that would 
pay in no inconsiderable sum on 
freight, that it would be greatly to 
their advantage to have come direct to 
them by our own steamer. The ex­
tent of the English market was touch­
ed upon—showing clearly that the 
demand was ample for the supply. 
Said that he intended taking all the 
shares he could get hold of, after the 
farmers were given a chance, as he did 
not wish to stand in the way of what 
was most clearly their interest. The 
latter taking stock generally would 
render competition out of the question. 
Said that now the advantages that 
would accrue from this undertaking, 
were made so eviden t through the 
medium of the press and the meetings 
that were being held, that outside 
capitalists were standing ready to take | 
possession of the vantage ground (that 
we now hold), if we let the enterprise 
go through for want of encouragement. 
Said he was * perfectly willing to go in 
for either a wooden or iron boat, what 
ever the majority of the stockholders 
decided as the best for the purpose. 
He then read a letter from England 
which said that steamers are now pay­
ing 15 percent, over and above insu­
rance and expenses. They are now 
building on the Clyde 150 iron steam­
ships. Said Annapolis was bound to 
have a steamship in spite of either St. 
John or Halifax, and concluded by 
hoping that those present would give 
the hearty support that the enterprise 
deserved.

Jno. B. Mills, Esq., stated that the 
scheme was being generally well re­
ceived ; read the prospectus, which sets 
forth that there is $100,000 worth of 
freight to be obtained in Hants, Kings 
and Annapolis,<fcc. He considered that 
the apple trade alone would return a 
large profit,— 6000 or 7000 barrels per 
trip being considered as the steamer's 
capacity ; that one of the indirect bene 
tits that would result from the enter- 

seven- prise would be to give Nova Scotia the 
largest advertisement that she could 
get ; there was no fear of glutting the 
market; that a great stimulus would 
be given to cattle-raising and agricul- 
ture ; corroborated Mr. Delap*e state­
ment in regard to outside capitalists, 
but said that Annapolis intended to 
hold her own ; denied most emphati­
cally that the enterprise was being 
advanced chiefly for the interest of 
Annapolis town, showing that it was 
meant for the general benefit of the 
whole county; said that there were 
plenty of farmers who oould afford to 
take shares, and concluded by advising 
them to do so.

T. VV. Chesley, Esq., said that it was 
a matter of public import ; that he was 
going to subscribe for all the stock he 
could afford,as he believed that it would 
prove a profitable investment both in 
his personal and the public interest ; 
that every great undertaking started 
from small beginnings—citing S. Cu 
nard’s success in life as an example ; 
spoke of our increased facilities for pro­
duction, stating that we can produce 
ten times as much as we are now doing 
if suitable carrying facilities are 
provided to enable us to take proper 
advantage of the market that is now 
opened up to us. The present long 
land carriage was a serious drawback, 

’.land that the undertaking under consid- 
eration, if accomplished would do away 

\ with the difficulty. He drew his speech 
to a close by saying it would be advi­
sable for Mr. Delap to give as many 
details as possible.

Mr. Delap said that it was not part 
of his present purpose to go into full 
details : but that when sufficient stock 
is taken a meeting will be called, and 
everything laid before the shareholders 
subject to their approval. Said he 
expected to have full returns of the 
amount of stock taken to present at the 
Granville Ferry meeting.

Augustus Fullerton, Esq., said that 
all the advantages that any County 
possessed were centered in Annapolis 
County. Why then should a scheme 
like this fail to succeed ? Why were

Farmers, who have been giving away 
their potatoes, the price realized bare­
ly sufficing to pay for the carriage to 
market, will be pleased to read the 
following, which is taken from the 
Montreal Gazette:

“ The supply of potatoes in Chicago 
has been rather limited of late, and 
prices in consequence have shown a 
material advance. Two carloads of 
mixed early rose and peachblows were 
sold there on track last Tuesday at 70e. 
per bushel, and prices are quoted at 
7üc.r$90c. per bushel from store. Stocks 
in the above city are light, and dealers 
there are said to be anxious to replea* 
ish stocks. In New York there is also 
a firmer feeling, early rose having been 
sold at $2.38$ per bbl., quotations for 
such stock ranging from $2.U0 to $2.40. 
The supply in Boston is only moderate, 
causing a firm market, good to choice 
early rose commanding 55c./&65c. per 
bushel. In several of the Vermont 
and New Hampshire markets there has 
been a noticeable falling off in the sup- 
ply, as compared with that of a year 
ago. Before the winter is over there 
may yet be a market for Canadian po­
tatoes in the United States, as prices 
there appear to be gradually working 
up to a point that will warrant ships 
meuts being made in that direction. 
Good lots of early rose can be bought 
in this market at 45c. per bag of 1 £ 
bushels, and about the same price 
would secure good lots of Chili."

From Brads treeUr we learn that there 
is a decrease in the potato crop of the 
United States the past season of up­
wards of 13,000,000 bushels as compar­
ed with the year before. The acerage 
planted was slightly increased, but the 
product decreased upwards of 7 per 
cent., the average yield being less 
than 100 bushels per acre, and much 
lower average production than might 
have been expected. The truth is 
that the soil and climate of many of 
the States are not adopted to the 
growth of the potatoe. During the 
past few years considerable quantities 
of potatoes were imported into the 
United States.

there is room for greater, and for a 
better and cheaper system of feeding 
them. Pork that cost the farmer 10c. 
per lb. to raise, will not pay even for 
home consumption. Our farmers 
might raise more sheep than they do, 
particularly on the mountain farms— 
hardly anything pays better when pro 
perly understood than-sheep farming. 
It would be well if more attention was 
given to this branch.

Now, a word about poultry, we have 
advanced considerable in the improve­
ment of fowls; Cochins, Brahmas, 
Leghorns, Black Spanish, Plymouth 
Hocks, &c., are common, but we re­
quire improvement in the breeds of 
turkeys and ducks. The ordinary 
weights for the farmer are from 4£ to 8 
lbs. each, and for the latter from 4 to 6 
lbs. per pair. The introduction of the 
Bronze Turkey among our common 
breed would soon give a different and 
more profitable result. It will certain­
ly pay better if we can raise turkeys 
weighing from 12 to 15 lbs. each on the 
same quantity of feed, and in the same 
time that it now takes to raise the 
common diminutive kind we now have. 
We believe it can be done.

GROCERIES— Boycotting is graphically described 
in the New York Sun as follows :

What is the process known as Boycot- 
ing, and which is fast taking the place of 
the sbillelsh and the shotgun among the 
instruments of Irish protest and resist­
ance? It is a species of social ostracism, 
enforced with pitiless severity in the 
minutest details as well as in the large 
concerns of life. The presence of a Boy­
cotted person is not acknowledged by a 
word, a look, a gesture. Not only is there 
no intercourse, but no business is directly 
or indirectly transacted with him. Nol>ody 
will buy his grain, his fruit, his garden 
produce, his horses, cattle, fowls, or any. 
thing he has te sell ; nobody will sell him 
a pound of meat, an ounce of flour, a gill 
of whiskey or an hour’s work. No one 
wil 1 give or lend assistance in any way, 
and no money will tempt a man to ap­
proach his dwelling. Under such cir­
cumstances., a Boycotted person must 
stock his house as if he were going on an 
arctic cruise for otherwise, no matter how 
large his bank account, he may starve in 
the midst of plenty. Even when supplies 
have been procured from a distance, he 
would lead the life of a castaway on some 
desert island, with the stinging conscious­
ness that, in his case, solitude bore con­
stant witness to the haste and loathing of

George Wilson, more familiarly known 
as tlie “ frog man/’ died in Strafford a few 
days ago.

Tbe crown, acting with the advice of 
its responsible ministers, is charged 
with the management of all tbe reven 
ues of the country, and with all pay­
ments for the public service, 
makes known to the House of Com 
mons by its annual budget its necessi­
ties, aud the House grants such acts or 
supplies as these necessities require.
The crown demands money, the 
Commons grant it, and the Lords as­
sent, and no money can be voted by 
Parliament for any purpose whatever 
exceptât the demand of tbe crown.
No petition even for any sum of money 

—relating to the public service can be 
received by parliament unless recom­
mended by the crown, Un tbe other 
hand, no person can lend money to the 
crown, or to any department of state, 
without the sanction of Parliament, 
and all money transactions between 
the Bank of England and tbe Treasury 
are expressly forbidden.
