There were cows whose peculiar merit 
wa* that they did not show much bag, 
but when you begin to milk them, then 
tbe milk comes. But the minister is ready 
to testify that it does not come, and he be­
lieves that a good cow, like a good busi­
ness man, will hare some visible assets.
If she has much milk, she must have a 
place to keep it. She will have a capacious 
udder, shapely even after milking, with 
lour conspicuous teats, each of which 
makes a handful. If the bag all falls to­
gether, like au old glovf, no matter what 
endorsements may be given her, she 
won’t have milk to any extent.

At last,1 a staving good cow ’ was heard 
of. She belonged to a doctor, who asked 
‘ ®n awful price’ for her, no less than fifty 
dollars I A great, stately cow of the short­
horn breed, with just a dash of the native 
blood in her ; head and limbs small for ber 
size, and well-formed ; eyes large, soit, 
and kind ; deep chest and body ; promin­
ent milk veins ; and roomy bag. Sbe bad 
never been starved or abused, and her 
record was of the best. Her milk yield 
was abundant, her calves had never gone 
to the butjher, and one of them a three- 
year-old heifer, could not be bought for 
less than seventy-five dollars.

The ‘ awful price ’ was paid, and a one- 
cow dairy started. When her beautiful 
calf came, about Tbanksitiving time, there 
was a deluge of milk. Thirteen quarts at 
a milking, twice a day, six gallons per 
diem. Her skim-milk better than the pro­
fessed whole milk bought of the milk­
man. Her cream churning into butter of 
the finest quality. All through tbe sum*» 
mer, an average of four gallons of milk 
daily kept op, and all through the follow­
ing winter, a reasonable yield obtained.
Now she is fresh again, and there are the 
brimming pails, the choice butter ; while 
tbe two calves are winning reputation at 
tbe hands of those to whom they were 
sold at good prices.

Does not this cases bow 1 a way out ’ for 
discouraged farmers wbo complain that 
their cows * don’t pay?’ How can they?
They are not ptoperly constructed milk- 
machines to begin with, and they are not 
sufficiently fed. They literally eat their 
beads off, and yet do not get eoougb to 
eat. They are unprofitable servants, but 
it is not their fault Badly bred, and bad­
ly fed, what more or better can be expect­
ed of them ; It Is the natural and inevi­
table law of cause and,effect, whose oper­
ation no earthly power can stay. No cow 
can possibly be a good milker, if she is 
not ‘ built that way,’ and even if sbe is, 
there will be no profit unless she is well- 
kept in addition to being well-bred. Many 
are trying to achieve the impossible, and, 
of course, they fail, for they are in arms 
against the natural order of the universe.

The plea is often urged, 1 we cannot af­
ford to keep
‘ blood stock ’ that is wanted. Good cows 
can be raised or bought, without resource 
to the herd-book and fancy pedigree. If 
those wbo have one good cow would breed 
from her, choosing a sire possessed of 
milking points, and sell off tbe unprofit­
able cows at any price they will bring, 
putting the money into really good cows, 
however few, and continue breeding in the 
same way from them, only a few years 
would elapse before a herd would be got 
together that would be a constant source 
of pleasure and profit. Five or six first- 
class milkers are better than a dozen or 
fifteen Inferior ones. Tbe minister’s girl, 
newly hired from tbe country, exclaimed, 
as she lifted the great pail of milk to 
strain ft off. 1 Mercy I is all that milk 
from one cow?’ He well asks : 1 Would’t 
it pay to have every cow on the farm like 
that one ?’ Let every reader of the Witnete 
who keeps cows lay that question to 
heart.

Warming Water for Farming Animals. 
—The question, Does it pay ? ha* been pro­
pounded to several dairymen who have 
warmed the drink for their cows in cold 
weather, and every one has answered, Yt s. 
How could the answer be otherwise ? It 
tbe water is not warmed for the animal, it 
must warm itself. In the stomach th 
water is brought to a temperature of near­
ly one hundred degrees. When the ani­
mal warms the water, it uses its food for 
fuel. If corn, hay, etc,, were burned by 
the stockman to warm the water, then 
there might be no gain ; but he uses much 
cheaper fuel. It is hardly more trouble to 
put fuel under a tank than to give the an­
imal the extra good required for the heat­
ing of the food in the ttomacb. Tank- 
heaters are now manufactured, and by 
using thi-n the water ran be heated lastly 
and economically. Heating the water 
pays, for the further reasod that cold water 
taken into the stomach arrests digestion 
and thus causes a loss of food, whereas 
warm water stimulate* the digestive -or­
gan* to vigorous action.

5it41OLDHAM WHITMAN.A horse that is naturally coregeous may 
be made cowardly by abuse. If he often 
receives blows the fear of then is upper­
most ; and any unknown noiaeie imagined 
to be a coming hurt to escape from which 
is an uncontrollable impulse. The man 
who abuses his horses Is often «warded by 
the destruction of his property and in­
jury to himself, the result of runaways. 
But when the courage of the colt la devel- 
opt'd, it is not nearly so likely to run away, 
though H be hampered with blinds or 
abused by a cruel master ; and t is hardly 
saying too much to assert that it it is pro­
perly treated it will liever run awey. Too 
often the training of the colt has in effect 
contrary to the cultivation of its oarage. 
Forgetting that temper is the most valu­
able quality of tbo horse, its owner tries to
• break’ its temper—to cow the animal. 
The horse should be trained, not broken ; 
and training requires firmness, mixed with 
much kindness. The roan who ha» no 
control over his own temper and whose 
judgment is aarped by auger is not fit to 
train a colt. As abuse will make it cow­
ardly, so kindness will make It courageous. 
The basis of courage is confidence, and the 
<Lrat point is to secure the confidence of 
the con. The next is to make the colt 
sure of his surroundings. Watch closely 
and whenever he shown»»* of anything,

If he confi­
dence in his trainer this will not he diffi­
cult. If he shies at a stump or rock, ride 
or drive him up to it. Drive him nearer 
and nearer the cars until be is no longer 
afraid of them. Have the whistle sounded 
when his head is turned toward it, and ré­
pétât this till he ceases to start at the sound. 
Handle his limbs and touch them with a 
strap until he no longer shrinks.

The courageous horse, the one with 
spirit trained, not broken, is the horse 
that does the most work . It does not lag ; 
to drive it is a pleasure. It does not
• give up * and leave you mired in a mud- 
hole ; it has the spirit, the courage, to ex­
ert itself to the utmost. Among horses, 
it Is the one with tiained spirit, with fine 
temper that does the most work, the least

danger acts quickly and in­
telligently. What horse has more courage 
than the Arabian, and what horse is more 
docile, enduring, or admirable ?—American 
Agriculturist.
