The first ekates were made by Messrs. Geo.
and RobertAnderson, of Edinburg, and Earle
Reynold, the champion amateur speed skater
has proved their utility by covering a milein
2 minutes 30 seconds; two milesin 5 minutes
40 seconds, and fourteen mil'es over the
streets and sidewalks of New York in 54
minutes. He finds no difficulty in keeping
in the van when he goes out with the wheel-
men on their club runs, and says the exertion
is not as great as in bicycling. The skates
are a very simplecontrivance. They consist
ol a brass plate made to screw or strap on
the boot. Each end is curved upward and
forked.

The
skates weigh two pounds each, but it is ex-
pected to reduce their weight to two or three
pounds for a pair.

Provineial Exhibition Notes.

The liberal prize list of the Nova Scotis
Provincial Exhibition may be seen from the
following: The amount of prizes offered by
Toronto,—§35,000; Montreal,— $13,900; St.
John, §12,000; Ottaws, $14,900; Helifax,
$19,000, »

The larger portion of this $19,000 goes to
our agriculturists, so although manufactar-
ers are asked to exhibit at this exhibition,
at the same time, the largest part of the
premiams go to the farmers.

The Exhibition has been extended from
four days to seven almost entirely in the in-
terests of coming exhibitions. With an ex-
hibition of this magnitude continued only
four days, with the chances of onme day or
perhaps more, being wet, the prospects of
financial success were very slim indeed.
This would very materially injure fature
exhibitions, The commissioners, therefore,

with the cousent of the ex hibitors, have de”
cided to extend the time. It will cost fully
§1200 a day for these three days extension,
but the large body of exhibitors are suppor-
ting the action of the commission and the
crowds will doubtless be so large that finan-
cial success is leoked for.

Persons from the conntry wishing lodgings
outside of the hotels in Halifax, during the
Exbibition should make application to Ald-
erman Butler, chairman of the Lodgings
Bureaun, P. O. Box 591, Halifax. Early ap-
plications should be made and the chairman
of this committee will do all in his power to
suit all applicants.

The days of the exhibition will be made
interesting for farmers and others by the
meeting of the Maritime Breeders’ Associa-
tion. This association has been organized
for some time, and their discussion on the
different breeds of cattle will be very inter-
esting, and the foreign expert judges who
will be present, will take part in this dis-
cuseion after the meeting.

Some time during exhibition week  the
farmers have been invited to meet and have
a thorough discussion on the scope of the
present prize list for the exhibition for 1898.
This will be a grand .opportunity for those
who are not satisfied, in every department,
with the prize list of 1897, to criticize the
same, and to express their views as to where
improvement may be made,

The half-mile track on the exhibition
grounds will afford every afternoon during
exhibition some sport for those interested in
the dovelopment of our trotting and carriage
horses. A great interest will doubtless
centre aroucd the movements on this while
the exhibition is going on.

Exhibitors will not forget that all their
exhibits are carried over every line of rail-
way, and by all steam boats, at one first-
class freight charge, and are invariably
returned free of any freight charges.

Insuring Workingmen.

The German (‘overnment provides a sys-
tem of compulsory insurance for working
men. Under this system s workman 20
years of age pays an equivalent of 40 centsa
week for three years, and at the age ¢S65
he receives the sum of $77, in the meantime
having had an insurance against accidents.
The annual premium is divided into three
perts, one of which is paid by the workman,
another by his employer and the third by
the state. The report for 1896 shows that
18,389,000 persons were insured under the
law, of whom 3,409,000 were employes in
shops and factories, 12,290,000 were employ-
ed in agriculture and 690,000 were in the
employ of the state. In that year the num-
ber of accidents was 74,897, of which 6448
terminated fatally. The total expense of
the system for the year was $13,400,000.

Nominations for Mayor and six Councillors
wers called for and were fyled last Monday,
and next Monday will witness the close of
the first civic contest in the new corporation.
And vhere will be & spirited contest, depend
upon it. Messrs. John Ervin and Harry
Ruggles have been before the electors for
several days as candidates for the mayoralty
and both have friends who do not hesitate
to say their man will be elected. As both
cannot win, the question will have to be set-
sled by counting each man’s friends by the
ballots next Monday. We are sorry to say
that political linés have been drawn in the
coming election and a party ticket has been
nominated. The electors are facing a grave
issue and should not sacrifice the man for
the party, if the best results are to be ob-
tained in the administration of town affairs.
Toe list of Councillors nominated is & large
ohe—twelve candidates for six offices—and
if the electors would just forget all about
the political complexion of the aspirants and
elect the six whose business qualifications
and standing mark them as the better men,
they will have nothing to regret. Politics
should play no part whatever in a ¢ivic con-
test, but there are party leaders who will
introduce them and they deserve to be se-
verely sat upon by intelligent and right
thinking citizens. If there is any choice,
and there usually is even in twelve good
men, let the electors pick a sextette that
will do credit to their judgment in this, the
first opportunity they have had of exercising
civic franchise.

There seems to be a considerable difference
of opinion as to how the lists should be made
and “*Sec. 18" is subjected to more than one
interpretation. From the present outlook
the list of those who vote for the town offi-
cers will be drawn on entirely different lines
from the one used to decide the question of
incorporation.

By 2.30 p.m., quite a respectable b
had assembled on the grand stand, when
Mr. Innes, the president of the  company,
called the meeting to order. He began by
expressing his pleasure and gratification at
seeing 80 many ladies in attendance and his
cegret that more farmers were not present.
The aim and object of the company had now
veen before the farmers of the valley for
vearly a year. It had been discussed at
various public meetings, and in the prese, so
that they were all more or less familiar with
vhe subject. The scheme had received the
unanimous endorsement of both the Nova
Scotia Fruit Growers’ Assoeiation and the
Nova Scotia Farmers’ Association. Farmers
should obtain the reports of these associa-
tions, issued this year, and study the scheme
a8 therein explained, and also the Act incor-
porating the company as passed by the
local legislature at their last session. They
would find that the scheme will stand critic-
ism} that it is calculated to meet the cir-
cumstances of the case and elastic enough
toadaptitself to future contingencies. Under
proper and efficient management it will ef-
fect a most beneficial revolution in the apple
shipping and business of this province, and
it will see that the net gains of the apple
industry shall go where they rightly belong,
viz., into the pockets of the producers.

The capital of the company is $49,000, in
shares of $10.00 each. The legislature has
stipulated that fifty per cent. of the capital
must be subscribed, and twenty-five per cent.
paid up before the company can go into
operation. Notwithstanding the hard times,
the feeling of the large meeting of farmers at
Aylesford last ffonth was that the directors
should issue the prospectus of the company,
and they have accordingly done so. Anyone
wishing a copy can obtain it on applying to
him ; and farmers and fruit growers will
aow be appealed.to take up the project in a
practical way, and subscribe the necessary
capital to enable it to be established on a
solid and permanent basis. He had no hesi-
wation in saying that, had the company been
in operation last year, when over 400,000
barrels of apples were exported from this
province, it would have saved to producers,
in reduced transportation charges —in
middlemen’s tolls and commissions in Eng-
tand—more than $100,000. In this view, it
seemed to him that a capital of $49,000 was
a small thing to raise, compared with the
andoubted result that can be accomplished
by it. So confident are the directors in the
efficiency and practicability -of the scheme,
that they have spent their time and money
in framing and procuring the necessary legis-
lation, and in attending meetings in different
parts of the country, explaining its principle,
scope and method of operation. Of course
the present directors only remain in office,
anless it is the wish of the shareholders,
antil the capital is subscribed. He merely
wished to give them the benefit of his
axperience in starting the company on a
sound basis.

The higher
rates of freight charges on apples by subsi
lized steamers from Halifax to England,
han are charged by steamers from New
York, Boston and Montreal—longer dis-
ances—are a grievance of which our pro-

lucers have long and loudly complained.

They would remember that last year

resolutions were passed at public meecings,
and delivered to the Hon. Dr. Borden and
he Hon. Sydney Fisher at Kentville, and
were also sent to the Minister of Trade and
Commerce, urging that the Government
should hereafter grant no subsidy to any
line of steamers from the Maritime Prov-
inces, without the Government reserving
the right to supervise the rates of freight
charged by them, which should in no
case exceed the rates charged on similar
freight from New York, Boston or Mon-
creal; nor, to any steamer until inspected
and approved suitable for carrying apples.
[his seemed a reasonable requesi, but,
anfortunately, the only action taken by the
government was to increase the subsidies.
Speaking to the Hon. Dr, Borden recently,
ne informed him that his late sickness had
prevented him from attending to the subject,
but that the policy of the government was
to do away with these subsidies altogether.
There may be difference of opinion as to the
wisdom of such a course, but, there can be
no difference of opinion as to the necessity
of government sopervision in terms of the
resolution so long as public money is paid to
these steamers, and it would be well to
keep the matter before our representatives,
as it is of very great importance to our
apple producers.

Another subject that is being agitated is
the rates of freight charged on the railway
for the conveyance of apples. They are as
high to day as they were fifteen or twenty
years ago. They have not been reduced to
keep pace with the falling prices of apples.
In those days fruit growers received from
$3.00 to $4.00 per barrel for their apples,
and could uﬂ"orgw pay a higher rate. Now
producers do not net much over a dollar per
barrel. The average rate of freight on
Canadian railways is about one cent per ton
per mile ; in the United States the rate is
less than three quarters of a cent. Yet this
great staple industry of our valley is charged
merely for hauling the cars, with no expense
for loading or unloading, about three cents
per ton per mile, and for less quantities about
tifty per cent. more. It is all very well to
contend that the rates are as low as on any
railway in Canada. Apples in most sections
of the country are a luxury. In this section
of Nova Scotia they are the staple product,
and ought to be carried ata much lower rate
than they are. Fancy a barrel of flour,
weighing 200lbs., value $5.00 to $6.00, pro-
duced in another section of the country,
being carried at a lower rate than a barrel of
apples, weighing 1501bs., and of the value of
a dollar! Speaking generally, the enormous
apple crop of last year, instead of being a
benefit to the producers, was a positive loss.
Prices ruled low; the steamers increased
their charges; the railway did not reduce
cheirs, with the result that in many cases
growers did not net enough to pay for the
barrels. Is it unreasonable, therefore, to
ask, nay to demand, that the transportation
charges should vary in accordance with
the prices at which apples are selling in the
market.

Another matter in which our farmers and
fruit growers are interested is the size of our
apple barrcls. Nova Scotia conforms with
the existing Dominion statute on the subject,
but the Upper Provinces make a much
larger barrel, with the result that our barrels
are at a disadvantage when placed in the
market alongside theirs. An effort is being
made to secure a uniform sized barrel for the
whole Dominion. A resolution, embodying
the views of the producers in Nova Scotia,
was passed at the last annual meeting of the
Fruit Growers’ Association, and forwarded
to the Minister of Trade and Commerce.
The Hon. Dr. Borden informs him that the
minister bad not time to deal with the sub-
ject last session, but will do so when parlia-
ment again meets.

These subjects are all of very great import-
ance to our farmera and fruit growers, and
should be kept before your representatives
in parliament with the view of having
improvements made. (Applause).

Mr. Inues then called on Dr. DeWitt to
address the meeting.

Dr. DeWitt, of Wolfville, gave many
practical suggestions which he had gathered
during his trip to Eogland in disposing of
the cargo of the steamship Nor.

The Dr. found that the prejadice of Nova
Scotia agents against the shipping company
was shared by the Londen fruit dealers.
The latter had been notified that Dr. DeWitt
was going over to watch them. Asnoagent’s
commission had been paid by the commission
firms for apples in the Nor, the Dr. asked
that the amount of such commissions be al
lowed the shippers in thiscase. Apparently
after a consulation among themselves all gave
the uniform reply. ‘ We are sorry we can
not grant your reasonable request, but we
are now paying four men in your Valley the
sum of $500 each to get apples for us, so we
cannot afford to pay anything more. We
will be glad when the present system is
broken up and we cen deal with some such
company as yours.”

One lot of apples marked with the name
of a Mr. Neily, of Kingston, which he saw
sold, would afford an instance of the manner
in which our apple sales were conducted.
One lot was put up in the anction room and
knocked down to the first bidderat 11s. 6d.,
Another lot exactly like the first was then
offered. The same broker bid the same sum.
Another bid 12s. The auctioneer evidently

g P g them in the hands of auc-
tioneers and pocketing the difference bet ween
two and five per cent.

Messrs. Keeling and Hunt, auctioneers,
told the Dr. that if an agency were estab-
lished in London with which they could deal
they would be glad tosell Nova Scotia apples
at two per cent., The saving in commissions
alone by having agents on the other side,
would amount to more than $10,000. Such
agents would have no interest in sending
anything but correct market reports and
could place apples directly at consuming
centres. At Newcastle on-Tyne, the centre
of a population of about one million people,
not & barrel of Nova Scotia apples is receiveq
direct. They have to buy from dealers in
London or Liverpool. The expense of getting
the apples from Victoria dock, where they
are landed, to the point whence they are
shipped to Newcastle would be no greater
than from the dock to Covent Garden or
Spitalfields, and the Nova Scotia shipper
would get the benefit of the Newcastle prices.

*“Do I advise farmers to increase their or-
chards?” If the present method of packing
and marketing apples is to continue do not
plant another tree. But with the superior
flavor of our fruit, you can plant every acre
from Annapolis to Windsor, provided you
can secure the proper system of marketing
its product.

The directors did not desire nor did they
obtain one cent for chartering the Nor. We
chartered her simply to prove that there was
uo need of paying the exorbitant rates and
succeeded. Despite all predictions that her
cargo would be ruined it was landed in the
best of condition.

The chairman then called on Dr. Balcom,
of Aylesford, who spoke of the origin of the
company, and of the undoubted benefits that
would accrue to fruit growers were it once
set agoing. The Doctor was followed by
Mr, Emerson Illsley, of Weston, who gave
his experience in raising and shipping apples.
Last year he had a crop of 1500 barrels. He
was enthusiastic in recommending the com-
pany to the support of the farmers. Mr. T.
R. Jones, Mr. Ervin and Mr. Pennington
also spoke in favor of the scheme. The
meeting closed about 5 p.m., by Mr. Innes
calling attention to the exhibition that opens
in Halifax on the 28th inst., as the largest
and best ever held in the province, and in
every way deserving of the support of our
farmers and people.

gricultural.

Scientific Farming.

The day of the happy-go lucky farmer is
gone says the San Francisco Chronicle.
There is no use trying. He cannot make it.
If he will not change his methods he may as
well lie down and die easy and have it over
with. Thestruggle of the old.fashioned far-
mer to live upon modern conditions is like
the struggle of a man dying of dropsy. He
is in constant agony for breath until he can
breathe no more. There are now many far-
mers who have thrown off the ancient tra-
ditions and have learned to know the facts
before they act. If they are dairymen they
know what their milk costs them, and if it
is costing them too much they find where
the logs is. If they are stockmen they know
how to feed all that their stock can digest,
and no more, and they do it. If they are
winemakers they understand what happens
in wine fermentation and so control condit-
ions that the right thing happens. If they
are orchardists they so understand the struc-
ture of plants and the functions of their or.
gans that they can detect the approach of
disease in time to protect from its ravages.
In short, what-ever branch of agriculture is
adopted they understand the essential facts
underlying it, so far as they are understood
by any one. The more they know the more
they distrust their own knowledge and the
more anxious they are to learn.

It is such men as these who are able to
produce goods cheapest,*and they arc run-
ning their old fashioned competitors out of
the business. They are making a little
even now, and hereafter the farming business
like that of all other lines, will be controlled
by those who know how to make first-class
goods by the cheapest methods. Many far-
mers who will not learn are out of debt.
They can live, doubtless, although probably
gradually reducing their capital but the old-
fashioned farmer who is in debt and will
ot learn is gone. Like a fish on the bank
he may flop for a time, but gradually it is
harder work and, and pretty soon he lies still

—It is a safe rule to lay down that asoil,
thoroughly shaded, is always improving.
A farmer in England laid a large barn door
on a poor spot in a field, and left it a year.
The field was then ploughed up, and to his
surprise that spot produced as heavy a
growth of grain as if it had been manured
with a heavy coat of rich manure. A farmer
in New Jersey read of this, and began a
series of experiments in covering soils, which
proved conclusively the value of a covering
for increasing fertility. The farmer who
knows this no longer ploughs under bis
clover in June, but so manages it as to keep
the land shaded during most of the summer,
utilizing the crop for stock food, and getting
the largest development of root. Kvery
farmer knows that clover improves the
mechanical condition of the soil, so that less
labor is required to make a good seed bed.
It does more than this, however, for it
enables the feeding roots of plants to pene-
trate every part of them, and to more easily
avail themselves of the plant food in the
soil which the roots of the clover farnish by
decay. I spoke of clover as a cleansing
crop, by which I mean that when the land is
well shaded by it, it keeps it moist so as to
cause the weed seeds to germinate, and then
smother them in their infancy, and by a
little help from the intelligent farmer, clover
will give clean fields.

About Grafting.

An Illinois farmer asks Prairie Farmer
these questions: *‘I want to do a little graf-
ting this winter on peach, pear, plum and
apple. When is the best time to cut scions
to be grafced on root, and what is the best
way to preserve them until grafted? What
kind of roots would you advise for different
varieties, and when do you think the best
time to do the work?” Here is the reply:

““Cut the scions after the leaves drop and
before cold weather sets in. Pack them in
a box of dr¥forest leaves, placing the box
on the ground in a damp cellar. Graft peach
on peach. Pears may be grafted on apple
or pear roots. I prefer pear roots. They
should be planted deep. Plums do well on
peach roots south of latitude 40 degrees,
North of latitude 40 degrees use native plam
roots and use apple on apple seedlings. Use
common knitting yarn No. 20, saturated
with hot grafting wax for tying. The union
of peach, plum and pear grafts should be
wrapped with waxed paper, and a little
wax should be applied with a brush to ex-
the air. Use the best 1-year old roots.
Pack them in clean, moist sand. Do the
work in February and plant early in the
spring.

The Best Time For Tree Planting.

“Early fall is an excellent time for plant-
ing trees,” writes Thomas Meehan in the
September Ladies Home Journal. *By
early is meant as soon is the wood is ripe
and the winter buds fully formed. This is
usually a month before the regular fall of the
leaf. The leaves are stripped by hand.
After the wood is ripe it makes no difference
whether the leaves are taken off by Jack
Frost, the wind or the human hand. In the
Eastern part of Pennsylvania this would be
usually about the first of September, and the
work of planting can be kept up during
October,and often to November or December.
Baut late fall planting in cold climates is as
risky as late spring planting. The moisture
is dried out by cold winds or hot suns before
the new fibres are formed to replenish the
great evaporation. In milder climates plan-
ting may be a success all winter.

Purifying The Water.

A subscriber of Hoard’s Dairyman says:
‘‘Here is something that is worth $5. to every
farmer in the land. Sprinkle a little stone
lime in the stock tank, and not a particle of
green scum will form in the water. When
the lime loses its strength and scum begins
to form, which may be twice during the sea-
son, wash out the tank and repeat the dose.
It is cheap, not only harmless, but whole-
some, keeps the water sweet and saves work.
But do not put in enough to form lime water
that is not good for your cows to drink, but

a little lime in water aids them in digesting.

Celery.

Continue to earth up celery as it grows.
This will keep the plants compact and the
blanching will be better done. Let this be
done in dry weather and make sure that no
water is lying in the hearts of the plants at
the time. Break the soil well before it is
put to thz plants and press it gently to each
side, taking care not to break the bases in
the operation. This should be done about
once a week nntil'the season closes.

Every Watch a Compass.
A LITTLE THING WORTH KNOWING WHICH
VERY FEW KNOW OF,

““Several weeks ago, in London,” said an
Eoglish tourist at the Holland House, *“ I
was standing beside an American acquaint-
ance, when I expressed a wish' to know
which point was the north. He pulled out
his watch, looked at it, and at once pointed
in the right direotion. Iasked him whether
he had a compaes attached to his watch.
“All watches are compasses,” he replied.
Then he explained to me how this was.
Point the hour hand to the sun, and the
south is exactly half way between the hour
and the figure X [L on the dial. For instance
suppose it is four o'clock. Peint the hand
indicating Tour to the sun, and the XIon the
watch is exactly south. Suppose, again,
that it is eight o'clock. .Point the hand
iudicating eight to the sun, and the figure
X on the dial is due south.

My American friend seemed surprised that
I did not know this, and, not wanting to be
eft alone in my ignorance, I asked Henry
M, Stanley, whom I met the following day,
whether he knew of this simple means of
taking the points of the compass. My self-
esteem rose when that famous traveller told
me that he never heard of it. o, perhaps,
there may be plenty of folks in your country
who ‘still remain in my original state of
ignorance.

Bank Advice.

In order that depositors may avoid making
errors, the Lincoln National Bank of New
York has published the following list of
“don’ts*”

Don't draw a check unless you have the
money in the bauk or in your possession to
deposit.

Don't test the courage and generosity of
your bank by presenting or allowing to be
presented your check for a larger sum than
your balance.

Don’t draw a check and send it to a person
out of the city, expecting to make it good
before it can possibly get back. Sometimes
telegraphic advice is asked about such checks,

Don’t exchapge checks with anybody.
This is called “ kiting " and is soon discov-
ered by your bank. It does your friend no
good and discredits you.

Don’t quarrel with the teller becanse he
does not pay ou in money exactly as you
wish. As arule, he does the best he can.
In all youd intercourse with the bank officers
treat them with the same courtesy and candor
that you would expect and desire if the situ-
ations were reversed.

Don’t give your check to a stranger.
This is an open door to fraud, and if the bank
loses through you it will not feel kindly to-
ward you. When you send you checks out
of the city to pay bills, write the name and
residence of your payee thus: *‘Pay toJohn
Jones & Co., of Boston.” This will put your
bank on guard if presented at the counter.

Don’t commit the folly of suppesing that
because you trust the bank with money the
bank ought to trust you by paying your
overdrafts.

Don’t suppose you can behave badly in
one bank and stand well with the others,
Remember there is a clearing house.

Don’t think it is unreasonable if your bank
declines to discount an accommodation ncte,
If you want an accommodation note dis-
counted, tell your bank frankly that it is not
in their definition a business note.

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Let Your Head Save Your Heels.

There are tired housekeepers all over the
world. Many of them have cares and duties
to perform beyond their strength to perform
unshared. But a still larger number are
weary because they keep house in such a
haphazard fashion, without any regular sys-
tem or method, There is no -occupation in
the entire list of woman’s vocations that de-
mands a higher degree of intelligence than
does successful housekeeping. There must
be good headwork given to it in order to
make the handiwork tell to better advan-
tage. There is no rule so good to
work from as that homely old bit of ad-
vice which one often hears the old-fash-
ioned housekeeper giving to her careless
helper. ***Let your head 3ave your heels.”
There is need enough of repeating this in-
junction. No donbt all of you can recall a
dozen trips made when one would have suf-
ficed had you had your wits about you, and
remembered all the things you would want
at one trip.

The child received a sharp reproof for im-
pertinence, the mother remaining placidly
obilvious of the fact that she needed a re-
proof for her heedlessness quite as much as
did the child for her word of protest. The
child recognized the injustice, and she did
not forget it. 1t remained a tiny seed of
bitterness, that might grow to a feeling of
intensity if it was allowed to be cultivated.
A thought would have saved steps, time, bit-
terness of spirit; and it is this thought that
needs to go into the every-day work to make
it tell.

Fabries and Trimmings for Winter Gowns.

The popular fabrics for winter costumes
will be satin cloth, serges, cheviots, Scotch
homespuns and tweeds.

Making an Asparagus Bed.

Asparagus roots may be planted in spring
or fall provined “the ground is moderately
dry, otherwise it is best to plant in the
spring. The land must-be well prepared
and can hardly be too rich. Good streng
1-year-old plants are by many preferred to
older ones. For garden cultere American
Agriculturist advises that the rows be not
less than three feet apart, and the roots
planted two feet apart in the rows. In field
calture, where horse cultivation is practiced,
three to four feet of space is given each way.
The easist way of planting is to make far-
rows with the plow, 10 or 12 inches deep.
Level and mellow the bottom of these, and
if the ground is noi already very rich, spade
in some decomposed manure, filling up the
trenches so that the bottom is about six
inches below the surface of the land. Plant
the roots in these, covering them with three
inches of soil, and as the roots grow fill in
the trench gradually. until it is level. The
ground is to be kept mellow and clear of
weeds throughout the season. After two
years a few stalks may be cut off each year,
but a full crop should not be cut before the
third year.

Bear in Mind.

How to Amuse the Baby.

One way is to tie a long string to the ball
or toy the baby plays with, and while nurse
or mother sits sewing or working fasten the
string end to the arm of her chair. If when
tumbling about the floor the baby loses its
plaything, a pull on the string brings it to
light or keeps the ball rolling and the child
steadily amused.

Another way is to smear both baby’s little
hands or merely two of the fingers of each
hand with molasses or.honey. Then give
him a feather to play with. Picking the
feather off one hand and then off the other
will amuse, puzzle and interest him longer
than a walking doll or a ‘‘truly” train of
cars,

Stewed Mushrooms.

Mushrooms, no matter how cooked, ought
always to be carefully examined, as they are
likely to become infested with worms if a
little past their prime. Wipe button mush-
rooms with damp, soft flannel and stew gently
in water 15 minutes, salt to taste, add a
tablespoonful of butter, thicken to the con-
sistency of cream with a little cornstarch
moistened with milk and boil three minutes.
Pat in two tablespoonfuls of cream and stir
while you count five. Remove from the fire
and serve at once. Mushrooms should be
served very hot. They lose their delicate

flavor if lukewarm.
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For Mending China.

Dissolve gum arabic, say a half-teaspoonful
in enough water to melt it; then stir in
enough plaster of paris to make it the con-
sistency of cream. Apply to the broken edges
of china with a brush and press together.
In three days the article cannot be broken in
the same place, and the whiteness of the
cement, also the gloss, adds to its value, as
it is hard to detect the break. I have used
