THE HAGUE.

Fifteen Different Things Accomplished by the 
Peace Conference.

It has become somewhat customary 
for the newspapers to make fun of the 
Hague Conference, but a review of 
what was done, shows that their work 
was not in vain.

( 1 ) The conference has established 
the inviolability of neutral territory 
and the right of asylum in that territory 
(or prisoners of war.

(2) It haa prohibited belligerents 
from establishing wireless telegraph 
stations in neutral territory.

(3) It has prohibited belligerent 
ships of war either to revictual in neu 
tral ports, except to complete their 
normal supplies, or to take fuel except 
in order to reach the nearest port of 
their own country.

(4) It has provided that henceforth 
hostilities may not begin without a 
previous declaration of war or an ulti­
matum with a conditional declaration.

(5) It has directed that â state ot 
war must be notified without delay, to 
the neutral Powers, and may be given 
by wire.

(6) It has revived the three de­
clarations of 1899, which had lapsed 
five years thereafter, namely, prohibi­
tions to drop projectiles from balloons, 
to diffuse deleterious gases, or to use 
expanding bullets.

(7) It haa approved regulations 
which require indemnification by any 
belligerent who violates any of the laws 
of war.

(8) It haa provided a definite 
period of grace to be allowed to bellig­
erent merchantmen in an enemy's ports 
at the outbreak of hostiliiies.

(9) It haa prohibited the use of 
mines for the purpose of restricting 
commercial navigation, and the use ot 
floating mines, except those so con 
structed as to become innocuous within 
an hour after having passed beyond 
human control, and also the use of 
anchored mines which do not become 
innocuous after they have broken their 
moorings.

(10) It has prohibited the bom 
bard ment of undefended places.

(11) It haa insisted upon the in­
violability of fishing boats and of the 
postal service.

(12) It has ratified the humanit 
arum recommendations of the Geneva 
Red Cross convention of 1906, and 
has added others.

(13) It has provided for the hu­
mane treatment of captured crews.

(14) It has established an interna­
tional prize court, in which unlimited 
right of appeal is given in cases where 
neutrals are concerned.

(15) It has agreed that one nation 
shall not attempt forcibly to collect 
debt claimed by its citizens from the 
government of another nation unless 
there shall be first an offer by the cred 
itor country to submit the question of

i the indebtedness to arbitration.

MAMY VILLAGES DESTROYED—CORRE­

SPONDENT WITH BELIEF EXPEDITION 

SENDS REPORT OF AWFUL SLAUGH­

TER IN RUSSIA TURKESTAN.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 10.—The first 
direct reporta from the acene of the great 
earthquake at Karetagh, Russian 
Turkestan,about three week ago, reach 
ed Ibis city to day from a correspondent 
who accompanied the relief expedition 
sent in from Samarkand. Telegraph­
ing under dale of November 9, this 
correspondent «ays :

•The town of Karetagh was com­
pletely destroyed. The victims num­
ber 4,000 in Karetagh and shoot 10,- 
000 in the adjoining district Denansk. 
All the villages in the vicinity were 
wrecked. It is possible that there are 
hundreds more dead in these villages, 
bat investigation ia only now determin­
ing the spprosimata number.”

Capi. Bernier s Trip.

The statement contained in a Quebec 
despatch that Captain Bernier, during 
his recent voyage in the Arctic regions, 
enlarged the Dominion of Canada to 
the extent of five hundred thousand 
square mile*, is misleading. All the 
islands in the Arctic sea north of the 
Canadian mainland, with the exception 
of Greenland land, were British terri­
tory by right of discovery. That right 
iad never been disputed, down to fh** 

rime when the MacKenzie Government 
vas in power, and the late Judge 
David Mills was Minister of the In­
terior. Attention having then been 
called to the aggressions of United 
Spates whalers and whiskey traders in 
far northern latitudes, negotiations took 
place between the Dominion and Im­
perial Governments, which resulted in 
the cession to Canada of all lands and 
islands north of the continent, with 
jurisdiction over the surrounding water. 
The facts were made known at the 
time in parliamentary reports. More 
recently it became neessary to assert 
Canadian sovereignty in. those regions, 
as United States explorers, traders and 
fishermen showed a disposition, which 
was encouraged by the press of the 
Republic, to infringe on Canadian ter­
ritorial rights. The expedition com­
manded by Captain Bernier was sent 
to put » stop to these encroachments, 
and to assert Canadian possession by 
hoisting the Dominion Fias ou all the 
lands end islands that had been ceded 
by Great Britain. This duty Captain 
Bernier deserves fall credit for having 
effcieotly preformed as well as for hav­
ing brought all foreign ships visiting 
our northern waters under Canadian 
law by requiring them to take out li- 

» j-es. He has not added one square 
mile to the territories of the D «minion, 
.ill the places he visited having been 
inchi'lçd within Cauadian territory lor 
over thirty years past.—Witness.

Strange School*.

SOUK RKMARKAIII.lt INSTITUTION IN LON­
DON.

In a slum corner ol the east end- of 
London there lives a man who is by 
profession a language teacher of par­
rots, and he carries on a very success­
ful business. Parrots are seul to hie 
establishment from all quarters, and in 
a very short space of time the proprie 
te r sends them to their respective own­
er with remarkable ability to chatter. 
His specially is to teach parrots to speak 
sentences in various languages, accord­
ing to the particular foreign market to 
which they are to be sold.

Another interesting academy it* the 
Fast Rod of London is a musical in­

stitution for birds. The proprietor has 
several rooms in each of which is a 
phonograph. His feathered pupils he 
hangs in the rooms, and gets them to 
catch the refrains by constant repeti­
tion. He is able to teach a bird one 
song weekly, and bis standard charge 
is half a crown for three week’s tuition.

There is an academy for canines in 
a certain Sonth'Loodon borough, which 
is know to all the prominent circus 
people of Europe, and which is the 
“old school” of many of the preform­
ing dogs in Great Britain at the pres­
ent time. The interior is fitted np 
with trapezes, vaulting-broads, bars, 
rings, and other tricksters’ apparatus, 
and day by day, tumbling and all sorts 
of preforming canioes arc taught their 
clever tricks. It is prehaps unneces­
sary to add that the proprietor enjo/s 
the benefit of a first-class income.
