I have taken in two children for the Jennie Ford Home
since this work was authorized, one a child over fwo years
old, and the other a baby of only a couple of months. Miss
Foster is looking after these children, as well as the building .
of the Home, and each alternate week she takes the morning|-
prayers. :

The idea at present is to rective only those children who| |
are thrown out on the street to die, and who are too youngto! {.
do anything for themselves. The street official has been
called in in each case, and has given us papers stating that’
should anyone lay claim to these children in the future,:
they would be obliged to pay for their keeping before they; 4
could take them away. Counting care and all, we could make/
out & larger bill than they wonld be likely to pay. Thisis
for the protection of the child, and to prevent imposition.

You will be glad to know that the Home is nearly com-f
pleted, and a neat little building it is.

As to thelanguage. I have heard gentlemen, who hare
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“been here thirty years, say they were just beginning to find
‘out how littie they knew about it ; so one would not expect

_ !to become proficient in four or five years. However, asl

‘have been the oply foreigner to depend on most of the time
isince we moved over to this place, and hava not only

" thad the school work to look after, but the exhorting or

ipreaching, the entertaining of guests, the classes and
‘prayers, the different workmen to oversee, and direct per-
{sonally the bargaining with the merchants for all material
needed, and have made myself understood by both women
and men, I am not very much discouraged. I would
greatly enjoy more time for study, and the being able to
study as persistently as when I first came out, but that can-
not be expected. ‘
A large number of outside children, as well as women,
come in on Sunday afternoons, so we have recently started a
regular Sunday-school here, and the ladies have each taken
a class. We have had fully fifty children, and as inany or
more women for some weeks back.

From Miss Morzan.
100 CoryoraNT Srt., Vicroria, B.C.,
March 26th, 1898.

A week ago this evening 1 returned from an eleven days’
trip, having visited Vancouver, New Westminster, Na-
naimo, Wellington and Union. My stay in each place was
necessarily short, but I feel that the last was the best trip I
have yet made. I left here Tuesday evening, March 8th,
spending \Wednesday and Thursday in Vancouver among
3 the Japanese aud Chinese women.

In company with Mrs. Eby I visited Mr. and Mrs.
3 Shimigu, the new Japanese consul and his wife. They
:| were both very friendly. The Hmpress arriving that morn-

-Eiing brought a number of Japanese, who were also calling at

the consulate, so that I had only a few minutes’ talk with

~.
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My, Shimigu. Later, in the afternoon, Mr. and Mg,
Kaburagi, with whom I stayed in Vancouver, took me to sec
three new Japanese women whe live in a part of the .it,
I had not been in before. They were bright and intercsting,
and listened attentively to what we had to say. While
talking about Heaven, one woman said, I want to ;"

The women from Moodyville having moved to Vancouver, I
had one place less to visit. The greater part of Thursday
was spent in Chinatown, where I had a real good time
among the women. Since my visit in September two have
returaed to, China, but I met one new woman, whose hus
band, seeing me in a store, took me to his home. The
woman had been very ill, and still looked very delicate.
I tried to tell her of Jesus and what He could do for her.
She repuated after me several times, *“ Jesus loves me.” The
husband said he sometimes went to church, but I could see
he was not much interested in Christianity.

T was very warmly welcomed in one home whereIhave not
been allowed to enter since my first visit, a year ago; there
I saw several Leautiful children who are attending the public
school, and very proud the father was to have one little girl
sing for me in Eoglish. I was disappointed to find that one
nld woman, who always was glad to see me, had gone away.

In another home the room was so dark where a woman sat
that I could not see to read, so I asked her to go into a front
room, where I found five men, who were soon interested in
the story ¢f Bethlehem, which I explained by pictare cards.
Two or three others came in, and we had a little meeting
not such a one as you would have in church, as three of the
men were holdinyg opium pipes in_their hands, and others
were smoking tobacco; but, as I had gone uninvited into
their midst and was kindly received, I had no reasen to
complain.

I believe the leaven is working, in so far as I am welcome:l
as the ‘‘Jesus woman” wow where before I was barely
tolerated. .

In New Westminster Mrs. Thom had invited the women
to the mission, and we hoped to have a meeting there; but
they failed to come, so house-to-house visitation was neces-
sary. While we were in Chinatown, one woman went to
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the mission, but did not wait our return ; however, I had a
nice visit with her the next day. A woman who occasion
ally attends Knglish meetings has an organ, and Mrs. Thom
15 teaching her to play. Sume of the brightest women I
have yect met live in New Westminster.

On Monday I tovk the boat for Nanaimo. We were three
hours late starting, so that it was seven when we reached
Nanaimo. Dr. Tou had arranged for a meeting that might
at the mission. I went there directly, and just had time
for tea before the meeting began. Dr. Tou has a very inter-
esting wife and two beautiful children, Gershom and Lucy.
I have been very kindly entertained by them on my two
previous visits to Naaaimo. The meeting was not very
largely attended, but we had & nice time. Dr. Tou provided
refreshments, which made a very pleasant closing to the
evening,

On Tuesday I drove to Wellington, seven miles from
Nanaimo ; found there four Chinese women --one has lately
gune from Victoria. As I did not know where to find
Chinatown, Rev. Mr. Sutherland our minister, kindly accom-
panied me. In one house, where there are two women and
a number of men, we had a nice little talk. My visit to
Wellington was too hurried, but I felt I could not allow
the opportunity go of seeing tne place, and ascertaining how
many women are there. On my returu, about three o’clock,
I visited the women in Nanaimo, six in number.

The uext morning at seven I left for Union, where I was met
by Oyama San, vur Japanese evangelist, and Rev. Mr. Hicks,
pastor of our church. It was too late to do anything at
cither mission that day, so I enjoyed an English service in
the evening.

On my way to Nanaimo I met a very intelligent Chinese
merchant returning to his business in Union. He was
present at our meeting in Nanaimo, and promised to give
me what assistance he could in finding the women in Union.

Armed with his address, I set out for Chinatown
Thursdev morning, and had no difficulty in finding his
store. Through his kindness I gained an easy entrance to
the homes of the three women there. A little neighbor boy,
of perhaps five years, called while I was visiting the first
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woman. He was greatly delighted with my pictures, and
willingly conducted me to his mother and another woman,
heralding my arrival in both cases by calling out, ““She
comes and she speaks.” I did enjoy secing these three
women very much. They ail made me so welcome. Oue, in
her desire to be hospitable, treated me to nuts, and they
offered me a brandy bottle.

After a little talk with some of the merchants, I went on
to the Japanese quarters, a mile farther on, with Oyama
San, who had come to meet me. I forgot to say that the
bout stops at Union Bay, twelve miles from town, which we
reach by rail. At the Bay I saw a Christian Japanese
woman, whose husband is also a Christian. The Japauese
are a little colony by themselves at Union. They have a
neat little mission, with school-room, and house for evangelist
behind. The Sunday previous three boys were baptized. I
had a delightful time visiting the six women for three hours,
and then we had a meeting at the mission for both men und
women. It was six o’clock when I returned to the town,
tired, but feeling that I had Lad a good day.

In the evening I was &t the parsonage, where any ladies
interested in missionary w ork were asked to meet me. Owing
to sickness in several families, only three were present.
These ladies are in hearty sympathy with the work, and

will do what they can to awaken an interest in others, .
‘We hope to organize an Auxiliary there. The next morning, .

before leaving Union, Oyama, San gave me an envelops con-
taining money ‘ fcom my Japanese sisters and brothers,”
to help defray my travelling expenses.

The weather being perfect, we had a delightfal trip to *

Naneimo. Saturday an early start was made for Vancouver,
where we arrived about 10 a.m. At 1.30 p.m. I left for
Victoria, glad to turn my face homeward, and feeling that I
had done enough itinerating to last six months.
