A Bible Story without Naines
Throughi a, wild and ruxuote region once

passed two men, proclaixinig fur thie first
time there a strange, sweet inessage-the
message of glad tidings. 'Most of the iu-
habitants knew not God ; they listened
cagrerly, and many believed gladiy. But
certain others, who happeiied to have tueir.
home axong these heathcen, knew of God,
but would Dot, for the most part, believe thie
words these nien spalze ; rather they -%vere*
filled wvith lhatred of thiese nmen, and stirred
up perseci.tion against themn. Se t.he coin-
panions panssed froin plac., to place, bringing
ligghest good te sonie, and arousinig the evil
passions of others. Yet even ainong those
who knew God but were slowv to receive the
preachiers' mneE.snge-evenl ainong theni, solxue
believed ; and it is of one such believer thiat
I now write.

In one of the towns visited by these two
preachers ]ived a certain youtli with bhis
inothier and his grandinother. The twvo
wonuien were of those tbat knew Gcd and
worshiped Iui, and thiough the boy's fathier
wvas not of the saine race, the boy irnself
had, " froin a elhild," beexi taughit h)is
inother's religion. Whien the two coxnpan-
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ions came proclaiming thieir gracious mess-
age, the nierbers of this bousehiold gave
earnest heed, and, having bcen prepared by
thieir reading and study of the EIoly Scrip-
tures to receive and understand the tidiings,
they ail three becaine believers. Thero
were otiiers, in the saine town Nvithi wliom
the truthi of the message prevailed, and ail
whIo accepted the doctrinie taLuglit by th)eso
mon joined thermselves together as a society
or churcll for inuttial encouragement and
instruction.

A fewv years Inter two preacliers again
passed througli the samie remote district,
proclainiing the sanie loving message to the
ignorant, and further teaching and hielping
thiose whlo already believed. Ome o! the two
lmd takenl part !in the previcus journey, and
had then been, as hoe still continued to bo,
tho leader and lime chief preacher. '\Vhoen
thiey reachied the town wliere this household
dwelt, tlmey found, the youth grown into
inanhood's estate and hlily spoken -of by
his fellow believers for bis pure life ammd
noble faith. The leader sawv in hurt one who
mighit do intich for the cause they both had
su greatly at heart, kniowing as the younig
min did botli the ignorant supersditions of
the heathien, and the reasoned prejudices of
thorace that knew (3od but wvculd. have, none
of this new Gospel. The leader accordingly
urged, this Young man to ]eave home and
accoinpany hiimn on his journeys lîithier and
thither, hielping to, pass on to others the
message lie hunself lmd received witli joy.
The yoling man feit ]uimself ùo bo the
preaclber's son iii the faith, and obediently
consented. But before they set out togethier
as coin panion-messengers, the young nmail
hadVo umidergo acertain rite. Though ho
liad been taugit tlie religion of bis inother,
yet hie liad imot, from varions circumstances,
fulfilled ail the rcquirenients of that religion,
and there had been neglectcd ono rite in
particular-a rite on wlich special value was
laid by members of timat race. But nowtluis
rite was duly performed, so that those, Nho
belonged to, that race niight have nothing Vo
s-ay against the youmîg mnan, but ratherniight

one of tîmemselves. Tîmus would bis inîfluenice
withi tmemi bo ail the greater.

And so the young mail left bis horne,
being set ap:îrt for tîme work by "tAie laying
on of lima!dIs." le wvent forth. into tîme %vorld
toteli mcei of the joy tîmat fihled lus lîeart,
and to persuade tîmeia to accept tlue saine
blessiîg ; but tlîoughi we knlow this general
fact, 'vo do not krmow very delinitely nîncli
more "bout hurtn. W\e know ttat hie itd
inaîîy cities iii cuunpany witlm Luis leader or
withi others of tlîe sainue faitît ; we kniow
tlîat lie was very higluly esteeîned and trust-
cd by this leader, and was sonuictiu1 cs sent
by ]îiiia ns luis inessenger te various places;
we know tîxat uc- was the compamuion of tîuis
leader wlîen that noble preacher and faithful
friend was ini prison. Thmis leader wvas a
great letter-writor ; and two, of bis letters
were ddesddirectiy and specialiy to titis
young manu, wliile several other letters citmer
include greetings fromn this voung min as
beimig thon presemît withi the writer, or itk
mention of him in somne way. WVe kZINw
furtmer tliat at ait early ago Vhis milu was set
iii charge of soino clunrell ; we knowv tluat,
hoe was iniprisomed amîd set free agaimi. S o
muchi we kîîow ; and for the rest, is it noV
omougît to believe tlîat hie " fouglit the good
fighit of faitlh," that he endured afflictionis,
did thxe werk of an evaiîgeliCt, mamde full
proo! of lus iiniitrv?

Beth' -a-ny A smiall stonle village on the
south-east slope of Olivet, and about two
miles frorn Jerusalein; the home of Lazarus
and his sisters and of Simnon the leper.

Beth' -pha.-ge A hamilet near 1Bethany;
exact site unknown. The word mneaxis
"11-lotuse-of Green Figs." Itpr-ob«zblv took its
iiame f rom tlic adjoining fig orchardls.

Beth-sa-i-da Peri aps .lethsaida Jil las,
situatcd on the east shore of the Jordan,
where it falîs into tlic lake.

Cai'-a-phas Soni-in-law to Annas, and
acting 1-11gbl Priest at the time of our Lord's
condemnation. lie was the leading spirit in
tliat unjust trial.

Ce'-dron <Kidron) A deep torrent valley
separating Jerusalein from Mount Olivet 011
tlie east. Over tis Jesus and Ilis disciples
passed on the wvay to Gethsemnalle.

Gal'-i-lee The northern province of
Palestine, contaiîîiig 240 towns and villages.
Sec "HBerod " anîd " Nazareth. "

Geth-sem'-a-ne Tîxo Garden whereJesus
was arrested. It wvas on the WVesternî slope
of Mýount Olivet, aud wvas douibtlesQs a culti-
vatwidoliv'eorchard. Tiieiiiiieiii('nfls " Ou-
press." The traditional site contaiîîs eiglît
olive trees of verY great agc, and is about
three qularters of a mile froin thc city.

Greeks Natives of Greece or tlieir de-
scendants. Greece -%vas subjeet, to, tlc Ro-
inans in our Lord's tinie. But the Greek
iangti.ge was tlîe languige of culture, the
language in which tlîe New Testament wvas
originally written. The Greeks wlîo canie
to Jesus in the temple mav have coine froin
a distance, or froin across flic Jordan, -%vlere
tiiere were several Greek cities.

Se-'-brew The language of the Jews.
The spoken language, lu Christ's time wvas
called Aramaie, a variety of I-lebrcw.

Her'-o d I-lerod Autipas, one of the sons

of -ecrodl tho Great, and ruler of Galilce and
Perea. H-e played a part in Mie trial of
Christ. Wsbise D.38, died in Spain.

Je-ru'-sa-lem Origiîîally a Jebusite
strotîglioki, whiclh David took and made lus
capital. Soloinoil buit the temple thiere.
Thie city mmn destroyed by the Romans
about forty vvars after the deathi of Christ,
af ýer a long and dreadful siege.

Jo'seph of Arimathea A member of tlîe
Sanliedrimi, or Grand Concil of the Jews,
but a followcr of Jesus. H-e buried tlic
body of Jesus iii his owvn neîv tomb. 1-c
caîîîe froin Ariinatlîea (Sce above), but was4
evidently living at Jerusalem.

Ju'-das Is-car'-i-ot Tlîe traitor apostle.
lic va-s a native of Kerioth, a village la
Judahi. 1-is naine is il ways last in the list
of the twelve. 11e commnitted suicide.

Xount of Olives A range of huIls close
to aud on thic eastern side of Jerusalern ; a
fine viewv of tlîe city froir. onie of its summnits.

Naz'*-ar-eth A town iii the south of
Galilce, tlîe home of Clirist's boyhood aîîd
early maiilood. Reject-ed at N-,azarethi, H1e
iuade Capcrnauin His lieadqunarters.

Pe-'-ter The impulsive disciple; yet be-
neath the superficial elements of luis chiarte-
ter were possibilities of developmexit that
mande 1115 %voithy of his naine .Petros, a rock.

Phar'-i-sees A religious part.y in the
Jewishi Ohutrch who hacl flic menit of pat-
riotisin aud of zeal for the Iaw as ti ey
understooid it. But flîey were narrow form-
nlists and i'ere not too careful hoiv they
lived. Our Loi-d strongly denounices their
hîypocrisy (Matt. 23).

PhiV"-ip -Native of Bethsaida, a prac-
tical, miatter-of-fact manu, but a faithful aud
trusted disciple. One of the first to bc
called. (Johin 1 : 43).

Pi*-late Tie Romnan procuratoror "Gov,-
ernor» of Judnea aud Samaria under tlîe
Eanpetror Tiberius, fron 26 to 38 A. D. A
man of vulgar ambition, violent temper sud
cruel in tue extreme. Hc gave up 3 esus to
bc crucified, though he kuîewv iira to bc
innocenit. HeU was baîîished te Gaul, and
foiid a, siiucide's death.

Sad,'-du-cees A Jewish seot that de-
nied tlîe iînmortality of the soul, snd hience
the resurrection.

Si'-mon a Cyreniaa A native of Ovrene,
the capital of Libya ini Afnica. H1e fielped
Jesus bear 1-lis cross to Calvary.

Si'-mon the Leper Nothing more is
known of hixu beyond the fact that Jesus
wvns entertaiuîed nt lus home just before the
Passion Week. H1e wvas probably cured of
lus leprosy by Jesus.

Zeb'1-e-dee A fisherman of G-'alilce, the
father of the aposiles James axîd John.
