Just thjnk of t;hat îîumber met in the nîaine
of Jestis on one glad Xiînas inorui, in this
lîeatheîîi city, v~e there are "IMois, iWols,
evcrywhcre," ani where thiese too wtouidl have
been wvorshipping iclols if you hiad not sent
your missionaries.

Thiere were proud Bralimins, boys and girls,
most of thein ivcll dressed, l their hright-
coioured native clothes. I think likely ail
other castes were equally ý%Nei1 represented,
down to the very lowest, somne of whiom Iîad
littie enoughi ciothing on1. But they ai], hligl
and low, had one thing ia comunion that
rnorning, and that was briglit, happy-iooking
faces.

Examinations liad beeî given in ail the
sehools on the year's workz in Bible study,
and, as a resit, 240 ebidren rccved prizes
for their good anisNvers.

Two speciai prizes Nvere givea; one to a
heathien boy and the other to a Christian boy
for having- attended Sabbath sehool thre
years without miissiiig-. I wonder hiow inany
of the readers of the REconiD have been tliat
regular in their attendance ?

We sang a great aumiiber of hymns, and 1
can say this, that the singing wvas hiearty if
not very musical.

Two short addresses were given; one hy
Mr. Lediiighiaii, your new mnissionary to
Indore, and one by Mr. Johiory, the assistant
pastor.

Wheil the hour for parting came, ecd per-
son receivc(i a Xirnas card at the door, ani
somne sîveet-mieat froin the hand of a Bralinin
Outside.

As long as the eildren liera receive a briglit
colored card, i inatters not to them if sone
one cisc lias hiad i before tlîem. I was ia a
miud but the other day and saw a number of
these \'ery cards pasted on the wall, so tilîat
they made quite a briglît spot la thc dreary
surroundhîigs.

To go back ta the gathering, i wvas 12
o'ciock before the last one liad passed out, an(d
I an assure you tiiat we were ail very liuîîgrv
for breakfast by that time.

Ia the evening ail thc cildren gatliercd
together again, and -we liad a very happy time.
Wiîat did w'e do? Sang hymius, listened to.
native music, presented our assistant pastor.
Mr. Johiory and his wife, with a fine adiress,
and to eaehi of thorai a heautiful Bible, wicke
made themi very happy.

After tînt, wo ail wvent into another rooni
anîd sat down on the Iloor cross legged, sie
i)y side, and ate a god -supper of curry aund
rice, with our fing-ers, off plates made of
leaves, which wvere fasteaed togetiier by the
small stemns of other leaves. Some of the~
peuple wvere %%vise enougli to bring thieir brass.
plates, s0 tliat wiiat they couid flot eat then,.
they couid takze home wvitl tiîem.

Tiiere wvas but o)ie tiîing to inar the joy of
the whole dlay, and tiiat -%vas Mr. iks
absence, owving ta ail attack of foyer, but I arn
glad to be able to tell you that hoe is free fron.
it xiow.

A fulteeuu days' fair %vas lueld at a sacrcd
iluoulît, soiie fiteul iaaile., to the wvest of this
city. Thli I)ilgriliis sc iîî o tbcir ivay tu
aund froiiu the mîount grcntly iiîcreased thc

nuinber of our visitors. Sorne days twvo or
