The total amount of beneficiary
money received by the Grand Council
of the C. M B. A. of Canada, from its
braunches, from st July, 1894, to S0 h
Juune, 1836 inclusive, was 3304 534.29

From thissum, 815,232 0% was trans-
ferred to the Reservo Fand of the As
sociation, and §289,057 57 was paid to
the widows, orpbans or heirs of our
decoased brothers.

During tho same torm of two years,
821,054 23 was received for General
Fand. Outof this sum, not fuite one-
tenth was applicd each year for sal-
arics ; showing that the C. M. B A,
is the most economically conducted, as
far as salaries for the officials in its
Head Offico is concerned, of any As
soclation of its kind, doing such an
amount of business, in Canada.

Is it any wonder that life insurance
and the burden of carrying the same has

almost bankrupted many a man, who, in

his z¢al t= protect his family, has sought
the sheiter of those companies? For
many years thoy have held thisgreat and
growiny business with but little opposi-
tion; but gradually benevolent and pro-
tective s.cloties havo organized, and the
people are becoming educated to the only
true principle of securing protection,
througlh fraternal co-operation, at & mini-
mum cost, and of using their own and
botter judgment in the investment of the
onormous surpius required to carry insur
ance with the old line companies.

The plan of fraternal protoction, how-
ever, is not & now one. As a matter of
fact, it i8 much older in practice than the
so-called “old-line,” or, more properly
termed, “investment insurance.”
