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THEE MAKING OF A BIBLE. *

The pen which rc.ords the incidents of forty years spent among the Sioux
Indians has been busy all that time in preparing the Scriptures for the use
of that tribe, and we take great pleasure in gleaning from the pages of this
volume some illustrations of the process by which the Dakoty language, as
yet unwritten, was learned by Christian missivnaries, reduced to a written
form, grammatically analyzed and mastered, and finalty enviched by a com-
plete version of the Scriptures of the Old and New Testaments.

The beginning of missionary work among the Dakotas dates from the year
1834, when two brothers from Connecticut, by the name of Pond, built their
cabin on tha bank of Lake Calhoun. Dr. Wiiliamson and Mr. Stevens fol-
lowed them the next year, and on the first of June, 1837, after a journey of
nearly three months from Massachusetts, the Rev. Stephen R. Rigus and his
wife Mary, missionaries of the American Board, landead froni a steamer at
the puint where the Minnesota empties into the Mississippi, and there enter-
od into the wilderness in which they were to sujourn forty years, as the
friends and teachers of the Dakotx Indians.

Their first business was to master the langnage, and in this they had such
meagre aid as could come from a vocabulary of five or six hundred words,
which Mr. Stevens had gathered from the brothers Pond. Beyond this they
must get their ears opened to catch strange sounds and their tongues trained
to utter them ; and the fleeting sound must be presented to the eye and per-
petuated by fixed characters upon the written page. The English language
night serve som2 purposes in the missionary work, but Dr. Riggs says, “ for
the purposes or civilization, and especinlly of Christianization, we have
found culture in the native tongue indispensable.” How the work was done
we must let our author tell in his own way :

It was no part of our business to make the Dakota language. It was
simply the missionary’s work to report it faithfully. The system of notation
had in the main been settled upon before Mary and I joined the Mission, It
was of conrse to be phonetic, as nearly as pussible. ‘The English alphabet
was to be used as far us it could he. These were the principles that guided
and controlled the writing of Dakota. In their application it was s>on found
that only five pure vowel sounds were used. So far the work was ensy.
Then it was found that x, and v, sud r, and g, and j, and f, and ¢, with their
English powers, were not needed. But there were four clicks and two gut-
turals and a nasal that must iy suome way be expressed. It was then, even
more than now, a mutter of pecuniary importance that the language to he
printed should require as few new characters as possible, Audso “*n” was
taken to represent the nusal; * q” vepresented one of tho clicks; “g"” and
¢y represented the vutturals; and “c” and “j” and “x” were used to
represent ‘‘ch,” ‘‘2h” and **sh.” The other clicks were represented by
marked letters, Since that time some changes have been made; xand r
have beon discarded from the purely Daketa alphabet.  In tho Dakote gram-
war and dictionary, which was published fifteen years afterward, an effort
was made to make the notation philusophical, accordant with itself. Tho
chanyges which have since beon adopted have ull been in the lino of the dic-
tionary.

SOME PECULIARITIES OF TOE LANGUAGE.

The language of counting in Dakota was limited. The ‘ wancha, nonpa,
yamne ”—ano, two, three, up to ten, every child learned, as he beut down
his fingers and thumbs until ali were gathered into $wo bunches, and then let
them lonse ry geese flving away. BEleven was fen more one, and 8o on,
Twenty was fen fwos or twice ten, and thirty, fen threes. With each ten the
fingers were all bent down, and one was kept down to remember the ten,
Thus when ten tens were reached the whole of the two haunds was bent down,
each finger meaning ten. This was the perfected * bending down.” 1t was
opawinge—one hundred. Then when the hands were both bent down for
hundreds the climax was supposed to be reached, which could only be ex-
pressed by ““again iso bending dowu.”  When something larger than this
was reached it wus u great count—sowething which neither they nor we can
comprehend—a million.

On the other side of one the Dakota langnare is still more defective. Only
one word of any defintteness exists—harkay, half. We can say hankay-
hankay- -the half of @ half, But it does not aeem to havo been much nsol,
Beyond this there w.s nothing, A piece is 2 word of uncertain quantiry,
and is not quite suited to introduce amony the certainties of mathematies.
Thus the poverty of the languaze has bevn a great obstacle in teaching
avithimetic. And that puorness of language shows their poverty of thought
in the same lino. The Dukotasare nut, as ageneral thing, at all smart in
arithwetic,

A HUMBLE HOME,

After three months spent at Lnke Harriet, Mr. Rigas joined Dr. William-
son at Lac-gmi-parle, two hundred wiles in the interior, where the latter had
erented o log-house, a story and a half hivh.  Inthe upper part were throe
vooms, the lar:e-t of which. ten fest by eighteen, was appropriated to Mr.
.Riggs and his wife. He says:

Thatroom we made our home for five winters. There wers somo Lardships
about such closs gnarters, butxll in all, Mary and I never enjoyed five wia-
tors batter than those spent in that wpper ronm. There our first three chil-
dren were born. Th--te we worked in ncquiring the lanznage. There were:
ceived ovr Dakota visitors, There I wrote and wrote agnin my ever-grawing
dictionary. And thers, with what help I could obtain, I prepared fur the
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printer tho greaor part of the New Testament in the language of the Dako-
tas. It was a consecrated room,

I went to New Yurk City and was, the noxt seven mouths, engaged in
getting through the press the grammar and dictionary of the Dakota language.

Of the various hindrances and delays, and of the burning of the priuting
office in which the work was in progress, and the loss of quite a number of
poages of the book which had to be ngain male up, { need not speak. They
are ordinary incidents. Early in the summor of 1852 the work was done—
and done I believe to the satisfaction of all parties. It has oktained the
conmondation of literary men generally, and it was sail that for ne volume
published by the Smithsonian Institation, up to that time, was tho dewand
so «reat as for that. It is now out of print and the bouk can only be bought
at fancy prices.

The question of republication is sometimas talked of, but no steps have
been taken yet to accomplish the object. Wuile as the years have gone by,
and the book has been tested by Dukota scholars and found to be all that
was ever claimed for it, yet, in case of & republication some valnable addi-
tione can be made to the sixteon thuusand words which it contains. The
" langua se itself is growing. Never probably in its wholy history, hasit grown

so much in any guarter of a century as it has in the twenty-tive years since

the dictionary was published. Besides, we have receutly been learning mave

of the Teeton dialect, which is spoken by more than half of the whole Sioux
¢ nation.  And as the translatism of the Bible hus progressed, thoughts and
. images have been brounght in which have given the lauguage an unction and
l power unknown to it before.

PROGRESS.

The various steps of progress in translating the Bible are not distinctly
- traced, but the general outline is given as “ollows :

Late in the fall of 1839 the Gaspel of Mark and sorae other small portions
were rendy to be printed, and Dr. Willimnson went with his family to Ohio
where he spent the winter. The next printing of portions of the Bible was
done in 1342-°3, when Dr. Williamson h-d completed a trauslation of the
book of Gunesis. Yo had now comnmeuced tot anslate from the Hebrew
sand Greek. This was continued through all the years of our missionary life.
» S0 far as I can remember there was no arrangement of work between the
! Doctor and myself, but while [ commenced the New Testament, and having

comploted that, turned to the Psalms, aud having finished to the end of
Malachi, made some steps backward through Job, Esther, Nehemiah and
Erra, he, comwencing with Genesis, closed his work m the last monthe of
Lis life with Second Chronieles, having taken in alsu the buok of Proverbs.

Bofore leaving the subject of Bible translation let me bear testimony to
tho uniform kindness and courtesy whica Dr. Williamson exteaded to e
it through all this work of more than forty years. It ciald hardly be said of
i either of us that we wers very yiclding. The Doctor was a man of pusitive
| opiniong, and there were abuudant opportuniries in prosecuting our joint
;work for differences of ju.lgment. But while we fresly criricised, each the
other's work, we freely yielled to eac't o*her the right of ultimate decision.

In the latter part of 1863, Mr. Riggs dovoted himself to a revision and
completion of the New i'estamenr, a.d in the fullowing autumu he spent
thres months in the Bible House, reading the prouf of the New Testamsut.
Dr. Williainson had also added a revised Gencsis and Proverbs, and the
Bible Sucisty began at thattime to mike electrotype plates of the version.

The muleiplication of Dakota readers during the uext few years pave a
new impulse to the work of translating the Scriptures, and by 1370, the
Palms, “Ecclesiastes, the Song of Svlomon, and lsaiah, together with the
other four books of Moses, were added to whut had been printed five yeurs
ofore. In the summner of 1372 the book uf Daniel was translated, and in
the winter that followed the first copy of the Miuor Prophets wae made,
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The Dible in its complete form, translated, electrotyped, printed, and bound,
appeared in the spring of 1879, and not long after Dr. Williamson, who had
contributed so much to its excelloneo, fell asleep at the age of eighty yess.

These copious extracts indicate with svfficient fulncss the difficulties and |
the deluys incident toso great a task as the rendering of the entire Bible
into a new and barbarous tongue ; but it tasks the imagination to fell what
the fruit will be of such protracted toil. But this we know, that the Buok
has power to waken thought, to quicken conscience, to convict of sin, to
manifest the love of God, to reveal gaod tidings of great joy. Itis a civili- !
zing and evangelizing power, mighty for pulling down the strongholds of sin, !
etfectual in building up the kingdom of Christ. The Dakotas are a different
people to-day from what they would have been had not Riggs and Williamson
given them the Scriptures.

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BOARD MEETINGS.

The regular Monthly Meeting of the Board of Directors was held on Tues-
day, October 19th, at7.30., P. M., A, T. McCord, Esq. in the chair. After the '
reading of Seripture and Prayer, the reading and confirming of the minutes '
of the last meeting &c., a report was presented from a Speciai Committee,
which had been appointed to consider the matter of prices, and the manage
ment of Branch Depositories, After some discussion this report was referred
back to the Committee. The Secretaries having reported that Mr. Robert
Black, of Blenheim, had given fifty dollars to the funds of the Society, he was .
elected a life member of the Suciety. ‘The Depositary’s cash account was sub-
mitted, other routine business transacted, and the meeting was closed with
prayer led by the Rev. John Smith.

The Directors met again on Tuesday, Nov. 16th, at the usual hour, the
Hon. William McMaster in the chair. Scripture was read by the Rev. J. M.
Cameron, and prayer led by the Rev. S. J. Hunter. After the reading of
minutes &e., 4 second report was presented by the Committee on prices &,
recommending that all Bibles should be marked wit their prices in plain
figures with the view to promote uniformity of prices in all the Branches;
and also that a few of the prices be slightly altered in such a way as to muke
them more convenient for change, and yet not only preserve the principle of
solling at the avcrage net cost ; but make a nearer approximation to eah
book being sold at its own particular cost price. After a very full discussiol
this report was adopted. Reports were also presented from the Committee
on the Ketchurn Bequests, and the Committee on the care of the premiss
The consideration of the latter was postponed. Reports were submitted fron

~ple in the work of the Society, kindly and gratuitously gave his time and ser-
' vices at the Toroato Exhibition, in drawing attention to the Society’s large
caso with Scriptures in one hundred different languages, and in explaining to
the visitors many intoresting things connected with various translations,
and with the history and work of the Society. The Society’s Colporteur, Mr.
J. E. Taylor, was also in attendance, and sold a number of copies of the Good
Book. A number of people were also much pleased at getting for five cents, the
little pawnphlet with the 16th verse of chapter IIL of St. John's Gospel printed
in215 languages, in which our Pavent Society issues the Sacred Seriptures. The
largo case was also sent to the Proviucial Show at Hamilton, where it also at-
tractod much at*ention. Dr. Hdgkin offered his services gratuitously also for
- vho week at Hamilton ; but at the last moment was prevented from going by
: some other pressing business. However Mr. Taylor, who has shown special
fitness for this work, received very hearty assistance and encouragement from i
that valuable and valued friend of the Society, Me. Walker, the Secretary of
tue Branch there.

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THE DUSSELDORF EXHIBITION.

This exhibition agsumed dimensions far beyond what had been oxpeoted,
as many as 40,000 tickets being sold in one day. As the multitudes streamed
in, it was felt by the Agent of the Scciety, a8 w<ll as by Christian friends at
Diisseldorf, that some effort must be made for them. Authority was at once
obtained from London ; Pastor Imtaiiser undertook to negotiate with the
Council of the Exhibition, and such was his influence that in twenty-four hours
the arrangements were made. The Yible stand was brought from Wiesbaden,
and senior calporteur Weiser took charge of it. Mr. C. Marriott, by the ex-
ercise of great tact and energy, overcame all difficulties with the police, and
the work began. The stand was opposite the principle entrance, so that every
one who entered to the Exhibition fium the town side had to pass it,

The work lasted through the months of July, August, and September. In
that time there were sold 118 Vibles, 320 Testaments, and 101 portiuns, and
given 47,187 portions. JIn his report, the Rev. G. Palmer Davies says :—

Weisen adde
thaton the day when aspecial train broughtoutthe English iron manufacturers,
who held their this year’s congress in Dusseldorf, many of them came to his
stall and seemed pleased, though he could not understand what was said,

stepped aside and watched the people as they came and went with vheir Gos-
pels in their hands. He then came up again and said, What earthly object
can yeu have in view in giving the books away in that manner?’ 1 said,
‘This is God’s Word, and it says that you are a lost sinner.” He started.
¢ Didn’t your father and mother tell you so when when you were a boy, and
urge you to fear God and scek to save your soul #’ ¢ Tha’ is quite true,’ he
replied. ¢ Well,’ I said, * have you done it 7’ ¢No, I have not,” was his
answer. ¢ Are you going to do it?’ ¢ Well, 1 don’t know, but at any rate
show me a Bible. What does it cost?’ He bought it, walked away with it
under his arm, apparently greatly moved.

EXTRACTS FROM THE BRITISH AND FORIIGN BIBLE S0-
CIETY'S L EPURT.

GERMANY.

Mr. Davies, wih a tinge of disappointment, deseribes his year of work as
having “opened in sunshine and clused in clond.”

The task of reducing the expenses of his Agenvy has been an unweleo® Lo
task. To raise the prices of his editions, to lessen the mmumber of his colpor-
teurs, when the work was prospering and the men ready to go furth, were
daties 1-yally but not willingly done,  But the Comittee were the firse to
feel the pain, and theirs was the responsibility.

THE Corrorrrurs.—The German Colporteurs, sixty strong, have had a
hard year’s work, and in addition to the depressed state of Indu<try have

. had to coutend with the severest winter known for years A heavy knapsack

carried along over roads deep with snow, requires a vigorous frame and « light
heart beneath it, or the journey will svon end.  Of twenty-nine eolporteurs
attached to the Berlin District, thirteen have been more or less laid asid-.

Of che spirit which actuates these men, the following pathetic letter is an
interesting manifestation. It is written by ex-colporteur Orlowski, and is
given in his own words :—

¢ When one had been thirty years at Bible work you can understand that
it had become a gecond nature. 1 feel so wretched. Had my good wife been
still with me I might feel better off. But she is gone, and my wotk is
gene, and much else is gone. What remains is a broken-down bady. May
God soon take me home ! I was delighted with the reports. But wnen I
read them [ have no rest within the four walls of my home. I cannot range
the land with my Bibles, so 1 rush out into the open field to get breathing-
room, 8o strong is the memory.  Whenever you write, every line is precious,
If I were thirty years younger I would begin the work over again, and chovse
by preference the very hardest fields.  Put it is of no use I will write
ove(;'y fih,x;ee months. If you do not hear, you will know thot either £ am ill
or dead.

The extracts given by Mr. Davies from the colporteurs’ reports are exceed-
ingly interesting, and from thew the Committee select the following : the
first two in order to describe colportage in the country and colportage in the
town, The contrast is sharp and painful.

“ IN tHE COUNTRY.

¢ I came'to the Custle of F——. Outside the walls I found a house, appa-
rently uninhabited. I went in and found a man chopping wood. ‘It is
good,’ said he ¢ that you have come agnin, for you are wanted. Thesentinel
has orders to tell you what to du.” 1 was sent on to the Castle, where I me.
awarm welcome. The matron loves Gud’s Word., The servants were at
once summoned, and soon stood in a cirele round me and my knapsack. The
matron recomuiended my books, and spoke warmly of what the Bible 35, or
ought to be for us all. [t was quite a little Bible meeting, The - tvon
spoke ; I spoke ; all listened atientively. It wasa most blessed hour. T.aere
wan scarcely one of those present who left without having at least bought a
Testament.

“ From the castle I went to an out-house. On the !rwer floor T found no
one. On the upper floor ihere was & maid at work. ¢ Have you » Bible 1’
‘No, but X am longing for one, for I have never had one since I left school.’
She took the Bible, looked at it, rejoiced over it with most touching manifes-

tations of joy. ¢Now at last 1 have it; 1 have it,’ she said, ‘and will
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never part from it any more.” _ She thanked me again and again, and thanked
God, too, that she now had a Bible of her own.

¢ In THE Towx.

“ In accordance with your instructions I one day last week noted every house
I vigited, and every grown-up person to whom 1 offered my books. In 13
working hours 1 visited 38 houses, in which there were 156 dwellinss, 9 work-
shops, 2 yards, where people were occupied, and 2 untinished houses. I of-
fered my bouoks to about 280 persons. Of the reception I met with and the
answers I received I can speak positively as to the following. Five families
had Bibles and read them. Three families were those of advaunced Christiaus,
Eleven families had no Bibles, and if they had would have ne time to read
them. They bad only time for work and gain! They had no need of, and
no wish for, God’s Word ! One man said : * Bring me your Bibles when I
am dead ; in life they are not necessary.’” In 8 dwellings I had to bear the
brunt of Socialistic scorn and hate. Sometimes J was told, ‘if you but had
Lassalle’s books * (Lassalle is the prophet of the Social Democrats). Thirteen
times the people suid, ¢ Religion has been abulished, the Registrar's Office is
now everything ’ (baptism and marriage in church were obligatory, recent
legislation has made them optional). Twice brandy, not the Bible, wasasked
for. Four times I was told to come again. Six times the people were really
too poor. Five persons said they would have bought Bibles had they con-
tained the Apocryphal books. (Ine workman said he had torn his Bible to
pieces and flunyg it on the dung-hill.  In all other cases all I could hear was
that the people did not want a Bible. Whether they had Bibles ornot I can-
not tell.  On that day 1 only sold three copies.”

Another contrast is presented by the same house and people on two ocea-
sions, the second time under altered circnwstances.

** Last September I entered 2 house where I found the family in deep dis-
tress. Their rent was high, two months of it were due, and tho landlord
was a hard man. All had been prepared by them to carry off the furniture
stealthily by night, and leave the apartment empty. ¢ This is not righs,'I
said. ¢ Have you never thought of God? He made heaven and earth, and
the morning star, and can send you help or soften your landlord’s heart.
‘il‘}))e% were impressed with what I said, and bought the cheapest Testament

had.

““Six months later I entered the house again. As soon 28 the woman saw
me she ran to call her husband. * How often we have talked of yon,’ he
said. ¢ Now all gues well with us, for you taught us to turn to God. Bu}
for you, who knows what would have become of us! Walkin.’ Andsol
wag compelled to take coffee with them. They are diligent readers of the
Scriptures. They could not cease thanking me. ¢ You owe me no thanks,’
I sad ; ‘thank God.””

A third contrast, between conditions outwardly similar, but by & great gulf
divided, is thus described :(—

POVERTY WITHOUT THE BIBLE.

“Poverty aud want are very general, and are also accompanied only too
often by open and avowed unbelief. In one dwelling I found three rooms
occupied by four families. In a kitchen I found & woman and two children.
'The whole furniture was a beuch, a footstool, and a bedstead without bed-
ding. On straw, in this bedstead, the woman lay ill. Ispoke to her of the |
Saviour, but she did not care to listen. Her heart was very hard, and her
spirit bitter.”

T entered another dwelling in another part of the city. Ifound a woman

ata washing-tub. I offered her » Bible. She burst into tears. ¢ The Bible,’ }

{
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she gaid ; ‘the Bible is my only comfort.” Her story was soon told. She
had been a Sunday-school teacher. She married a ‘steady’ man. He got
out of work. Idleness brought temptation. He touk to drinking, What
he got he spent in the public-hvuss ; she supporis him, herself and her two
children. Every word I spoks to her was as balm to her woundead spirit.
‘ Heavy as my burden is, the Lord helps me to bear it,’ she said. Tho Bible
and the Sunday-school had borne fruit.”

Thenextextract well illustrates that blowingof wind whereit listeth, of which
we hear the sound or see the signs in mysterious preparations of the heart
within for the appeal which comes from without.

“Yrang at a bell. The maid who answered peeped out of the half-open
door, and asked what I wanted. I thrustin a Bible as my reply. She flung
open the door, and started back frightened. She took the book, turned over
a few leaves, and then went to fetch the money.

¢4 ¢ 1t is very strange,” she said, when she came back, ‘I was at work in the
kitchen, cleaning the plutes, when texts of Scripture I had learned in school
came up In my meniory one after the other. 1 said to myself, You learned
these texts, and now have not so much as a Bible to look them up in. At
that instant the bell rang, and before saying a word, you thrust a Bible
through the half-upen door. That is why I was so frightened’ She pro-
mised now that she had a Bible to read it diligently.”

One of the colporteurs describes a scene that may teach a useful lesson to
many a parent, who looks round upon his young children and wonders what
t}l;uy x;f,ill be when they grow up. It is called “ A little child’s first pur-
chase.

 In a weaver’s house I found a little girl, Her parents refused to buy.
I took the child and said, ‘Do you know that Jesus loves yout?’ *No, I
never heard that,” was her reply. ¢ Would you like to hear what he says ?’
I asked. ¢Certainly.’ °‘Sutier little children to come unto Me, and forbid
thent not.  Jesus wants you to come. Do you wish it too ?°  Indeed I do,’
she said ; ‘I should greatly like to come to heaven.” °Look hece,” I said,
taking a map, and putting my finger on Jerasalem, ¢ here Jesus died that you
might go to heaven.’

** The child had a box, in which she had put all her little savings. As yet
nothing that had gone in had ever come out. ‘Mother, 1 know what I
should like to do with my money; buy a Bible. May 12’ The pareunts
looked at each other, and were deeply moved. They said, * We have often
wondered what her firtst purchase would be.’ They gave their consent, and
the Bible came into their house. The child could read, and the peculiar
circumstances of the case make me hope that the book will not only prove a
gratification to the child but a blessing to the pavents.”

The position the Bible Society has always taken in Roman Catholic coun-
tries is distinctly non-controversinl. No doubt a zealous colportenr will often
be not only ready to give every man a reason of the hope that is in him, but
now and then also to turn the tables and ask his Roman Catholic friends for
a reason of theirs,

But there ought on no account to be permitted such an interpretation of
the colporteur’s duty as wouid tend to make the priests of the various villages
lnok upon the colporteur as a foe. Now and then—and it was 50 also from
the beginning—-a priest proves friendly and helpful. The following is an
mstance :—

‘¢ A priest bought a Bible of me ai.d then went with me towards the vil-
lago. 1 asked him if ho could tell me where I could lodge. ¢ Time enough
to think about that,” he replied; the peuple are now all in their houses ;
evening is the best time for your work. When that is over, think of lodg-
ingo, not before.” I have sold more than 10,000 Scriptures among Rowmish
populations, and come intc contact with hundreds of priests, but I never met
such a priest a3 that.”
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During the summer and awtumn there was held in Berlin « local industrial f
Exhibition. !

¢ The newly-founded Book aud Tract Society had n stall, and on their !
stall and by our own Berlin printer, our Seriptures were exhibited—5.000 |
portions in Gersan, Hebrew, Bohemian, Dauish, Polish, Russian and Swe- !
dish, were placed by the Committee at the disposal of the Book and Triet !
Society for gratuitous distribution, and 4,288 copies actually given away to |
visitors and exhibators. It was a very modest work, but may, it is to by |
hoped, bear fruit. DMaay Christians, and even some Jews, expressed plea- ¢
sure at what was being done.” !

ITALY. ;

In their Report for Jast year, your Committee remarked that no rapid pro-
gress conld be discerned in the wizhty work of ronsing in Ialy @ deeperand
traer religious feeling than existed in the days of oppression, of alien rule and
Papal supremacy.

Their information leads to the same disappointing conclusion this year
8till, with rave exceptions, the rich, and the noble, and the educated refuse
£ lament to our mournitg, or to dance to our piping. Gudly sorrow and
Gospel joy alike leave them unmoved.  This deadly atmosphere, like its typo
in the natural world, broods especially over Rome,

Your Committee do nol utter these regrets because their own woark
is declining. Oa the contrary, they huve put into cireulation in Italy
nearly 6,000 copies more than last year, notwithistanding that the year was
ong of great triul, a year of bad harvests, of terrible inundations, of unusual
snow-storms, and of a destractive eruption of Mount Aetna.

Where then have these Seriptures gone, this godly number of over 56,0002
They bave gone into remote villages, into small towns, into the hands of the
poor, and the simple, and the laborinus ; they have been carried thither on
tho shoulders of men as simple and laborious as themseives ; men who, as
the extracts from their journals will show, are the troest Evangelists in that |
land. i

Minay axp Gexaa.—From these centres more than 21,090 copies have been
circulated, chiefly by colportaze.  Freedom to come and go, to offer Seripture
furaale on the one side and to buy them on the vther, is the rule in all the kond.
Nevertheless, freedom broadens very slowly here and there. There are districts
where the villare Demuotrius can summen the craftsmen, and the colporteur is
threatened within an inch of his life. How access was gained to one such
villaze, up to that time considered to be * inaccessible,” is thus told :—

¢ AL Menezon says : ¢ Thank God 1 have been able this menth to visit places
which I nover ventured ta go before. both myself and others thinking them
inmcsessible to the Gogpel, beeanse of the superstitim of the people, which is
incredible.  More than ance they threatened to cut me in pieces if 1 ven-
tured to set a foes in theiv houses.  However, you will find in my jonmnal
this month P——_ ane of the places most inaciessable to the Gaspel.  Twent
there quictly with a Christian brother, who duriug the summer hid been
working at Strashurg in the company of many workinwnen from Piclungs, to
whom lie had taken every opportunity of recommending the Gospel.  On ro-
turning home they begged the good man to let them have a copy of the
Seriptures, and for this he asked me to accompany him when he went to se
them. I did 89, and sold thero an octavo Bihle with referencesand two New
Testaments.  We had, howerer, sonme diffienlty with the wives of these wwen
who were very much apposed to their husbands having these books, for they
greatly fear the priest, who does all in his power to keep down any spirit of
myuiry amony his flock.”
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In the district through which Lebbolo travels, to the west of Laggo Mag-
giore, ‘‘ there are a few if any of the villazes in which there are not one ov
more persons making dilligent use of the Bible.” He thus describes a pleas-
ant incident :—

““ In all villages in this district there are friends to the cause of God, who
confess Christ as the only Saviour. I thank God that He led me to those re-
mote villages, At B there are three who are firmin the faith. Oue of
these P , invited me into his house to speak of the truths of the Bible ;
and we, with others who were preseut, had a’ong conversation.  One bought
a New Testament, and P——himself an oetr 5o Bible, He afterwards enter-
tained e hospitably.”

And again, writing at the close of the year. he thus unconscicusly illustrates
the value of his own work and that of likeminded men .—

¢ In various villages of Valsesia, there are not only men but women too
who are anxious for the visit of a minister or evangelist. The Kingdom of
God extends gradually, for by ths Study of the Scriptures, with Gud’s help,
they come to see that they were redeemed, not with corruptible things, as
silver and gold, but with the precivus blood of Christ. Whenever [ meet
with these good people, though poor and ignorant myself, 1 do not fail to
speak to them and try to do them good.”

TuscANY AND ANcoNa.—Harvests all Lutripe, cattle by scores and hundreds,
were swept away, and no fewer than 30,000 people suffered more or less by a
terrible inundation.  Your Committee ilesired to do something to turn the op-
portunity to good, and deputed through Mr. Bruce, Signor Munenti, of
Mantus, and Signor Manfredini, of Ferrara. to proceed to the flooded dis-
trict and see if they could find an entrance for the Word of God. At first
these friends feared that their errand might seem inopportune, but soon
found many prepared to appreciate it. In carrying out this purpose Signor
Manenti came upon a trace of a similiar work done in 1872.

“In a house which had t een inundated, I found an old man, the father of

& numerous fawily, who showed me a Bible which had been under water in a
large box. Except that the binding and the first few pages were injured, it
'as not in a bad state.  Ho had got on the cecasion of the former inundation
in 1872, and aiter reading it ceased to go to Mass, preferring to draw his
spiritual foud solely from the Word of G.d. I had much pleasang conversa-
tion, not only with him, but with a number more who were collected in his

; house.  As I puke to them of the ene and only Saviour Jesus Christ, I dis-

tributed 2 number of portivns and some New Testaments, hopeful of good
frait.”

In the district round Ancona, there are only ¢ gleams of light.”  An Evan-

. gelist had scttled at Rimini, but made little impression and has gone else-

where.  Here, too, the colporteur wiil again be the only Evaogelist.
“ Insredulity is great” and, the colporteur fears, is * extending.” Neverthe-
less, C'od leaves not Himself without witness to His grace and power and love,

Narre>y —Last in order of the principal depots comes that of Naples, which
supplics the suuth of Italy and the island of Sicily.  From the centre 12,000

. copies have been sent out, 2,000 mure than last year, and a Bible carriage has

hecn used.  In sume respucts the Bible curringe has been a great assistance,
but until more time has been givenit will not be possible to decide how far it

i can be used with success, having regard to the expense connected with it.

Ono of the first incidents mentioned in Mr. Bruce’s report of the work in

- South Italy bears upon the guestion of whether or not a portion of Scripture

scorned and destroyed may not in its fragents do more than it did in js
completeness. It 18 narrated by Swtampacchia, the colportenr who has had
charge of the Bible curriage.

“ About the year 1871 or 1872 when thero was a Maritime Exhibition at
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Naples, a young man was walking in the Villa, when his attention was ar-
rested by some lads who were tearing books to pieces, and scattering about
the leaves. He was puzzled to kuow the reason of this, when some turn
leaves were blown near to him, and these his curiosity led him to pick up and
begin to read. Thuy contained weighty words, and he sousht a secluded
sput, 80 as not to bo disturbed. But what were these torn leaves? Thoy
were portions of the New Testament which good Christians distributed grat-
uizously at the door of the Exhibition, aud which the buys tore up for their
amnsement. The pages which this young man, Andrew R , had picked
up contained the 10th and 11th of St. John's Gaspel. At the time whon he
gathered the great treasure despised by others he was a rigid papist, and led
an immoral life.  This account he settled by going every week to confession.

¢ In 1874, when I was worker in tortoise-shell, I used to know this youth,
for we lived near each uther, and then it was that he narrated to me the story
of the lea—es, which he carefully preserved. Riva’s confessor ordered him to
give the leaves up to him, and refused to give him absvlution until he did so,
in consequence of which he went no more either to confession or Mass. [
invited him to accompany me to hear the Guospel preached. He promised,
and promised, but did not come.  After this he had a serious iliness, but the
old man was still strong in him, and seeiny that I could make so little im-
pression on him, I seldom went near him, for he continued to live in sin,
Three years have passed away, and now [ see him admitted as a member of
the Methodist Church at Naples. I asked why he did not accept my ear :
invitations to hear the Gospel preached before, on which he said he could
not part with his cherished sins, and did uot know that Christ wonld give
him strength for this. On the morning of the day he was admitted to the
Communion. he went to his mother and sister to ask pardon for 2ll the sor-
row he had caused them during the past years. His mother was amnzed and
said : ¢ My son, when did you ever before speak to me in this way?’ He
replied that he was goiny to take the Communion. His mother, who with
her daughter went to Mass every morning, asked him to what church he was
groing. He said he was going to an Evangelical Church, for he had been go-
ing to a Rewnan Catholic church he need not have asked for pardon, for the
priest would have given him absolution. ¢Go,’ said the mother; ‘wraiy yon
long retain these holy seutiments.’ ”

An instance, very instructive, of a son gaining his mother for the truth will
touch many hearts.

¢ \When Borghi was at the camp at Lonato some men were hesitating, afraid
to purchase. But a youny soldier now juined us, and urged his companions
to buy the Scrip'ures. He said that in Turin he had bought a Bible, which
his wother urged him to destroy. Curiosity, hawever, imipelled him to keep
and read it secretly.  Ono day he pursusded his mnther to let him read it to
her on condition that he burned it if she did not like it. She sooun regarded
the bo.k as more precious than gold.”

A circumstance narrated by Godin, & colporteur labouring in Corsica is so
touching in itself, aud so interesting in its details, that room must be found
for it.

“ In Bonifacio, as I was selling my books, I saw a person who was deaf and
dumb watching me. On heuring from a bystander that he could sead, I
opened a New Testament, and showed him a verse in St. Matthew, where a
deaf and dumb was healed. He eapressed his pleasure most sensibly, and as
he was examining the book, I took one suldo, and opened my hand iwice.
Ho immediately gave mo ten soldi, and so bought the volume.

A ROMAN CATHOLIC BIBLE FOR THE ITALIANS.

The Cristiano Svangelico, of June 18th, 1€8), informs us that tha promi-
nent pulishing h mse of the brothers Traves, of Milan, brought out, in the

first instance, an *‘ editier de luxe ” of the translation, made by Monsignor |

Antonio Martini, ¢ with notes under the revision of Monsignor the Arch-
bishop of Milan, illustrated with 230 laree engravings by Gustave Doré, and
the text ornameuted by Enrico Giacomelli ”—so snid the publisher’s notice.
The price was put at 75 Italian lire, or §15 of our currency. It may readily
be understood that in a country where the wages of the labourer probably do
uot on the average exceed half a dollar a day, this elegant edition of the
Bible in two ponderous quarto volumes was perfectly certain not tv find its
way into the hands of the pesple. Unhappily, however, the enterprise did
not prove & paying one ; and the Treves Brothers have just come to the con-
clusion to popularize the work by reducing the subscription price to 30 lire, or
85, and to render its acquisition still easier by selling it in 200 numbers at 5
centesimi, or three cents each. That the work will thus gain a wider circu-
lation we cannot doubt ; but that it will not be bought for any other object
than its fine illustrations is equally certain. 1t is, indeed, something to re-
joice at that the Roman Catholic Church in Italy itself sees the constraining
necessity to give the people the Bible, even though in a shape and at a price
which render the concession well nich futile. After all, however, it is a
cheap and portable edition of the Holy Scriptures that the people must and
will have ; and perhaps it is best that the priesthood will not consent to put
upon the market such an edition. If they did they would, to a greai extent,
blunt the edge of the truth by means of notes perverting the meaning of the
vriginal on all pcirts of controversy between Rome and primitive Christian-
ity. As it is, the Italian people, if they read the Word of God at all, must
of necessity read itas furnished by Protestants, in a more faithful translation,
with no note or comment to break the furce of its simple and soul-s wing
teachings.— The Christion. World.
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
