There was a time when the inducements to enlist as a British soldier were

Some curious statistics have recently Leen compiled, showing the extent
of the linguistic area occupied by the principal languages.

From an exccllent paper on Writing, 10 the Zdncatwnal Weelly, we
clip the following passage .—* The system of wriung used 1 England 1s the
old-round hand, the principles of which are the uld ** pot hooks and hangers,”
which loom up before the memory from the days of yore like a forgotten
relic, over which mary a helpless juvemle has recewved an old-fashioned
caning, as was th: custom in those days of unphilusophic pedagogy. This
system has in America been consigned to the tomb. Another style that
shoulé have its funcral rites performed is (with all deference to our fair
scribes) the pointed or angular hand, whuse only guad quality 1s 1ts regular,
ruler-like, picket-fence appearance. It 1s devoid of the graceful beauty
and flow.that is so much admired in fine writing.”
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ASSERTIONS NOT TACTS.

At a recent meeting of the Chamber of Commerce, Mr. Fyshe, of the
Bank of Nova Scotia, referred in a somewhat general way to the pre-
sent condition of the country, and stated that we now were face to face with
onc of the greatest depressions in the history of the Province. Coming
from such a source, a statement of this kind cannot fuil to injure Nova
Scatia, and lower her credit in our sister Canadian Provinces ; but while we
admi¢ that Mr, Fyshe should be in a position to speak with authority upon
financial matters, we cannot, by any means, support his assertion that the
Province is going behindhand, and is threatened with general bankruptcy.
If tho Halifax Manager of the Bank of Nova Scotia could spare sufficient
time from his business to visit the agricultural and mining localities, both
east and west, and learn for himsclf the condition of the farmers and miners,
as compared with thot of twenty, ten, or even five years since, we think he
would find good reason for belicving, that as a Province, we are enjoying
a fair degree of prosperity. We understand that traders in the country dis-
tricts ncot their notes in the local and city banks with promptaess, and
this, we believo, implies that tho consume' pays in cash for his groceries
and other necessaries, We note that our industrial classes in the towns and
cities are adding, month by month, large sums to their deposits in the
Savings’ Banks, and that the price of real estate, especially in farming
lands, holds at steady figures. Our great fishing industry, it is true, is at
present much depressed, and this, no doubt, has a direct effect upon the
trade and business of Halifax ; but from Anvapolis, Kentville, Windsor,
Truto, Amherst, Pictou, New Glasgow, Antigorish, and other Provincial
centres, come repe~ of a fair year's business for 1885, with a bright out-
look for the new year, Mr. Fyshe should certainly be cognizant of these
facts; at any rate, he should make himself familiar with the present and
past condition of the Province, before giving publicity to his views. The
country may, according to his idea, be fast going to the dogs, but it will
take more than mere assertions to convince us of the fact.

-

ADULTERATION OF FOOD.

An order-in-council has been issued, putting in force the ¢ Act respect-
ing the Adulteration of ¥ood, Drugs, and Agricultural Fertilizers,” passed
last July. Under this Act, the Government appoints a chief analyst for the
Dominiop, and a number of district analysts ; while the Municipal authori-
ties are empowered to appoint one or more inspectors of food, drugs, and
agricultural fertilizers.  "These inspectors, hke the officers of Inland
Revenue, have power to procure samples of any articles used as food, drugs,
or fertilizers, and submit them o tae public analyst.  The Dominion analyst
decides all appeals against the decision of the district analysts. Nova
Scotia and Prince Edward Island form one district, of which Mr, Maynard
Bowman, of Halifax, has been appointed analyst.

The regulations of the Act are as stringent as the nature of the crime
requires. Food is deemed to be adulterated, under the Act, if any sub-
stance has beer: added to it, in order to lower the cost of production, or to
lessen the strength of the articlo; if any valuable constituent of the sup-
posed article of food has been removed ; if the article sold is a counterfeit
of another article; if it contains any poisonous ingredient. A drug is held
to be adulterated, when, being offered tor sale under any name to be found
in the British or Unuted Ststes Pharmacupoia, or, failing these, in any other
tecognized Pharmacopeens, it differs from the standard of strength or purity
laid dowz: in such work ; or, if s proprietory medicine, when it falls below
the standard under which ut is sold.

The penalty for the first violation of the Act, if substances injurious to
the health are added to articles of tuod. is to be not greater than 50, or
less than 10 ; subseqnent oflences ure more heavily punished. A heavy
penalty is also imposed up-en ail sellers of adulterated food.  Watered milk
18 specially mentioned as comug within the scope of the Act ; and skimmed
milk is not to be sold, except mn vessels, and with measures, distinctly
labelled * skimmed " Wath so uncompromising a law, if our inspectors are
vigilant and active, ve muy nuve pure food and unadulterated drinks.

THE OUSTED BLEUS.

An independent onluoker must indeed find the present position of the
two great political parties in Canada a most interesting study. For years,
8ir John MacDonald and his colleagucs have reccived the support of a
strong French wing of the Conservative party,and his Government has been
openly and repeatedly accused of being subservient to French infiuence.
For years, the French Bleus have, upon one pretence or another, forced
from the Government material acknowledgments of the party loyalty which
they vouchsafed. It was quite evident that such a state of affairs could not
long exist ; and when the Government took its stand upon the law of the
laud, and declared its detcrmination not to interfere with the just sentence
passed upon Louis Ricl, then the ultra-Bleus realized that the day of French
domination, under Conscrvative rule, had passed, and that the time hed
arrived for allying themsclves with the opponents of the presen: Premier.

‘The Hon. Edward Blake, who is acknowledged to be as able in debate
as he is pure and honest in his motives, ha», for the past seven years, been
Jeading an Opposition, which has failed to impress the country favorably,
The Liberal prty, as a party, no doubt, has glorious traditions, but at the

resent junc.ui€, it scems content to fly the banners under which former
ttles were fought, rather than raise a standard, around which are entwined
the living issues of to-day. Libcralism and Toryism are now meaningless
terms ; they are relics of the tgast which cannot be correctly applied to
cither of the parties led by the Hon. Edward Blake and Sir John A,

M.:cDonald, but tiie leader of the Opposition is having forced upon him by
the Bleus, a policy which, if he accepts their support, he must be preparcd
to adopt. It is the policy of Canada for the French, the policy of race
dominatiyn. We Jdo not bolieve that Mr. Blake will accept upon such con.
ditions the allegianc: of the refractory Bleus, ‘Their allegiance to Sir
John's Government they have foresworn, and in their attempt to oust the
Premigr, have appatently been successful only in ousting themselves.

THE BLOT OF SLAVERY IN BRAZIL.

History repeats itself, Less than a quaiter of a century since, the
world was shocked by one of the most terrible civil wars ever waged within
the borders of any great nationality. In the American Republic, side by
side, were States that ancouraged or discouatenanced slavety. . Every effort
to free the bondsmien was met by the slave-holding States in a defiant spirit,
but the abolitionists having at length gain2d the ascendancy in the Republic,
slavery was effectually stamped out. Fifteon years since; the Brazilian
Government succeeded in passing a law, declaring that on and after July
1st, 1871, all children born of slave parents should be free.  The Adt fur-
ther provided for the gradual emancipation of adult slaves ; but the South-
ern Provinces of Brazil, in which slave labor upon the coffee phntations is
largely used, have evaded the law; and through their combined efforts, a
bill introduced into the late Federal Camaras—having for its object the
immediate emancipation of the slaves—was defeated by a majority of seven.
The Camaras was at once dissolved, and an appeal made to the ccuuisy
upon the question at issue, which resulted in an overwhelming inajority for
the abolitionists. The Emperar Don Pedro, in his recent speech before
the Camaras, teferred to the defeat of the bill in the preceding House, and
recommended that it be made the first consideration of the new Camaras.
The members from the Southern Provinces threatened secession, should the
bill become law, and it is not improbable that we shall have repeated, in
the great Empire of the South, a conflict similar to that which took place in
the American Republic. Provinces and States may have rights, but their
people can have no right to oppress their fellow-human beings.

IRELAND.

The self-styled “ Loyalists” of Ircland-—aud by the * Loyalists” is
really meant the following of the Irish landlords—are proclaiming that they
will commence a civil war in Ireland if the demands of the Irish people for
a Home Parliament be conceded. They assert that if necessary they can
put sixty thousand men in the field, and can and will * make short work "
of the plans and following of Parnell. This means (1) that these  Loyal-
ists ” arc unwilling to bow to the voice of the majority in political matters ;
(2) that they will, if necessary for their ends, resist the will of the British
Crown ard of the British Pavliament; (3) that they are loyal so long, and
only so long, as ‘everything is as they wish it, even if their desires have to
be gratified at the expense of the welfare of their fellow-countrymen.
Remarkable indications of loyalty, these !

To what and to whom are the “ Loyalists ” loyal? Not to Iicland, for
they have for long been a cuise to it, not only by their unreasonable exac-
tions, but by their fomenting of discord between the Orange and the
Green. Not to the British constitution for they threaten to resist, by means
most unconstitutional, reforms which are asked for and are only to be obtained
in a constitutional manner. Not to the general interests of the Empire, for
they propose to frustrate the intentions of men that propose to advocate the

nting of some form of Home Rule to Ireland simply because the general
interests of the Empire imperatively densand such a measure.

These very strangely “loyal” people affect to fear that, if nlenary
powers of legisiation be conceded to an Irish Parliament, the Catholic majorit
will oppress the Protestant minority, What grounds are there for suc
feer> Two Presbyterian clergymen are among Mr. Parncll's prominent
supporters. At the.late elections thirteen Protestant gentlemen asked for
election as pledged Home Rulers, and the majority of them were triumph-
antly returned. Whence then in this age of tolerance and intelligence
arises the fear of Catholic intolerance in Ireland? Perhaps the Itish land-
lords may reasonably e expected to do all they can to weaken the power
that intends to curtail their income ; but they should use more moderate
Jlanguage and wmore respectable tactics. ;

The Archbishop of Canterbury ‘will introducoe in the British House of
Loxds a bill, having for its object,  Roform in tho Church of England.”
This is & step in tho right direction, and the fact of its being tiken by such
a high functionary in the Church augurs well for its good offect.

Portugl and Germany having patched up their quarrel over the
Caroline Islands, have found a new cause for dissgreemont in the bound-
aries of their rospective possessions upon the west coast of Africa. In each
instance Germany has been the aggressor. .

The 1ate John Roue had one of the best colloctions of old-time engrav-

the powers of tho county local buards, both in Great Britain aud Irelang,
and its detormination to put down crime in Ircland by vigorous measures.

Mr. Collings’' amendment to the addross in reply to the Quean's speech
dealing with allotments of land, was carried in tho British House of
Commons by a majority of 79, the Parnellites vozini with the opposition
Tho vote stood, Government 250, Opposition 329, The resignation of Lord
Salisbury's Government will compel Glads'one to again assume thy
Premiership. The defeat of the Conservative Government is due to the
notico given by 8ir Michael Hicks Beach to the effoct that a bill would be
introduced to suppress the Land League.

of Health for this Province. During the continuence of the epidemic Dr.
Covernton and his cight assistants boarded every train leaving Montreal for
tho West, and personally satisfiod themselves as to whether or not each
passenger had beon properly vaccinated. .

Among tho graduates of the training school for nurses in connection
with Bellevue Hospital, New York, are tho names of Miss Kimber of Sydney,
and Mias Cameron of Halifax. Thoso young ladies, who have just completed
their coutse, have come off with flying colors.

S. Everett Cox Esg., the publisher of the Schuyler Sun, at Schuyler,
Colfax Co., Nebraska, was formerly of Caunuing, N. 8.

Tho tight little Island of Prince Edward Island wants nothing more or
less than its pound of flush, but this, it is bound to have. Continuous win-
ter communication with the maiuland was one of the promised inducements
which led the Island to enter tho confudoration. This not having been pro-
vided, a deputation has beon sent to England by the Island Government, to
lay thé matter atthe foot of the Throne, with the hope that the British
Government will sec to it that tho agreement is carried out in letter as wall
as in spirit. The building of & sub-way appoars to be the only practicsl
means of solving the question.

Mr. G. P. Honry is now loading a vessel for Nowfonndland. The trade
betweon Nova Scotia and that ancient colony is, thanks to the energy of such
meu as Mr. Henry, steadily increasing.

The King of Bavaris, who is, owing to his extravagance, in atraightened
circumstances, is said to be insanc; he rofuses to speak to anyone, saving
tho members of his family ; and n movement is already on foot to have him
dethroned.

OUR WINNIPEG LETTER.
Winxirec, Jan. 11th, 1886,

Dear (ritie,—At this season, and this year in particular, should Cana-
dians exchange the most patriotic vows and well-wishes for the future
prosperity of Fathorland, apart from the individual groetings with which wo
hail each other on the threshold of a coming year, Your humble servant
jgins in these ex}.essivns of solicitude, more especially with old friends by
the sea.

Christmas and Noew Year with us have not the old-fashioned ushering in

connected with past associations ; the cheer and good will is there, but shorn |

somewhat of its exuberanes and joy. In anew country, whose population
has been brought together fiom different quarters, and the personal acquain-
lance of whose members only cummeonces on a settlement in their new home,
it can bardly become otherwise. Even old friends, who frequently meet out
tere to disenss the past or present evonts, seem te feel a strange awakening
a3 to the existence of some mysterious disquieting influence, engcndered, no
doubt, by altered surroundings.

Nature has been stint in giving us the proper mat-rial for decorations
in this locality, and serubby spruce is the only av Sl stand by. Wo
have no ¢ culled folk” dispcsing of their wreaths, .osses and stars of
hemlock and everlastings, and the ever useful corded hemlock, for twisting
around columns and hanging festoons, ote.

There is hemlock abou! 400 miles from hero on the Winnipeg River,
running out of the picturesque Lake of the Woods, bat for decorative pur-
poses, it might as well be at the Rockies.

As Christmas is suggestive of fab meat, T speak of that first. At the
meat market, we notice heof of every varioty, besides, deer, olk, moose,
mountain sheep, and bear (one weighing 5001bs.), aud abuudanco of poultry,
(some turkeys 251bs. ewch), and game, of which patridges, duck and prairie
fowl form the bulk. Of fish, we have sturgeon, pike, and white fish, from
the lakes, and a smaller quantity of mackerel, salmon, etc., from Dritish
Colnumbia an the seaboard ; but withal, the prices are rather high for a land
overflowing with ¢ milk and honoy.”

Amongst other things, I noticed in the eatable line, wero a number of
very small lubstors selling at 30c. cach, on. monster Leing priced at 81 75.
I hope the purchaser emjoyed his treat, it was worth that, however, as a
museum specimen.  Of course, crustacea out here are looked upon only as a
tit-bit. -

The publi - meat market, the only onoe of the kind in the city,isa very
sensible builling, standing on 1 square in the rear of the City Hall ; it has
a passago through the contro, with an untrance at cach ond; and when lit

up with the oloctrio light, shining on the high walls hung with Christay,
beef, makes quito an imposing display.

The Christmas card collections have beon vory extensive, and far abar,
tho Haluax ones in point of varioty and approprintencss, The most noti
ablo aro those of an essentially Canedinn charnstor—picces of birch but
with miniature hand paintings and flowers ; plush-covered cards, on whi
are arranged miniature enow shoos; toboggan, and moceasius, somo paira ¢
the latter small onough tv stand ona ten cont pioco ; others again hy
winiature canoes filled with artificial flowers, satin, ivory, and ~insolub;

doys. This Christmas-card business has the appoaranco of boing altogeth,
overdono. From a mere song or leaf, socured to o card, with tho sonlu
best wishes, it has oxtended to its presont mever-onding productivoness ¢
glint and colour. Thoy have taken tho place in many cases of moro usef;
prosents.  But we should not hail with disfaver anything which has
murk upon it.of art’s handiwork.

Tho Now Year wes ushored in with its * night-watchee” and * calling
sleighs wero on the move all day, and late on through the evening, whil
night was enlivened, or rather disturbed by the shouts of men made fool!

It ho is doesirous of knowing the reavoa, wo must go back to the year
1821, and inform him that in that dismal year for Cape Broton, * Imporial
Policy " saw fit to enacl & law by which the fair, freoand prosperous Island was
doprived of solf-government, and legislated into a union with a hungry big
neighbor, miscalled “ Nova Scotin. ~The so-called union.was brought about,
not only without the consent, but against the most carnest protests and
remonstrances of tho united voices of the inhabitants of Capo Breton, It
{8 noedless to add that the union has as yet resulted in disunion. That tho
dienstrous consequences that its opponents foresaw must result, have, nud
are boing fully realized. It was *“tho union of the shark with ils proy.”
The revenuos from Capoe Breton have always been, and Yot are, nearly all
swallowed up in public works in Nova Scotin. A great many of the inhabi-
tants of the four counties of Capo Breton heing engaged in the mining and
fishing industries, havo consumed a much Inrger proportion of dutiablo or
revenue-producing goods than agriculturists ; and have consequently, always
contributed more than their share of the Provincial rovonues. 7Thoso
rovenues have always been expended by the Legislature at Halifax in
improvaments in Nova Scotia proper, very little ever finding its way back to
Cape Broton.  Sinco 1867 it has fared worso for Capo Breton than prov-
iously. It is now boing ground betweon the upper aud nother millstones,
Canoda and Nova Scotia. The Confederation of the British Provinces Joined
tho lot of Capo Breton with Canada, not as an indopondent Province, but as
a part and parcol of its Nova Scotin task-master.

Sinco 1867, our gonerous co-partner, Nova Scotia, has collected from us
in local revenue, not less than Forty Thousand Dollars a year, or seven
hundred and twenty thousand dollars during the last oighteon years, in
excess of all and every expenditure made by them in Cape Broton. ‘This is
how we are ground by the nother millstono,

I have not the figures at hand to Justify me in stating what amount we
annually contribnte to the Dominion Exchoquer in excess of expenditure,
but venture tho assortion, that we nare very large creditors ; that Capo Bre
ton revenues havo built many miles of the Pacific and other Western
Railways, and that from Canada we have a just, right, and an indisputabloe
claim to a Railway across the Island of Cape Breton. I also bolieve that tho
Govornmont's necessity is Capo Breton’s opportunity.

The Quebec M. P.. by forming s « ring,” oxacted from the Government
last year, Railway concessions to which they had no valid claim whatover,
concessions amounting to willions. In the presont crisis, the five represen-
tatives from Cape Breton can make their influence folt. Let them only place
their Islind home ahead of party,-and, like Parnell. obtain justice from
whichever party will grantit,  The upper millstono has been grinding us
sufficiontly long. Let us have our bag at the “shoot” for a short time.

Whether Sir John McDonald or Mr. Edward Blake is at the helm in
Canada, is a secondary consideration to Capo Breton, when compared with
the advantages that would acgrue from Railway communication.

Railways in Cape Breton wo must have. Our resources aro lying dorm-
ant and unknovwn, for the lack of speedy and comfortable means of travel.
Our sons and daughters are leaving us to seok the omployment that abounds
in our own midst, if our dormant resources wore doveloped. This wo can:
not have without a Railway. Let, therefore, our M., P.'s join hands, and
insist on a Railway., We havo in Cape Breton room and verge enough to
doublo and treble our population, and to give homes, omployment, and plenty
to them all, in the prosecution of agriculture, manufactures, mining, and fish-
ing. The incalculable Value aud enormous oxtent of our mining wealth is
daily becoming more and more apparent. Tho extent of our valuablo fishing
grounds is immeasurable.

The expenditure necossary for Railway construction would be twice
ropaid by the increased revenues our increased population and expanding
commerco would speedily produce. Who will move in the matier? Who will
take the lead 7 Will M. Campbell, of Victoria, tho veteran in enterprise and
enorgy head the van? Will Mr. Paint, of Richmond, earu the undying grati-
tude of his constituents, by asserting their rights in this all-impo rtant mattor?
Will not Inverness's adopted son re-echo his sentiments of last year, and insist
on tho fulfillmout of his just and modest demands? The Cape Broton
patriot, Mr. McDougall, T venture to say, will bo to the fore; and Mr.
Dodd’s far-famed legal sagacity and learning will always bo ready to assist
Como, gentlomon, tako action, unite, and succoed. Lot it not bo again said
by the Premier of Nova Scotia that any skilful politieian could “always
knock the heads of the Capo Broton contingont together,”

prospority.  Tn tho course of forly years her agricultural population has
beon surpassed by her manufacturing and commorcial class. Tho natural

incroaso in population, with the bost of her arable lands in the hands of
lauded aristocracy, couplod with a froe trade poliey has, fur yrarz past,
caused wide sproad distross amd low wages amongst Wl etasaes, and asprenrilly
in her manufacturing distrists  Low wagos m ans poverty, anl poverty
leads to crimo and communian, henes . bacornes a vitil question to the
peace and prosperity of the people of 1 ygland to al pt <ome i of policy
by which she may be enabted te comp to m her vied industries with the
colonics and indopondent commumities that she has planted in North
Aumerica. Itis plam to bs seen by any porson of intailigouco that the
growth and prospority of tho United States must bo attributed: to thei
* Prolectivo Policy,” and ovon the infant Dominion of Canada is rapidly
progressing under the policy of * pretection to homo industries.” Then
why should England cling t5 hor poliey of * Freo Trade” when hor peoplo
must know that it is diametricaly opposel to their bost iterosts, To
illustrate the ease more clewrly Englamd 1nvit-s all of tho products of tho
United States to entor hor ports free of duty, w ulst * fair Buttania " must
be compelled to pass through a fi + of * custom houss officials ” to ses that
she does not even attempt to smuggle through the lines » paper of pins;
henee, as a rulo, the American laborer and mechanie, by ** Protection,” can
control fair wagos and a good hving, wiilst the same cluss of people in
England, under “Free T'rado "’ aro, by low wagoes converted into paupors
aud criminals. Sinco the repeal of the **Corn Laws” 1n England, the
population has decreased in Ireland .thout thres mulhons of peoplo—this is
partly attributable to tho fact. that Ireland has neither coal nor iron with
which sho could havo built up manutactories of her own—whilst Tngland
possessed both in abundanco, and with * frea corn,” wwon built up the most
colossal manufacturing onterprises 1 the worid W hitlst Ireland, without
any chance for manufacturing .t home and her agrcalural products being
‘* unprotected.” hag declined in wealth and pupuiation wore than auy other
portion of her Majesty’s Realmn.

The Southern and Western portions of the United States have been
visited with oatromely colil weather this winter, and deaths from starvation
andd freezing have been of frequent oceurrence  he people of these coun-
tries, unlike the Northern States and Canada, sro not prepared for these
phenominal cold waves; nd consequontly the safleriny amongst all classes
is vory great. During the past wzek the thermumueter rnged in Nebraska,
Tonnessee, Texas, Now Orleans, Georgia, Alabama, and Florida, from 15 to
30 degroes below zero. In Texas the Galveston Bay is frozen over with 5
iuches of ice. In Floridu all of the orange crops are destroyed, in fact all
along the Gulf States the destruction to crops and fruits 1s unprecodented.
Throughout the Westorn States the snow blockade is complete. In soveral
of the States tho legislatures have adjourned on account of the cold weathor,
In view of these facts, ¢ Citizen ” in the Morning Herald is correct in
regard to an “ico palace and carmwval™ for Ilaliax this winter The
people throughout the whole couatry have had quite enough of *ico
blizzards” for one season. Let Halifax geb up an * aquatic carnival” next
August or September, when the lines of travel will all bo opon, and at a
season ahen Halifax will be able to “show off” to an advantage, and
strangers visiting us will have an opportupity of soeing one of tho most
beautiful and picturesque countrics on tho shores of the Atlantic coast.

THE CANADIAN MILITIA.
No. 1.

I have road, with attontion and interest, the series of articlos by ¢“C. P,
M.,"” entitled “ Canada’s Military Status,” but must confess myself somewhat
puzzled to discover the object with which they are written. With some of
the writer's romarks—such as his opinion of the infeasibility of Tmperial
Fedoration—I cannot but concur ; others scom to admit of dispute ; others
again scem to serve no very direct or tangible purpose, axcopt that of venti-
lating the writer's political opinion, and yot a rosidue are tinged with the
undesirable featuro of exaggeration.

“C. P.M" is evidently an anti-Confederate, an Annexationist, and o
Grit. Lam neither of the threo, and am thereforo at issue on those points,
as well as othors, with the goneral tone of tho articles. But every man has
a porfect right to the opinions which commend themsolves to his own
reasons and perceptions, and I desire to bo distinctly understood as not
lmplying by those terms the slightest disrespoct, disparagement, or reproach.
I cannot quite persuado myself 1o use the word Liberal instead of Guit,
bocause, in tho first placo there is, in tho differences which oxist between
the two political parties, no raison d'etre for the term, and in the second
place, I fail to discern in the viows or tactics of the party, anything to
Justify it. It is somothing like total abstinenco calling itself temperanco,

With regard to Imporial Federation, I think tho gratuitously restless,
not to say fussy, people who have forced the idea to a premature birth, have
done more damage than they dream off to tho Imperial connection itself,
Had they boon content to let the sleeping dog lie, it might—to taks one
view of the question which seoms to exercise somo patriotic conscisnces—
have dawned upon uneasiiy punctilious minds that Car .4 was giving some
slight quid pro quo for British prestige and protectic. in the facilities for
Imporial purposes towards the Jast afforded by the grand achievement of
her Pacific Railway.

So much promised, lot us consider these far from uninteresting articles
somewhat in dotail. .

By tho distinction which “C P, M." implies between ¢ intorzecine
conflicts " and * invasion,” o apparently uses the former term in the 8onse
which I faney most people now aseribe to it, that of internul disturbanco in

a country. Tt scoma to mo that this is tho only practical light in_which wo
can ab present disouss tho cfficioncy of tho Canadian National Forces. To
bog tho question of invasion by the Uuited States appoars as supororoga-
tory and as promature as to raise tho question of Imporial Fedoration, and

I trust we may be preaorved from so great w calamity, Thoro are, howover, ; paj

many considerations which mny woll inapiro us with a reasonable hopo that
wo may nevor bo subjected to so heavy an afiliction.  But in order to clear
the ground let us first considor that point as it presonts itsolf to us to-day.

When Colonel (now General) Hamley wrote his splondid work, the
% Operations of War,” he disembarrassod his subjoct of superfluons consid-
crations by exchiding all opurations previous to the period whon fire.arms
becamo of univoraal use, In the light of the condition of tho prosont day
weo may similuly disembarrass oursolves of the war of 1812.13,

It is not without n thrill of iustifiable pride that Canadinns read the
cpisodea of that strugglo, but th  we, aftor all, hut little boating on the
possibilities of a like strifa under prosent conditions,

“ Tivo ghields to ono their warriors woro,” sings anciont Hilding to his
fostor-son I'nithiof in the boautiful Saga, and “ C. I M.” justly ostimatos
tho strongth of the States ns twelve to one,

Wonders may bo done in the dofonce of a nation againat vory hoavy
odds undor all, or any, or any two, of the following conditions. If it b a
northern nation. If it bo under autocratic rule. If it bo a nation of
warriors,

Russia combined two of theso conditiona conspionously, and mado no
littlo approach to the third.

Montenegro has but one, but that ono has sufficod to defy tho offorts of
tho Turk. ‘The same quality is said to havo sustained the Araucanian
Indians of South America ngainst all comers,

Cauada possesses the first requiremont, but it would be partially neutral-
ized by the similar conditions of tho hostile border; and the third would
bo absolutely required to maiutain hor against the States.

But no highly civilizod and commereial peoplo, however high its courage,
can bo & nation of warriors in the eonso in which Montenegro is a nation of
warriors.

The preponderance of numbors might therefore bo considered to doter-
mino the chances of a strugale oven with a stratogic position less favorable

" to the assumed invader.  But tho strategic position is of the most formidablo
naturo. I described it as plainly, I believe, as it can well bo described, in
Tur Critic, 10th January, last year. I venturo to ropeat it. Mr. Wobstor's
egtinate of the line of operation of the Champlain Vulloy is, it may be
seer, though it is still one of the great lines of mlvance, dwarled in irapor-
tance by the extension of tho frontier along tho 49th parallol across the
continont, Of course an arsailant vastly superior in numbeis could attack
by evory line simultancously. “ No one uceds at this day to bo told what
masses of troops the United Siates can hur! upon an enemy, after the
oxperionce of the late Civil war. Their position, in view of & possible
invasion of Canada, is immensoly strongthencd sinco then. With our
extension of territory has ensned a corresponding weakness of frontier.
Whereas, of old, the line of invasion was tho Champlain Valley, to it is now
added tho valley of tho Red River, besides minor chanuels of smaller
sireams running out of Minnesota into the Rainy River, by any one of
which a well-urganized, small forco might have cut the Red River oxpedition
of 1870 to pieces. Biitish Columbia would in ciso of war have over
agaiust her frontiors the hostilo settlement of Washiugton Torritory, through
which there is railway communication, and ia fact, all along the frontier
from Maino fe the foresaid territory, there is a population numerically
suporior fo our own, )

But this is not all the stratogic position. Tho whole enormous length of
hostile frontier wonld be fed by a triple base of unparalleled officacy. From
east to west run tha Union and Contral Pacific.  Bolow that anothor line,
abovo it the Northern Pacific, which, I beliove, is now open to Portland in
Orogon. ILor al! the Eistern and Central States the point of concentration
would be Chicago ; anl thence to St. Paal, Glyndon, and Fargo, the com-
munication is unbroken. [ du nut know whether the rail is yet completod
betwoen San Francisco anid Portland, but it was far advanced when I was
in those parts twelve years age. It then omly wanted about 20 miles
betwoon Olympia in Washinglon Territory and the Columbia River at
Kalawg, about 50 mwiles Lelow Portland. At the present day five thousand
men sont down the Red River could ent Canada in two for ever, and if the
United States had as littlc nativnal consciones as alarmists ascribo to thow,
it might have been done any timo thess fiftcon years. Canada would
porhaps have less to fear in this direction, independent, than attached to tho
old country.”

Eastward, nothing, I fear, will over compensats to us for the projection
into Canadian territory of the Stato of Maine liko an eye-tooth. In this
respect your contributor justly estimates and charactorizes the deplorable
effects of tho wretched Ashburton Treaty.

- ODDS AND ENDS.

Complaints seem to bo rifo in the States —I dare say in England too—
of tho non attendance of tho working classes at church. Thore is, however,
no mystery about it, and the clorgy, if they were not blind and obstinate,
might do much to remedy the evil. But, if thoy think to attract tho classes
complained of, they must, in the first place, broadon their narrow and
dogmatic theology, and open their eyes to the sort of litoraturo thoso classes
havo placed before them, and read with avidity.

On the other hand the Rev. H. R. Haweis, a Divine who has distin-

guished himself of lato years by contributions to the Reviews marked by
liberality and common sense, has besn boldly preaching to the students of
Harvard, tho non.imspiration of the Biblo. ‘This is part of what Mr.
Hawain says, as roported in the Now York Day Star,a roligious nows.
Dapor $—
 Tho Bible is not infallible. It is simply the progressive history of tho
way 1 which man rocsivod his ideas of what God may be. If you take tho
Biblo in this broad, historical, cummon senso ground, you can keep what is
valuablo in it aud and answer all questions of the scoffers. In Genssis wo
find the natural ideal of Go d held by a primitiva people. You and I do
not bolievo that God walked in the Garden of Eden in the afternoon because
the noundsy sun was too hot to bo comnfortable. Theso people concsived of
hitn only ns a man of greater siro and greater power than themselves. Wo
do not believe that when a ssosifico was made God came down because ho
smolt rosst meat."” .

Now this sort of thing ia told to tho masses by such publications as tho
Truth Secker, of Now York, and the Free Thinker, and Sccular Review, of
Tondon, in a manner which, while stating undeniablo truths, inetils hatred
of roligion. How much better if the clorgy took the lead, and could shew
faith enough in their Christianily to oxplain the Scriptures in the. rational
and historical light, to which, in the end, they must bow, :

A cheorful person writes to the Herald a series of laborious statistics
(which the Herald discroetly gives for what they may be worth) as to the
amount spent in Halifax on amusements, with which it would seem, he wouid
like to build “ 113 ton thousand dollar churches, or send out 1137 mission-
avies to Borrioboolagha,” or both, I am not quite oloar which.

Thoroe are, howevor, a good many people who yet beliove in the whole-
somenoss of amusement, notwithstcuding the cold wave of puritanism which
is loworing the othical temporaturo of the couutry, and congealing all hearti-
noes out of it. Among them the New York Day Star, which I have
quoted above, urges tho churches to take amusements more into their own
hands, and to let #¢ prudenco take the place of prudery.”

Mr. Blako has beon nraking a “great” speoch. It is applauded for
oloquence, a quality always at that gentloman’s command. But Mr. Blake
has been accorded a reputation (whothor well founded or not) for a certain
purity and loftiness of ideal in his politics, and I am afraid this speech
strips him of the last shreds of this imputed high conscientiousness. In it
gatent hypocrisy is clothed in the vague sort of verbiage which characterizes

poeches from the Throne, Presidential Measages, French State Papers, and
other documents in which truth has to be suppressed or distorted.

No honest man, unless he be also a great fool, can have two ideas about
tho oxecution of Riel. Whatever ground for discontent any supposed laxity
or neglect of the government may have afforded, no one (not a Frenchman)
with a grain of senase, a grain of conscience, or a grain of historical know-
ledgo, will pretend that it was of a nature or oxtent to justify bloodshed.
Without™ Riel there would have been mno outbreak. His worthless and
mercenary character has been proveGd. A hundred lives more valuable than
his own, and countless cost and misory were the results of his vsin and
wicked careor. He has paid tho just penalty of abominable crime, and, no
doubt, the invaluable precodent ostablished is little to the taste of the Fronch
Cunadian malcontont. But that the man who fiftorn years agd was loudest
in shouting for the blood of Riel in oxpiation of his murder of Scott—who
was foromost in offering high reward therefor—should now be "willing
(faltéringly and hesitatingly as, for shamo's sake, I suppose, he avows it) to
mako political capital out of au act of tho government which he knowa te
have beon firm and rightcous, destroys the last remnant of respect which
ono would have dusired to ontortain for a reputation supposed to bo pure,

Good-bye, Edward Blake, I never liked you, but I should have been
glad to soo a £70d ropute justified. As it is, you have como down to the
dirty lovol of the rest. It was not porhans your fault that you could not
shine as leador of a party without policy, but it was atill loft to you to show
yourself the good and brave man undor difficulties. This opportunity you
havo thrown away, You are not as honost a man as Alexander MacKerzio !

Ono of your daily contompories, in giving somo early Nova Scotian
history, mentions the population of Halifax in 1752 as son.ething over
4000, and compares it, apparontly not with any dissatisfaction, with her
40,000 or 80 to-day. From 4000 to 40,000 in 134 ycara doos not howover
striko one as a very brilliant or impressive progrossion.

And a “Bluonose"” wriling to the same papor from Victoria, B, C,,
incidently throws light on perhaps the chief cause of non-progreasion in the
presont, whatevor the causes may have been in the past.

“ Wo,” (Victoria) says this writer, *“ have now fairly entered upon the
ora of dovelopment of our resources ; and the day is not far distant when
Victoria will bo to Canada in the west what Montreal is in tho oast, and
what Halifax might and ought to bo if its people would cense wailinyy and
whining, and predicting ¢ blue ruin,’ and combino their brains and muscles
in the development of the rosources of their wonderful province.”

“ Victoria spent over $750,000 in now buildings last yesr,” the writer
coutinues, “and many magnificont blocks are undor contract for 1886."
Tho population of Victoria, which a very fow ynars ago was cnly about
5000, is gow estimated at 11,000. .

Moose River.—Twonty-fivo men are now mining in this district, most
of whom ore tributers.

Such cases, I
know, frequently occur, in loads which have formerly given but a small
porcentage of gold, and this ouly serves to prove that in tho carlior stages
of gold mining in this Province, failure was duo principally to tho want of
practical skill on the part of tho miners. Oldham, like Tangier, has been
but partially mined, which is due probably to tho fact that tho areas are for
the most patt held in small blocks, tho owners not having capital to work
theso with profit, and outsido capitalists being delerred from investing on
account of the difficulty in purchasing an oxtensive property at anything
liko fair figures. Holdors of small propertics aro now realizing that thoy
¢an not sell at fancy prices, and I think if they were approached by =omo
one meaning business they would soll out. I beliove Oldhamn will again
como {o the front. Another discovery,such as that made by the Donald-
#ns, would create 4 boom in gold mining that would make this locality

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RUKUS RUSTIC—NOTES BY TIIE WAY.

If thero is a remola region or unexplorod corner of this globe that has
not been tramped upon by a Scotchman, it should be diseovered, and
mapped as a geographical novelty.,

North, south, ecast, and west, ucknowledge hiz presonce.  From the
tropic to the poles. Climatic influonce, and the opposing forces of uature,
huve nothing to offer as obstacles to his progress ; ho is cosmopolitan in its
broadest sense,

Ho comes from a land, cold, bleak, and juicy,—a land of mountaius, vil-
lages, hills and dales,— of locks, Inkes and salmon stroamns.  Wherover Sandy
puts in an appearance, ho leaves his mark ; wherovor he waltzes in and puts
his foot dowu solid, the indelible point remains for generations uftor.

From the land of cakes, another oxodus, of a difterent typs, has, for
somoe timo, Leen in progress, equally persistont, a typoe of mammal's, strongly
prepotont tnd impressive, giving the progony ancestoral charactoristics.

Old Scotia has the houor of giving to the world the best sfrealk of duiry
stock known to christendom, the Ayrshire breod. Whilo othor countrics
were making rapid progress with these colebrated animals, Novs Scotia
furmers wero deliberately ¢ waiting for the moving of the waters.”” Tt is
only of late years that prize-takers have scored a record.

In thoe Provincial show of 1885, another breed of neat cattle was in the
ring, the ** Aberdeen Atgus,” for which the world is indebted to Messrs,
Watson and M. Combie, two Scotch celebritics. These cattlo aro famed for
their excellent quality of beef. ‘They aro hardy, docile, and horeless, hence,
in a great dogree, harmless.  They obtain their name from the county they
inhabit, none taking a higher economical rank than the Scotch * doddies.”
These black cattle aro not hero as an oxperiment, their reputation as aspecial,
superior breed, is fully established. Thay have beon winners, timo and
again, at all the gront shows—Linglish and Foreign—in competition with the
most celebrated animals of other braeds. They are hero to romuin and
make their mark, whatever tho unlettered mnay say in disparagement.

From the Ayrshires, I drified to the D ons. A lithe little man was
furbishing them up with diligent and minute attention. They are a very
old and distinct race, havicg a 1ecord of th-.r own more complote than the
modern improved breeds.  Physiologically, they aro well formed, color
porwanent, bright red, without white or other spots, neck loug, deer-like.
For activity, streugth, and hardiness, this breed has po equal in the Pro-
vinco ; the quality of the meat good as the best, farmers, whoss object is to
rear cattle for tho yoke and wilk combined, will find them well adapled to
their mesns of keep. The specimens on exhibition do credit to the «kill
and judgment of their owner as models of the best of Dovous, While iu
the nct of fondling the juveniles of the herd, 1 recogunized sunt Saml’s
voice, and made known my presence at once.

¢ Oh, Rufus,” sho said, I am so glad to have found you. Where is
Ann Jane. Isaw Kzra Sharpas 1 enlered the hall. He was lectwming
some boys on tho impropriety of taking what did not bolong to them. That
if they atten“)ted that game on lhim aguin, he would give thom *fits!

“ Why don't the captain ¢xhibit some of his stock,” I enquired

¢ His animals, you know, are not registored, and would class with the
common herds of the country. 1o thinks the prize list is ayranged chiefly
to accommodate pedigree animals, and that the sinall farmers are out ia the
cold, and would not be succes-ful in such a contest. I am not acquainted
with the rules governing these exhibitions,—they may be right, and they
may be wrong. I know itis wrong to do cortain things. To porpetuate
acts that conflict with a law of right ; and T should much regret a proposal
to match any of my milkers, for a pot of butter, against the best cow in this
show. 1f 1 should consent to an arrangement of tho kind, it would be
rather a test in the scienco of morality, than for the pot of butter, aithough,
Rufus, I think I shouid prefer a good-sized pot.”

¢ \What is your opinion, sunt, of theso Ayreshires.”

¢ T think they are more symmetrical than mine, and that thoy are a credit
to the owners, but T think they aro mot as deep milkers. Theso animals
have a pedigreo which gives them a special privilego in the  ring’ I should
like to sce their milk record. Mine, as you know, are natives, und have for
some years beon carefully bred and cared for, If it wore a milk-and-butter
test, thoir pedigreo would fail them. The captain’s views aro, that furmers,
such of them who are able, should make anm cffort to mprove tho native
stock, and mould a strain adapted to the dissimilar sections of the Provinca,
That much monoy is wasted on imported animals which are commonly not
appreciated,—that they have not cheapened the meat, or helped us, as yet,
to any more butier or cheese,—that our people aro active cnough from
home,~—that our fruit is highly spoken of sbroad,~-and why not; he says, set
up s breed of Nova Scotin aunimnls of all kinds, and meet the foreigner on
his own ground.”

Mexico has a land system under which about 50,000 proprietors own
most of the soil accupicd by 10,000,000 peaple.  The great haciendas are
hard to break up, and constitutes a harrier to progress which way serve as a
warniog to the proplo of the West, whore the cattie barons and foroign
