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Loxpox, Aag. 18.—As we anoounced last week,
upon the faith of cur private letters from the Baluc,
the British and Freneh fleets bave attacked the fort-
sass of Sveaborg; and, as wa ventured to predict—on
the faith of the spirit, zeal, and gallantry of the offi-
cers and men of the united Navies—the attack was
signally successful. Tu far less time than conld Lave
Lieen reasonably anticipated the fortress was destroyed ;
and, what adds to the splendour of the victory, without
detracting from its value in any.respect, it appears to
have been unattended with the loss of a single life to
the assailants. Sveaborg no longer exizs as a fort-
ress; and Helsingfors stands belpless at our mercy.
Thus the achievement which last year appeared to Sis
Charles Napier too formidable to attempt with the ships
and tho men at biy disposal, has this year proved of
casy accomrlishment to Admwal Durdas and his brave
compsanions. It is possible that Sir Charles Napier
was right in 1854, and that bo Lad for his purpose
neitber proper ships nor properly-disciplined crews.
It this be the correct state of the case, it shows that
the interval bas been well cwployed, and that no time
hias been lost in the Baltic since the deficicney was
made manifest.

From the activity which the French are showing in
pusking forward their works, it seems pretty certain
that in"the meantino there will be no change of plan,
as far as the seige of Sebastopol isconcerned. Their
batteries are assumicg the shape of a cresent or semi-
circle round the front of the Malakhoff, and if we may
judge by the incessant cannonading kept up by the en-
emy anainst these extended works, with a view to dis-
mantle them, they must be deemed to be of a very
threatening charaoter.

# Bufore this letter reaches you, it is not improbatle
that the elegtric telegraph may have conveyed to Eng-
1and intelligence of another more formidable atisck on
the redoubtable fortress, and of a still more determined
resistance on the part of our heroic foes than those of
the 18th of June. Tho battery for the destruction of
the Russian shipping, it is supposed, will open simul-
taneously with those placed against the Dalakhofl
The British, it is supposed, will have their share of
work. The Redan will he, as before, their point of
attack.

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FIZRRE LA RAMER.

Tuk childhood and youth of Piwrrs Ix Ramee,
known in the learaed world as Rawsus, the celabrated
French pbilosopher, furnish us with freed proof that
genius, in its lighest creations, finds porsevering in-
dustry not morely not inconsistant with it, but its in-
disponsable wssociate. Dierre was the grandson of a
npbleman of Leige, who loat all his property by & de-
solaling war, and withdrow to France, where he was
redued to gain a livelibood by making and selling
chargoal, and to bring up his son, Pierre’s father, o
labourer. Tierre was born in 1515. He was cight
yearsof sge, when, ¢lad in a coarse peasant's frock
acd woollen cap, bo entered Paris, and turned bis
steps towards & street where all the pupils of the differ-
ent schools or colleges ware accustomed to asemble for
play at the hours allowed them for recroation. His
provincial garb, and his stare of wonder at the novel-
ties avound bim, bespoke him to be from the country.
This was no sooner percoived by the boys at phy
than he was seized upon as a fit object to torment ,
and, thus fallen into their hands, he had to endure not
merely & volley of curlous questions and jeers, butalo
some rough usage. Butat last one amougst them
more bumane than the rest, perceiviag that hunger was
legibly imprinted on the poor child’s palo and attenu-
ated countenauce, gave himn some of his bread, and
then ths little posant got couraze to say, “I lave
walked very far ; I am very tired.” With a feeling of
shame at their thoughtless cruclty, the boys now made.
him sit down by them. He was soon cheered and re-
freshed, and able to answer the questions touching
bimeelf and hie journey, which his new comrades put
to him in a better aud more kindly spirit than they
bad done before. His simple end artloss story was
told in theso words s

% 1 waz born in the village of Cuth, now about eight
years ago.  1lost my father and mother just as T was
beginnin3 to walk. As I had noons in the world to
tako care of me, T was obliged to ask charity from e
good people of the country ; and I thought myself very
well off when 1 could get enough black bread to sati;
fy my bunger. Somatiicés a bit of cheese, or a raw
onion, or a grain of salt, was added, and then I was
Lappy indecd. When I grew up a little, the neigh-
bours would no longer support me in idleness ; 5o they
put into my hand a great long wand, and gave me in
the charge of a flock of geess. O, it was 90 tiresoma
to be driving them cvery day to the marsh! Aad
then they were f0 uomanageable, never minding my
voice, or even the switch, but straying here and there,
oo that I could not always succeed in bringing them
all home in the evening to the farmer. Well,one day
I became so tirad of them, that 1 resolved to leave the
geese to get home as best they could by themselver,
threw my wand into the buthes, and set out for Paric.
1 was obliged to beg on my way, as 1 bad before bea-
gd in my native village. I had the good fortune to
meet with a gentleman who allowed me t¢ travel with
him, and who must be very luarned ; for when we
stopped at night ho tavght me the names of all the
latters of the alphabet, and even how to put them to-
gether to make words. Now that T am in the great
sity, I cannot say tbat I bave come into it much rich-
er; but on the road I bave acquired the desire for
knowledge. This is womething ; and now may Hea-
ven have mercy on me, aud iccline the heart of some
one amongst you, young geantlamen, to take clange
of my education, whizh has only just begun i

Having wound up hissiery with this prayer, Pier-
re offered his services as errand-boy and valat to the
young mea, sud, for his wages, oaly asked food and
instruction. His offer was accepted, But, as bis
lodging was mos inciuded in the bargain, the poor
boy kadto sleap at night under one of the arches of
the city bridge. Under all his dissdvantsges, ke ap-
plied himeell 30 carneally 0 stsdy. that he toon be-
same well acquainted with Latin and Greek ; aod
gac of the professors, bappening to fad out what be
ke dong; placed him in & situation where ha esuld be
more regulacly instrncied. Ho 1o0e to ba.s great sad
good man. Hio numerons writings show him 1o have
bad extensive loaraing and rare bility. Few acho-
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lara bave atiained a higher reputation, bad more ad-
mirers, avd consequently excitad gronter envy, than
the cslebratod Ramus. He was unjusily killed, in a
publle macsacre, when in the iy-sixth yoirof bis age.
His eatly struggles suggest the following lines :

Lat not, O geoerousyouih ! thy mind recoll
Attraunsliory pato, of maaly toll;

Sta7 not too fondly In the bLleomlug vale,

Nor crop the flower, nor woo tho summer gale;
Heodless of Pleasure's voice, Lo thine the care
Nobly to suffer, and sublimely dare;

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A MIGH EXAMPLRE,

Tho following, from a sketch of Archbishop Leigh-
ton, is adaptod to ezcoursge and instruct many a bum-
ble and davolod Sabbath-School teachor :—

‘They scem to think thoy must produce a sensation, or
Jo nothing, ‘They mistake. It is not by accomplish-
ibg now and then o brilliant enterprize, Lut by steady
persevering, painstaking endeavours to Go Gud's will
at bome, in the family, among noighbours and fellow
cilizons that his tervants most eminenlly glorify him.
What i most talked of at present, parhaps, will be
least *ouglt at tho Jast day ? What the world, and
porhaps the church, now recognize as common-place
piety, mere avery day doings, will shine out with sun-
like lustrs at tho Ginal hour of reckoning. Ho isa wiso
man who bad rather bo like Leigbton, or Jike the
plainest minister and humblest christian, than like
some who were looked up toin their day as wonder-
derful oraclos, before whom princes bowed down, and
nations did their bidding. Important is it (in these
times, perhaps, above all times, whon thete are so
many temptations (o confound usefulness with publici-
ty, success in servico with what is conspicuous in ser-
vice,) to enforce and encourage ths performance of
the simple, retired homo duties of society. Nor.isit
necessary to bo a minister at atl, oven of the hum-
bleat rank, to imitats Leighton. The tradesman, the
mechanic, the laborer, the wife, the mother, the mis-
trese, tho daughter—cach will bo just like that good
man in ons of the most beautiful features of hischa-
racter, if they will only do one thing—Tulfil their
course, and scrve their gencration day by day in
tbeir own humble walk of life, according to the will
of God. Tle river, while it flows in its chanael,
fertilizcs all around. When it bursts its banks and
wanders, it does mischisf. Tho former no one re-
marks; the latter, overy ono talks of. Tha oblivien
hiere is incomparably better than the uotice. How
trua this is of many noisy, ambitious professors in re-
terence to duty, that ‘in returning aud rest, they
shtll be saved; in quistnessand in confidenco shall be
their strength’”

DBesides containing a large amount of sugar, mu-
cilage,and other nutriment matter, apples contain veg-
otablo acids, aromatic qualitics, &o., which act powes-
fully in tho capacity of refrigorants, tonics and sntisep-
tics; and when frcely used at tho seawn of mellow
ripeacss, they provent debility, indigestion, and avert,
without doabt, many of the ¢ ills which flesh is heir t0.”
The operators of Cornwall, England, consider ripe ap-
plesnocarly as nourishing as broid, and far more so
than potatocs. Io tho year 1501—which was a year
of much scarcity—apples, instead of being converted
into cider, were eold to tho poor;. and tho laboyers as-
sorted that they could “stand their work” on baked
apples, without meat; whereas, a potatoo diot required
eithor meat or somo other substsntial nutriment. The
French and Germana use apples extentivaly, as do the
inbabitants of all European nations. The laborors de-
pend upon them asan articlo of food, and frequently
maka adinner of sliced apples and bread. Thers is
no food cooked in s0 many different ways in our conn-
try as apples; nor is thero any fruit whose valuo, as
an article ofnutriment, i3 as great, and so little appre-
ciated.~—~Albany Journal.

CIURCH EXTRNSION IN HALIFAX.

Wx havo frequently noticed, within the last fow
years, soveral cucouraging evidences of increasiog
earncetness and lberality among tho Laity of this
Diocese—and it is now our pleasing duty to record
a similar instanco of munificent zosl for the exten-
gion of tho Chureh, on tho part of our chief Pastor,
the Lord Bishop of Nova Scatia, Wo sllude to the
proceedings conneeted with tho building commonly
called by the name of Sarex Onarar, which hag
recently boon rented from tho Trasteea by our res-
pected Diceeran, asa place of worship for the ac-
commodation of tho poorer membera of the Church
in this Oity—and was publicly opened for that pure
Jose, by his Lordship, on Sunday ovening last.—
[ho Church was well filled on tho occasion, not only
by the class of pereons for whoso uso it is ohiefly in-
tended, Lut by a large number of others belonging
to tho upper ranks of society, who woro desirous to
witness tfm intoresting servico. Tho Prayors were
gaid by the Rev. J. U. Cochran, the Liossons were
read by the Rev. . Bullock and Rov. E. Gilpin,
and the Sermon was preached by tho Bishop, who
addrossed tho congregation from a most appropriate
text—by sclecting those words of our blessed Lord
which declaro that * the Poor Aave the Gospel

reached o them.” W trust that theso words ma

considered ns o perpetunl motto forall the Servi-
cos which shall Lo condueted in that Church, and
that they may be realized in all the fulness of their
heavenly blessing, by the outpouring of the Holy
Spirit upon ** the congregation of tho poor.”” It
cannot be denied that there is a large proportion of
our Church populawon, who have been hitherto
practically escluded t.om altendance on tho means
of grace, and degriveu of the op rtunity of joining
in Christian worship with their richer brothren. It
1aust bo confesse 1 that tho poor of the Church have
beon shamefully neglected in tho internal arrange-
ments of many of cur Churches, whilo an exclusive
system has been poiwnitted to presail, which carries
worldly i

distineticos of rank and wealth inte the
House of Gnl, in divest opposition to the language
of Huly Seripture, and which virtually destroys the
character of unite:d publie worship in the Service of
Almighty Ged. Many persons aro probably not
aware, that tha present system of Paws, or cnclosed
private seats ip Churches, i3 entirely an innovation
of modern tunos, thas its introduction is of compara-
tively rocent unigin, 2s it was quite unknown for a
loug period after the Reformation, and that it is ne-
ver oneo recagauzet in any of the Canons or other
seclasiastical ¢ nasdtutions of tho Church of En-
gland. It scems to have beea gradually introduced
in the lutter en of the sisteenth century—though it
docs nat appear ta bava been generally adopted in
the 151l Ctiurenes Gl the Deginning of the last
century, whea th o d massive 03k benches were ra-
puily super. »ded by these high square deal Pews,
which disignre s+ many of the brautifal Churchesin
Ungland at the {iccent day.  We do not mean, how-
ever, t 1mpute to the present generation the faults
of a_former une, which was remarkablo for its bad
tasto and low tanc of religious feeling. We ure
quite awara of the difficulty of applying an effectual
remedy for tue eorrection of an abuso which has been
o9 long tolerated by established usage.  Qur cfforts
must be direeted to the object of avoiding these
faultsin those Churches which are yet tobo built,
ratber tian auempting to remove them in those
which arz already jn existence.  On this subject we
quote, wita fuil approbation, the judicious and mo-
derate Jangua 2 of the learaed Dr. ook, who says,
with reforesz t» tho motives of those who took part
in this innovation in former times—** It wouid, how-
ever, be eyually absurd and unjust to apply such
remurks to the present times—nor shall we offer any
rewons agaiust pews instead of open benches, except
that they destroy the ccclesiastical character of a
Unureh, that they encoarage pride—that they make
a dstiaztion where no distinetion onght to exist, and
that they must Do erected ot 2 loss of 90 per cent. of
ekareh sermmgodarion.”*—( Church Dictionary, p.
5%1,7f K1) IMowevef, the system which was

tion of about 1400 individuals. From this qumit
is probable that thero arc very considerablo leduo-
tions to bo mado; but after all due allowance, wo
may surely ask, what is become of tho 1000 Poor
of St. Poul’s, and where is tho accommodation pro-
vided for them in their Parish Church sud in St
Luko's Chapel of Easo? )

Tho total extent of accommodation in St. Paul’s
Chureh is sufficient for 1031 persons—of which 773
are yrrivato and the rest free, containing sittings for
258 persons (including children). It thus appears
that onejourth part of the Church room in St
Paul’s is nominally free—but it must bo observed
that this space is not only in the most inconvenient
and uncomfortable parts of the Church, but that the
saats assigned to tho poor and strangers in the gal-
leries, are searcely fit to bo cceupied, with the ex-
coption of 8 Pews (Nos. 20-32 in each gullery)
containing room for 30 persons. This defect is now,
