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TH-1E LAW BETWEEN DEBTOR AiND
CREDITrOR.

An inquisitive visitor toour land miight

on his return home relate how, in Canada,
lie was impressed with what the late Lord

Beaconsfield called its " magnificent

distances and its illimitable possibilities, "

and, surprised to find among the latter

a good law still numbered much ta the

detriment of its commerce; he might

point this by some such story as the

following:
A, a retail dealer, procured goods

from B, a wholesale deater, on the

ordinary terms of credit. After the lapse

of a little time, and taking into account

the date upon which B's credit would

expire, and the legal delay between a

judgment and the action of the sheriff,

and giving due lieed ta the fact that his

own trade operations did not justify the

conclusion that l'honesty is the best

policy ", A called together certain credi-

tors among his relatives and friends,who

subsequently instituted suits against

him to the iullvalueof his assets, included

in which were the goods furnished by B.

-Judgnent and execution thereof, sher-

ifls sale, and application of proceeds an

execution, followed in due course,'and B,
wl >ad no legals S p~U utf lihe re
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given to A had run out, found, vben that
time arrived, that A possessed nothing
upor which he, B, could realize."

The listener, if an Englishman, would
probably smile and remark, Il ah I an
illustration of Dizzy's magnificent dis-
tances over there I but it's too far off the
straight line of common-sense to be true.
Our visitor, feeling his veracity'at stake,
would offer his evidence as follows:

Within 150 miles ofToronto, in the Pro-
vince of Ontario, are recorded suits against
A, B and C. That against A«was insti-
tuted by two brothers, a sister, and a
brother-in-law ; against B by a mother, a.
sister, and some friends, co-religionists,
and' against C by a mother, another
relative, and co-religionist-friends, and
by a singular coincidence, in these
several instances of the triumph of self-
interest over natural affection and-
religions sympathy, the same lawyer is
the confidential adviser of A, B and C,
and he also arranged the cases for the
unnatural relatives and the uncharitable
co-religionists, though anoth7er lawyer
appeared pro forna before the Court on
their behalf. Moreover, subsequent credi-
tors, coming in at the expiration of their
several credits had no remedy, for the
svorn testimony which procured the
judgments precluded all legal doubt, but
since such judgments were not obtained
through Confession of Action, Warrant of
Attorney or Cognovit Actioniem-the
words used in the Statute,-the courts
were debarred.

Now, laws being the outcome of the

ivants of the time of their enactment are
framied in accordancea with the sense of
morality and justice of the Legislature of
the day, and this sense being a changing
factor in the world's history, their aniend-
ment, consolidation, or repeal is, from
time ta time, a necessity; vhat was once
a slight moral défection in time becomes
a serions felony, and that for which capital
punishment was awarded is now met by a
few months' imprisonment, and the most
charitable conclusion our visitar and bis
listener can draw is that we are behind
the age in Canada in this matter.

Canada is situated on that belt of the
globe's surface reputed ta be, the best
suited for the development of the high-
est form of mental and physical vigor,
and we may logically look ta have the
best and most equitable laws if we are
the right race in the right place and
that ve have had and still have every
facility for arriving at such a state none
will dispute. Commencing as a nation
with'a code of the best lavs in the vorld,
with a thorough insight into their fitness

and unfitness for a free people, and above
all with the power to amend them ta suit
the conditions under which we might
find ourselves, there is no excuse for
retaining an inefficient law which will
admit of a flagrant defeat of justice
through immoral practices which its inef-
ficiency invites, or for being altogether
without an efficient one which. will - as
far as human efforts can, - make fraud
difficult of accomplishment, and prevent
the possibility of our courts becoming a
libel upon justice.

11e 1ne of demarcation between smart-
ness and rascality is sa fine that many
questionable things are done within good
and perfect law, the pale of which the
doers only clear by " the skim of their
teeth'" and experience shows thisto be
irremediable all over the civilized world,
but the opportunities of the dishonest A,
if our inquisitive visitor's story can be
minimized, and the coincidences in the
suits cited by him against A, B and C can
be rendered less possible and probable in
the future.

The very large majority of honest deal-
ers in the Dominion would deem no mis-
fortune in trade so dire as the loss of
honor inseparable from bad faith, and the
law is concerned in protecting such from
the bad faith of the dishonest ; otherwise,
commerce mustfall into an unhealthy con-
dition, and we have a right to demand
that the law shall be equal to the occa-
sion.

The Boards of Trade busied themselves
during the last twelve months in framing
and promoting a Bankruptcy Bill, in the
hope that something. would have been
done in the last session of the Dominion
Parliament, and lately the Provincial
Parliament of Ontario brought into

force a Creditors Relief Act, but, not-
withstanding . this, the scandals of
the past may be repeated and even sur-
passed in the future, and the inquisitive
visitr caù come and learn, and circulate
ad inftnitumn the legal scandals of Can-
ada, until some competent law which ivill
prevent the scandals shall have been
enacted. Did this state of things only
render our Legislative bodies liable ta the
imputatidn contained in a verse of an old
and discarded piece of what was once
deemed good Scripture, L they. carry
thamselves as wise and prudent men ; and
though they be fools, yet would seem to'
be teachers, " no great iarm would he
done, but the actual damage ta coinmerce
generally; through a reputation for bad
faith and the possibility of its display with
impunity through weak and' defective
law is incalculable.

UNDER-INSURANCE.

Wehave already allided to * the loss
entailed upon Fire Insurance Companies
annually by under-insurance in this city
of Montreal, and have shown that the
only remedy for this evil is the appli-
cation of the " average clause," in a partial
form, at all events. We believe it is ad-
niitted that special hazards in Montreal
have proved very unprofitable hitherto,
owing ta the totally inadequate rates
charged for the same, and yet ihen those
rates are raised ta meet this difficulty
and the owners of such p'roperty retaliate
by reducing the amount of their insurance
so as not ta increase the actual premium
paid, calculating by experience that this
reduction will not involve them [the in-
suredj in any loss except by a very extra-
ordinary fire, the insurance companies
fold their hands and bow their heads in
meek submission, thus allowing the net
results of the business to remain instatu
quo. Can an association of so-called
underwriters stultify themselves more
completely or create a greater farce than
by assembling in solemn council ta
rectify acknowledged abuses while they
permit those abuses ta remain in reality
unrectified?

We confess we cannot have a high
appreciation of the wisdom of those who
slake their heads, Burleigh fashion'and
seem ta consider that the whole science
of fire undervriting is contained in
siinply fixing rates. Ratings, we would
suggest-hough important-form a very
small part of un derwriting, and, Whvatever
pity may be entertained for those who
cannot understand the advantage of the
Average Clause yet it wdl.d appear frorn
the supineness of the Azsociation regard-
ing said clause that this deplorable Condi-
tion is wide-spread, and unless dispelled
must militate against the business of Pire
Insurance in Canada. There .are soie, we
will assume, wlio, though appreciating the
value of the average clause, argue that
the public is not prepared for sa radical
an innovation as its adoption at present,
so that the only legitimnate conclusion we
can arrive at is, that it is tle public's not
the companies', interests which the associ-
ation is legislating for. We venture, ta
maintain that the public never vill be
prepared for any innovation which makes
insurance more costly, it not being the
public's business ta see that Fire Insur-
ance is placed upon a sound basis, and, so
long as abortive attempts at reforn are
produced, insurers will be happy exclaim-
ingi 'let those laugh who vin."

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We can only wonder at offices sitting
quietly down and bearing the expenses
of an Association which, we repeat, to a
great extent, is " full of sound and fury
signifying nothing" but we venture to
prophecy that, unless this matter of under-
insurance is quickly dealt with, the life of
an association, so blind to the interests
of its members and to comnion-sense,
will be of short duration.

THE BUSINESS OUTLOOK,

It is but natural that the prospects of
the cereal crops of the country should at
this particular juncture absorb a large
quota of attention fron all classes of the
business community, as there is no dis-
puting the fact that, they constitute an
important lever in determiniig the
actions not of merchantí alone, but of
financiers, upon whom the former are

.more or less dependent for the credit
which is indispensable to the carrying on
of large wholesale concerns. Up to the

THE BANIK STATEMENTS.

The usual comparative statement will
be found at foot. There has been a slight
decline n the circulation. The amoiunt
under discount is not materially different
from April, the reduction being under a
million. The Dominion note circulation
has been reduced chiefly in the descrip
tion beld as Bankers' reserves. The pre-
vailing feeling is hope for the future ;

THE GOLD RESERVE.

We are sorry to notice that the
Mail's own correspondent at Ottaiva is
unable to appreciate the gravity of the
position of the Goverrnment in regard to
its gold reserve, and yet he acknowledges
that the Banking law might well ha
amended " so as to compel the banks to
"do, what of their own free choice they
"have done, namely, hold their own gold
"reserve well in hand. Suclh a change in
"the law would be a great guarantee for
" security." We think thisa little incon-
sistent wiLh the charge that the late de-
manda for gold were a mere squeeze of the
Government ta maké it do the importing
of a further supply of gold. Again, it is
said by the same correspondent that the
Governiment " did not encourge outside
"speculation by the free importing of
" American gold." Now it is only neces-
sary to examine the Bank returns for
May to satisfy one's self that the banks
generally have been holding a much
]arger proportion of their reserves in
Dominion notes than the special corres-
pondent of the M«il thinks prudent.
There would, however, be no danger of
inconvenience if the Government held an
adequate reserve. The object of requiring
the banks to hold not less than 40 per cent
of their reserve in Dominion notes was
to prevent the possibility of their making
vexatious demands for gold, but so long
as they comply with the lav, there ought

t.a be no hesitation whbatever about meet-
ing their demand for gold, and it was cer-
tainly never inagined that the or linary
deposits on account of current revenue
would be applied ta the redemption of
notes. It is, however, to be hoped that
the banks generally ivill perceive the
necessity of maintaining a much larger
proportion of their reserves in gold than
they have hitherto done. They ought to
keep their Dominion notes down to an
average of about 50 per cent of their en-
tire reserves, instead of, as in some cases,
holding about 75 per cent in notes.

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most important wheat-growing sections
of Canada form matter for great encour-
agement, and the outlook for coarse
grains is scarcely less hopeful. Still, the
possibility of damage arising from certain
adverse conditions of the weather be-
tween now and the final in-gathering of
the grain, ought to hold a prudential
check upon.the speculative propensities
of our less conservative traders, and keep
tlhem strictly within legitimate oper-
ations. Even in the event of an abundant
harvest being realiied, cautious trading
will be noue the less requisite, in order ta
reap the full advantages to be derived
therefrom. That confidence lias ta a certain
extent been restored through the healthy'
condition of the crops there is no denying,
although the commercial atmosphere is
not wholly free from lowering clouds. We
are inclined, howeverto seriously question
whether undue importance has not
of late been attached to the consideration
of our cereal products, as if Canada lias no
other resources ta fall back upon; and
whether, in case reliance upon a good
larvest be not misplaced, there is not the
danger of over-estinating its intrinsic
significance, and of depending less upon
individual effort in keeping down ex-
penses commensurate with times of severe
competition and small profits. These
remarks have been suggested ta us by the
nonchalant manner in whichi some of our
merchants appear ta take it for gràtnted
that a good cereal harvest, is all that is re-
quired ta disperse the present commercial
depression and usher in a period of
spontaneaus. prosperity. While pre-
pared ta fully appreciate the benefits
likely to accrue from a good average grain
year, we are not disposed ta share those
over-sanguine hopes regarding ils results,
whicl some affect ta entertain, any more
than we believe with others that a repeti-
tion of last year's short wheat crop would
cripple the trade of the country. What
business men have most ta contend with
is the over-production of almost all the
leading descriptions of merchandise, and
the working down of surplus stocks with
as little lois as possible, until supply and
demand shall have become more evenly
balanced..When tbat is accomplisbed we
may look for a general improvement in
business, and not before. A healthy sign
in the situation is the improvement in re-
mittances, which we gather from a num-
ber of wholesale firme in different lines
bias been of quite a decided character.
This would indicate that the promising
outlook of the crops is already having its
effect in the interior, and, with a; careful
abstention from.speculative dealings, we
may yet experience a good fall trade,

Many of our prominent- merchants, how-
ever, do not look for an inmediate revival
of business activity, and are extrernely
cautions in the distribution of credit. A
great deal more good can be accomplisl-
ed in following that line of conservative
action than in placing too mucli reliance
upon the outcome of the crops.

BANK MEETINGS.
The reports of the several bank meet-

ings given elsewhiere breathe nearly al the
same tone, with marked reference ta the
depression of the year and the better
prospects dawning upon us. lt is evident
that, lowever abundant the harvest may
be, the benefits ta trade are being largely
anticipated. There is one thing certain,
that speculation lias received a blow from
which it is not likely soon ta recover, and
all legitimate traders muet rejoice thereat,
whether the ventures be in* stocks or in
" town lots " on the distant prairie.

The Bank of Toronto shows earnings
of about 12 per cent on its capital during
the year, or a decrease of about fl per
cent from those of the year ending May
318t, 1883. The circulation bas fallen off
slightly, being only $158,000 less thîan for
the preceding year. The deposits have
increased in amount equal ta the diminu-
tion of the circulation. The discounts
have been reduced from $7,833.00 ta $7,-
450,000. After paying tie usual divi-
dende, which, with bonus, are equal ta 10
per cent, the sum of $40,000 was added
ta the Rest, which now amounts to $,100-
000, or 55 per cent of the paid-up capi-
tal.

The Bank of Hamilton shows earn-
ings of $122,445 for the year -covered by
thestatement, equal tonearly 124 per cent
of the paid-up capital, showing a decrease
of about li per cent in this respect as
compared withi the year preceding. The
circulation shows the slight diminution
of $38,000; the deposits show the large
increase of $150,000' The -government
reserve shows a fair lega. proportion
between notes and specie. After paying
dividends for the year of 72i per cent, the
suma of %50,000 has been added to the
Rest, which is now $250,000, or 25 per cent
of the subscribed capital. As it is a
question of how little retrogression there
is, rather than of-progress during the year
under review, the bank of Hamilton is ta
be congratulated upon its statement for
the year ending 31 et May, 1884.

The Ontario Bank shows earnings of
$183,000 for the year, being 12 1.5 per
ceht on the reduced capital and a falling
off of 14 per cent as compared with
the year preceding. The circulation

shows the notable increase of 8557,000;
the proportio' of Dominion notes has
increased from 67 to 70 per cen L. The dis-
counts of this bank show an increase of
over $1,100,000. The "Debts secured by
mortgage," have been1:reduced from

91,000 ta $13,000, and the result is pro-
bably ta be found under the caption of
" Mortgages on real estate sold by the
Bank " which sho'Ws an increase from
S23,000 to $55,00 during the twelve
nionths. Ibis satisfactory to note that
besides two dividends at the rate of 6 per
cent the Bank lias. been. able 'to add
$00,000 to the Rest; naking Iis now
28 1-3 per cent of the capital.

The earnings of the Federal Bank
for the year were $312,334, equal ta
about 10 3-5 per cent on the paid-up
capital. $315,615 was apportioned as
follows: ta dividende $265,615, and car-
ried to Rest $50,000, increasing this ta $1,-
500,000. The discounts of the bank have in-
creased $1,070,000 during the year covered
by the report. There is a falling-off in
deposits from $6,650,0o to 5,160,00;
the circulation has fallen off $362,000
during the year. This~bank is treated of
more fully in another column.

The Jacques-Cartier .Bank shows
earnings of $27,336, equal to nearly
5! par cent of ils capital, a falling off
of $39,436, as compared with the
year preceding; the circulation lias
dropped from $298,385 to $182,000; the
deposits are less by $220,000 ; the.Domin.
ion notes held are double the specie the
discounts have been reduced from $1,-
188,000 to $842,000. Theamountof notes
discounted overdue but àecured is $2 13y
600, an improvement of $17,000.since the
previous year, the amount of mortgae.4
on property sold by the bank has in-
creased from $253,000 to $260,000 Thie
Rest remains 8140,000 or 28 per cent of
the capital.

IMPOIS AT MONTREAL.

The total value of the principal articles
of merchandise entered for consumption
at this port for May including*coin and
bullion (except American silver), was
$3,363,387, as compared with $3,238,847
for the corresponding month last year,
showing an increase of $124,540. Among
the detailed changes we notice an increase
of $53,687 in flour, or about 280 per cent,
and coal shows an increase of $52,800 in
anthracite, and $18,700 in bituminous.
There has been a marked decrease in
cotton and its manufactures, of $66,7001
while fancy goods have increased $14,500
There is scarcely any change in green änd
dried fruits; furs have decreased $4,000,
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and glass and glassware are less by $12,700.
A large increase, however, is noted in
iron and its manufactures, of $88,000, and
an increase in coal oil, kerosene, etc., of
$14,500. Leather and ils manufactures
are less by $10,000; paints and colors
less by $7,500, and paper and its manu-
factures less by $12,000. There is also a
decrease of $15,500 in lard. The follow-
ing articles show an increase: Silk and
its manufactures, $7,000; spirits, wines,
etc., $8,000; woollens' and manufactures
thereof, $4,500; sugars, $83,400, and
tobaccos, snuff, cigars, etc., $8,300. Teas,
exhibit a decrease of $28,592. The fol-

THE FEDERAL BANK.

4uThe public be- 1 " said Vanderbiltof
New York on a recent occasion. "I doi't
care c- for the shareholders or the
public t " said a banker of the Il progies-
sive." order on a certain occasion in Toron-
to afew' years ago. It is no vain boasti al-

though a mere truism, to say that the high
conservative character which Canadian
bankers have always maintained in their
devotion to the important duties of their
station is not to be neasured by what,
in one or two isolated cases may, bear the
appearance of a regard more for magnifi-
cent results than for careful investment of
the immense property committed to their
charge, which regard is occasionally to be
met with in "heaven-born financiers."
The temptation surrounding the applica-
tions of customers for large loans was
well described in the address of the
general manager of one of our larger
banks at a recent meeting, although it is
not to be presumed that he had in bis
mind at the time any idea of the position
into vhich the Federal Bank has been
drifting, a position due in a measure to
some large accounts which have not
proved Manager Strathy to be possessel
of that degree of sagacity hitherto placed
to his credit by his many admirers.

The bears have been busy for some time
hammering at the stock- of this bank, and
have succeeded in a remarkable degree
when the prices of last year are remem-
bered. A fail of nearly 85 units is enough
to make people stare, and ask what's the
matter. What must the reflections be of
those wvho bought the new issue of stock
scarcely two years ago, and, by the pre-
mium thereon, contributed to swell the
"l Rest " from $300,000 to $1,450,000 i Re-
ferences to heavy acvances to contractors,
on municipal bonds of a mushroom
tovn in southern Manitoba, followed by
rumors of a heavy failure by a Simcoe
operator in Michigan lumber, both
anotunting to a large proportion of
the paid-up capital of the bank,-
were the principal weapons of the bears.
The proportion of shares in the hands
of speculators, which is admittedly very
large, was again employed to assist in de-
pressing the stock. IL was only on Tues-
day that the " shorts " began to thintc it
Iiigth time to cover, aclthough the brief
visit of the president to Montreal did
not escape its share of comment. The
retrograde movement vras doubtless
due to the report that the Emerson bonds

-or a portion of them-were being placed
a t 85c in the London market, and to
explanations concerning the Potts lumber
account. It appears that although there
was much hesitation in accepting this ac-
count-President Nordheimer strenu-
ously opposing it,-Manager Strathy was
so confident of its turning ott well that lie
offered a guarantee of $100,000, which, vas
accepted by -the Board, The recent
lumber troubles in Toron to and Michigan,
already referred to in these columns, had

their effect upon the Potts enterprise,
and the latter was threatened with
collapsealso. Interviews vith the leading
spirit and some bankers in Detroit led to
the conclusion that Potts had better be
placed under some restraint. ' Visits
were made to the lumber district and the
mill ; valuations were made-one of them
by a wealthy Buffalo lumberman, Mr.
Nelson Holland, himself a large operator
in the Au Sable districts in Michigan -
the outcome of which was an assur-
ance that the property was worth a
considerable surplus. On being offered
any salary he wished for managing the
business for the bank, Mr. Holland
offered to take half of what could be
realized after the bank's claim should be
paid in full. Potts himself, the original
pronoter of the enterprise, is in Detroit,
working for the estate at a salary.

It ivill take probably a few years to
realize the amount due, but good may
come of it: the institution has received
a lesson which may tend to modify its
admiration for "progressive banking."
Much credit is due the president, Mr.
Nordheimer, for his indefatigable exer-
tions in maling the most of this account,
and also for his efforts to stem the tide
of alarm caused by the rapid depression
in the price of the stock, which as yet
had been confined to very narrow limits.
The drop of eleven units-fron 108 on
Tuesday to 97 on Wednesday, proved,
however, that the remedies he proposed
bad not been applied. On the receipt
of this news, and while the St. Jean
Baptiste procession wss gaily and peace-
fully wending its way along our streets,
messages were being wired to country
branch managers to accept *Federal
exchange with caution.
. Mr. Nordheimer -had foreseen that
determined action must be taken, if
threaten.ed danger ivas Vo be averted. It
was considered advisable to turn over
the better class of the customers of the
Federal to any bank that would accept
them, and this of course there was no
difficulty in arranging; one bank even
offered to give them the cash amount; of
the advances to such customers as the
assisting bank should choose; the arrange-
ment to be based upon the credit of the
custorner in each case. This idea, which
Mr. Nordheiner supposed feasible, and
carried with him as a comforter on bis
way back to Toronto on Tuesday night,
had better have been undertaken three
monp hs ago, a] though it is known thiat the
bank bas been endeavoring to reduce its
discounts for some months past. At all
events it is much Vo be preferred to the
formation of a syndicat for buying up
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the large proportion of the stock not
held by investors,ivhich might probably
be subject to the imputation of using the
funds of the bank in the purchase of its
own stock. We can scarcely conceive
that such a desperate scheme as the
latter could be considered for a moment,
although some such operation as this ap-
pears to have been going on-unwittingly
let us suppose-through the medium of
the Loan Societies, among thein doubtless
the " Little Machine," these advancing
money an the'stock and borrowing money
from the institution.

Ori Thursday the stock of the Bank
was quoted at 88 and sold at 90, but
recovered and sold at 91t under the
influence of a demand to "cover" by
brokers, but subsequently dropped and
sold down to 81. Private advices were
received yesterday, referring to a change
in the management, and the installation
of the branch manager, this city, who was
in Toronto at the time. Sone deposits
were withdrawn in both cities, but there
was nothing approaching the semblance of
a run. It has also transpired that the
Bank of Montreal has agreed to take over
the largest account of the Federal in
London, the Imperial Oit Co., an account
of the former bank which the Federal bid
for, and obtained some time ago.

The recent attitude of the Federal
Bank towards ithe Government in the
demand upon the latter to redeei the
large amount of Dominion notes, which it
had rapidly. accumulated early the pre-
sent month, was the result of one of the
cleverest financial conceptions of the day.
The condition of the New York market
offered unusual facilities for the purchase
of Exchange; while the wants of the Gov-
ernment pending the placing of Lite new
loan in England, coupled with the dispro-
portion of Dominion notes held by the
banks, offered a rare opportunity for mak-
ing a little-money and having a slap at a
Government to whom the Federal owed
no deposits. The sterling exchiange pro-
cured as above was sold to the banks and
Dominion notes taken in payment. Tie
next step-a demand 'upon the Govern-
ment for gold in redemption-was met in
vain by reference to the Banking Act,
to the redemption being payable at other
points, and to the Statement of the Fede-
ral Bank, as given in the two-page tables
of the monthly Bank returns published
in this issue. Bitan important change had
occurred since the date of the statement-
31st May. Thie Goevernment as beaten
by ite clever branch manager iii thiscity,
but the other b'anks, lnowingthe strepgth
anderedit of the central power,'bore each

The
alleged of a large amount to assist
the Federal in carrying out this clever-
transaction does not apt'ear as yet' in the
Bank rettrns, as nearly all the operation
was mainly conceived and executed within
a few days at the beginning of the month.

We have deemed it advisable thus to
enter somewbit into details concerning
the cause of the decline in Lthe stock of
the Federal Bank, believing that mistrust
and panic are begotten of a vague fear
of something hidden from sight, rather
than of a knowledge of the worst. that
may threaten to do us injury. Less im-
portant details have been omitted for
want of space. We must not omit to
mention our indebtedness to Mr. Nord-
heimer for his frank statement of the
circunstances, which we have briefly
placed before the public, in the hope of
allaying any alarm caused by exaggerated
street rumor. Since writing the above ive
learn that Mr. Ingram bas been appoin ted
general manager, and that leading banks
promise any necessary assistance. This,
although late, may restore confidence.

No American firm is better known te the
grain trade of Montreal thatn that of 0. J. Ker-
shaw & Co., of Chicago and Mihlwaukee, and
the announicement of titeir failure was received
by the trade here with feelings of regret, al-
though it catnot he denied that their present
dilliculties have been the result of heavy specu.
lative ventures in grain. In the begitning of
April last it is well known that they, along
witi other leading firms i Chicago and Ilil-
mwaukee, made large purchaises of' No. 2 spring
wieat et very reasonable prices, which were at
the lime reported as betng maed for accotnt of
e.xport orders.

THE BANK OF TORONTO.

The 28th annual meeting of' the Bank of
Toronto was lield at the banking liouse of the
institution, June 18, 1884. On the motion of
Barlow Cumberland, Esq., seconded by
Charles Stuart, Esq., George Gooderham, Esq.,
was called te the chair, and Mr. Coulson re-
quested to act as secretary.

Moved by W. H. Beatty, Esq seconded by
Henry Covert Esq and resolvcd thatt'1essrs.
Barlow Cumberlanâ and Walter ý. Lee be ap-
pointed scrutineers of the election of directors
for the ensning 'ear, and tliat they report the
result te the casiier. By rcquest of the chair-

REPORT.

The directors of the Bank of Toronto have
pleasure in meeting the stockiolders. for the
purpose of reporting on the operations of tc
batik for the year just closed. The year lias
been characterized by a narked reaction fron
the expansion that prevailed in the business
ef the country during several of the treced-
ing years. 'The harvest of 1883 provei to be
an exceptionally pour one, Whilst a depression
in Lite lumber and timber tradesand an excess
ofe stock in the nanufacturing iidustries tie-
cessitated a large curtailment iu production.
These and other causes resulted in) a consider-
able diminution li the amiontit of baiking
accommodation availed of througbout the
country. Of tiis diminution the Bank of
Toronto lias borne its share, thereby sulfering
to some extent a decrease in earintîgs. The
losses of the year, which, considering tîte cir-
cutmstances, vere moderate, have all been
written off, and debts of a doubtful character
et the tinte of making up. the annual balance
sheet continue to be pirovided for as in previois
years. After these provisions hald beei made
it gave the directors satisfaction to be able te
declare the sane distribution te the.share-
holders as they did a year ago, as w-ell as to add
a further sumr lo Rest account. The f'ollowing

Tie wholesale trade of; the past -week lias
been interrupted by the St. Jean Baptiste cele-
bration, which yesterday was obserred as a
general holiday, and to-day the ciîty ha more
the appearance of pleasure than bûsiness. In
dry goods and groceries, however, there is a
little more activity, owing te the visits of coun-
try customers, but, apart from -this, the general
whulesale trade partakes of a very quiet char-
acter. With few exceptions reiittances keep
up well, in fact mucb better than many ex-
pected considering the circumscribed volurne
of trade. The crops continue to make satis-
factory headway, which fact has had the effect
cf strengtheuning confidence in the interior, and-
to this may no doubt bu attributed the im-
proved collections which country. merchants
say they have be8h able to make.
