A sHIPPING firm, Joseph Ruddook & Son, in
St. John, N.B., has assigned. In St. Andrews,
J. S. Mage, an extensive dry goods dealer has
also assigned with li.bilities of 040,000. It is
stated thatanoffer to pay 25 per cent. will b.
made.

A SPEciAil general meeting of the shareholders
of the Canadian Pacifi Railway Company is to
b. held in Montreal on Saturday, 16th, for the
purpose of authorizing the company to lease the
line of the St. Lawrence & Ottawa Bailway.

Mssas. OcIvIe & Co., the millers, announce
through the Winnipeg press that any farmer
who wishes to ship his wheat through their ele-
vators, and sell ait Port Arthur, will receive five
oeents a bushel more than the Duluth prioe for
the same grade on the date of inspection.

MIssas. MOnTON, Rose & Co. offer for sub-
sription £425,850 Northern Railway of Canada
4 per cent. perpetual debenture stock ait the
prioe of 80 per cent. Holders of the second pref.
erence bonds eau exchange them for this stock
a the rate of £125 stock for each £100 bond.

IT appears that the Adams Tobacco Factory of
Montreal is exporting its wares to Spain. The
New York Tobacco Leaf of 28th ult. in quoted as
saying that it sent several thousand packages of
their goods to Spain via Gibralter, and has or-
ders which wil keep the company busy for sev-
eral months, in consequence of which they have
had to increase the number of its hande,

Tue manager of the Land Corporation of
Canada, in on hi way to Ontario to purchase
fifty dairy cows for Kilalmeaky farm, near
Headingly. Plans have been prepared for large
model stables to b. erected on the f arm, and it
i proposed to do dairying on a large seale.
About 800 aores of this farm are now under cul-
tivation. About 200 acres of the farm are crop-
ped with wheat which promises well.

Wz understand that the Brantford firm of. J.
S. Hamilton & Co., agents for a number of
European houses in the wine and liquor trade,
and for the Pelee Island vineyards, intend to
remove to Toronto, and devote their attention
to the general agency and commission business.
In that case, they will probably sell the stock,
good will and lease of the jobbing and family
department of their Brantford busineeq.

AT QUEBEc lat week a new barge of large
dimensions was launched from the shipyard of
Mr. Samson. The vessel is built for aP' Ogdens-
burg, N.Y., forwarding eompany, and is of 600
tons burthen, built in the eanal-boat style with
two mass. Mr. Samson of that city b s also
received the contrat for eonstructing two imall
vessels for the Argentine Republic, specially
built for light draft of water, somewhat fber the
same model as the upper lake schooners.

Tus apple crop of 1884, in the United States
and Canada, promises to b. one of the largest
gathered for many years. In eleven western
counties cf New York, which make up one
immense apple orehard, il is estimated that the

yield will be over 4,000,000 barrels. In New
England, however, the crop will be short this
year on account of the heavy frosts, etc. In the
Niagara District and around Hamilton, we
understand that the crop* prospects are very
good.

M. ANDnEW ALILN invited a party of Mont-
real friends to dine with him on the steamer
Peruvian last evening and take a trip to Quebe.
in that steamship. The steamer with the party
on board was to leave her wharf at three o'clock
and the dinner would be served opposite Sorel.
Those who could spare time to take the trip to
Quebe. return from that city by the Richelieu
steamer. For others, the tug boat Rocl.et was
provided by the attentive host, to bring them
back to Montreal the same evening.

Tue Ontario Car and Foundry Company has
made an assignment for the benefit of its
creditors. Mr. Thomas Muir, the managing
director, states that the Company has assets,
sufficient to meet all obligations, but owing to
disturbed banking facilities and temporary lack
of work, assignment has been deemed advisable.
It is understood that the step ie taken with the
full concurrence of shareholders. A meeting of
oreditors is alled for Tnursday, 21st inst., at
London. Mr. B. Cronyn i apponted assignee in
trust.

G. & J. ST. PIsaME, general dealers of Riviere
du Loup en bas, who succeeded several years ago
to the old established business of Pelletier &
Fils, are in financial hot water and have asigned.
It is understood that the firm's present difficul.
ties are due to their being mixed up in some
smuggling operations from St. Pierre and
Miquelon, resulting in the seizure of a schooner
with a cargo of wines etc., in the Gulf of St.
Lawrence lately. They were burned out in De.
oember, making quite a loss, and then settled at
75 cents on the dollar, 50 per cent. being paid in
cash.

IN Manitoba, W. A. Hueback & Co., generai
storekeepers at Touchwood, having given too
much credit, are now obliged to plead for an
extension of time.-About a year ago F. H.
Francis, a good natured store-keeper of Head-
ingly, obtained an extension and has redueed
hie liabilities somewhat, bùt is still in trouble
and wante a further extension until alter the
harveet is marketed, when it is thought he may
be able to extricase himself.-In May last we
intimated that the affaire of J. O. Davis, at
Prince Albert, were in bad shape. Now he has
assigned, and the failure will probably be a bad
one.

Compliments are pleasant thingi ; expressions
of approval are gratifying, and even well-timed
criticism is not unwelcome to a journal. But
something nice than any of these is the sort of
letter we copy below, received last week from a
Quebe. merchant: "Proprietor MOIUETAiy TIMEs
-Please find enclosed ten dollars, which will
make my paper paid to 27th June, 1887. Yours
W. McW." This merchant's act speaka louder
than his words. He is content, from past
experience, to trust the MONETAUY TIMes for
three years ahead, confident that it will continue
to render him, as well as other merchants, good
service.

WET weather has retarded operations on the
Miramiehi Railway, but the grading has been so
rapid that forty-five miles of rails will probably
be laid this season. On the eastern section 20
miles of rails will be laid, from Chatham June-
tion to a point one mile beyond Blackville, and
on the Gibson end, the road will be metalled as
far as Cross Creek, 25 miles distant. Already
the rail-layers have reached a point only a few
yards from Maryiville. Twenty fiat cars have
been reeived from Harris & Co., ten at Gibson

and the remainder ait Chatham. Some of the
spikes used in the construction of the track are
being manufactured by the St. John Nut and
Bolt Works, and the rpmainder in Montreal.

THE Winnipeg Time8 describes the journey
from New Brunswick to Manitoba, of an adven-
turous denizen of the former Province, thus :-
" A Mr. Foster arrived from Peel, Carleton, N.B.,
the other day, with his wife and four-year-old
child. He drove his horses and waggon from
home, through Maine, New Hampshire and
Vermont to Montreal, a distance of 800 miles.
Finding that it would be impossible to continue
his journey north of the great lakes to Mani-
toba, h. shipped his outfit to Toronto by boat,
thence to Sarnia by the Grand Trunk, and to
Port Arthur by the Beatty line of boats. He
arrived safely in the city in July, and left to day
for Crescent Lake, Assiniboia, by waggon.

In 1881, J. E. Cooper began business in Ailla
Craig with one Jarman. They dissolved part.
nership a year afterwards. Then Mr. Cooper
eontinued, with a capital of 81,200. In April
lat ho gave a chattel mortgage to a private
banker for 18,500, covering al hie stock and
furniture. This orippled him, and ho il now
offering to pay 50 per cent.-J. A. Cameron,
jeweller, Wiarton, was burned out about a week
ago, and although the property ismsaid to b. in-
sured, it is not unlikely that some consideration
will have to be shown by creditors. The
firm of Shain & Williams, both young men
with small means and limited experience in
trade, began store-keeping in Essex Centre about
the first of the present year. They have already
assigned.

A Finx of hard waredesalers in Colingwood,
Evans & Hamilton, were evidently too anxious to
d,) a large business. They bought heavy stocks and
gave extensive credits which,it inot doubted, i
the real cause of their failure. At stock-taking
in February last they claimed a surplus of some
$9,000. This was questioned at the time, and
as the sequel proves, not without reason.-
The stock of M. McCallum, tailor, at Parkhill val.
ued at 11500 has been advertised for sale by the
assignee.-For nearly a quarter of a century,
James Gerry has been doing a flour and feed
business in Yorkville, and at one time ho had
accumulated some means. This surplus is now
believed to be nearly gone. He has called a
meeting of hie creditors.-N. Levi, a general
storekeeper in Vasey, and poutmaster in that
place, in said to have left hie creditors in the
lurch.

JosEPH L CLIEMENT, furniture dealer, Montreal
has assigned to Kent & Turcotte, owing 18,000
to $4,000.--Pierre Gadbois, doing a small
general business at St. John, Que., has aIso
assigned to Kent & Turcotte. Liabilities about
82,000.--A. J. Caron, boot and shoe dealer, of
Quebec, whose failure we noted a week or so ago,
has effeted a settlement ait forty cents on the
dollar. Hi. liabilities reached.ho a larger figure
than firet supposed, approximating some 87,000.
-J. Molloy, a tinsmith, also doing something
in groceries at Inkerman, Ont., has failed, and
in trying to arrange a settlement at fifly cents
on the dollar.-Crane & Harper, doing a
somewhat extensive country business at Baie
Verte, N.B., are in bad shape, owing 18,000, and
showing half that sum in assets. They have
made an ofler of 86 cents, secured, and payable
in a year, but it seems doubtful if their offer
will carry. The Transcript says they have
assigned to T. R. Jones, of St. John.

UNDER the heading of "Blankets made of
ow's hair," the New York Mail and Express has

the following: "Have you any cow hair to sell ?"
a wandering buyer asked a tanner in the pros.
once cf a reporter a fev days ago. The tanner
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had some of the curions commodity asked for, and
submitted it to the would-be buyer's scrutiny
The latter critically examined the lot, and offered
the owner 4 eents a pound for it. Wondering
what use cow hair could be put to, the reporter
sked the buyer. "lWhat do I do with it?" re-
plied the individual, "P'il tell you. I first blow
the hair by a peculiar process, which separates
the long haire from the short ones. The long
haire are thon woyon into fabries with other
material, which, upon completion, becomes the
genuine, all wool-blankets which Unole Sam
presents to the Indians." And the shorter hairs."
" They are worked into felting." "Do you ever
pay more than 4 eontes apound for it?" "Oh, yes.
White ow's hair is worth 11 cents a pound."

B the Province, where lumbering was formerly
carried on heavily, log-cutting has been totally
abandoned of late years, as the difficulty of

3 working in the woode becomes more and more
difficult every year. The log are becoming
soarer, amaller and more remote from the
streams. It takes fully 100 years for the apruce
tree to reach its growth, and when it grows on
burnt land it never reaches its natural size.
Mr. Connor believes, however, that with modera-
tion in the annual out-put the spruce foreats
will be available for use for many years to come.
Â correspondent of the North-Western Lumber-
man, writing from Midland, Ont., last week,
declares that bill stuff and coarse lumber are
about 50 cents to 1 lower than in the spring,
but good lumber is ateady ait about lst season's
prices. Lath has been good, and up to lst year
but is now dropping. Shingles, 18-inch, have
declined from 50 to 80 cents, and 16-inch about
25 cents. "There willm ot be nearly ao much
lumber made herc this year aslut. There are
several mille idle that have not run any, and
the Parry Harbor mill wa burned lately, which
shuts off about 15,000,000 ·there. There are
about 10,000,000 feet of logs hung up on the
Muskoka and Maganetawan that will not come
out, and about 10,000.000 more in the Muskoka
that will come out to late, if they come et aIl.
There are also about 400,000 cubio feet of square
timber hung up on the above rivera, intended
for the Quebec market."

THE MAGNETIO POLABITY oF IBON.-Captain
John.Hayden, of Bath, Me., author of " The
Requisite Nautical Assistant," writes that as
long as forty years ago he practically tested, on
shipboard, the influence cf upright iron bars ormasses of iron on the needle. He says: "Iron
rode or bars, in a horizontal position, exert but I
little force on the compass, but the same amount
and form of iron placed vertically produqe animmense effect on the needle. The iron rod
immediately becomes magnetio when placed in a
vertical position, its magnetism increasing withthe length of time it so remains, although itmanifesta no magnetim when parallel with the
horizon. This effect on iron is most marked
when the rod is held or placed in the magnetic
meridian, and in the direction of the tippingneedle, which is in this country with the bottomr
end swung to the north about thirty degreesfrom the perpendicular."-Scientific American.

By loaning on its own
stock, the bank sent up the price for awhile
and applied the parachute when the descent
began. The public believing in the fals<
appearance which the artifice had produced
was, for along time, effectually fooled
Every one, who has a taste for that sort o
thing, dabbled in the stock. The victime o
the delusion are to be found everywhere
The losses of men, women and boys. who d
not today hold a dollar of the stock, are en
ormous. We are not concerned to know th
precise process by which the bank's money
or inoney which it had borrowed, went into
this stock ; it is sufficient that it went there
through some one of the crooked and illega
methoda that are possible.

But the balloon got a prick, careened over,
then recovered a little for awhile, but in
the end the inevitable collapse came. Even
the chief engineer was hoist by his own
petard, and all who put their trust in him
are lamenting their folly in biter woe. We
only repeat the miserable story to ask
whether the time has not come when this
sort of thing should be effectually put
down ? lis the arm of the law paralyzed in
presence c.f such prac-ices ? le there no re-
medy for daring and persistent violation
of the law ? I no one to be called to ac-
count for what has been wrongfully, illegally
done ? Can bogus bank stock be created with
impunity ? Can such stock find a place in a
sworn return, as paid up, and nobody be
held responsible for the wrong doing ? Can
a return which, in the month of May, repre-
sents the capital as intact and puts the re-
serve fund at a million and a half, when the
reserve was all wiped out and the capital
seriously impaired, have been made in ignor.
ance of the real facts ? This is the only ex-
cuse that could be made, and it is an excuse
that will not hold.- The real fact muet have
been known ; and the return made in opposi-
tion to the facto muet have been put to-
gether with the same cool deliberation that
presided over the constructi-n of elaborate
machinery for the daily defiance of the law.

Richly the Federal Bank stockjobbers,
kite-flyers and law breakers deserved the
fate they met. Pity they deserve not ; and
for them we are not concerned. What is
neoessary is to check t Fe spread of the con-
tagion of this evil example ; the honor of
our banks demande that this work be done.,
and it should be done now. We repeatedly
warned the Federal management, wbile it
was yet time, to desist from the evil methods
they were pursuing ; to come back to nor-
mal practices, to return within the lines of
legality; but it was all in vain. As far as
the Federal is concerned, it is now too late
to speak ; but it is not too late to prevent
the spread of the example which the Federal
set, at what cost je now seen.

ANOTHER YEAR'S FIGURES.

Five years .ince we selected nine of the
most permanent looking of the co-operative,
or assessment insurance associations of
Pennsylvania, and gave their history, as to
membership and death losses, during eacb
year from their beginning. As successive
years have rolled round, the experience of
an additional twelvemonth has been added,
and the figures given. Two years ago, three
of the original nine companies were unable
to hold the confidence of their members, and
came to a dead halt, leaving 409 sorely dis-
appointed individuals still on the books,
without any value received for having con-
tinued so long on the 'monkey-bridge.' The
other six still live, and had a membership in
1877, 1880 and 1883, as follows :

A very rapid decline will be noticed dur-

ing the last period of three years, compared
with the first. New victisu are not now no
easily found, and many old ones seem to
think they have been bled enough, now that
assesments are levied five and six times as
fast as they were at first.

There were, at one time, in the State of
Pennsylvania, no less than 236 of these
pass-around-the-hat societies, calling for a-
dollar-per.death-loss. Now, there are only
24 and all of these have a very sickly look,
as if their days were numbered. The list
we give above, being six of our original nine,
constitutes one-quarter of the whole number
above ground in that important state-the
birth-place of the assessment delusion.

The Temperance Mutual closed the year
1883, with no less than 13 widows' claims
unpaid. It collected, during the year,
#13,336, of which only $8,982 could be paid t
to 16 claimants-about $500 to each. The t
expenses consumed the other 84,354. A
vigorous and expensive effort seems to have
been made to get in new blood, without a
much result.0

r about cost price. Meanwhile Canadian ei
mporters are getting their orders filled in til
ew York and Chicago at lower price than su

hose current in Ontario, and at the same sh
me our butter is accumulating rapidly, in
ithout apparent outlet, and the quality ad

Radical improvement must be made in the
manufacture; a different system of pur-
chasing from the producer muet be adopted,
and the product must be shipped to its ulti-
mate market while fresh and fragrant.

The Ontario government's original scheme
of establishing creameries in different sec.

tions was an excellent one, but unfortun-
ately it got strangled, the only result beingone creamery in operation at the Model
Farm, Guelph. It is hinted that the chief
member of the creamery commission had
more interest in the cheese industry, than
in the one we are discussing. If ths be no,
the limited result may be understood. But
the matter is too important for any such
narrow and unpatriotic course of action to
be permanently permitted. Let Our rural
friends agitate the matter again, and insiat
that the original scheme in its entirety, or
something equally comprehensive, be carried
out. Of course this scheme ought to be
undertaken only for the purpose of setting
the creameries agoing. It would be absurd
to suppose that the people could not make
their own butter, in creameries as well as
out of them. And when the Government
had shown the way, in this new form of the
ndustry, its duty would be to retire and
eave the business to be dealt with by pri-
vate capital, organized under joint stock
companies charters.

Granted, that government creameries are
'stablished and their success demonstrated,
1ow quickly would our farmers organise
oint-stock creameries. This done, the
uality of our butter would cease to be a
eproach. But the most sanguine could not
Ipect ail this in one season, or in several
easons, and even when this system came
rio free operation, in richer or advanced
istriots, there must always be considerable
ortions of our territories in which butter
rould still be made on the farm. Regard-
ng the purchase of this farmer's-made butter
word of advice is now tendered.

The present course of procedure is as

THE NEW CROP.

Frequent raine having interfered with the
wheat harvest in this neighborhood during the
past few days, not a few merchants, bankers
and manufacturers, became anxious to learn
whether such raine were general, or whether
they prevented the safe ga-nering of the crops.
We have therefore obtained information from a
variety of points in Ontario, mostly dated
August 5th, which shows that the injury by rain
is but slight. A good deal of barley has been
discolored. Hay is frequent'y thin. Root crope.
having profited much by recent raine, promise
well.

ONTARIO BUREAU OF INDUSTRIES.

The second annual report of the Ontario
Bureau of Industries has been issued and oou-
tains, in addition to agricultural information,
much that ia of interest in connection with trade
and commerce. We learn from it that 414,976
acres was added within the year, to the ares of
cleared land, the figures 10,587,688 acres against
19,172,712 acres in 1882. The number of acres
in the province under different crops is shown1 ý
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was 242,902 lbo., prie. realised 21J cents per
pound.

By a comparison of results to the proprietors
of chou. factories and cheeae-and-butter fae-
tories respectively, the advantage as regards
average value of product is shown to be decided-
ly in favor of tbe combined system. "The data at
hand, however, are not sufficient to determined
whieh ia the better and more profitable one, for
trustworthy averages cannot be worked out from
a few quantities. .For the same reason a con-
alusive anwer cannot be given to the question,
whieh is the more profitable to dairymen, the
factory or the creamery?" We have not space
to-day to enter upon the consideration of other
departments of this interesting report.

EXPORTS PROM HALIFAX TO THE
STATES.

The trade of Nova Scotia with the E isteru
States of the Union is a very considerable one.
With lines of steamers from New York, Boston
and Portland to Halifax. Ysrmouth, and other
porta in the Province, and with Windsor,
Pietou, and places on the south and west as
port eof call for steam and sail, the yearly inter.
ehange of produets amountl to a large sum.
As to exporta, these are mainly fishery pro-
duets, with the addition tbis year, of sugar,
molasses, bides and ekins, and a few other
articles. The value cf goods exported from the
port of Halifax to the United States for the
twelve months ending June 30th was, in round
figures, 81,273,000, an increase of just $10,000
over the value of the exporta cf the previoues
fiscal year. The bulk of these shipruents i.

uslly made in the firet half of the fiscal year,
only one-third coming into the quarters ended
with March and Jane.

The three American consular offices in Nova
Seotia are at Halifax, Picton and Windsor, re-
speetively. From C(onsul-General Frye, at the
firat named port, the following list of exporta
thence to the States was obtained by a Halifax
daily.

The proprietors of the Coe mine, at Coe'e Hill,
on the lino cf the Central Ontario railway, have,
we are told a contract with parties in Cteveland,
Ohio, to deliver a hundred thousand tons of iron
ore this year. Over fifty thousand tons have
been already taken out. The energeti 'proprie-
tons of this mine are building for their own use
a telegraph lino from Picton to Coe Hill. The
distance from Picton to Trenton ia 32 miles, and
thence 74, in all 106 miles.

The flux crop in the West this year is said
to be exceptionally good, and Messrs. J. & J.
Livingstone have a large force of hands at work
pulling it. The mille of the frm at Stratford,
Baden, Brussels, Palmerston, Listowel, Welles-
ley, Tavistock, Lucan and Linwood, will pro-
bably have all they eau do this season.

The mines of the Cumberland Coal and Iron
Company, are turning out and shipping coal
ateadily, the railway to Parreboro' taking it to
tide-water. ,A Parreboro' correspondent writes
last week to the Halifax Herald :-The schooner
Manzanilia Capt. Aylward, cleared to-day with
365 tons of coal for Calais.

Is it not pitiful to see "starved and
dwn-trodden" sons and daughters of toil en-
oying themselves so, when the iron industries
f the countri are, according to the Hamilton
Times and the Globe's informants, in no ruinous
a state of depression ? It is like fiddling while
Rome is burning ! Mesurs. McKehnie & Ber.
ram should not alov anything so unseemly.

BLACK MAILING THE BANKS.

It is natural to hate a black-mailer. He in
one of the most hateful and contemptible of
creatures, a compound of bully and sneak. lu-
deed, the methoda of both sneak and bully are
necessary te carry on the trade successfully.
Some hypocrisy is required, toc, and so the
black-mailer often assumes the mantle of the
protector or the censor. It is well to note, per-
haps, that the term has its origin in a cuastom
which prevailed in olden times in Scotland and
the north of England, of paying a certain rate,
of money, cattle, corn or other articles to certain
men, alied to robbers, to be by them protectf d
from pillage.

One of the most remarkable sebemes ever
heard of to black-mail bankers, is just now
brought before the Post Office authorities of the
United States. It had been exposed lat week
in the columns of the New York Times. Thirty
years ago and more, Thompson's Bank Note
Reporter was a serviceable and reputable paper,
published for the purpose of giving information
to the business public as to counterfeit bills, the
standing of American uand Canadian banks &c.
&c. Mr. Thompson, the proprietor was presi.
dent of the Chase National Bank. About 1864
he sold the Reporter, which passed through
several hands until it came to the present pro-
prietors. Who they are does not exactly appear,
but the reputed manager is L. P. Haver. 25
Park Place, New York, and the schemes of
extortion practised under his authority have
been carried on for about two'years.

The style of procedure adopted by this worthy
was somewhat as follows: To get the standing
of banks for the Reporter a rubber-stamped
postal card was sent out with blanks for the
names of officer, capital, surplus, and names of
correspondents in New York and other places.
Then without order from the bank, thie state-
ment was publisbed in the Reporter, and a copy
of the paper was sent to the bank regularly.
The name of the paper and Mr. Thompon's
wellknown standing doubtless led many bankers
to comply at once with any demand from it,
however unfair or unreasonable. When they
did not threats were freely made and abuse and
bull-dozing were resorted te. The Cashier of a
bank was the officer usually attacked with threats
of serious disclosures to the Directors if fraudu.
dulent bills were net paid.

The Cleveland, Ohio, banks one and ail reeeived
the attentions oàf Mr. Haver. The experience of
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the National City Bank of that place will serve
as a specimen of his plan to extort money: The
National City Bank filled out a postal card
as requeuted and sent it to the Reporter,
whereupon the following appeared in its
oolumn under the. 'head of Cleveland (Ohio)
banks:

ChaEham Y. B., N. Y. MAVdants L. de T. Co., Clmfcago.

A bill was sent to the bank for 85 for "sub-
sorition to weekly, subseription to monthly,
and notice 05." Attached to this bill was a
rubber stamp notice, requesting a remittance at
once, and saying: "If seeking new business or
collections, will offer to publish the title or name
of bank in prominent display type at rate of 06
per annum, including subscription to monthly
Uit and weekly Reporter."

Cashier Whiteland did not pay the bill, having
never ordered the insertion of the notice or the
sending of the paper, and other bills were sent
by the Reporter. Finally the paper began send-
ing inquiries of snob a character to the bank as
would be expected to bring them to terms. In.
typewriter copy, pinned to the circular of the
Reporter, asking subacriptions, the National City
Bank received sucb inquiries as this:

1" A correspondent vwutes:.1 Io 1h National
City Bank lain y vay identifled vith Crumb &
Baslington, wbo bave been arrested for prao-
tieing quetionable business methode? What e
the matter with Cleveland bankers and brokers?
Are they aIl epeclatng ?'

The Clveland Bank remained dumb to these
appeal. Under date of June 14 1884,the bank
received the following, with a rnbber etamp sig-
nature:

" We learn your bank is going into liquidation,
and will offer to publiah notice of same in our
weekly reading columns, as required by law, for
two month, for 45. Will also enter you with a
year's subscription, with card in display type,
with a reading notice as to your reorganization,
for 85, making 810 to cover ali, and the prom-
inence of such card will well repay the small
expense in new business. Your early reply will
oblige."

The National City Bank had no ides whatever
of going into liquidation.

These leeches did not stop at trying to coerce
country banke, well-known banking houses in
New York have been objects of its attack, with
the plain intention to exort money. I was'nt
always smooth sailing for the scoundrels, how-
ever, when one of them called on Brown Brothers
& Co. he became so insulting that he was
promptly ordered out by the manager, with
instructions to the watchman to pitch him into
the street if he ever showed his face again.
The Reporter retaliated by publishina an item
releoting on the firm which is one of the solid-
est institutions of New York.

It in a proper thing, of course, to insist
upon payment for a periodical received regularly
by the person to whom it is addressed, and the
law protects the publisber, in the United States
and Canada, in such circumstances. But thes
fellow would continue to send their paper and
make charges for their "cards" even after dis.
tinet instruction were sent that they were not
wanted.

Mr. Rogers, oushier of the Nassau Bank is
New York City, reeeived a oircular of th ecom-
pany on March 26, just after the quarterly
report of the Naeau Bank had been published.
Attached to the circular was a copy of this
report, out from another paper, and above this
an advertisement, supposed to have been pub.
liuhed in the Bank Note Reporter, of two ies,
as follows:

Mr. Roger
wrote In answer to this circular thst ho had nol
mbscribed to the Ba k Note Reporter, did not
owe the eoncern $4, and would not payi-R. He
enlosoed the circular in the letter and sent it
back. On April 8 he received the following
oharacteristie letter printed by a ypewnter Ou
paper bearing the officiai had of the BMak Note
and Commercial Reporter:

Dm in r,-Some timse ago, vwhen you made s
eauage you vere indebted to me for subscriplion

and services and neyer evinced a disposition to
liquidate. Wheu you made the change you
appeahed to us to notify the public, that your
business might not suffer. We did so, under.
standing that we would be paid. It vas a mere
matter of business with us. We have no
interest in notifying the public of the change.
You are keen enough to know that we cannot
transaet business without being remunerated.

Mr. Rogers sentone of the leks of the board
to lb. office of the company, 10, discover iflieo
could, who the man vas that was making this
impudent demand. The clerk found a scorbutie
person, wearing spectacles, %ho said that his
name vas J. E. Callinan uand that ho attended
to the city business of the concern. Callinan
vent to the bank with the clerk, and Mr. Rogers
placlng the letter before him, asked him to sigu
it. He declined to do this. He told Mr Rogers,
however, that he would bave to pay the bill.
" Did I order the paper of you ?'" asked Mr.
Rogers. "No," was the answer, "you ordered
it of my brother." "Well, bring your brother
here and let me see him." "Oh, my brother is
dead," vas the immediate response. Callinan
told Mr. Rogers that the "services rendered "
were notices of the sale deposit vaults when the
bank was temporarily doing business in the
Bennett Building, in 1881. As the bank had no
deposit vaults at that time, the falsehood was
transparent, but Callinan unbluahingly main-
tained it, ad vent avay threatening that the
bi vould have of nbpaid.

SHARBEHOLDERS' LIABILITY.

The ;judgment of the Supreme Court of Can-
ada recently delivered in the case of Page vs.
Austin, is worthy of at leat passing notice.
Dispute arose over the affaira of the Ontario
Wood Pavement Company, which was incorpora-
ted under 27 & 28 Vie. Cap. 28, with power to
increase by by-laws the capital stock of the com-
pany "after the whole capital stock of the com-
pany shall have been allotted sud paid in, but
not sooner." It appears that the company
assumed to increase the espital without the
original capital having been fully paid in. Tia
was doue by a by-law increaing the -apital
stock from 1180,000. to 8250,000. Certain
exeeution creditors of the company who, vers
unable to realize the amount of their elaim'
from the company instituted proeeedings by the
way of "ire facias against the defendant as a
holder of shares not fully paid up. On exami-
nation of the company's books it was shown lhat
the shares aIn respect of which these proceedings
were taken were shares of the inuressed ospital,
and not of that originally authorized.

Under these circumstances the Court, Mr.
Justice Gwynne dissening, oonarmed the judg.
ment of the Ontario Court of Appeal to the sOt
that as the diretors had no power h the bihe
toeinurease the capital stoek of the oompeny the
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stock in respect of which these proceedinge wer
taken had no legal existence, and that the execu
tion oreditors were consequently not entitled tc
recover. It was held by the Court that when i
statutory liability is attempted to be imposed i
can only attach to an actual legal shareholder o
the company, an alleged shareholder is not stop
ped by the mere fact of having received trans
fers of certificates of stock which he supposed t<
be in existence, from questioning the validity o:
the issue of such stock.

This case affords another instance of the dan-
ger to which parties dealing with corporate
bodies are constantly subjected. It has long
been customary to give credit to incorporated
companies much too readily. The public will
soon begin to realize that in trusting a corpora-
tion it is infinitely more necessary than in the
ease of an individual that care should be taken
to ascertain not only the financial standing of
the concern, but the validity of the acts by
which it assumes to bind itself,-and the liabilit 3
of sharebolders for stock held by them. Fortu-
nately for the public interest, from more pointe
of view than one, the recent craze for converting
businesses of ail kinds into corporations bas to
a large extent passed away. With reference te
business of many kinds corporate existence is no
doubt necessary and proper. With reference to
many other classeus of business, hewever, incor-
poration bas been sought for the purpose of
foating concerns at more than their value, and
thes have too frequently come to grief, to the
serions los of confiding creditors.

-Since our last issue, in which mention was
made of the case, Judge Sinclair bas aiven judg-
ment on the appeal of the Canada Life Assur-
ance company against the assessment of the
Hamilton Court of Revision. The company was
assessed for fixed income at 840,000, but showed
that aocording to the last quinquennial division
of the dividend, since paid, the annuel income
is 826,026. The city authorities did not deny
the oorrectneses of these figures, but contended
tht the company was liable to be assessed for
income in respect of the proportion of the pro-
fits payable to policy holders. Judge Sinclait
said that if policy holders' profits were assess-
able a mistake had been made in assessing the
oompany's total income at #40,000; the figures
should have been 0148,000. He held that the
proportion of profits payable to the policy
holders could not be assessed as income, and
therefore reduced the asseesment to the figures
submitted by the company, namely #29,926.

-Though but a comparatively Emill propor-
tion of the pig iron furnaces in the United
States are in blast, and more than half the rail
mills are idle, the New York Comnercial Bulletin
thinks "the market is not wholly devoid of
encouraging features." Pries are of course
low and unsatisfactory. Reduced railway con-
struction, causing a lessening of the demand,
in responsible for much of the depression.
"The encouraging feature" comes from a
demand for iron for other uses, from the light-
ness tof toke and low production. But there
would be no hope in continued low production,
so long as it lasted; as a means of transition
from bad to better it is essential. Prices are
somewhat improving in some lines, orders are
increesing, and activity is being quickened.

THE POISON OF GAMBLING.

It is fortunate that Wall Street and the Stock
Exchange are not the whole country, says aPhiladelphia paper. If they were it would be
for the moment in a deeper slough of despondthan any that John Bunyan's Poor Pilgrim ever
got ab, in be progres a1 thadbetter land. A
veteran in commercial lif'a, said Ibié morning.
"The trouble with New York just now is, we
have toc many young men who,seorning the slow
but sale ways of thpir fathers, are trying to work
their way in the world, in acoordance with themodern improvementa, that is to say, they are
buying and selling things which other peoplehave got, while they are not owning nor produe-
ing anything themselves." This may be ahomely way of putting it, but it is true to theletter. Hanging about all the exchanges to-day,
you may ase hundreds, nay thousands of young
men, f rom 20 to 25 years of age, connected with
small brokers, doing business on an attenuated
capital, offering to buy or seli stocks, cotton,
wheat, coffee, oil, or what not, on a few dollars
margin. They never see a share of stock, nor a
bale of cotton, nor a bushel of grain, nor a pound
of cffee, nor a gallon of oi, but simply take the
chances as against the other speculators who are
their patrons, upon the changing quotations of
the markets. This is gambling-pure and
simple-and the end of it ail is, the outcome of
ail habitual gambling, poverty and despondency,
if not despair. This numerous clase of specula.
tors are, many of them, of bright parts, with
brains and ability to make a respectable livingin almost any of the ordinary walks of life, pro-
vided they could, by any possibilityorne
down (or up, rather) to some regalar pro-ductive industry, and get rid of the foolish
notion that they eau omehow make a for-
tune out of nothing. When they get rid of
te vain ambition to have a seat at the Stock
Exchange, or to be looked upon as a Abowy
operator in grain or lard, (r petroleum, they wil
have taken the first step towards quitting the
road to ruin and turning the corner to the
quieter but safer. and in the end more prosper.
ons path of unobtruniva hontest labor.-New York
Correspordence Philadelphia Ledger,
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-The statement of the grain trade of Buffalo
for the season up to 80th June shows it to be
lighter than for several years. The receipte of
grain by lake are but 14,602,219 bushels against
21,766,234 bushels up to the same date last year.
In no year since 1877 have the receipta been so
small as the present. Shipments by canal from
the opening of navigation to date are 8,108,697
bushels, against 12,490,885 bushels to corres-
pouding date last year and 9,128 907 in 1882.
Railway ahipments of grain from this point from
Jan. 1 to date this year are 2,800,015 bushels,
against 4,141,476 bushels for a like period last
year and 8,670,119 bushela in 1882. Thereis an
increase in shipmente for some of the coarse
freight, the receipts of lumber by lake up to
date being 74,558,722 feet against 54,317,580
feet for the corresponding period last year, but
on the whole the tradsportation business is dull.

TOBONTO MARKETS.

Toronto, 7th August, 1884.
The put week seema generally to have been

not a very active one in business. Harvesting,
of course, bas checked country orders for goods,
and country ahipments of produce. Neither bas
there been much of an export demand beard for
anything. Stil, the feeling bas been almost
universally that of contentment and confidence.

It is true that the weather, in some part, bas
been rather unfavorable for wheat harveating,
but that bas been counterbalanced by benelis
of rain for roots, &o. Independently of the con.
viction that after all a good yield in morally
certain, and that much of the damage done may
be repaired, it in felt al over that nearly all
clisses had been preparing so carefuly for a bad
hmrvest. and keeping se anxiously out of the
way of riska, that in any event no very serious
trouble could be expected. A great m'any of our
people have been away enjoying themselves on
their holidays; and this tact, also, bas tended
to check trade somewhat. The opening of the
fall season thus seems almost certain to be fol-
lowed by a considerable amount of activity ; and
the only thing which we eau se. likely te cheek
it la the fact that low prices are likely to rule
for nearly al Canadian exports. The broad
facts that nearly al grain-exporting countries
are tolerably certain to have large surpluse,
and that nearly all grain-imporing oountries are
almost certain to need ales of these than they
have done of lite, are tolerably certain to keep
the prices of these gooda low; and the further
fact that Canadian prices have of late been
higher than those in competing markets, is
certain to lead to a larger fall in pries here
than elsewbere. These facts may teil upon our
trade; but after allowing for them, a prosperous
future seema fairly to be expected.

Although there bas been a reaction in some
securities from the highest point reached, the
improvement noticed lat week bau beoome more
general and resulted in a marked advance in
some of the leading speculative stocka. More
satisfactory rumours about the condition of the
Federal Bank and the excellent appearance of the
crops, are the chief items to which the apprecia-
tion is nattributed. Federal Bank rose buoyantly
to 50J on Tuesday, receded t 46J on Wednesday,
and closed with buyers at 47J and sellera at 49.
Bank f Toronto sehowed the greatest gain and
buyers advanced from 168 to 175. Ontario,
Commerce and Standard Banks each gained l4
p.c.in bide. Impenial Bank rose 84in bids with
no sellera, while other bank stocks improved
fractionally. There was but lttle doing in
insurance stocka, though British America rose
8 p.e. lu bide to 95, with no stock offering for
sale. Canada North-West Land Co. was 47 bid,
being five shillings higher than at the close of
lut week. The feature of the loan societies'
stocka wau the jump up in the price of London
& Canadian Lan from 180 to 185. There was
a atrong undertone to nearly the whole market
at the close.

BooTs AND Sxoe.-This trade bas been fairly
active, sales have been emall but many. Prices
ateady and unchanged, the only satisfactory
feature is the tact that payments have not been
as punctual as they ought to have been.

CA&TTLE.-Reeipts have fallen off very largely
and the supply of al sorts bas been amail,
prices have consequently been firmer. Although
cable adviues have not been such as to increase
the shipping demand, choice export lots would
have brought 51. ; good butcher lots have been
stronger at 4j to 41e. and inferior about Se. but
with very little demand for either. There bas
been very little doing la sheep; but lambe have
been steady at from 18.00 to 85.00 per head
according to quality. Calves inactive and easy
ait 7 te 9e. per lb. dressed weight.

COAL AND WooD.-Trade haa improved some.
what, but the market still remains quiet. Prices
are unchanged as folows: Best hardwood, un.
out, i selleing at 15; second quality, 14; best,
two enta, 16.50; do. three ente, 17: pine w ood,
unout, i quoted 04; two outs, 15, acd thres
auts, $5.50; long pin. slabe 18.50 to 14. Coal
is queod at 16.25 for egg and graie, 16.50 fer
beat seft, and 16.50 for stove and nut.•

Dnuos.-Have remainded quiet with scarcely
auy change in price: We quote opium #4.75 to
15; morphine, 2.20 toe 2.45; oil peppermint,
14.50 10 $5 per lb.; Iodide poasa, 11,70 te 11.90,Borax, 12e. to 14.; Bal Bochelle, 86e. to 8e.;
Tartarie Acid, 57e. to 64c. ; Bicaib Soda, ait $2.80
to 18; Hellebore, 20e. to 22c.

DRv (ooDs.-Advices to 25th Jnly from Brad-
ford state that the home trade is wanting in
buoyancy. The business done lu wool was of
small amount, but staples were on the whole
flrm: mohair and alpaca also firm. Worated
yarns met with some enquiry. A few orders in
bright dress goods for the Continent gave early
promise of a better season, but they are not fol-
lowed up as yet. At Nottingham, both the
home and export branches of the laee trade
remain duil, and thee is little change to ehron-
i.le this week. The branches in which most
business la doing are iboso coneenned la the
coirod lies, whioh have oflite attracied so
much notice. The hosiery manufacturera report
a quiet business at very low pricea. In the yarnmarket there is less demand for fine lace quali-
ties, and generally the tone is depressed.

FLOUS AND MAi.-Inactivity haa remained
the rale and prices have generally been less firm
than in the preceding week. Flour scarcely
any business doing; holders had not been pres-
sing sales and had they done so they would pro-
bably have been foreed to make concessions la
order to efect them. At the close guaranteed
Superior Extra was oftered at equal to $5.10 and
Extra at equal to 4.75 here with no bide for
either. Bran has been rather unsettled; but at
the close a car sold at 118.00 on traek here.
Oatmeal prices much as before; one lot sold at
14.40 on track and more has been offered at
14.45; amall lots 14 75 to 4.90.

GaiN.-The harvesting season bas continued
to check business in almost everything and
prospects of crops and tendency of prices out-
aide have also contributed to check the demand
for some good. Wheat bas been very slow of
sale although concessions have been oftered byholders. At the close No. 2 Fall was offered at
11.05 without finding a bid. Spring sold in the
latter part of last week ai 11.05 for ordinary,
and ai 11.06 for choies, No. 2; and a mixed lot
of 6000 bushels changed banda on Monday on
p.ti., but ai the close No. 2 was offered at 11.06
withoui bide. Oats have shown but little
change; cars slightly heated have sold at 89e.,
wnd cars of aound at 40e. through the week,
which price. wouid have been repested at 1h.
close. Barley sullnone off.red eithorof old or
new ; no demand bas been herd but new No. 1
ooud have found buyera at about 65e, had any
been offered; h is mueh teared that the crop
bas been seriously damaged by the laite raina.
